Marriage Valid in British Em-
pire Not ' Recognized in
Some Other Countries.

OTTAWA, March 22.—The following

important statement * régarding the
marringe of ' British  women with
Rindus, Moslems, . African negroes,
¢te., has been sent from. Downing
street to the Canadian government.
It has been prepared by the registrar
géneral of Great Britain,

“The marriage of a woman of British
nationality professing the Cliristian
faith ‘with a Hindu or Mohammedan
éven in a-case when ‘it is valid-in all
respects in this country, is not neces-
warily .so when' thé husband returns
to India or his own Mohammedan
country, In India be is subject to
what {8 known as his “personal” law.
It. a, Hindu, .this law..would probably
not recognize the marriage at all, and
in the case of a Mohammedan the
fact ‘that the marriage took place un-
der forms prescribed by English law
only ’ rhight give rise to doubts in a
Mohammedan country as to. the valid-
ity of the marriage, or at least place
the parties in a position of sorme diffi-
culty. ' The Indian' cdurts - would in
such cases be able to offer véry in-
adequate, if any, protection to the
wife' of such an English = marriage,
while her position under a foreign
court would be presumably worse.

‘May Take’ Other Wives,

In neither caso i& the marriage q‘-:e
that necéssarily. implies (outside Eng-
land) "the’ volu union for Yfe of
one man and one woman to the exclu-
sjon of all others, for under his. “per-
sonal” law, the Hindu and under Mo-
hammedan law, the Mohammedan
husband may, if he desires, tdke' other
wives in addition to the first without
conlultlng his ‘Christian wife in. any
way. Bven if ‘the Hindu or Moham-
medan husband had entered into a
covenant with his' Christian wife not
to take'any other wife, such a. coven-
ant could not prevent him from taking
another wife in India or a Moham-
medan country if he so desired.

“Phe ‘forms observed  at®a marriage
under EngHsh law before a registrar
are not necessarily reoomized‘e.by Mo-
hammedan - law . as giving ~any legal
effect or.:validity to the re-
jationship, and afford no protection to
the wife /in a country where Moham-
medan .law- is observed.- Where a
marriage relationship .is constituted
which: the Mohammedan law will re-
ocgnize,-a Mohammedan husbany may,
under Mohammedan law, divorece his
wife at will without any legal formal-
ity beyond that of repudiating her,
while 'should . he return to his own
country, leaving' his Christian  wife
nere, the difference of domestic domi-
cile: might he equivalent to divorce
under ‘Mohamm JAdaw.> In .either
case. such divorce, “while not dissolv-
ing the marriage “in “England  under
English law, would be operuthe in the
Mohammedan country,

Loses British Nutoomluty.

In the, case, of a woman of British
natlonality prod’es:lng the Christian
faith ' who magries @ Mohammedan
who is not a British subject, but is.a
subject or. citizen of a Mohammedan
state, she loses her British nationality
on -the marriage, and when the hus-
band and -wife land in any Moham-
medan . country . (not belug in the do-
miniéns or under the protectorate of
his Britannic majesty) they.both be-
come subject to the Mohammedan
jdw. Further, the wife having lost
her British nationality would appear
to have become digentitled to the pro-
tection or assistance of any British
authority, consular or otherwise.

Shell Fish Cookery

shell fish and one of the first articles sent across the continent by

parcel post was a consignment of these delicacies. This convenient

method of transportation has taken, lobsters, clams, scallops and
other queer “fish”” into new markets where their goodness makes the ques-
tion of what to eat more easily solved than ever before,

There is an abundance of recipeg for cooking shell fish, but how 'to
prepare them for the last operation is not always made clear., We will
.begin with lobsters'that are at their best in summer months, but are eaten
all thru the year. They should be heavy for their size to be good and
whether alive or boiled the tail must be springy. - That is, when it is
straightened out it must spring back into a curve.: The small claws are
used for garnishing, the large ones are opened and the white meat drawn
out. The tail is opened thru the centre and the middle vein removed, as
it is inedible., The meat that lies between the separate-and middle body
boneg is saved and that is all. The body is usually emptied and washed
and with the under part of the large claws used for serving. The writer
will gladly send sauces suitable for lobster and similar meats upon receipt

Crabs are either hard or soft shell, the latter being most delicate. They
are purchased alive and are cleaned when the-spongy substance under each

