WAREHOUSE RECEIPTS.

It is, of course, extremely. diflicult, and
especially without seeing the evidence, to
form anything like a 1olmble opinion on
the facts of the case, but it seems very

“hard that Railway Companies should not

be liable for the acts of persons in their
employment who undertake  to give re-
ceipts equivalent to bills of lading. The
least that can be expected is that Railway
Companies should notify the public as to
who are authorized to sign receipts for
goods entrusted to their care, There are
express provisions :in the Banking Act
authorizing advances of money on sucli
receipts as have led to the litigation to
which we have called attention. : 1t is of

“the utmost importance that the question

at issue should  be definitely settled, and
that  incorporated companies - should
either be held responsible for the acts of
their servants, or should give such notice
to the public as would prevent the possi-
bility of fraud. The division of opinion in

. the eourts will, of course, lead to anappeal

TIE LATE HARVEST.

As the present condition andimmediate
future of trade depend so largely on the
marketing of -our late abundant harvest,
it is important to know to what extent
this has taken place, how far the farming
community has availed itself of the good
prices offered for grain since the harvest
to realize at least suflicient to pay off the
long deferred accounts of the couniry
store-keepers. Recent attempts at pro-
curing information on this head on the
part of one of our leading banks have
resulted in a pretty accurate calculation
as to the proportion still held in hands of
the farmers. It is estimated that about
-one-fourth of the entire crops of the past
harvest is still held back, This is asad
state of things. Bub it is ascertained also
that it is only in the wealthier sections of
the country that grain has been withheld
from marlket, that in general the sections
‘where farmers are poarer, and in debt to
the country merchant, there is bus little
grain in hand; and that there is but com-
paratively little afler all owing to the
retailers: - 1t will be found that the farm-
erswho are holding back for higher prices
are those who. can aftord to do so; to lose
if it so happen. We observe, however,
that .in some 'sections” of "the country,
- where large quantities of grain have been
sold and the money thevefore put in cir-
‘eulation, country dealers have not been
as. prompt in remitting as circumstances
should warrant. 1t will be well to bear
these. facts ‘in' mind in advising retailers
to- press the: farmers, who, though owing
considerable in some localities, are not se
deeply . and universally in-debt-as is usu-
ally: supposed. The trouble is there are
still ‘too many storckeepers, and this is
naturally proving ‘and rectilying itsell in
continuous . ¥ weeding out,” as may be
observed by the weekly list of - casualties
publishedin these. pages. . To use a Dar-
winian expresston, the fittest will survive
as a general rule, although many of them
are likely to have 2 hard tuyg for it.

The DPresident, how-
ever, finds it necessary to temporize with
the - inflationists, who seem to have fallen
under the influence of the silver specula-
tors; of whom the most prominent is
Senator Jones. It will be difficult to
frame a bill that will be just to the pub.
lic creditors, and  at the same time give
satisfaction to the West. o
Among the other subjects of gieat and gene-

ral importance to the peoplé of this country, I
cannot be mistaken,:l think, in regarding as

‘pre-eminent the policy. and measures whicl are
‘designed’ to' secure the restoration’ of the cur-

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

ToroxTO, Nov. 26th, 1877,

To the Editor of the Journal of Commerce.

Str,—~Inyour issue of the 16th instant is con-
tained an article on “the last issue of the Ca-

nadian Monthly, in-which the writer assails
--the support given to' the’ scheme -of Imperial -

Federation by the writer of “ Cutrent Events,”
and comes 1o the conclusion that *The attempt
to’ tax for imperial purposes extinguished the
sentiment of loyaity in the old colonies, and
our firm conviction js that Imperial confedera-

tion, under any plan that can be dévised, would.
lead to & similarresult.”’ Now, as a very ‘ardent-
supporter of Imperial Federation I should feel .
obliged if you would allow  me. to point.out

that the finanecial aspects of the scherme form
one of the strong arguments in its favor, as
compared either with Independence or Annexa-
tion,

The Federal expenditure of the United Siates
during the last fiscal year scems to have been
about $240,000,000. Supposing Canada to be
annexed, the expenditure not to be increasect
thereby, and the population of the two counties
to amount to’ about 48,000,000, this expendi-
ture would impose upon us increased taxation
to the amount of about $5 per. head.

Supposing Canada to be independent, Inde-
pendence would subject us to increased charges
in the shape of the expenditure requisite 1o
maintain diplomatic relations with the rest of the
world, and the armaments esgential to interna}
order and external security. That these could
not be reduced, to a lower figure than that
ruling in the States may be safely assumed,
Since” 1870 " the average expenditure of the
Union on diplomacy and armaments has been
about 360,000,000 per annum, their average
population about 42,000,000, and their army not
over 25,000 men.. The railway strikes of the past
summer have led many to believe that this
force and expenditure must be. increased, but
I will not insist on this point. The above ex-
penditure is almost exactly 63 stg. per bead
on their average population  during - the last
seven years, and the army 1'in 1800 of their
present population.  Supposing our present

" population to be 4,000,000, un expenditure of

6s. per.head would subject us to an increase
of £1,200,000 per annuin, and an army of 1in

1800 cf our population would give us a force of
2,200 men.  That  such .o force - would enable
us to maintain oar independence is plrinly an
absurdity ; whence it follows that a larger ex-
penditure. would be unavoidable, but, letting
this point pass, let as compare the increased
taxation certninly consequent on either Inde-
gendcnce or Annexation with that which would

e induced by Tmperial Federation.

- The total expenditure of thie United Kingdom
in the year ending March 31st, 1876, was £76,~
545,207,  Of this sum, however, the interest on.
the " national debt and the charges for local
Government would, under Federation, fall upon
the local authorities, just as our own debt and
local charges would, as at” present, continue to
fall upon our local, or state, authorities. These
two items amounted to £40,519,364, leaving a

‘balance of £36,025,843, which would constitnte

the " expenditure of the Federnl Government.
But of this sum £8,572,569 was raised by the
Post Office and Telegraph services, by interest
on_public loans, and by. payment from the
Indian revenues on nccount of charges for
British troops:. Deducting this sum from theex-
I)cuditure of £36,025,843, which would have
inllen on a Federal Government of the Em};ire,
there remains £27,453,274 as the amount which
—taking the expenditure of 1876 as a basis—
it may be assumed that'a Federal Government
of the Empire would have to raise by taxation.
I am content, however, to assume that its ex-
penditure would really amount to £32,000,000.
Now, for how much of this sum would Carada

be linble ?

-1 presume that all will agree in thinking that,
under Jmperial Fedération, as in all other cases,

. each member of the Fedevation should be: taxed

proportionately :to'its property. According to
@ return presented to the House ,of Commons
