Mr. Haggart, on rising to resume the de-
bate on the second reading of the Yuson
b, proceeded to criticize the mnature of
the proposed railway. If built according to
the standard of the Kaslo-Siccan road, the
curvature would be as high as 29 degrees,
aid the road could be cheaply con-
structed. The statement had been made in
the public prints that the 28-pound rails
from the ald Lethbridge line were to be
used. He asked the Goveirnment to say
whether they would permit the contractors
to-put down 281b. rails and draw their sub-
sidy for each ten-mile sectlon. =

Mr. Sifton: No.

Mr. Haggart then proceeded to discuss
the guestion cf routes, He said the one
by way of Chilkat, Pass and Daiton’s Trail
to the Yukon River was unguestionably the
best. Probably the reason why the Gov-
errment bad abandoned this reute was be-
cauvse they feared trouble with the United
Btates about bonding privilages. Personany
he believed Pyramid Harbor was in CGan-
adian temritory, and, although the Ameri-
cars were in possession to-day, he did not
anticipate the slightest difficulty in regard
to the bonding of goods. He believed it
was of greater interest - to the United
states to- retain the presemt bonding ar-
razgement than it was to ©Canada. The
abolition of the present privilege would
work -mcst disastrously to United States
trade in the tramsmission of goods . from
China and Japan to Europe. He belleved
the Governwent could have secured a reci-
procal arrangement, so that Canadian goods
could have passed through the disputed
strip in return for American goods for
Alaska passing free in boud tmough our
pountry. [Hear, hear.]

As 1o ine Subsidy.

Adverting to the subsidyhe (Mr, Haggart)
expressed the opinion that . 1,000,000
veres of selected gold lands would have
been a8 geod an Jnugcaunent as o0wWw
equare miles.

With reference to navigation rights.on
the Stikine, he pointed out that at tne time
of the acquisition of Alaska iu 1857, Mr.
Sumner, the American, had abindoned the
contention that Great Britain Jlost her
rights of the free use of tne rivers from
Aluska to the sea. Hence he thought
there was mo question as to our yighe to
use these streams.

Mr. Haggart pointed out that under the
Russian treaty we had no right to the navi-
gation of the Yukon and Porcupine Rivers.

In fact the United States could make such
onerous regulations in regard to transhin
went at Wrangel that we would Ye bevter
off with a railway starting directly from
Anmerican territory.

Taklug Serious Ground.

8ir Louis Davies: The hon. gentleman is
taking very serious ground on an interna-
tional question, and I'm sorry for 1it.

Mr. Haggart: I am taking merely the
ground taken by The London Times, when
it expressed the hope that, having under-

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Government at Washington Settles
Down to Await Events.

Great Bhock Gilves Way toa Calmer and |

More Judicial State of Mind-Court of

Enquiry Inte the Cause Will Be De-

pended én to Solve the Mystery—Many

Messages of Condolence.

Washington, Feb. 17.—The Govern-
ment has settled back into a waiting
attitude in respect to the terrible mai-
ine disaster in Havana Harbor. ’'Fhe
great shock caused by the news has
given way to a calmer and more judic-

ial state of mind, and, realizing from

the events of the day, that the court of
inquiry is the sole dependence in the
search for the cause of the Maine's
loss, the naval officials are mow resign-
ed to awerit the results of that inquiry
by a court named today by the Navy
Department. There was little news to
add to the sum of information as to the
disaster during the foremoon. No fele-
grams came, and all that cou'd be glean-
ed was a denial of some absurd story
or other that bad crept into print, or
become current gossip. All the news of
the day came in the late afternoen in
Captain Sigshee’s report of the authoriz-
ation of the funeral of his dead sailors
and General Lee's brief story of the
struggle .for life in the dark hull of the
Maine.

MESSAGES OF CONDOLENCE:

Britain’s Queen, the German Emperor and
Representatives of Varions Govern-
ments Express Sorrow.

Washingion, D.C., Fcb. 17.—A number of
messages have been received at the State
Department from foreign govermments, ex-
pressing regret in  conneetion with the

CAPTAIN SIGSBEE,
Commander of the Wrecked Battleship,

Maine disaster. Among them are the fol-
lowing: :

‘I have the honor to inform yomu that I am
commanded by the Quecn to convey to the
President, the expression of Her Majesty’s
sympathy with the American people on the
ocoasion of the sad disaster, which has be-
fallen their navy by the loss of the battle-
ghip Maine and of so many members of her
crew.

Cther meszages are frem Emperor Wil-
Ham, the Prince and Princess of Wales,
President Faure of Fnance, the Duke of
Connaught, the Russian Minister of Marine,
and the First Lord of the British Admir-
alty.

Interment of the Martyrs.

Havana, Feb., 17.—The interment of the
martyrs of the Maine took place ethis af-
ternoon about 5 o'cleck. Shortly before the
hcur all Havana was in movement., The
flags on the public buildings were at half-
mast and many of the houses were draped
in momming. All classes were represented
in the throngs that fi'led the streets along
which the immense funeral procession pass-
ed to the cemetery.

