TARTE'S LOYALTY THE TOPIC

At the Young Liberal Club=They
Favor Govermment Owner=-
ship of Railways,

Again. the Toronto Young Liberal Club
discussed the nationalization of rallways
last night at their meeting, held in St.
George's Hall. After mueh discussion, a
vote was taken on the motion made by
William Cornors, with the result that W. J.
Brown’s amendment was defeated, and Gov-
ernment ownership of rafilways was favor-
ed by the club. Mr. Brown's amendment
suggested that a Federal Railway Commis-
glon be appointed by the Dominion Govern-
ment, with power to adjust and hear griev-
ances between railways and sbippers; to
regulate rates and prevent discrimination
between individual snippers and rival com-
munities, that the Dominion and Provincial
Governments take steps to bring about such
legislation as will require all railways op-
erating five or more years to pay a reasou-
able annual rate of interest on all sub-
sidies and landegrants which they received

to nid them in their construction.

The meeting was in hearty accord with
the president in his action in extending an
invitation to the Minister of Public Works
to attend the:annual banquet of the club,
to be held on the 30th inst., at the Rossin
House.

Would Not Sign a Paper of Sub-
mission and a General Deser-
tion is Talked of,

Montreal, Jan. 15.—(Special.)—The World

ciosing of°the church by the Archbishop of
Montreal until the rebellious majority, con-
sisting of about 400 persons, shall make
the amende honorable to the clergyman
whom they had put out of the sacred edl-
fice, Instead of making an apology, your
ccrrespondent was informed to-day that the
so-called rebels are becoming more defiant
from day to day, and it now looks ¢s if
they might desert in a body the church of
their fathers.

BASEBALL MAGNATES WORRY

National League's. Efforts to Stamp

Out - the American
Outlaws. .

RIVAL CLUB FOR NEW YORK.

About President Powers and the

Scheme to Form Three Afili-
ated Leagues.

New York, Jan. 15.—In spite of the silence
of the League baseball men, who ure try-
ing to reduce the circuit to eignt clups, it
was learned yesterday that matters are 1ct
progressing any more smoo:u'y tban was
the case a week or so ago. B:cause of a
conference held the other day at Ind!anapo-
lis by John T. Brush, chaiéman of the
League’s Circuit Committee; P. T. I'owers,

Johnson, president of the American (West-
ern) l.eugu&‘ the impression prevaiis that
e way 18 Ueing paved tor the orgauization
of three leagues in accordance wich the pet
scheme of vames A. Hart, president og the
Chicago Club. It is reasoneu out that Brusa
would not call a conference of this kind ex-
cept for two urgent causes. ¥wrst, rhat
the Circuit Committee feels sure of making
satistactory terms with the owners of the
Baltimore, Washington, Cleveiand = aund
Louisvillé Clubs; secoud, that sometaing
must be done to kill off the new American
Association movement, says The Sun this
morning.

Out of the muddle that has prevailed ever
since Freedman made a number of the mag-
Dates throw up their hands, the situativn
has narrowed down to a tight for existence
on the purt of the American Assoclation, a
determination on the part of the Natioaal
League to establish a more complete mo-
nopoly of the game than ever before, while
the minor leagues are waliting to see what
will result from the general scheming.

Whether the Baltimore Clyb has agreed
to sell 1its franchise and dispose of its play-
ers, a part of the scheme to reduce the ¢
cuit, or not, is a matter for conjecture, H.
R. Von der Horst, who controls nearly half
of the stock in that club, is in town, 4od
declares that if he has his way- the Balti-
more Club will remain in the big league,
even if a 10-club cirenit is established. 1f
this turns out to be the arrangement before
the season begins, the New York Club. will
be in such poor shape that another losing
schedule may be looked for. Many persons
think that Von der Horst, who does not
believe in the perpetuation of Freedman-
ism, would like to see one more year of
empty benches at the Polo Grounds, There
is much bitter feeling between Von der
Horst and Freedman, the former having re-
sented an insult, it is said, at they Waldorf-
Astoria a short time ago. When the Wrig-
ley fine was paid without the consent of
Von der Horst, the latter was quoted as
saying that he would block the league in
its attempt to get rid of Baltimore. Von
der Horst takes a pride in having that city
represented in the league, and in making
a fight he is merely following ont the wish-
es of the Baltimore public, which is not
dnxious for minor league ball.

