posed to have begun upon the first of the

month.
What His Reports,Indicated.

The Minister of Agriculture answered
that his reports indicated the census to
pe practically completed in the central
part of Canada, altho there might be some
Jittle delay in some of the cities.

" He admitted, replying to Mr. Monk, who
guoted La Presse to the effect that many
pouses had not been visited, that all the
Montreal returns were not in either, but
po residences would be omitted. Mr.
Fisher said that reports from 48 different
ccunties showed that up to Thursday 387
census returns had been received, namely,
229 from Ontarlo, 142 from Quebec, 3 from
'New Brunswick, 8 from Maniteba, 1 from
Nova Scotla. During April, 1891, only &9
returns, he said, were received.

The Cote Circular.

Mr. Wallace asked if the Minister of
Agriculture had approved of the eircular
sent out by Mr. Cote to clergymen and
others in the Province of Quebec.

Mr. Fisher replied: The same as the
other circulars he sent out.

Flour Mill Not a Factory.

Mr. Wallace went on to say that the
fact~was the Minister had not seen the
circul‘ir until it went out, se, for all the
Minister knew, it might have been a cir-
cular similar to the political circulars sent
out in Outario.

Jewels Were Worth Only $600 and

the confidential circular sent out to the
cures by Mr. Cote, French-Canadian Assis-
tant Commissioner. After quoting it, he
went on to say it would seem, from the
reading of this circular, as if the whole
fate of this country depended upon not one
man being missed in the Province of Que-
beec. He wanted to know what business
it was of Mr. Cote’s to ‘‘discuss the causes
of the exodus.”” The object of the census
was to ascertain who were here now, not
how many had left. Moreover, this request
for the number who had left the coun-
iry was so put as to give the assurance of
the utmost secrecy, and nobody, therefore,
will ever know how many of those who
have long been residents of the United
States, and are citizéns of the United
States, have been counted as residents of
Quebec. In commending this circular to
the cures of the province, the Archbishop
of Montreal enjoined them to send Mr.
Cote, ‘‘the names, etc.,, of all the persons
in your parish, who, to your knowledge,
have emigrated to the United States.” The

Archbishop had not noticed, nor could
any of the cures see, the significance of the
limitation of absence to ‘12 months.” So
that absentees will go into the census, al-
tho they have been 10 years away, and
are as much citizens of the United States
For what
reason did Mr. Cote take all the trouble
to see that there should not be a man too
few in the Provinee of Quebec? Le Soliel,
published in Quebec, when this ecircular
was sent out’ had an article showing the
importance of getting all the names pos-
sible. It said the population of the
Province of Quebec formed the basis of
representation of all the other provinces in
the Dominion. Quebéc's representation in
the Commons was fixed by the constitution
at 65 members. ‘“If the census showed
Quebec’s population at 1,750,000,”° con-
tiuued Le Soliel,'‘that would be an average
0126,922 for a representative. If Ontario, for
example, has a population of 2,250,000, that
divided by 26,922, will give her 83 members
in the House of Commons. Ontario now
has 92, so that by the census she wili
lose 9 representatives; for the greater
the population of Quebec, the less the
number of representatives in the other
provinces."”’

A Result, But Not the Object.

Put that is a result of the census, not
the object of the census, continued Mr.
Barker. And why is it represented ‘o
every cure in the province of Quehec that
the more they have, the less will other pro-
vinces have,and why at the same time does
Mr. Cote make every effort to get the
largest possible population, even if he has
to go to the United States for it?

Mr. Fisher on His Defence.

Mr. Fisher said the circular to the cures
asked the number of those who went to
the United States in the past twelve
moenths. The same instructions were issued
ten years ago.

All the Trouble Was Over a
Misunderstanding.

