the full report of the speech delivered
at Cinderford, Bugland, on Oct. 8, by
the Right Hon. H. H. Asquith, M.
P. Mr. Asquith was reported very
briefly by the cable despatches.

In part he said: Mr. Chamberlain
in his first speech appealed to us that
a great issue like this should be fought
without heat and prejudice, and by the
weapons of arguments and the temper
of honest comtroversy, I heartily re-
echo that appeal—(loud applause)y—and
I do so with the more urgency to-day
after the sneers and gibes and almost
hysterical dumpophobia of the oration
delivered’at Greenock last night. (Hear,
hear.). Mr, Chamberlain says that he
has two objects in view. ‘The first is
1o maintain and increase the prosperity
of the United Kingdom. The second
is to cement the unity of the empire.
Gentlemen, we all agree as to these
two objects—(cheers)—to which I might
venture to add, not by way-of quali-
fication, but simply by way of sup-
plement, that the one end must ngg be
atlained, and.cannot be attained, affthe
expense of the other, In the long run,
aepend upon it, you will not promote
the unity of the empire by anything
that impairs the material strength of
the United Kingdom. (Applause.)

Mr. Chamberiafh says,and says truly,
that the colonists ought not to be
treated as an appendage to Great
Britain, 1 agree. Neither ought Great
Britain to be treated as an appendige
to the colonies- (Prolonged cheers.)

and legitimate prize without a considerable |
measure of bitterness.’” .
