Mr Asquith Will Remain Pre-
mier, Political Clubs
Say.

CARSON TO STAY OUT

Btrong Disagreements Arise

London, Dee. 4.—The most conserva-
tive opinion in the political clubs ard
parliamentary lobbies Monday night
svas that the worst phase of the gov-
ernment crisis had pagsed, and that
the reconstruction of the cabinet would
proceed harmoniously.

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

HE heavy action that has been proceeding for several days east
T of the Cerna River, in Macedonia, las ended in the defeat of

the Bulgarians and their precipitate retreat, followed by the vic-
torious Serbians, in the direction of Prilip. This engagement probably
assured the fall of Prilip. As announced from Salonica, the Ser-
bians cadtured five field guns, five caissons, many machine guns, a
quantity of ammunition, much other war material, and an uncounted
number of prisoners. The battle is described by the allies as a bril-
liant victory. It lasted for several days; it was fought in bad weather,
difficult terrain and against desperate resistance; and it ended in the
Serbians’ capture of an entire series of powerfully fortified positions,
including the ruins of the ancient fortress above Grunishte. The Bul-
garians have left a great many dead on the battlefield.

* % * * *

The Rumanian recovery, aided by the Russians, appears to have
been not so complete as first despatches would indicate, for the Ger-
mans have been able to drive them back south and southwest of
Bucharest, after they had inflicted a considerable reverse on the Bul-
garians. The Germans also claim that they have won a success
northwest of Bucharest, over the first Rumanian army, and that they
have advanced beyond Titu Junction, in the railways between Buchar-
est, Kimpolung and Piteshti. | Altho in the fighting of Sunday, north
and south of Bucharest, only 8000, prisoners were taken, includmg,
of course, the wounded abandoned on the field of battle, and repre-
senting a loss of about 16,000 men, the Germans appear to have

Senator Kerr was a member of the firm
of Kerr, Davidson,  Paterson. & McFar-
land for mdre than twenty years, a di-
rector of the Great Northern Telegraph
Company, and vice-president of the Cana-
dian General Electric Company. He was
prominent in politics, was a recognized
authority in legal matters, was one of
the best-known Masons and meémbers of
the Toronto Club, Toronto Hunt Club and
the Rideau Club of Ottawa, and a promi-
nent churchman. -
The funeral will be private, at St.
James’ Cathedral, at three o'clock Thurs-
day afternoon. .
nator Kerr ‘'was born near Gueiph,
Ont., Aug. 1, 1841, and educated under the
late Dr. Tassie at Hamilton and at Galit,
He was called to the bar of Ontario in
1862 and created a Queen’s Counsel in 1874,
He was created Q.C. by the Marquis of
Lorne in 1881 and appointed bencher of
the Law Sociéty in 1879.

. Guelph, 'Ont., De¢c. 4.—The Ontario
Provincial Winter Fair was otficially
opened today at noor hv the Hon. F.
G. Macdiarmid, minister of public
works. Present indications :ré that
the fair of this year will be a record
Lreaker, both in attendance and en-
tries. The entries of stock, including
horses, cattle, sheep, hogs and poultry,
were all in place this mornjng. 'The
number of entries in all classes show-
ed a considerable increase over former
years, and the guality, particularly of
the horses ard cattle, is supeiior.

Incoming trains brought hundreds
of visitors fron: all parts of western
Ontario, with the result that the. fair
building was throngaed all day. The
crowd was further augmented by the
presence of the school chrildren of the
city who were given a holidday. Rail-
way facilities for the accommodation
of shippers who were sending exhibits
to the fair weére not up to the standard
for several days at tte close of last
week, tut this difficuity has lLeen ad-
Justed.

The farmers of western Ontario are
to be congratulated on this, thé hest
fair in the history of the organization
and the *splendid result obtained at
the close of one of the most disastrous
Seasons experienced by the Ontario
farmer. Such an -exhibition. speaks
well for the enterprise of thosa en-
gaged in' the agricultural industry of
the province.

VHealthy Sentiment.

In his remarks at the opening core-
mony, conducted before i large crowd
in' the judging ring, Hon. Mr. Maz-
diarmid said that ‘the increased cn-
tries in live stock indicazed a healthy
sentiment in the live stock ifiterests
of the province and other associated
intergsts. He thought the faect that
the ;at produce from a:l over On-
tario Awas brought - together here for
the purpose of comparison and. com-
petition would have a stimulating af-
fect on the agricultural college, in
that, those in charge of the institu-
tion would be impressed with the
greatness and importance of the -work
with which they were entrusted.

