One
of our fighting machines attacked an
enemy acroplane and drove it down.
The hostile machine was last seen
close to the ground and out of control.

The same day a British aeroplane
attacked an enemy seaplane about five
miles from Zeebrugge. The enemy
pilot was killed. The machine dropped,
the: enemy observer falling out while
the machine was still at a height of
3000 feet, The hostile seaplane crash-
ed into the sea and sank,

“During the operations against ths
German battle cruiser squadron o
the cast coast on the 25th (Tuesday
two zeppzlins were pursued by navul
and land machines over 60 miles out to
sea, Bombs and darts were dropped,
but apparently without serious cffect.

“An aeroplane and a seaplane at-
tacked the German ships off Lowestoft,
dropping heavy bombs, Four enemy
submarines were also attacked by
bombs., One seaplane came under n
heavy fire from the hostile fleet, but
the pilot, altho: seriously woundad,
succeeded in. bringing his machine
safely beck to land.

Major Birks, Canadian Y.M.C.A. di-
rector in England, told the Canadian
Club members at their annual meeting
esterday afternoon that & command-
lcor at the battlefront had told
him the Y.M.C.A. was the b¢st soldier
in Burope, The major hopes to raise

on the work of the association af the
front, and his address was an explan-
ation of the work being curried on,
The nominating committee after thn
address reported that Dr. George H.

In England it was
the men’s moral welfare which re~
ouired all the attention of the asso-
clation whereas in France their efforts
in helping out the
monotonous irench warfare life, In
England many a young Canadian
I‘n,d been saved from moral indiscre-
tions and the public house by the at-
tractions of the Y.M.C.A. and in France
on many sectorg the Y.M.C.A. hut at-
forded the only place for the trench
fighters to dry out within a radius of
many miles. Altho the Canadian and
British troops, he said, were the best
fed army ich ever stepped on Euro-
pean shores, the Y.M.C.A. sgought to
give the men a change in the billjof
fare by providing 150,000 cans of pérk
and beans in January and 200,000 more
in February, )

However, Directors Decide
Against Payment of Com-
mon Stock Dividends.

BUSINESS AFTER WAR

Activity Expected for Pro-
longed Period—Montreal
: Man on Board.

The annual meeting of the Steel
Company of Canada at Hamilton yes-
terday was featured by important ad-
dresses by Mr, C, 8, ‘Wilcox, the new
chairman of the board, and Robert
Hobson, the new president. Mr. Hob-
son” took a decidedly optimistic view
regarding the outlook for the steel
company even affer the cessation of
the present large contracts for muni-
tion supplies. 'Mr, Hobson. in dealing
with the conditions that would likely
prevail after the close of the war,
pointed out that he did not want to
ussume the position of being a prophet,
bqt there were conditions that war-
ranted an optimistic view being taken.
For a number of months after the war
roadjustments would have to tako
place, but once those were effected,
good business should prevail for the
steel companies: In this connection
he pointed Jout that the raflway com-
panieés were again coming lnto the
market and were realizing that there
would likely be a shortage of ‘stee! in
1911,

Inoreased Production.

Mr, Hobson announced it had beecn
decided to Instal three new open
hearth rurnaces, which would increase
the production 400 tonsperday. “We
have shipped nearly four milljon for-
gings for shells and blanks for high
explosive shells, and would say that we
are away ahead on delivery of every-
thing asked of us
munitions board.”

Comipany'’s Finances.

C. 8, Wilecox, the new chairman of
the board, referred particularly to the
finances of the company. He sald in
part: “Last spring owing to trade
conditions at that time we decided
that it would be wise to renew the
$1,260,000 of convertible notes. The
first instalment of these amounted to
$400,000 matured on July 1 of last year,
We succeeded in extending these notes
for three additional years. Last No-
vember we pald three and one-half
per cent, back divifends on preferroed
stock and will pay on the first of next
May the balance of the unpaid divi-
dends on the preferred. We have paid
off all our indebtedness to the banks,
The sinking fund provided by the
trustees becomes operative July 1 next:
We then have to pay the trustee for
that purpose two per cent. of the
amount of the bonds outstanding, and
each subsequent year thereafter we
will have to pay two per cent. As to the
future, we must remember that condi.
tions are not normal, and while busi-
ness is satisfaclory now, the directors
and officers have serious problems to
consider for the future, The cost of
manufactturing. has  materially  in.
creased, prices for war munitions have
been reduced and the government has
imposed a tax on our war profits, the
amount of which cannot now be doter-
mined. This year we will have a stool
production much. larger than we have
cver sold before, and it may be ad-
visable for us to put in additional fin-
ishing plants at some ‘points to take
care of this extra tonnage,”

New Methods Needed.

“It would seem,” says the note, “to
be a falr reply to such a contention
that new devices for despatching
goods to the enemy must be met by
new methods of applying the funda-
mental and acknowledged principles
of the right to intercept such trade.”

At some length the note argues the
impossibility of making searches at
sea, for various reasons, among which
are weather, ‘the size of modern
steamships, and the manner in which
contraband has been concealed, A
report from Admiral John Jellicoe,
commander of the grand fleet, based
upon his experiences of 18 months, is
included, After summing up the cir-
cumstances which it is contended
work far less hardship upon trade by
sending ships to port for search in-
stead of searching them at sea, be-
sides the ndded danger of submarine
attack while search is in progress,
Admiral Jellicoe’s * report concludes
by saying: :

“The difference between the British
and the German procedure is that we
have acted in the way which causes
the least discomfort to neutrals, .In-
en-
gaged in trade with the enemy as the
Germans have done in so many cases,
in direct contravention of their own
prize regulations, we examine them,
giving as little inconvenience as
modern naval conditions will allow,
sending them -into port only where
this becomes necessary.”

Misuse of U, 8. Passports,

The note adds that a further reason
for bringing ships into harbor is the
necessity for close examination of all
suspected persons, which has been
made necossary by “the German
practice of misusing United States
passports to' procure a safe conduct
for military persons and agents.”

At grent length the note discusses
the question of proofs of the destina-
tion of contraband,

“The right of a belligerent to inter-
cept contraband on its way to his
enemy,” it says, “is fundamental and
-incontestable, and ought not'tobe re-
stricted to intergepting contraband
which happens to be accompanied on
board the ship by proofs sufficient to
condemn it. What is essential is to
determine whether or not the goods
were on their way to the enemy, 1f
they were, a belligerent is entifled to
detain them, and having regard to
the nature of the struggle in which
the allies are engaged, they are com-
pelled to tako the most effectual steps
to exercise that right.”

In a long discussion of prize court
procedure, the note gives assurances
that the orders-in-council do not over-
ride international law, and that the
prize court has full power to decide
that any given act under those acts is
fllegal and to entertain any claim for
compensation on that basis, That as-
surance is seemingly borne out by the
1ccent decision of the privy couneil in
the case of the Zamorra, handed down
since the note was drafted, which se-
cures to neutrals the right to invokn
lmt:‘:;na.tloxzal law befox{‘e the British
prize court as againat the orders of the
Lritish GoVernment.
