U. S, Naval Officers Want an Aeroplane Which

Would be Invaluable

in Sea Fights---Two|

’ Balloons Make Remarkable Moonlight Journey

Over Massachusetts.

Paris, Sept.‘ll‘—Expert writers on avia-
tion this morning devote coiumns in the
newspapers to the importance of Orvil-
le Wright's flying feats at Fort Myer and
liken its effect throughout the world to

the circuling of the Eiffel Tower by San-
tos Dumont in 1900. With practical un-
animity they hail the Fort Myer per-
jormance as marking the definite conquest
of the air by man. A majority of the
writers think that it is now only a ques-
tion of time before the Wrights, or some
other aeroplanists will win the London

from London to Manchester and then M.
Micheln’s prize of $20,000 for a flight from
Paris to the Dome of the *Cathedral at
Clerwont-Ferrand. This latter competi-
tion is open until 1918.

. Washington, Sept. 10.—The two aero-
lane flights made by Orville Wright at

E’ort Myer, Wednesday, which broke all
vecords for distance and time, have
aroused the officers of the navy to ac
tion.

Plymouth, Mass., Sept. 10.—Accompany-
ing each other across the entire length of
the state of Massachusetts, although at
no time in sight of each other, two bal-
loohs, one of which ascended at midnight
from Springfield and the other from Pitts-

field at the same hour, landed in Ply-
mouth county, within 15 miles of each
other early Thursday completing what the
aeronauts considered, a perfect balloon
fight under ideal conditions.

The balloon “Pittsficld, Héart of the
Berkshires,” which ascended from Pitts-
field, piloted by William Van Sleet and
carrying Dr. Sidney S. Stowell, as a pas-
senger, landed in the Black Water distriet
of the town of Kingston, within two
miles of the Atlantic ocean while the
other, the “Boston” owned and pilotted
by Charles J. Glidden and carrying Pro-
fessor H. Helm Clayton of the Blue Hlll
observatory as a passenger, landed with-
in the enclosure of the Stanley Mfg. Co.,
at Bridgewater Juncton, a mile from the
town of Bridgewater, and within 15 miles
of the spot where the Pittsfield balloon
came down.

Although the distance actually traveled
by each car cannot be determined, the
Pittsfield balloon traversed about 130
miles in an air line from the place of
ascension, while the “Boston” landed
about 80 miles from Springfield.

Each balloon made its landing safely
and without - incident between 5 and 6’
o'clock Thursday morning. The “Boston’
did not get within sight of salt water,
and landed within the factory yard of the
Stanley Mfg. Compdny at Bridgewater
Junction. Both Mr. Glidden and Prof.
Clayton were enthusiastic over th'e trip,
declaring it one of the most en]oyx}ble
that any aeronaut ever made. The night
was clear and warm and a brilliant f_ull
September moon flooded the underlying
earth with silvery radiance and mg.de ob-
jects at a distance almost as p_lamly vi-
sible as at noonday. The landing Wwas
made without difficulty, the balloon was
quickly packed up and placed upon a dray
and areonauts left for Boston before 8
o’clock. f
“The Pittefield, Heart of the Berk-
ghires” experienced the same ideal aerial
conditions that marked the flight of the
«Boston.” As the' morning broke the
aeronauts could see water in the distance
but were not sure that it was the eea.
They had been traveling at & high alti-
tude but when the broad stretch of wa-
ter was sighted the balloon was brought
nearer the earth, a brakeman on a
freight train was hailed and asked how
far distant the ealt water Was. On - re-
ceiving the reply that the ocean was
close at hand Mr. Van Sleet effected a
landing. The balloon came down gently
in an open field with; a mile of the near-
from the open ocean. ;
the balloon left for Boston on
train.

