GOD A SIN-BEARER.

In Jesus, God is revealed as a sin-bearer
in a three-fold sense.

Firet, He is a sin-bearer in the sense
that He endures the presence of this thing
which His righteous soul abominates, but
cannot destroy without destroying the
sinner whom He loves.

Second, God is a sin-bearer by virtue of
His sympathetic relation to men. He loves
men and sin spoils His beloved; and,
therefore, it is a burden upon His heart.
This means that no man can commit sin
without laying upon God this double bur-
den.

Then, again, God is a sin-bearer by way
of endeavor.

A great God of infinite love cannot en-
dure sin passively. He must eémpty Him-
self as He did in Christ and plunge fito
the thick of the battle. In this conflict
He is compelled to face the evil He hates,
and to feel its cruel thrusts while He la-
bors for those who despise and reject
Him, until His hour of triumph cometh.

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ABOUT DREDGING

The fact that the government is spend-
ing a considerable sum of money in, dredg-
ing at St. John, the chief winter port of
(anada, is sometimes réferred to as if the
port were highly favored, and under a
special compliment to somebody, because
“this national work is being done. In this
connection St. John people will read with
interest a statement of what is being done
in the St. Lawrence. We quote from the
Montreal Star:— .

“The work of improving the ship chan-
nel of the Bt. Lawrence has progressed
during the past season of mavigation in a
very satisfactory way, and a large amount
of dredging was done between Montreal
and Quebec and also below Quebec. The
work has been going on for a number of
years now and the object is to give an
available channel thirty feet deep from
Montreal to Father Point, a distance of
340 miles in all. In order to get this
thirty-foot depth, seventy miles of the
channel required dredging and at the end
of the last season fifty-six out of the sev-
enty were finished, while during the past
season four more were completed, leaving
. only ten miles to dredge yet. The reason
of the comparatively small extent of
ground being covered this year was the
fact that some of the dredges were work-
ing in shale rock all summer, where the
progress is of necessity slow. The work
this season started on the first of May
and ended on the 29th of November. The
department of marine and fisheries had
during this time six elevator dredges at
work between Montreal and Quebec and
the hydraulic dredge, J. Israel Tarte in
Lake St. Peter, while below Quebec the
Galveston, or No. 9, was working. The
new dredge Beaujeu, built during the year
by the department, was completed and
also worked below Quebec for about ten

days.”
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EXIT MR. BARNES

One of the least conspicuous members
of an inconspicuous government has been
invited to step aside in the hope of saving
the rest. Hon. Mr. Barnes, in the smooth
phrase ‘of Premier Robinson—or is it of
Dr. ‘Pugsley—“has informed me that he
desire to withdraw from politics, as he has
been in the field for many years;” but
“the government hopes to have the benfit
f his experience in carrying out his col-
onization policy and the development 5f
thé coal mining industry.”

This is the sugar-coating of the pill. Mr.
Barnes is not a retiring man. ‘It was but
the other day his forward movement car-
ried him into the government. But since
he must now go it is perhaps proper that
\his descent to lucrative office under the
government be emoothed with gracious
words. ;

It must have been a great shock to the
premier and all concerned to have the
whole story told in yesterday’s Telegraph.
Even the Sun must have been impelled to
git up and take notice.

Of course the only reason of | sacrifice
of Mr. Barnes—or, rather, thé creation of
an office for him—is the fact that the sit-]
uation in Kent is hopeless, and the gov-
ernment is trying to patch up matters in
the hope that the tide may turn. Mr.
Barnes has shown no special capacity for
colonization work and is simply being
shelved because there was no other eatis-
factory method of getting him out of the
government and out of the way in Kent
county. The Robinson government is on
the run.
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THE FUTURE FARMER

It is a long step from the crude agri-
cultural methods of -the pioneers, who,
with primitive implements, wrung a bare
subsistence  from the virgin soil of Can-
ada, to the modern system of farming in
those sections which are most advanced
and progressive.

A remarkable illustration of this state-
ment is found in a communication sent
by an Ontaria farmer to Hon. Adam
Beck, in relation to the distribution of
power from Niagara Falls. The writer of
the letter is Mr. J. A. Webster, of Sparta,
Ont., who suggests a means by which
farmers might be supplied with power
through the medium of the transportation
companies. We quote a portion of the
communication:—

“The Southwestern Traction, Company
will likely secure its power from Niagara,
and, as it will serve our section, I trust
you will see that farmers may obtain elec-
tric power, light, heat, etc., from it at
fair rates.

“I am at present considering the pur-
chase of an automobile truck, of about
five tons capacity, to do my general farm
teaming. I intend that the truck shall
carry its load and haul wagons, as any,
steam’ traction engine would do. I shall !
also be capable of doing my heavy farm |
work of plowing and cultivating, seeding
and cropping.

“Here is where the coming farmers may

work, such as threshing, grinding grain,
and sawing wood. At present I shall
have to purchase gas power, but in the
future I may want electric power.' Street
railways and traction companies serving
the public. should be required to supply the
public with power at fair rates under gov-
ernment supervision. This should apply
to anyone obtaining Niagara power and in
& position to serve the public.”

When the farmers use electric power,
and perhaps utilise airships to convey their
produce to market, a new set of problems
will confront the legislators, possibly quite
as serious as that of providing passable
highways for the farmers of today.

A GAME OF BLUFF

In en interview in the Sun this morn-
ing Dr. Pugsley announces that he is
ready to discuss that matter of the corrup-
tion fund of 1904 with Mr. Borden either'
in parliament or -elsewhere. He also says
that his statements have not been denied
either by Mr. Borden “or the gentlemen in
this province and Montreal, who were
cognizant of the facts.”

The time and place for Dr. Pugsley to
have spoken was when he was challenged
in the house by Mr. Kemp. He has been
urged to make his statements in such a
way that they can be dealt with, but has
failed to do so. While inviting a libel
suit he has carefully avoided making a
single statement on which any man could
base such a suit.

The oftener Dr. Pugsley returns to this
subject without naming names and making
epecific charge;s the more convinced the
public becomes that he is playing a game

It is well to keep in mind that business

_operations of all sorts will have to be con-

ducted conservatively during the coming
month, but confidence and bpsiness will
gradually revive all over the continent.
The bears may be expected to offer strong
resistance to any effort to bring about an
improvement in prices, but there are so
very few stocks among the high grade
securities overhanging the market at pre-
sent that it would require only a little
bullish manipulation to bring about an-
other short covering movement that would
cause the list as a whole to regain much
of the lost ground of the past few months.

This policy -is accepted by the
public as showing sound busingss methods,
and while it will inevitably cause regret-
tabl.e hardships to the working classes
during the winter months, it will ultima-
tely bring about more healthy conditions,
as manufacturers are placing themsleves
in a position to dispose of surplus stock
in order to prepare for the expected rush
of the early spring season. Business
throughout Canada is-sound. An evidence
of this can be found if one will take the
time to peruse the different bank state-
ments which have been published this
week. The assertion is general’that pay-
ments from customers all over the domin-
ion were never more prompt or satisfac-
tory. This is a splendid tribute to our
business men by our bankers. .

The earnings of all our railways con-
tinue to show large weekly increases ,and
there is no better evidénce of the general
prosperity of the country than is demon-
strated by these refiérts. A striking ex-
ample of the confidence placed in the in-
tegrity and stability of our leading banks
has been given us recently by the small
attendance of shareholders at the different
annual meetings held in this city and
the strength of our banks, and i¢ evidently
elsewhere.