Clams are as valuable a food as oysters, but they have not the same
fine flavor. )
ones ‘‘Little Necks.'"” They are sold in their shells and must he scrubbed
vigorously with a brush and water before they are steamed open.” The
novice usually makeg a mistake by putting them into a Kettle full of “boil-
ing water—-there should be only.a cup of boiling water to each two quarts
of clams. Cover this ‘closely and as soon as the shells open they have
cooked enough. The liquor may be used for bopillon; the clams are served
in individual disheg with melted butter, salt and pepper. i

Scallops are for those who do not relish clams, but like a tender, sweet
morsel of flesh. ‘Their flavor is the most delicate of all shell fish. They
are cleaned by being removed from their snowy shells and having the hard
muscle cut away. The firm block of flesh remaining is dippéd in egg, salted
and peppered and rolled in crumbs. This 18 repeated until a thick coating
adheres, when they are placed in a wire basket and plunged into deep fat.
They are served with tartar sauce and garnished with cress or celery.

. It is much pleasanter for housekeepers tp buy shell fish prepared for
cooking, but dealers seldom clean or parboil them until they have died, and
by this time they are unfit for table use, so it remains for the home cook
to secure them as alive as possible.

MEDICAL FEES IN WORKMEN’S
COMPENSATION.

Representations made by the medical
confraternity . at the meeting in the
Academy of Medicine recently must
trike everyone as reasonable in so far
as they deal with the way in which the
interests of the profession are affected
in the workmen’'s compensation bill.
The views of the medical men are to
be presented to the government, and it
is altogether proba:b!e that they will
be given effect in the legislation pend-
ing, granting that the government has
thruout been actuated by a desire to
treat all parties affected as reasonably
as possible.

The real cause of the complaint
arises from the fact that no provision
has been made in the compensation
bill for the payment or recovery of
medical fees. It is supposed that the
omission arose from the similar omis-
sion In the United States act, wupon
which the Ontario bill is to some ex-
tent modeled.. Under the present act
the medical or surgical expenses be-
come part of a claimant’s account for
an award from the court for injuries
sustained,

It is proposed that as an amendment
to the mew bill clauses be inserted
whereby the board shall have authority
to add a reasonable sum for medical
attendance and hospital care to the
claims for compensation, The proposal
will undoubtedly commend itself to the
government.

RESPONSIBILITY AND EFFICI.
ENCY. -

One advantage at least the United
States constitution possesses over that
of the United Kingdom and the self-
governing British states. Its rigid
division of power among the president
as chlef executive, congress as the leg-
islating body and the supreme._.court
as the final interpreter of the scope.
purpose and .intent of legislation has
provided an effective method of carry-
Ing out great public enterprises under-
taken by the federal state. Altho the
president 18 at once head of that state,
and also the head of his party during
the term of his encumbency he pro-
L vides, in his own person .an official of
the -calibre and responsibility needed
for the conduct of undertakings such
as the construction’ and administration
of the Panama Canal and the opening
up of Alaska by means of government
railroads. Governed by a high sense
of duty, as the president all but invari-
ably is, every consideration imipels
him to discharge worthily the trust
that is conferred upon him,

This, we say, is a distinct ad-
vantage to any state. It removes from
the arena of party public works which
too often are attempted to be utilized
for political purposes. Examples of
this have been too common in all par-
liamentary states where ministers
drawn from the party in pewer are re-
si)onsibla for the advice tendered the
King, and are the actual executive ad-
ministrators of the state. It appears
to be almost impossible, at least in
the younger communities, to remove
ihe political element from the;conduct
of ,public undertakings or to obtain the
appointment of commissions that will
be at one and the same time capable
and independent. This is equally true
in cities where endless trouble and
difficulty arise from lrﬂerference with
the officials in charge of and respon-
sible for the civic departments., Re-
quirements plainly imposed are over-
ridden or dispensed with in certain
cases, a course whigh cannot But re-
duce the sense of officlal responsibili-
ty and demoralize the discipline of
the staff,

Take as an example of the later
practice of the United States Congress
the act regarding the construction of
the Alaskan railroads. It confers full
authority and responsibility on the
president as was the case with the
Panama Act. He will name the line
or lines to be built, writes Mr. Fred-
eric J. Hasken in The Newark, N. J.
Evening News, approve surveys, type
of comsiruction, quality of material,
‘select his own assistants, fix salaries
and expenditures, and, in short, have
the last word {n everything pertaining
to the proposed rzilroad. These are
very extensive powers, and, of course,
will not be exercised by the president
personally. It is éxpected that the se-
cretary of the finterior will be the
cabinet officer charged with the actual
administration just as the secretary
of war has been the presidential agent
in the comstruction of the Panama
Canal. Nor is it unlikely that some
one technical expert will be delegated
powers equal to those given .Colonel
(;.,oethals at Panama.