LATEST FROM THE SCENE,

Another Description of the Calamitous
Explosion—Capt. Sigsbee Thanks
Capt. Elias,

Havana, Feb. 17.—The night of the dis-
aster to the Maine a light wind from the
southwest was blowing, and her head point-
ed in a southeasterly direction. She was
moored in about twelve metres of water
forwards, and drenw about 13 metres aft.
The Spanish cruiser Alfonso XII. was
about 200 metres from the American bai-

tleship.

The correspondent of .the Associated
Press ‘'was in the eable office filing a mes-
sage when the explosion occurred. He saw
from the window of that office a great col-
umn of fire shooting upwards, like a big
blaze of fireworks, and he hurried to the
wharf and to the quarters of Admiral Man-
terola.

AFTERMATH OF THE
MAINE DISASTER

ship, and a few moments later the Maine
sank. The explosion so disjointed and
twisted the batileship that her remains now
appear like a pile of wreckage. All the
upper deck structure, furrets and guns, arg
in a heap, and one boiler has been blowi
out of its place. The foremast and bow of
the Muaine have collapsed and now only
the end of her mainmast remains above
water.

The boats of the Spanish cruiser Alfonso
X1, have picked up a quantity” of wreck-
age, dncluding boats and a flag, and to-
day ten more bodies were found in the
havbor and were taken to the morgue. 1t
is impossible to identify them.

Captain Sigsbee’s Personal Thanks.

Captain Sigsbee went on board the Al-
fonso X1I. yesterday and thanked sthe
Spunida comniander, Captain Maouel Elias,
for the services the Spanish sailors had rea-
dered upon the occasion of the great dis-
aster, Contrary to the reports current
here yesterday, the divers have not yet
made any investigation of the wreck, and
the geneial opinion expressed in Spanbsh
circles s that the explosion occurred in-
side the Maine.

Mr. Jose M. Mann of New York, a pas-
senger on board the City of Washington
of the Ward Line, which was moored near
the battleship Maine on Tuesday night,
at the time of the disaster to the battle-
sh(;g, in describing the catastrophe to-Qay
sald:

“While we were conversing in the edbin
at about 20 minutes past 9 on Tuesday njght
a loud report startled ‘the compdany. ‘They
rushed to the portholes and saw an im-
mense flash shoot up in the alr with a ter-
rific report. Debris of all kinds and a large
number of bodies were thrown upwards.
It was at first believed that the Maine was
being fired upon, but,-afterwards, as the
City of Washington was struck by what
turned out to be falling debris and she
careened, it was thought she was being
fired upon.

A Seeond Explosion, '

“A second explosion took place and follow-
ing it we heard groans and cries of ‘Help!
The boats from the City of Washington
and those of the Spanish cruiser Alfonso
XII: were hurriedly launched and went to
the rescue. 1 went in one of the boats of
the City of Washington, and the scenes 1
witnessed were heartrending beyond de-
scription. Two of the small boats on board
the City of Washington were stove in by
debris from the Maine, which sank evea
with the water in about three minutes af-
ter the explosion. The Clity of Washing-
ton was converted into a veritable hospi-
tal. Many of the rescued men were brought
on board almost nude, and the passengers
gave them clothing. The officers of the
City of Washington did all in thelr power
to make the rescued men comfortable.”

AN AUTHENTIC ACCOUNT.

The Explosion is an Absolute Mystery to
Everyone, Says the Purser
of the Olivette.

Key West, Fia., Feb. 17.—The Associated
Press correspondent saw Purser Dennison
of the Olivette, which arrived here last
night from Havana. He gave the following
account of the disaster:

“The explosion is an absolute mystery to
everyone. It occurred in the forward ma-
gazine, which is just forward of amidships
and below the water line. The coal bunk-
ers are outside, but separated by two feet
of s&pace. According to custom, the maga-
zine was Inspected at 8 o'clock in
evening and the temperature found to be 335.
The magazine was locked and the keys giv-
n to Captain Sigsbee, The men went to
heir hammocks in the fogward part of the
khip soon after 9 o'clock. i

“The explosion occurred at 9.40, and
hence the awful and overwhelming loss of
ife. No one can yet give a correct acccunt.
About tem men who were in ‘the forward
»art of the ship were saved and of these
keveral had their hammocks slung on the
ower deck. The explosion split the big
khip In two and threw these and one ma-
rine, who was sleeping on the supersiruc
ure, 40 feet in the air and into the water.

Tons of Powder 1n the Magazine.

“In the magazine were 25 tons -of
soarse powder, used for charging the big
guns, there being no dynamite, detonating
powder, nor torpedo heads, and notbing in
fact that could be exploded by esncussion.
In the main magazine aft, the high explo-
sives were stored, and this magazine did
not etplode. There are no electrlc wires
connecting with or near the magazine.

“1t 4s not believed that the Maine was
destroyed by a torpedo underncath, as if
this were the case a hole would have been
torn in the bottom, and the ship weuld not
have been blown to atoms, as was the case.
The aft part of the ship sank in 3 minutes,
ind the officers and survivors of the crew
escaped half clothed. Piéces of the wreck
age flow a distance of 400 yards. One large
plece of cement struck the quarterdeck of