The action of the New American Asso-
ciation promoters in leasing Charles River
Park in Boston was a big surprise and pos-
sibly served as a block for the time being.
But the league men believe that if they
can build up a national circuit, to comprise
twenty-four clubs divided into three esec-
tions, the most powerful of which will com-
prise Boston, Brooklyn, New York, Phila-
delphia, Chicago, Cincinnati, Pittsburg ard
St. Louis, there will be no territory left
for the association. In other words the
leagune does not care to let outsiders into
the game which they have controlled and
mismanaged for so loag.” By turning over
Washington, - Baltimore and the right to
have another club in Philadelphia to the
Eastern League, while the American League
can take in Lonisville amd Cleveland in the
west, the circuit schemers feel quite sure
that opposition from any quarter will' not
amount to much.

President Harry D. Quinn of the Ameri-
can Assoclation makes a positive state-
ment that the organization established
clubs in seven cities, namely: Chicago, St.
Louis, Milwaukee, Detroit, Boston, Phila-
delphia and New York. It is said that
Baltimore is wanted to complete ihe cir-
cuit and that the promoters of the new as-
soeiation will try to induce McGraw, Rob-
inson and the other players to desert the
owners of the Baltimore club. They also
declare that Anson will visit Baltimore this
week and have a talk with McGraw. - The
idea is to raise backing enough to bhuild
new grounds in Baltimore and go ahead
with the present team of stars in the asso-
ciation instead of the league. McGrw is
quoted as saying that if he could rececive
assurance that the new association has
moneyed men behind it he would jump the
league reserve rule and join the movement,
which would be a signal for other league
players to follow his example.

Talk of establishing another club in New
York to play in the American Associa-
tion has been laughed at by Freednan,
whose club holds both the Polo Grounds
and Manhattan Field. But In spite of this,
information comes that a former league
nianager, well known for his hustling abil-
ity, has been wqrking here secretly for two
oi three months past in an effort to raise
the necessary funds to start the association
ball rolling. It is also said that this man
has secured an option on grounds fully a
mile nearer the City Hall than the Polo
Grounds., It is also stated that*the new
club will be backed by well-known politi-
c1ons who are known for their sporting pro-
clivities and that they will be helped along
by a big brewery and a land company.

A meeting of the association wi#l be called
in a few days, it is said, to be held in New
York, when all details will be made publie.
If the organization can make good, few
persons believe that it will lack public
support, as baseball fans who support the
game have become disgusted with the men
who have, as so-called maghates, dragged
the game into the mire.

The efforts of the league to stamp out
the assoclation movement from now on
will be an interesting spectacle. President
Young lets the cat out of the bag with a
threat that players who jump contracts or
the reserve rule will be taken into .he
courts. That shows how much the mag-
nates are worrying.

JOHNSON_VERSUS BARR.

Gage, the Statistician, Gets After
the Novelist—It’'s a Case Here
of Whiskey and Books.

Quebec, Jan, 15.—Canadians here bitterly
resent the criticism of their literary and
intellectual development by the novelist,
Robert Barr. In a leading Canadian maga-
zine, Mr. Barr quoted from the official vear
book of Canada to show the pcople of the
Dominion that it is not the lack of money
that makes Canada about the poorest book
market in the world outside of Senegambia,
the bald truth being. he says, that Canada
hys the money, but would rather spend it
on whiskey than on books.