Windsor, Ont., April 26.—Windsor people
were somewhat startled by a report from
New York this morning, which stated that
Johyp Curry, the banker, who had just re-
turned from a trip on business connected
with the estate of his late partner, Alex.
Cameron, was detained by the customs
officers as he left the Teutonic and $4000
worth of jewelry taken from him. Mr.
Curry arrived in Windsor to-day, and ex-
plained how it came about that he was
reported as a smuggler. Mr. Curry said:
!“'rhe news that has reached here 1s incor-
irect in several particulars. A great deal
has been made out of nothing. 'The jewels
were worth only $600. They belonged to
Mrs. Cartwright, the daughter of my part-
ner, Mr. Cameron, who died near London,
and I was given the authority to bring her
effects home to Canada. When ! demanded
the jewels from the agent in J.ondon he
asked for my authority. 1 wrote to Wind-
sor for the necessary permission. The
lawyer here cabled the London agent:
I‘lee Curry the jewels,”” but the message
reached him three days after I had left
London and was up in Scotland. 'The valu-
ables were forwarded to the steamer Teu-
tonic and placed in the care of the purser
unknown to me, and I didn’t find out that
they were on the steamer until the boat
was ready to sail. It was then too late to
put them in bond. When the officers on
this side asked me what I had, 1 showed
them the jewels and told them they were
not mine, but were to be taken to Canada.
They said that was all right, but that 1
would have to make ofticial application and
show my papers of authority. I left the
valuables in their custody, and as soon as
the matter is examined they will be for-
warded to me. The officers were very
pleasant about the matter, and there was
no arrest or selzure. I will have the jewels
jin a few days.”

He had received a very
satisfactory and courteous reply from Mr.
White, promising to try to remedy all
grievances, and to do all in his power to
assist in building up the cattle trade of
this country.

The doctor did
not pronounce on the case, however, until
e had consulted with a prominent Wood-
stock physician. At the latter’'s sugges-
tion, Dr. Beasley telegraphed to Dr. Bryce,
the Provincial Health Oftiger, asking him
to come here, Dr. Bryce replied that he
could not come, but would send an expert
at once. 5

Dr. Beasley is taking all the necessary
precautions to confine the disease to the
Corey house, and all communication with
it has been cut off.

Reeve John Cuthbert has been notified
and the township will take charge of the
matter,

Dr. Beasley came to the city this morn-
ing and purchased all the vaccine pro-
curable from the stores here.

There is great consternation. in Swea-
borg and Beachville, as the members of the
Corey honsehold, which consisted of the
family of tem, and several relatives have
been mixing with people generally.

Twenty-five mounted men have been de-
tailed to patrol the infected jrea day and
night. Fifteen are on day ity and ten
at night. Kvery resident of this area will
be vaccinated.

A special meeting of the Couneil . of
Indians was held at Oshweken on Thursg-
day and a motion adopted to provide funds
and co-operate in every possible way with
the public health authorities to prevent
the spread of the disease.

Tarte Up Again,

Further on in the discussion Mr. Tarte
again took up the race ery, complaining
that the Opposition were using it, and ap-
pealed to Mr. Borden to call them down.

Mr. Borden replied: ‘If he should ask
me as to whether anyone has attempted
to raise the race cry here, I would almost
be inclined to consider his own remarks
to-day. I thought that the right hon. gen-
tleman who ‘sits in front of him dealt very
fairly and nicely, indeed, with these ques-
tions, and I could well have hoped that
Mr. Tarte would follow his example, be-
cause, if any person in the position of the
Minister of Public Works will persist in
flaunting words such as he has used to-day
in the face of hon. gentlemen on this side
of the House—a course which he has pur-
sued more than once this session—he can-
not be very desirous that these matters
shall be avoided, as they ought to be avoid-
ed, in this House. [Hear, hear.] He has
or at least two occasions during this ses
sion taunted me in a way that might lead
me to retort, but I have refrained from
doing so.

But later on Mr. Tarte got into the racial
rut again. Mr. Wallace was his antagon-
ist, and they crossed swords sharply sev-
eral times.

Mr. Wallace regretted that these methods
had been Iimported into the censnus-
taking, It would discredit the cepsus
from the very outset.

Mr. Tarte retorted that, while Mr. Wal-
lace could not object to a line in the
circular, he was making speeches calculat-
ed to lead the people of Ontario to believe
that the French-Canadians were trying to
make a census showing that would deprive
the English-speaking people of their falr re-
presentation. Then he went on to say
that in a speech in Vancouver Mr. Wallace
talked *of ‘the French-Canadians as a
conquered race, and as disloyal.

Mr. Wallace denied it. He did not think
men like Mr. Tarte'"#ére"Toyal, but OIr.
Parte twisted that into the “French-Cana-
dian people.”