He referred to the pumpose of the
winter fair in encouraging and keep-
ing alive a healthy sentiment in trying
to produce the best in every line of
live stock. ‘“We should eliminate waste,”
he said, ‘“and we should endeavor fo
improve our transportation facilities in
order to bring the .producer and com-
sumer closely together.” As a result
of the failur& of crops during the past
season the great problem of the farm-
er was whether it would be more pro-
fitable to buy grain and carry his live
stock over, or to ®ell his stock, even
tho undeveloped and immature. *“We
have every indication that the present
prevailing prices will continue for some
time, and you can increase your pro-
duction by carrying your stock over
until it is ready:for the market,”
said. “This~is a question that the
hanks are giving attention to today. I
had a letter from the manager of one
of the chartered banks the other day,
saying that he had sent a circular to
all the branch banks under his control,
instructing them to lend money to any
farmer, who wished to buy grain to
carry his live stock over the winter.
We are pleased to know that the fin-
ancial institutions of the country are
willing to co-operate at this important
juncture.”

He paid a special tribute to the late
Hon. James S. Duff, minister of agri-
culture.

Mr. Macdiarmid was also tlhe speaker
at the directors’ luncheon. He quoted
figures to show that despite the war \ghe
live stock industry was gaining. With
the exception of sheep and swine all]
other classes of stock showed an in-
crease over the year 1915,

The directors’ luncheon will be a

daily feature thruout the dumnation of

the fair, and several prominent men
will speak at the different meetings.
The speaker for tomorrow is'President
G. C. Creelman, of the Ontario Agnicul-
tural College.

Currie of Ingersell, which produced 210.1
pounds of milk, which registered 4.7 per
cent. butter fat, 9.875 total fat, 19.014
solids, mot fat, and a total of 803.917
points.

Theé Holstein, Madama Pauline, Canary,
exhibited by A. E. Hulet of Norwich,
nbtained the highest rumber of points
for solids mnot fats, 19.910 points. She

selling medicated wines for beverage
wines.

Medicines Act, which stipulate that
medicated wine must contain enough
medication to prevent its wuse as a
beverage.

BELGIAN WQRKINGMEN
: REDUCED TO SLAVERY
Half a Million Others Are in Idle-

ness, Says Appeal to the
United States.

Paris, Dec. 4—“Fifty thousand Bel-
gian workingmen have been treduced
to slavery by the Germans,” declares
an appeal 1o American workingmen,
prepared by Belgian laborers at a se-
cret meeting in Belgium and commu-
nicated thru a reliable channel to the
Associated Press,
tinues:

Strong measures are needed at every
point of the complicated game in which
the mations of Europe are playing for
the great stakes of human destiny.
Nowhere is strength mére required
than in Greece.

Anyone who did not know that King

Constantine was. a traitor to the
powers to whom he owés 'chief al-
legiance outside his ¢wn people, has
been wilfully blind. Yet, according tg
the diplomatic methods of the entemnte
allies it appears to have been difficult
t0 convict him techmically of any
culpability, otherwise, it must beg
surmised, stronger measutes would
have been taken long ago,
This dilly-dally policy, however, “in
itself, was just the most satisfactory
way that King Constantine could have
adopted for befriending the Germans.
The . French admiral -apparently de-
sired to have a ‘“show-down” by de-
manding a éurrender of the Greek
mountain artillery, and the result was
what might have been expected.

WOMEN’'S SUFFRAGE AND WAR.

Editor World: May I correct one_or
two statements made in a letter issued
in your paper ‘on Xriday last, signed
by Mrs. Izabel Erjckson Brown?

The women of the association oppos-
ed to woman' suffrage certainly tcok a
prominent part’in the formation of the
Patriotic League, for they were all
women engaged in every kind of work
making for the good of their country;
but th? executive of the league was
composed of more suffragists thaan
antli-suffragists. A well-known suffra-
gist. Mrs. Willoughby Cummings, be-
came president and has held that office
ever since. Mrs. Brown in two places
in her leter’ afirms that Mrs, War-
ren is and has been president. Only
one member of the Conservative Club
is on the executive of the Iatriotic
League—not many, It is difficult to
understand that any woman in Toronto
who has done any war work at all
should not know the personnel of the
Patriotic League. The resolution con-
demning the suffrage campalgn was
moved by a suffragist Liberal. I think
what I have said sufficiently disproves
the claim that the whole league is anti-
suffragist and Conservative. Many suf-
fragists are as anxious as the anti-
suffragists to see this campaign given
up, ill-timed as it is.

One has only to note the public dis-
owning one part of’the suffragists by
another part to form some idea of the
disunion which has already been caus-
¢d, even in their own ranks,

I will not take up further valuable
space, except to remark that the enu-
meration of good works and of fighting
ma_le relatives js not edifying at this
serious stage of\our country’s history.
True patriotism, all are agreed, de-
mands at the present time the strictest,
concentiration on winning the war.

northern France occupied by British
troops in order to be certain of this.

“If the Maid of Orleans camie to
Rouen today, to the town where 500
years ago the English burnt her alive,
she.would fly from it horror-stricken.

Alderman Maguire Tells Him