Lemans, Sept. 11.—In spite of the heavy
fog that prevailed this morning, Wilbur
‘Wright, the American aeroplanist was out
at an early hour. Almost immediately af-
ter he started his aeroplane was hidden
from the view of the spectators by the
thick mist. After describing a large cir-
cle, he returned to the starting point and
alighted, having been gome two minutes
and fifteen seconds. He made another at-
tempt a little later, but the fog was still
too heavy. At eight- o’clock the weather
had cleared and Mr. Wright made his
third attempt with the intention of mak-
ing a long flight. He had trouble, how-
ever, with the sparking apparatus of his
motor and was forced to come down after
being four minutes amd fifty two geconds
in the air.

FOREST FIRES

men have been -rushed there to fight the
blaze.

A small
fire is burning ite way along Tom Flet-
il;er’s stream and another near Lake
Moxie.

The three weeke’ drought has left the
woods very dry and it is feared that un-
less there is a heavy rain within the next
few days the numerous scattered fires
may unite and cause widespread damage.

ASIATIC CHOLERA IS
SPREADING IN
RUSSIA

St. Petersburg, Sept. 11.—The Asiatic

cholera is spreading in St. Petersburg,

and the sudden jump in the statistics 18
taken to mean that the city authorities
failed io take proper precautions against
an epidemic, the first suspicious cases of
which were discovered a ‘tortnight ago.
The bulletin issued last night reported
two cases and 18 deaths, but it is believed
that treble that number exists within the
city limits. The health commission ad-
mits that there are 102 other cases of sick-
ness that are being watched. One hundred
doctors have been drafted into the chol-
era squad at a ealary of $250 a day. The
city has chartered a special tank steamer
to distribute boiled water to the barges
where a large percentage of the cases
have been found. A case of cholera 18
reported from Peterhof.

Platteburgh, N. Y., Sept. 11.—The five-
year-old daughter of Charles Gratton and
the three-year-old daughter of William
Brown, Jr., were burned to death -yes-
terday in the double tenement house in
which the Gratton and Brown families
resided, three miles west of this city.
Their parents' had gone to the Clinton
county fair, leaving the children with
their grandparents across, the road. The
little girls, however, ran away, and re-

turned home to make Jack O’Lanterns,
and it is supposed that in playing with
matches, they set fire to the house. The
house and barn were totally destroyed.

“ROCKED” IN CRADLE
OF LAKE MICHIGAN

Houghton, Mich., Sept. 11.—About 200
ministers, many of them accompanied by
members of their families, had a diffieult
journey in reaching this city for the an-
nual conference of the Methodist Episco-
pal Church of the district. A steamer
carrying fifty of them ran on the rocks
on Little Traverse Island and another
steamer carrying 150 of the clerical dele-
gates was for several hours yesterday lost
in the smoke from the upper Michigan
forest fires. The steamer Conestoga ran
aground about 4 a.m. yesterday and at
latest reports had not yet been released.
The tug Hebard was sent to her. Con-
siderable alarm was felt when the steamer
Russia did not arrive until several hours
after she was due, and when she came
out, it was explained that she had lost
her bearings in the smoke that hangs
thick over Lake Superior.

Dominien Coal Ce. Will Close
One Mine
ductlons in Staff.

Glace Bay, Sept. 11 (Special.)—In ret
ference to the alarming report being act-
ively circulated that the Dominion Coal
Company is about to close some of the
mines, reduce the output of others and
generally make a very large reduction in
its force, your correspondent has carefully
inquired into this report and has author-
ity from a high official of the cogl com-
pany to 'say that it is grossly exaggerated.

Last year at this time the company was
geriously behind in its delivery owing to
the late opening in navigation and this
year they made preparations to avoid as
far as possible a recurrence of this trou-
ble by arranging for an increased output
from all mines, and for the establishment
of large banks. There has been this year
more deliveries to the St. Lawrence than
last year at this date. There is however,
some elackening in the demand for coal
as a consequence of the general trade de-
pression that has been felt throughout the
continent for the last year and this has
pecessitated a certain adjustment of our-
put over previous high records. The work
at east slope reserve will shortly be stop-
ped but the miners will find employment
at other mines.