Methodist Professor Startles
Avenue Road Congregation
by His Liberal Views.

THE INSIDE OF THE CUP

Topic of Sermon—Christ's
Origin Immaterjal, Says
Professor Lang.

Some members of the’ congregation
of St. Paul's Methodist Church, Ave-
nue road, are today attempting to
surmise what conservative leaders of
the Methodist Church will think of
the remarks of Prof. W. R. Lang,
librarian of Victoria College in a ser-
mon yesterday when in discussing
Winston Churchill’s “The Ihside of the
Cup,” he said it was immaterial whe-
ther Christ was born of a virgin or
whether Joseph was his natural
father, , &

In Churchill's hook the theory of
virgin birth is scouted, and with ‘this
Prof. Lane practically agreed. About
the only point on which the speaker
took issue with the writer of #the
much-talked-of book was that part in
which it was maintained that the
resurrection was merely an illusion of
the disciples, In this Prof. Lane
stated Churchill had gone too far.
The resurrection was a manifestation
of God.

Last year . Prof, Jackson, one of
Methodism’s most talked-of profes-
sors, also cast doubt upon the virgin
birth, but by some people, it is held, he
did not go so far as Prof. Lane did
in his 'sermon yesterday morning.

WASHINGTON AND HOUSING.

Washington, D.C., where tortuous
alleys of vile huts existed for years al-
most within the shadows of the mag-
nificent capitol and the stately resi-
dences of the wealthy, has made grea*
progress in solving the housing prob-
lem. The fact that one-third of the
population is negro made the task es-
pecially difficult.

The first housing company was or-
ganized in 1897, It has always been
solvent, paying five per cent. on the
investment, which is now over $1,000,-
000. The company owns 574 houses,
each containing two complete flats
with separate entrances, exits, yards
and cellars, L

Each apartment is fitted with a heat-
ing stove, a kitchen range with hot
water attachments, and a bathroom
with porcelain fub’' and sanitary
plumbing. The walls are whitewashed
onice a year, and always befgre a new
family moves in. The rents charged
are: Per month.
Two rooms and bath, firdt floor..$7.50
Two rooms and bath, second floor 8.50
Three rooms and bath, first floor. 8.50
Three rooms and bath, second floor 9.50
Four rooms and bath, first flogr.10.00
Fdéur rooms and bath, second floér 12.00

It was found, however, that the very
poor were crowded out of these model
and sanitary houses by an excellent
class of thrifty workmen who desired
to get better accommodation at a low-
er rent.\

A second company, which limited its
diyidends to four per cent., was form-
ed in 1904,, to build better houses, each
containing two flats of from three to
five rooms and bath, which would rent
at from $10 to $20 per month. Three
hundred of these houses have been
erected and filled with tenants, Many
alley huts still survived, however, and
the aid of congress was invoked. A
law was passed prohibiting the bulld7
ing of new houses in alleys, and power
was given officials to raze unsanitar
dwellings, 442 of which have been de-
stroyed during the last flve years.

Reply to Statement of Dr.

ANSWERS JOHN McNEILL

“Nearer My God to Thee,” a
Unitarian Hymn, Solace in
Great Disaster.

Defence of the Unitarian belief and
reply to criticism of it by Rev. John
MecNejll of Cooke's Presbyterian
Church was made last night at the

First Unitarian Church, 216 Jarvis
stréet, by the pastor, 'Rev. Henry
Hallam Saundersor. He mentioned

Mr. McNeill because a Plttsburg de-
spatch of the Bible conference there
quoted the minister of Cooke's as at:
tacking Unitarians in an interpreta-
tion of the Bible story of Jesus walk-
ing on the gea.