The statement that the Dominiou prefers
to inflame its stomach rather than to fnform
its brain has caused great Indignation, but
Mr. Barr seems to have some £gures on his
side, though official statistics are freeiy
appealed to upon both sides of the cuntro-
versy. They show that Capada diinks in
a year 1.12 gallons of whiskey per head, as
against 1.01 gallens per head pi Great Brit-
ain and Ireland, and that her hiquor bill for
five years, at the low rate of $3 per gallon,
amounts to something like- $9,000,000, or
more than double what Untario spends for
education.

George Johnson of Ottawa, the editor of
the Statistieal Year Book of Canada, - re-
plies to the eminent novelist’s apparent ef-
forts to indicate some intimate relation he-
tween whiskey and literature : *“If Mr.
Barr is right,” he says, “in stitching to-
gether much whiskey drinking and little
book buying, then it'is equally proper to
say ‘little whiskey drinking, much book
buying.” Our neighbers in the United States
are good book buyers. Their market is a
good one and a growing one. But our
neighbors consume 27% gills of spirits per
head annually, against our per head con-
sumption of 21% gills. According to Mr.
Barr's theory, they should bhave their
stomachs so icflamed by that greater quan-
tity of whiskey that they canmot Informn
their brains even to the extent that Cana-
dians can. The United States should, there-
fore, be placed between Cafiada and Sene-
gambia as a book buying community. If
AMr. Barr correctly diagnoses the Canadian
case as a case of whiskey, then the United
States case must be one of whiskey, too,
and the conclusion would necessarily be,
‘much whiskey drinking, much book buy-
ing.” The result would be that of two com-
munities Iying side by slde, one (Canada)
buys few books, because on an average its
people each take one drink of whiskey one
a week during the 52 weeks of fhe year,
and the other (the United States) buys
many books beeauise on an average Itg peo- |
ple take one and a quarter drinks a week |
each throughout the year. One frink a
week all round inflames the Canadian stom-
ach so that the Canadian mind is unable
to appreciate literature. One drink and a
quarter a week all round excites the Unit-
ed States stomach =0 that the United States
mind appreciates keenly the literary effor’s
of the world's writers. Whyv,” asks Mr,
Johnson, *‘should one drink destrov love of
literature and one drink and a quarter im-
prove it?"”’ 3
Whether there be or he not any relation
at all between -hook lnvine and whiskey
drinking, it is certain that there is no en-
cournzement whatever in Cansada for na-
tive literature, and that the produets of the
best  Canadians peps  find their market in

Great Britain or the United States.

Some Points About General French, Now Operating at
Colesberg, and His céffeer as a Soldier.

It is a curious fact, on which some em-
phasis has been recently laid, that the most
successful of our leaders in South Africa
g0 far have been principally cavalry offi-
rers. Col. Baden-Powell is actually colonel
of the O5th Dragoon (Guards. General
¥rench, late of the 10th Hussars, went out
with Buller with the express purpose of
commanding the strong cavalry divigion
-avhich, as yet, has had no corporate exist-
ence, its various items and ccmponents hav-
ing been split up and distributed over the
whole theatre of war. )

Baden-Powell has no doubt owed his mag-
nificent defence of Mafeking to his innate,
resolute spirit rather than to his cavalry
training, but French, a cavalry officer pure
and simple, has excelled In troop leading,
and has shown it especially in his manage-
ment of the three arms combined. 1t was
his excellent dispositions and obvious mas-
tery of the operation that led Sir George
White to leave French the undisputed con-
trol of the Elandslaagte fight, which was
unquestionably. a victory. Agster~uow, al-
though the proportion of an{&g and in-
fantry under his orders Ip the") ‘olesberg
affair was relatively small, he hapndled all
three arms with equal adroitpess and
koowledge.,