Mr. Tarte complained of being misrepre-
sented continually in the English Tory
press. He said that a.few. days ago he dis-
charged 75 men from the public works,
because they were not wanted. Fifteen or
16 of them were English, the balance,
about 60, were Fyench¥Canadians. But
The Citizen, the very morning after those
dismissals, called attention to the fact that
1% Englishmen had been dismissed from
the mechanieal branch, not mentioning, of
course, the fact that 6) French-Canadians
had been dismissed from other branches.
On this, he sald, The Hamilton Spectator
bad an article, accusing him of making 4is-
missals which, by his own explanation,
went to show that French-Canadian me-
chanies were superior to English-Canadian
mechanics. He left the House to judge if
that was fair.

Jabel Robinson Got Up.

At this juncture Jabel Robinson got up.
He said it seemed to him all the members
of this House did was to-indulge in per-
sonal abuse. If this was the way they did|
in Parliament, he would have to resl;rn_}
[Laughter.] He offered to introduce a bill|
imposing a fine of $100 on every man who
raised the racial question in the House.
“Let's get down to business,’”” said he, “‘and
go to bed at a decent hour.”

Ontario Politieal Circular.

This seemed to have the desired effect.
At all events, the discussion suddenly tnrn-
ed upon the Ontario political eircular. Dr.
Sproule asked what answer Mr. Fisher had|
got to his telegram suppressing the circu-
lar.

Mr. Fisher said that on the night of the
15th he sent out telegrams to all cominis-
sloners ordering them to stop the fraudu-
lent circular. He reod replies from 114
commissioners and assisiant commission-
ers: 102 reported that they knew no‘hing
of it: 9 saw it,but said it had not been used
in their districts; threes saw it in the
hands of enumerators and destroyed it.
The nine answers referred to came from
Algoma, North Bruce, West Bruce, Card-
well, East Grey, West ‘Middlesex and To-
ronto West, Mr. Fisher laid these replies
on the table.

§s in readiness to remew the operations,
put has been ordered to await the result of
the Imperial edict to return
to Pekin as soon as possible
in order to pacify the people, who are
Jooking eagerly westward for their Emper-
or's return. The cemsor is certain there is
no danger, and if the Emperor is doubttul
he can return as far as Ka Fung Fu,
where he can better examine the conditions
snd arrange for the foreign evacuation.
But, he adds, an early date for His Ma-
jesty's return should be announced imme-
diately.

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TORONTO NEEDS AN AMPHI-
THEATRE.

The continned success of Toronto’s an-
nual Horse Show gives us another oppor-
tunity of presenting the great need there
is of a first-class' amphitheatre near the
centre of the town. We have often stated
the merits of this proposition, and we
believe the opinion of citizens is steadily
forming In favor of it. 1n a word, our
idea is that a large steel and brick struc-
ture should be erected where every accom-
modation will be provided for a horse show
in spring and a fat cattle show In De-
cember, and which at all other times could
be used for &pectacles, conventions and big
entertainments. - Such a structure wonld
easily pay eight per cent. on the capital
invested.” Race assoclations, both In Am-
erica and in England, are now pnying large
dividends, while their tracks are used ouly
a few days in the year. The structure we
speak of would be utilized much more fre-
quently than a race track. The situation
of such a struncture should be immediately
adjacent to the belt line and convenient
to the railway tracks for the purpose of
handling stock, which could not be driven
from the railway tracks to the show
building, but would have to be taken there
fu the ecars. Provision would therefore
have to be made for freight cars running
over the street car tracks, or for the build-
ing being on a lot adjacent to the rall-
way tracks and into which sidings could
be run. If the.block where the old Par-
liament Buildings now stand were selected
it would be easy to run three or four sid-
ings into it from the railway frelght
yards. But these are detalls. The wmain
thlu_g Is to get the bullding under way,
and our idea is that a stock company
should be formed, that the stock in It
should be taken up by some of our enter-
prising citizens and that the City of To-
ronto and the Ontario Government should
both aid it, either by a site or by a sub-
sidy, or guaranteeing the bonds In connec-
tion with the proposition. We are quite
confident that the profits of the concern
would pay all expenses and give a surplus,
which could go into prizes of some kind or
other, but some sort of a guarantee or
bonus from both city and Government will
be necessary to set the thing going. The
men connected with the Horse Show, some
of our enterprising hotel men and those
interested In passenger traffic should take
the matter up. The Horse Show, as now
conducted, is limited In its possibilities.
The building is badly equipped in seating
capacity and badly designed for viewing
the performance. A building specially
erected and specially seated could let 20,-
000 people view a first-class spectacle at a
very low price of.admission. Instead of
having 3000 people see the Horse Show at
each performance, we could have 10,000 to
20,000 people drawn from aH over Ontario,
if we only placed it on a proper footing,