There is no serious reduction to take
place at any other mine more than is
usual at this geason of the year, although
it will, no doubt, be found possible from
time to time to dispense with some of the
day men who have been employed to get
an extremely large output while the mines
were being pushed to their utmost capa-
city. :

Tos Angeles, Cal, Sept. 11.—One hun-
dred and fifty men are fighting a fire
which threatened the town of Lacrescen-
ta and the valley west of Pasadena last
night, and has burmed over am aved of
thirteen square miles; ‘a ‘portion of which"
is inéluded in the San Gabriel Forest Re-
serve. The fire started yesterday when a
rangher attempted to burn some brush.
Thres residences near La Crescenta were
destroyed, and the old Gould Castle, one
of the landmarks of the valley, was saved
after desperate efforts.  Conmsiderable
timber has been consumed and the watex
supply is seriously. damaged. The fire is
still burning, and is approaching danger-
ously near Monte Vista. No estimate of
the amount of damage can be made.

He Took an Auto Trip Across

French Border Today to Enjoy
“A Beautiful View.” ¢

Paris, Sept. 11.—~The Government to-
day received official information that Em-
peror William, the manoeuvres at Alsace
Loraine being at an ‘end; would this af-
ternoon cross the French frontier in an
automobile as a “simple tourist,” for the
purpose of enjoying the magnificent view
from the top of the Schlucht Mountains.

Although considerably astonished that
Emperor William should choose the pres-
ent moment for the first visit to French
territory made by a German Emperor
gince the King of Prussia was proclaimed
Emperor at Versailles in 1871. The gov-
ernment at once despatched instructions
to the customs officials to allow the Ym-
perial - automobile to pass the frontier
without ‘examination, and for the proper
guarding of the route by gendarmes to
prevent any unfortunate incident.

According to the official advices, the
Emperor will have to traverse only about
one hundred yards of French soil in or-
der ‘to reach a point whence he can view
the splendid panorama. The view in-
cludes the Plains of Upper Alsace, the
Lake of Longemer and Gradmere, and
the valleys of the Vologne and Mos-
lotte rivers. :

Mrs. Rooke Remained at

Her Post Until the Flood

Came and She was Swept Away---Headpiece in

Place Shows Weman’s
by ’Phone.

Bravery---Warned Town

Denver, Col., Sept. 11.—Half buried in
sand 12 miles below the scene of her
bravery and sacrifice, searchers found the
body of Mrs. S. J. Rooke, heroine of the
Cimarron river flood at Folsom, Colo. She
stayed at her post as telephone operator,
sending messages of warning through the
night to the residents of the village un-
til the waters struck her little building
and ewept her to'death. Her heroism
saved all but 18 of the 2,500 villagers from
the flood.

Here telephone gear still fast to her
head bore mute evidence to the finders
of her body that she was still sending
messages of warning when the waters
from the cloudburst swirled about her
and carried her with it, whirling down
the canyon. .

Near where the body was found were
remnants of the little telephone: exchange
in which, by a single dim light in the
intense darkness of the storm that burst
like a cloud over the Cimarron river, she
gave her life that ethers might be saved.

More than 40 persons have told of her
waking them by = telephone calls and
warning them of the impending danger.
It is not kmown how many more  she
saved, as only 13 bodies have been found
and only five other persons are reported
missing., ;

1t is conceded that the fatalities would
have been many times what they were
but for the splendid self-sacrifice of Mrs.
Rooke.

She was alone at her work as mnight
telephone operator when a cloudburst
transformed the Cimarron River into a
turbulent flood, 13 feet deep, and a mile
wide and stretching far beyond the river
banks. Folsom stands in the canyon,
which is the river’s bed.

About 11 p. m. someone above Folsom
telephoned a warning to Mrs. Rooke. The
axchange was upon the upriver side of
the town and was one of the first build-
ings in the path of the advancing flood.
Mrs. Rooke was warned that the waters
mjould be upon her in less than an hour.