After reading the story of Jesus
walking on the water, and Peter's de-
claration, “Thou are the son of God,”
Mr. Saunderson said in part:-“To our
neighbor is attributed the comment
that in this group there were no Uni-
tarians—never mind the adjectives—
that they were all Trinitarians. This
declaration of Peter i8 by no means
the assertion of the- dogma of the
Trinity—we can all make this declara-
tion. But our good neighbor is al-
ieget to have said: ‘That’s the cure for
Unitarians; let them go out on the
sea on a stormy night’ The fact is
that men in danger are not guick to
turn to theological dogmas or scholas-
tic speculations about the personality
of the deity; the impulse is to lay
hold of the very simple fact of the
presence of the eternal. i

A Unitarian Hymn.
“But when mention is made to us
of men in danger—on the sea—at]
night, to what event do our thoughts
turn? To one bf the most appalling,
most tragic of disasters on the sea,
the sinking of the Titanic i the great
Atlantic. When heroes to the num-
ber of much more than a thousand
faced dedth, when human hearts need-
ed a- great faith to die by, it was the
Unitarian hymn, “Nearer, My God, to
Thee” which brought strength to thewr
hearts.. Men of all Christian com-
munions know it; the nsusic of it calls
up the words in men's memories.

The fans cheerad the efforts of Car-
pentier, who is the idol of French sports-
men, and there was much disappointment
over his defeat. e

Joe Jeannette is an American negro.
Hoe was born in 1881, and has been box-
ing for about tem years. He has long
had his eye on the heavyweight cham-
pionship, and with the possible exception
of Sam Langford s rated as Jack John-
son's strongest rival. He has met the
champion® several times and has won
a decision over him on a foul

Jednnette has met the best men in the
world in- his class with great success.

HALIFAX A COMING CONVENTION
- GITY. i

(Special Correspondence.)

HALIFAX, - N. 8.,  March 21—
Halifax, “the: gun-guarded Atlantic
gateway” of Nova Scotia, the summer
rendezvous of Britain's war vessels,
whose tremendous fortifications have
given her the name of the Kronstadt
of America, also famous as the Mecca
of American tourists, situated on an
elevated peninsula at the head of one
of the finest harbors on the north At-
lantic sea coast, is dawning upon the
busy east as a forthcoming convenuon
city.

The Life: Underwriters’ Association
of Canada has chosen the picturesque,
commercial and political capital of
Nova Scotia as-the scene of its annual
convention on July 28, 29 and 30. On
those three dates hundreds of the dele-
gates of the L.U.A.C.C. will assemble
in the “Garrison City,” while the Cana-
dian IForestry Association- will hold its
next convention in the Nova Scotia
capital Sept. 2, 3 and 4. The secretary
of the C. F. A.,, Mr. James Lawler, is
expected in Halifax to make arrange-
ments for that convention.

YWith tlie Public Gardens and Point
Pleasant Park, Halifax is rarely en- |
dowed for a convention city. The
‘gardenc cover an area of fourteen
acres. They are artistically lald out
and kept with greatest care. On Sun-
pday afternoons through the summer
these beantiful pleasure grounds are
the resort of the beau monde of Halifax,
while on Saturday afternoons the
music of a good military band allies
itself with the charms of fresh green
award, glowing parterres, gay foliage
and the cool expanses of the breeze-
rippledhpond, The evenings are made
gay by frequent illuminations. The
presence of the army and navy officers
adds fuch to the social life of the
city, which is distinetly Dbrilliant,
Halifax is very English in its favor
in spite of the fact that her birth was
an inspiration of Massachusetts.

The harbor, formerly called Chebife-
to, which is Micmac for “Chief
Haven,” was in _the days of the
Frencn regime a favorite rendezvous
for the fleets of France in north At-
lantic waters. When France in 1746
sent D’Anville to wipe out the New
England colonfes the place of meeting
for the ‘French fleer was appointed at
Chehuctn. Stopms. mismanagement
and thronging digasters of many kinds
ghattered the unfucky D’'Anville's en-
terprise and Boston was shved. but
Boston saw that Chebucto should be
fortified, and represented the matier
so strongly to the home government
that the lords of trade and plantaions
in 1749 sent out a hody-=of emigrants,
The colonists landed in June to the
number of 2670, and the autumn saw a
town of nearly 5000 inhabitants, where