In his case, as in Baden-Powell's, it is, of
courze, the intrinsic qualities of the man
that have bronght him success, not the
chance that he learnt his work in the cav-
alry. It s yet undoubtedly true that that
arm has produced many good men in these

latter days.~ It has been noticed before now
by shrewd observers that the standard of
intelligence and -efficiency is. very high
among cavalry officers. There is a marked
improvement in the whole class; the days
of the “haw:haw’’ plunger are passed, auq
one and all are conspicuous in their efforts
to benefit by. the higher instruction, to seek
put eagerly any avenue of distinetion, to
shirk no duty, however Irksome and ardu-
pus, and the te:ulttls that they come com-
ntly to the fromt.

th]?ren(!’h ‘has always been esteemed by
those who pretend te have an insignt into
character as one of the best of all. His
soldierly aptitudes and his sound qualifi-
cations for the military service were noted
almost from the first,

For a long time he was no more than a
regimental adjutant, first with his own

eople, the 19th Hussars, and next with a
feomanry Corps. He was always held in
high esteem by all he served under. It was
greatly to his advantage that his lot was
cast with one of the bhest eavalry regi-
ments in the serviee. This was the 19th
Hussars, long under the command of Col.
Barrow, a splendidly-trained regiment, per-
fect in demeanor and appearance. Tt ae-
companied Lord Wolseley in the Nile ex-

dition in 1884-5, and won his unstint-
ng approval on all occasions, especially
when employed in outpost duties and re-
connalssances.

Went to Khartoum,

French was its major and second in
command, and he went with it on that mo-
mentons expedition of Herbert Stewart's,
which was thrown across the Bayuda De-
gert as a last forlorn hope to rescue Gor-
don in Khartoum. At the fierce conflict of
Abu Klea, when Stewart was struck down
with Burnaby and so- many more gallant
souls, . French -with his regiment was en-
gaged, and again they were at Metemmeh
when Redvers Buller's opportune arrival
was so happily instrumental in the extrica-
tion of the force.

A strong bond of union appears to have
grown up between Buller and French, dat-
ing probably from those early days. It was
Increased by their close association at the
autumn mancenvres of 1898, when French
rommanded the cavalry brigade of - the
Southern (Buller’'s) Army Corps. It was
thought by some experts that the cavalry
on that occasion did not greatly distinguish
themselves, that it was too much wedded
te old traditions of working in large bodies
over long distances and at great speed,
while the less showy but more useful du-
ties of recornaissance were largely over-
looked.

For this the system of training that had
long prevailed was principally to blame. It
is certain that French made the most of his
command, in so far as his antagonist, Gen-
eral Talbot, was concerned, whom he con-
tinually checked and out-manoeuvred. A
smart bit of work was seen on the day of
the fight at Yarnbury Castle, when French,
with a body of his cavalry, surprised one
or more batterles of Horse Artillery dis-
mounted and made the whole force pri-
sOners. ;

French Got Command.

When the staff of the South African Army
Corps was being discussed it was finally
flecided to give the cavalry command to
French.. Many other names were brought
forward:- and strongly supported: but the
casting vote for French was given by Bul-
ler himself, who earnestly pleaded to have
bis own man.

The good opinion he had first formed had

been confirmed at Aldershot, where French
last year commanded the cavalry. Since
then Buller has been loud in his praises of
an officer whose services he so urgently
needed that French, as we know, made
his eseape from Ladysmith Uy the skin of
his teeth on the very eve of its invest-
ment. The story of his going south by the
last train, concealed under a seat of the
railway carriage, and running the gauntlet
of a drogplng fire, has already been heard.

Now, Buller is known to place great re-
liance upon French, whom he characterizes
as one of the best generals he has got.
It looks as if he had abundant reason Tor
his trustfulness.

In appearance French is hardly an ideal
cavalry officer. There is little of the ‘‘beau
sabreur” about him. He is short and thick,
and of rather ungainly figure. Although he
can stick on a horse as well as any one,
rides with a strong seat, and is indefatig-
able in the saddle, he is not at all a
pretty horseman. His miud is more set on
essentials, on effective leadership with all
it. means, rather than on what soldfers call
*‘gpit’and polish,” the external appearance
and not the true inwardness of things.