secretly abetting some of the several
schemes which have been proposed to locate
a new market in some of the suburban
municipalities. As The World has pointed
out on several occasions, it is quite possible
by a re-arrangement of the market and by
utilizing a portion or the whole ot Stanley
Park to provide suitable accommodation
for the trade for ten years to come. The
Board of Control has promised repeatedly
to do something to improve the conditions
under which this growing business is con-
dacted, but up to date there is no sign of
activity on its part. The executive of the
Dominion Live Stock Association met yes-
terday and passed a resolution strongly
condemning the market and calling on the
City Council to proceed with the promised
improvements. The resolution points out
that the agsociation will be inclined to
favor the refloval of the market to another
locality and the transfer of the business
to a joint stock company. 1t will not
take very much more for the city to lose
the Chattle Market. There is absolutely
no reason why the city should allow the
business to pass out of its hands. A mod-
erate amount spent in a few necessary
improvements will greatly Increase the ac-
commodation and will, for a long time,
remove all clamor for a change of site.
The improvement of the Cattle Market is
a matter of urgehcy, and the work should
be undertaken immediately.

TROLLEY PARCEL DELIVERY.
The utilization of the Metropolitan Rall-
way by one of the departmental stores
for the delivery of its parcels along Yonge-
street suggests the .great possibilities of
a comprehensive radial electric railway sys-
tem. By means of such a system, the
merchants of Toronto could be put in
daily, or even hourly, communication with
an immense territory to the east, west and
north. But no system of parcel or freight
delivery will be satisfactory until the su-
burban cars can come ‘to the centre of the
city. One of the very first things the
Council should do is to determine the
conditions under which suburban lines may
obtdain 'access to the market or some
other central point. If the city adopted a
policy that' would give new lines access
to the centre of the city, we would soon
see new lines started In varlous directions.
The city would do well to ascertain what
has been done in other places. The city
of  Detroit has receiitly passed an ordin-
ance allowing electric railways to carry
freight within the city limits, In Cleve-
land the suburban lines do a large freizht
and parcel business. This branch of their
trade has grown so large as to
the erectlon of a union station for the su-

demand
burban lines. Toronto is several years be-
hind the more progressive cities of the
United States. It is about time the alder-
men went abroad to find out what is go-
ing on in the world.

The act of June 19, 1886, auth-
orizes the president to suspend the col-
lection of tonnage dues on vessels from
countries which do not impose fees or dues
of any kind on United Btates shipping. If
the British Government  will remit the
lighthouse dues it- may secure the ad-
vantages in the remission of tonnage dues

on British shipping In American ports.

Missionary to China Denies That He
Sanctioned Looting—Gives De-
tails of the Incident.

San Francisco, April 26.—Rev. W. 8.
Ament of the American Hoard of Forelgn

| Missions of  the Congregational Church,

whose colléction of indemnity for damages

done by Boxers in China has caused con-
sidérable discusgion, ‘takes vigorous ex-

Jception to the criticisms made by Mark

Twain. and others as to the alleged mis-
conduct of the missionaries. He says:
“We found ourselves at the close of the
siege with 500 native Chrjstians upon ouk
hands, no food, no clothing, no money, and
every Christian house burned.

“On the very day of the arrival of the
allled forces we were Informed that we
must leave the British legation, as it was
to be uged as headquarters for the officers
of the British army. I immedlately thought
of a Mongol Prince, Hsl Ling, who was
an ally of the Boxers and whose place
was the headquarters of Boxers and black-
legs. Wae found the Prince's place entire-
ly empty, and the next day we brought
up our native Christians and occupled the
deserted place. In that house and its
neighboring houses we put more than 400
people. We took only abandoned prop-
erty.