Her informant urged her to escape while
there was time. i

There were 2,500 persong in Folsom.
Most of them were asléep, ignorant of
the cataclysm surging toward them. Un-
less they had quick warning they would
perish.

It is believed that she did not finish
her work. She was snatched by the flood
anfl.kil]ed, as though in revenge for de-
priving the waters of their prey, while
she was still busy at her switchboard.

It was at first thought that the debria
deposited by the flood must hide a quans<
tity of human- bodies. Nobody dared
guess how many bodies might lie stark
and still, down in the valley. And news
reports were sent far and wide that the
flood had killed many people.

But as the sorrowful day advanced the
homeless ones  became aware that only
a few familiar faces were missing.

“How did you escape?’ gomeone would
ask a friend.

“I was warned by telephone—by Mrs,
Rooke,” the reply would be.

“And so'was 1.”

And then eyes wet with tears would
be turned toward the spot where overr
right the telephone exchange had stood
and husky voices would murmur toge.
ther, “God bles her!” :

In the mearch for bodies there was one
above all others every rescuer looked fow
‘with eager anxiety. It was the body of
the telephone operator. Down the cans
yon the wreckage led the searchers. And
all the way was strewn with ghastly tro<
phies of the flood.

At last they found remnants of the
building  that had housed the telephona
exchange. A little further on, wet, mangs
led, byt crowned like & queen with her
op s headpiece, they found the little
from every eye had sought so eagerly.

And there was none who deemed it any
sign of weakness to weep at sight of her.
For there is hardly a family in Folsom
‘not indebted to the heroic dead for its
loved ones.

MACADAM ROADS

The ever recurring question of - better [enormous are the problems and the pos-

streets ‘is. discussed in an interésting way

by the Montreal Witness, in an illustrat-
sd article showing what has been done in
some other cities. It is noted that Buf-
ialo has 335 miles of asphalt streets, and
throughout its park system specially con-
structed oil-macadam roads. The foMfow-
ing statement of what h::;é: 'be;zn acconi.-
plished in . Burlington, Vermont, a hilly
city, should interest the citizens of St.
John:— ;

“Burlington, which is built on hills,
where the heavy rains test the roads
severely, has made a specialty of macadam
roads, which, as there comstructed, have
been found, with slight repairs, to stand
the test of rains, frost and traftic for
ien years or more without getting out
sf condition. The reasons given there why

_ macadam roads are preferred are that
they cost less to build—note the ‘build,’
ot ‘dump’—than other roads, and are
more easily repaired. The same amount
of daily labor competently spent on
fnaintaining a macadam road that has to
be spent on - asphalt, would keep it in
¥ splendid condition. g

“This is how Burlington makes macad-
am roads: First the surface of the track
is dug out level. Then a foundation 18
made of stones about six inches in dia-
meter, and of a total depth of about
cighteen inches. Care in properly build-
ing this foundation is most important,
secause .upon it the success of the road
mtirely depends. This is one of . the
little facts that is entirely overlooked .in
Montreal. Upon this foundation is plac-
«d a good layer of stones the size of egg
wal, plenteously watered and properly
team-rolled, and upon this again an-
ythér layer of stones the.size of chest-
nut coal. Over this "last-named layer
stone-dust is spread, and -the whole is
then watered and rolled: until the road
& one hard, compact mass, four inches
1bove the level of the curbstone in the
tentre, and six inches. below the top
»f the curb at the side, giving a total
wrowning of ten inches, which keeps the
road dry. The gutter is made of small
paving stones, two feet wide. --e cost
¥ a road of this kind, counting the
width at eighteen feet, is five thousand
iollars a mile.” <