#is mental calibre is undoubtedly high;
he is sound in judgment, clear-headed,
patient, taking everything quietly, the
rough with the smooth: but he is always
on the spot, willing to wait, and still more
ready to act, when the opportunity Tomes,
with tremendous effect.

ROBINSON TELLS OF THE RAID,

“They and their companies -found the
money for the raid. De ydu think we are
$0 Innocent as not to know that Rhodes,
metaphorically speaking, held a pistol at
the heads of certain men Ilnx England ‘ and
sald to them : ‘If you do not support me,
1 shall denounce you and your complicity In
the raid.””

Kruger Became More Excited.

At this stage, according to Mr. Robinson,
President Kruger hecame more excited and
shouted so loudiy that people in the street
stopped to listen to the conversation. Mr.
Kruger then said: *And now you are
remonstrating with me about arming, It is
true 1 am arming, and it is because I se
clearly that I must defend my country.”

British Public Aroused,

To this Mr. Robinson replied : ‘The
British public is aroused. If any attempt
were made again to enter #his country,
there would be a great outery in England:
and the Imperial aunthorities would take
steps to punish the organizers and to pre-
vent such freebooting expressions.”

SHAKEY WINS PICTURE FiGHT.

That Was Opinion of the Majority
of Spectators at Grand .
Opera House,

The Jeffries-Sharkey fight was realistical-
ly repeated twice yesterday at the Grand
Opera House from.the films of the Ameri-
can Mutoscope and Blograph Company. It
makes a dazzling entertainment, lasting
about two and a half hours, intensely in-
teresting to close followers of the game and
an object lesson to those who do net care

1o see a ring battle in the flesh,

The pictures did everything but show
color and speak, and were so life-like that
partisans cheeved their favorite as he land-
ed effectively at odd times throughout the
long mill, and when they are hitting In
clinches you could easily imagine the man-
date of the Deputy Chief to “stop that.”

The great disparity between the men is
easily apparent, and, naturally, sympathy
goes out to the smaller of the two. As
everyone knows, Sharkey forced matters for
20 rounds; and, according to reports, Jet-
fries was Supposed to turn che tide in the
last five, but the biograph in the closiig
rounds gives the champion so'lirtie apparenut
advantage that spectators generaily conld
not understand the rulng of Siler.
Jetfries #s a passive fighter, while
Sharkey is always on the aggressive,though
the majority of viciously aimed Hlows failed
to find the mark. . The pictures show the
fighters hitting in elinches all the way, and
only stopping at the commaud wf the re-
feree.

Jeffries’ blows are all ordinary, short-arm
jolts, while those of Sharkey are invariably
swings. Jeffries’ ducking seemed the clev-
erest thing of the fight, and te say that the
affair Is the battle of the century must be
pretty wide of the mark, though, as a_ tri-
udmph of modern photography, it may beat
the record, and ‘“Pathfinder,”’ The Sunday
World's expert, has this to say about it :

By the Picture Expert.

The bare facts—or, rather, statistics—
given by the official announcer, that culmi-
nate in the statement that 7% miles of
tilm are employed to reproduce the "1ght on
the screen, are insufficient 1o do more than
excite wonder in the person hearing thein.
They do mnot really inform; perhaps, of
course, that is not the object of their giv-
inig, and a little side light may make this
exhibitibn more ‘interesting than the pic-
tured record of the mere fight is likely to
be.