“The only food In the Prince’s palace
was a bit of rice. We decided to sell the
clothing and curios found upgn the prem-
ises and. realized $2500 in gold. 'They were
bought by British and American officers
at a sale of two weeks’ duration. Native
Christians brounght ns furs and sables
which they had purchased at a low price
from wealthy Chinese. who feared they
might be looted by the military people,
and who were willing to dispose of them
for a little money. These articles were
sold at our place to British and other offi-
cers. ; :

“I considered that that was a falr,
honest speculation, which injured nobody
and that benefited many people.

“There may have been some looted goods
taken, but it was without my knowledge.
The Russians and Sikh soldiers were seli-
ing off truck very cheap, but my people
did not do the looting.”

ANDERSON OUT OF JAIL.

Man Sued for Alleged Breach of
Promise Received His Free-
dom Yesterday.

Crowe, Munshaw testified, was accom-
panied by, a woman when he called the
first time In a buggy and inquired. about
the house.

“George Wittum identified Callahan as a
man who passed his house the day before
the kidnapping between 12 and 1 o’clock.
He sald that he and his wife both had
watched the man until he passed out of
sight.

RARE BIRD SHOT NEAR TORONTO.
A Swallow-Tail Kite Found by =
Local Taxidermist Near High-
land Creeck.

A well-known ornithologist, In a chat
with a World reporter yesterday, said
that while coming up from Belleville on
the G.T.R. train last Tuesday night a To-
ronto taxidermist got on at Port Union.
He had with him a bird which he had
shot on the heights of Highland Creek, and

was unlike anything found before in On-
tario. The bird was what is known as
the “swallow-tail, kite,”” usually found in
great, numbers around the Isthmus of
Panama. It was about two feet long,
with a beauntiful white head and tall fork-
ed like a swallow.

To-day’s stock market was decidedly more
quiet ‘and erderly than on any dey during
the week. There were a few SiOCKs which
showed positive strength practically witu-
out interruption all day, and there were
no.points of acute weakness nor apy period
of & general disposition to sell, except ror
the opening dip in Amalgamated Copper
and American- Smelting, due to the legal

companies. Owing to to-morrow’s heliday,
on account of the removal of the board
room apparatus from the present building
to the temporary quarters in the Produce
Exchange, there was & disposition te curtall
speculative ventures and to close up ae-
counts. The principal strength in the mar-
ket persisted in about the same quarters
as for seme time past, namely, in the gran-
gers and Pacifics. Northern Pacific was
most largely dealt in, and rose an extreme
%, but Burlington advanced 214 to a re-
cord price. - Rock Island rose 2%, and
Northwestern 4%. Pennsylvania, seifing
ex-rights, and Baltimore & Ohio contuinued
strong. Union Pacific was not as active as
on previous days of the week, and there
was large realizing going en in it all day,
but the stock was held above last night
during the greater part of the day, altho
it closed a shade off. Amongst the speclul-
ties, Sugar rose 3%, Tobacco 2%, Colorade
Fuel 814, General Electric 8%, New York
Air Brake 10 points, and a number of other
specialties from 1 to 2 points. The Colo-
rado and Southern stocks were notabiy
strong, with advances of 21k to 3%.

The confidence that to-morrow's bank
statement will make a strong showing had
much to do with sustaining the marRet.
Next week the money market will have
the henefit of the payment of the May first
Government interest, which amounts to
about $2,500,000. The fact that the foreign
exchange houses allowed the day to pass
without the expected engagement of fur-
ther gold for export was an influence in
the firmness of the market.

Importers of raw
wool report rather more inquiry from
millmen, but the extent of their purchases
will largely depend on orders now being
selicited from the wholesale trade for next
spring’s goods. Boot and shoe men are
about finishing up spring business, and mn
leather trade is quiet. Concerning remit-
tances no particular complaint is heard.
Failures in the district for the week are
ten in number, the liabilities only in
one case exceeding $3000. In values few
clanges are to be noted; in plates and some
other lines of heavy metals local prices
are easier, owing to new su&)plios by early
steamers being close at hand; molasses has
been reduced to 20 cents; the market for
new pack of salmon has opened on the
coust at $4.65; the butter shows decline an-
der increased supplies.