The Witness notes the fact that with
nacadam roads there is the dust nuisance,
out adds that Buffalo got rid of it by
using oil. In some places objection 18
made to the use of oil, and in France
woal-tar has been resorted to with suc-]
sess, although there is complaint that
irom the surface of a tar-macadam road
v fine dust rises which injures shade
rrees and Howers. In Connecticut, how-
sver, tar macadam is a great favorite,
end Highway Commissioner Macdonald
claims that “if as much care is taken
in laying as in preparing the coal-tar’
mixture, there will result a road sur-
tace perfectly waterproof, a solid, cohes- |
wve surface from which nothing can ﬂakes
off and on which the only dust is such|
as may be blown there by the winds.”;
Mr. Macdonald has justified his faith by |
works, in the roadways around the state
Capitol. It may be added that in Vic-1

toria, B. C., an experiment is now being |
made with tar macadam. If St. John is |
ever to adopt a businesslike method of |
road construction the experience of the}
localities referred to should be very sug-
gestive, and of substantial value.

MR. D. C. CLINCH

IS HONORABLY
FREE

Circuit Court Jury Witheut
Leaving Their Seats Acquit-
ted Him of The Charge---
No-Dishonesty on His Part.

The case against D. C. Clinch, charged
with misappropriation of $8,000 from Cap-
tain George Morrisey was finished before
Judge MecLeod yesterday ‘afternoon and!
the defendant was acquitted withont the
jury leaving the box. His Honor instruct-
ed the jury thay on- the evidence they
could not find: him guilty ‘of' any direct
act of “misappropriation and this was ne-
cessary for a verdict ot guilty.

In. discharging Mr. Clinch, Judge Mec-
Leod said that, o far as the evidence
disclosed, it was ‘a matter of - business re-
verses or misfortunes, ‘and did not indi-
cate any act of dishonesty on his part. .

Attorney General Hazen continued. ar-
gument ‘at the opening of the afternoon
cession. He reviewed the evidence and
answered  points 'raised by. Mr. -Baxter,
counsel for the defendant. Regarding“the
claim that: the action should have been
taken in New. ¥York,. Mr. .Hazen said that
if the case had been brought "there the
contention conld be made that it should
have been tried here. Mr. Hazen further
claimed that the funds were in Mr.
Clinch’s control and that, not being able
to produce the money or-the stocks he
was directed to buy, there was a presump-
tion of guilt. i

His Homor asked if the Attorney Gener-
al could point to one single or direct act
of misappropriation. .

Hon. Mr. Hazen read a ‘letter sent by
Mr. Clinch to Captain Morrisey notifying

mention had been made that the stock
purchased .for. Captain Morrisey had been
seized. ;i

His Honor again stated that he could
not ask the ' jury to bring a, verdict .ot
guilty if they believed the evidence.

Mr. Hazen. claimed that when it was
possible for the defence to 'show by evi-
dence what had become of the money
and they had not done so, the.jury could
bring in a verdict on presumption.

His Honor "having intimated that he
would ‘instruct the jury, the address by
counsel to the jury was dispensed with.

Judge MecLeod, in ‘afdressing the court,
said the case was a most unfortunate one
and it was clear that Captain Morrisey
had lost a large sum of 'money. To prove
the case, howevern, it was necessary to
show some act of absolute misappropria-

The erown had not gone far enough. They
must prove their case and show ‘the de-
fendant guilty.

The jury through their foreman return-
ed ‘a verdict of not guilty without leaving
their -places and the defendant was dis-
charged.

And the City Seat in Coming

Liberal Convention Nominates Them for the City and. County

Election---Choice Ratified and

- Speeches Made by The Candidates Dr. McAlister of King’s

The delegates at the Liberal conven-
tion in Berryman's hall Thursday se-
llected James Pender and Hon. Wm. Pugs-
ley as candidates for the city and the city
and county of St. John. At a ratification
meeting afterwards the chowe was ud
animously confirmed. Speeches were made
by the candidates, E. H. MecAlpine, Dr.
MecAlister, ‘Liberal candidate for Kings~
Albert; and Edward Lantalum. An ex-
ecutive for the .coming campaign, was
nominated with power to ada to their
number. At the ratification meeting
John Keefe occupied the chair. There
was a large attendance. !