excellent a portrayal has heen had by this
combined quartette of films. For instance,
theve is a flaw in one film 'n a relatively
important part of the representation. Cen-
fined to one camera's film tbere would have
been a hiatus that the audience’s imagina-
tion would have to bridge. Not so in this;
by the simple twrn of the machinery an-
other of the filmis is dropped .into place,
and|the scene is again perfect. The focus-
ing of the principals and of the four rows
of seats beyond them on the sercen I8
almost perfection, and the result 13 a per-
petual delight to the observer. The uneda-
cated In photography .will doubtless won-
der [why the whole scene is not sharp from
edge to edge of the entire picture within
view. The reason is that the pictures had
to he taken so quickly that it was fmpos-
sible to ‘‘stop down’” the lenses of the
cameras, which in order to get them at the
rapidity necessary had to - be employed
“wide open.’’ Therefore only the focus on
the principals was made sharp, and I ima-
gine that the sharpness of the first four
rows of 'seats bheyond the ring was the re-
sult| more of fortuitous circumstance than
design, inasmuch as it is not a constant
factor In the entire series of views. The
ordinary observer will be curions likewise
to know why at 10 seats awagy from the
ringgide the spectators of the actual fight
merged into hlackness. It Is dae only to
the |lack of light—at that distance there
was insufficlent to make a record ¢n the
sentilized photographic film. ‘This repre-
sentation is almost perfect from the snap-
shot, side _of photography. and should be
seen by all who- desire to wirness every-
thing at its best, without regard to’their
opinions of prize fizhting.! If T might be
pardoned one digression from the purely
photographie side of this exhibitlns,1 wounld
like |to call attention to the ahbsolute nun-
consciousness of the principals, backers,
réferee, ete., within and arsund the ring.
and | the consequent naturalness of thelr
poses. Don’t look at this deht from the
ficht point of view but rather in the Ught
of a triumph of modern licht writing, and
vou \will be sure to thorouzhly enjoy it.

THE DEAL INDEFENSIBLE.

The Ontarlo’ Government has beenm econ-
victed of so many heinous offences against
public imorality that the latest accusation
prought against it, viz., that of traffick-
ing in offices, hardly creates & ripple ot
surprise or indignation. The Government
shows ‘no- remorse for any of its shorteom-
ings previded mo. actual crime has been
committed. Premier Ross’ defence of the
Bull-Irwin deal 8 that the Governmept can-
not be indicted for it. It'is not a crime.
He further justifies the deal by referring
to a half a dozen or a dozen precedents,
some of them created by no less a politi-
cal saint than Sir Oliver Mowat, While
it might be difficult, if not impossible, to
indict the Government as criminals because
they have the administratiod of the law in
their own hands, there i no doubt that the
public regard this latest deal as on a par
with the other scandals that have brought
disgrace on the Liberal party. The deal
is too rank for The Globe to efidorse. “I'h:;t
journal has up to date attempted no de-
fence of it. As a matter of fact The Globe
has eeased to defend the jobs of the Gov-
ernments at Ottawa and Toronto. It has
been as dumb as an oyster on the exposure
of Attorney-General Gibson's connection
with a half a dozen electric monopolies
and Hon. Mr. Mulock’s connection with the
Consumers’ Gas Company. The latter is re-
sponsible for this company’s wanton disre-
gard of the rights of the people of Toronto
as defined in an Act of the Legislature.
The Globe makes no pretence at defending
these scandals, apd the Government treats
them with levity. But to the public they
are evidence of the utter rottenness of the
Liberal Government and party in Ontario,
The Government’s manipulation of offices
for holding the party together Is well
known, 'The Bull-Irwin deal is put a vari-
ation of this manipulation. The principle
of the deal is Indefensible. It enables the
Government to flll appointments that are
not yet vacant. If Mr. Ross were threat-
ened with defeat next month he could in
the meantime arrange the succession of
dozens of important offices after the same
manner as Mr. Bull's successor to the office
of clerk of the peace was arranged, And
this is just what we may expect Mr. Ross
to do before” he appeals to the country
agains The Government will do anything
short of absolute crime to hold itself in
office, If it can fIN a score of vacancies
before -the incumbents are prepared to re-
tire, that is just what we may expect it
will do. Hon. Mr. Ross says he has a
dozen precedents to justifyf the Bull-Irwin
deal. Before the next general election
comes off he will no doubt be able to point
to two or three dozen precedents.