While the convention was in progress
in another part of the building' Mr. Mc-
Alpine delivered an address, in the large
hall, in which he ridiculed the claims of
the Conservatives to be the party of pur-
ity and contrasted the progress made in
St. John during eleven years of Liberal
rule with the previous’eighteen years un-
der the Conservative government.

On arrival of delegates, the chairman
received from Edward Sears, who presid-
ed at the meeting of delegates, the report
announcing the ‘ selection ‘of Mr. Pénder
and Dr. Pugsley. In a brief speech he
congratulated the party on their choice.
On motion of Mr. Lantalum, seconded by
Mr. McAlpine, the meeting unanimously
ratified the choice of candidates.

The chairman then introduced Dr. Pugs:

ley, who was received with much ap-
plause. After expressing the ‘conviction
that such an enthusiastic and représenta-
tive meeting would lead, to the victory .of
the Liberal party, Dr. Pugsley referred
to his having stood before them a ycar
previously untried in federal politics, and
spoke of the “unanimous vote. then given
him. He was before them again, he said,
after a year'’s trial. He -accepted the
nomination with - the - greatest pleasure
and would do all in his' power to ensure
a-victory. He went on to speak of Mr.
Pender as a strong and popular candidate
who, by his business abilities and influ-
ence and the universal respect in which
he was held, would be a credit to his
constituency.
~ Dr. Pugsley then turned to the discus-
sion of some of the questions which, he
said, would be of interest to the con-
stituency. His friends would be asked
for their views whether he had discharg-
ed his duty. It was important for them
to be able to say whether he had made
good. When he was chogen as their rep-
resentative, a number of questions were
agitating the community. The first was
whether or not the government of Can-
ada would recognize the claims of St.
John as one,of the great mnational ports
and take the burden of improving the
harbor off the people. The second had
‘reference to the use of the I. C. R. by
the - Canadian Pacific Railway.
“There was an agitation to give the C.
P. R. running rights. He told them if
elected he would not consent to any ar-
rangement that would prove unjust to St.
John or the province or deprive the city
of its geographical advantages. He did
not want it understood that he was of
the opinion that under no circumstances
should the C. P. R. have running rights,
because his constituency was broad
enough not to deny advantages to ‘other
ports.  St. John occupied a favorable
geographical position te- do the freight
business of Canada in the winter season,
and he would not be a party to any in-
justice to St. John which would deprive
the city of the advantages which its po-
sition gave it. :

The third importdnt question had ref-
erence to the G. T.\ P. and he had told
them he would use every effort to make
St. John one of the termini of the road.
The fourth point was that he would ad-
vocate directing Canadian trade through
 Canadian channels to the limit. The fifth
had reference to the I. C. R. acquirin
the branch lines which would tend t
greatly increase the prosperity of the
province. :

Taking up the consideration of the first
of the important questions to which he
had refused—the recognition of e
claims of St. John—Dr. Pugsley reviewed
briefly the history of the movement to
make St. John a winter port. He spoke
of neglect shown by the Conservative gov-
¢rnment when in power compared with
the policy of the Liberal government in
carrying out extensive dredging opera-
not be long before the G. T. P. and the
in consenting to build wharves and ware-
houses. A glance, he said, at the morn-
ing papers would show that tenders were
now being called for, to increase the ac-
commodation.

With regard to the C. P. R. acquiring
running rights over the 1. C. R. the ap-
plication, he said, had been made but
it had not been granted. It was his duty
as a minister to look after the whole of
Canada. and he thought-terms could be
suggested which would be an advantage
to all the provinces interested and no
injustice be done to St.: John. It would
not be long before the G. T. P. and th
Canadian Northern would be knocking at
their doors. No arrangements could be
made that would result in a monopoly or
interfere with the influence of the people’s
road. He had in mind terms by which
the I. C. R. could be used by all these
railways. They could rely. upon it that
all his colleagues in the cabinet, includ-
ing those from Nova Scotia, would be
found broad-spirited enough not to inflict
injustice on this port. i

Referring to the G. T. P. having a ter-
minus in St. John, Dr. Pugsley =aid he
could not emphasize too strongly the im-
portance of the city having connection
with the great country which this road
would open up in the west. He ventured
ito predict that instead of 7,000,000 bush-
els of grain being shipped through 'St.
John, as was done last year, inside ten
years 100,000,000 bushels would be brougnt
through this port. .