L UNDER ANALYSIS

Eleven hundred pages of political history,
so severely condensed as to admit of no
excursions after the picturegque, mo stir-
ring description of stricken fields, none
but briefest. analysis of personal character,
and none but rare admission.of illustratiye
anecdote—such is, in outline, the nature of
Dr. Goldwin Smith’s latest work.

In his preface he reminds his readers
that the task ‘‘has Wken performed by the
hand of extreme old age,”” yet one fails to
lay finger uwpon a single dull paragraph;
from title to colophon the narrative 1is
lucid, nervous, expressed Iin simple but
consummate English, trnly refreshing to the
mind ‘weary of slipshod and “journalese”;
the subject—the evolution of political 1ib-
erty—is never lost sight of, although a
thousand contributory agencies and events
must be brought into view.

The Work of a Master,

There is but one verdict to pass—it is the
work of a master; but one judgment to pro-
nounce—admirable,

These volumes afford a rare example of
how true cultivation prevails to rinse from
the intellect the last dregs of prepossession
and prejudice, of which it would not have
been surprising. to detect traces in the his-
tory of a monarchical government written
by a republican citizen. Erudition, however
profound, eloquence, however powerful,
would never have availed to steer this au-
thor clear of colorless recital on the one
hand and biassed invective on the other.
Dr. Smith possesses Hoth erudition and elo-
quence of no common quality, but he derives
his authority from reverence for the rules
of human order and understanding of the
lawful wants and motives of commaunities
and nations.

Free as he shows himself of passion, Dr.
Smith does not shrink from passing firm
judgment upon those who have been fore-
most workers upon the edifice of which he
desires his - readers to comprehend the
growth and structure, Let us turn up one
of the general favorites first, and see how
he deals with him. Here is what he says
of the greatest of the Plantagenefs—good
to read about the first really English King
of England:

The reign of Edward I. is an epoch in
the history not of England only, but of the
world. He reigns now through the insti-
tutlops to which he gave Hfe over almost
all . European nations, in America, in Au-
stria, in Japan. He will continue to reign,
even if his special institutions should pass
away, as the statesman who achleved a
union of authority with national opinion.
(Here to the Republican, ye whose enthusi-
asm for constitutional history carries you
no further back than 18321) ", . . Hard
by the beautiful €ffigy of Eleanor at West-
minster ‘her husbapd rests in a severely
simple tomb. Pass it not by for its sim-
plicity; few tombs hold nobler dust.”

men prnud'ly styled ‘“the Great Queen,”
lh‘(.!’ author's sentence is not so favorable.

Those who still call Elizabeth great, it

FRANCO-GHINESE TROUBLE.

A Boundary Dispute Which May De-
velop a Tangle of Serious

Tacoma, Wash.,, Jan. 16.—The steamer
Elmbranch brings news from Shanghal
that French warships have taken posses-

slon of Kwong-Chau-Wan Bay, where u
boundary dispute has been peuding for sev-
eral months, 'The KFrench commenced op-
erations by sinking two Chinese gunboats,
destroying thelr guns and ammunition and
‘taking the officers aboard the Krench' ship
as prisoners.

A four-hour battle
took place Vegluee, in which the French
lost four killed and twenty-eight wounded.
The Chinese loss was heavier. After the
reated the French forces were
divided into four expeditions, which pii-
laged and burned many villages on thelir
march back to the seashore, Several man-
darins surrendered to prevent the burning
of their towns. 'They are held as hostages
to prevent retalintion by the natives.

New York, Jan, 15.—John Sasel, the man
who is notorious for being able to swallow
pins, nails, tacks, brass chains and other
hardware, has just undergome successfully
an operation at St. John's Hospital, Brook-

Two horseshoe nails, two' 2)4-inch nalls,
128 common pins, six halrpins_ twe latch
keys, a ring with a stone in the setting,
and three chains—one brass and two nick-
el.