He had always felt that Chipman, only
seventy-eight miles from the city, would
be the point of departure of the G. T. P.
for St. John. He had assurances when
in the local government that the G. T. P.
would take over the Central. He did
not know what his successors had done
but they seemed much more desirous of
prejudicing him and the road than at-
tempting to dispose of it. It was hardly
to be expected that a buyér would pay
much for a road condemned by the seller.

Speaking of Courteney Bay as the ter-
minus selected by Mr. Morse, Dr. Pugsley
read a telegram received in Ottawa on
Monday last from the engineer in charge
of the borings to the effect that no rock
had been found over the entire entrance
to the channel and, except within 300 feet
from the shore, that no rock had been
found in-the bay.

He had communicated this information
to Mr. Hays, who had replied in a tele-
gram that he was very much pleased to
note the favorable report.

The G. T. P. coming to St. John would
mean that Courtenay Bay would be
dredged and could accommodate
largest steamers at the lowest tide.

In connection with the question of die
recting trade through Canadian ports, Dr.
Pugsley spoke of the improvements being
made on the shores of the great lakes to
assist in bringing the grain through Can-
ada instead of it going through Buffalo.
Improvements in transportation, he &aid,
were going on all over.Canada.  Their op-
ponents eaid they were extravagant but
the reason that they had more money to
spend wae the increased earning power
anld prosperity of the people under liberal
rule.

_ With regard to the acquisition of branca
lines by the I. C. R., Dr. Pugsley referred
to the matter having been en%rgeticaﬂy
pressed forward by Hon. Mr. Emmerson
and to. the fact that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
had promised an enquiry. This recess, he
said, a commission would be appointed
and would enter on the work in a few
days.

In closing, Dr. Pugsley paid a tribute
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier and spoke of the
reports which the premier had received
that the prospects of the liberal party
were never hrighter than they are today.
He was not prepared, he said, to say
when the elections would be but they
must be ready. He felt confident that a
large majority of the counties in New
Brunswick would be in line with the rest
of Canada.

Mr. Pender was then called on and
expressed: his thanks for the confidencs
that had been shown. He had not bhad
any polifical aspirations, he said, or been
active in politics for some years, but hie
friends had insisted on his coming for-
ward. He had consented, and would win
the fight if possible. After the eloquent
address they had heard he would not
trespass on theéir time.

He felt it would be poor policy and bad
business to swap horses in the middle of
the stream. ‘They should give the gov-
ernment their confidence, at least, until
the G. T. P. was built.

John and Canada and supporters of the
goverfiment should be returnéd to show
that the city was worthy of assistance,
Touching on the fiscal policy, Mr. Pendes
expressed his eatisfaction with the duties
and praised the anti-dumping clause under
which, he eaid, their competitors received
little benefit. In closing, Mr. Pendes
again expressed his thanks, and promised,
if elected, to do whatever he was capable
of for the benefit of the city, the province
and Canada as a whole.

Dr. McAlister spoke of the regret which
was felt in the counties of Kings and
Albert at letting Dr. Pugeley go.” They -
felt, however, he said, that by being elec¢te
ed in St. John he could do the most
good.

He reviewed the improvements made by
the Liberal government in the postal de-
partment and in conclusion urged his hear-
ers to work hard for the election of their
candidates.

This made a temporary stoppage
of the leaks, but later onm, they appeaved
as lively as before and thus continued
vnabated until the month of November
when the engineers applied avother dose
of mill sawdust. They also had masons
engaged inside the conduit fixing the ap-
plication with silicate of soda and cement.
