London Anxious Over

Roumanian Situation

Position of Ally Not Definitely Known
But Reports Are Not Good—Invasion
Across Danube Looked on as Serious

London, Nov. 25—The position of
Roumania is far from accurately known
here, but the Austro-German claims that
they have occupied Orsova and Turnu
Severin and crossed the Danube at sev-
eral points are featured in the morning
papers as forming an unpleasant situa-
tion which at least one of them, the
Daily Mail, regards as critical.

An invasion across the Danube, if not
checked, it is contended, will result in
returning the line of the Alt River, where
it was expected the Roumanians would
make a determined stand. This line be-
ing unusually strong, it was supposed
the Roumanians could hold it against
prolonged attack. Whether they are ac-
tually standing there is unknown but it
is noteworthy that the Austrians say
they have reached the line. There is
still no news of what happened to the
defenders of Orsova and Turnu-Severin
but it is assumed that the main body
retired hastily, hoping to make sure its
retreat between  Craica and the Danube.
Nothing has been learned comcerning
e measures of the Russians to help
the: Roumanians. The Times says the
present Russian silence regarding their
movements on the Roumanian front is
more significant than the recent silence
of Bucharest,

Opinions here differ as to the extent to
which the Germans will benefit as re-
gards grain  supplies by over-running
southwestern Roumania. :On one hand
it is considered most important for the
invaders that!on the other hand it is
declared that it is a popular mistake to
suppose that they will get vast stores of
cereals uas. the country, although rich
agriculturally, is not a granary and most
of the harvest was gathered and sent
weeks ago to Galatz and Braila. The
maize harvest, however, has not been
finished and part of this crop might' fall
into the Austro-German hands.

A Little More Re-assuring,

London, Nov. 25—The Teutons are
making vigorous efforts to, make their
winter quarters nearer Bucharest, or
probably reach the Roumanian capital
itself before winter sets in.

The Rus-
sians are also advancing in this reglon
and have reached the district of Lake
Tachaul and crossed -the Kartal River
at several points.

Ruddick returned he was informed that
the rope was missing. He said it was
customary to sell pieces of rope to Drits.
He had done so before, but not on
Thursday last. It would be a week or
more. ;

Major Tilley next called Louis Dritz
in his own defence. Dritz swore that he
did buy the rope from Lynch. At the
time he had nothing but some five and
ten dollar bills and one $1 bill. This
latter amount he paid to Lynch on ac-
count. When he was accosted by Mr.
Ruddock and brought before Lynch, he
said the latter was in a near by shed
sleeping. When Ruddick asked Lyunch
about the sale, the latter, he said, at first
admitted it and then denied it. The wit-
ness was cross-examined at length both
by Major Tilley and the court. The case
was further adjourned until Monoday to
allow more witnesses to be called for the
defendant. :

Salvation Army te Send Women
te Overseas Deminions—Com-
missioner Says Females Outaum-
ber Males by More Than
1,250,000 in United Kingdom

How the war widows of England and
their dependant children are being set-
tled in the colonies of overseas domin-

the Salvation Army is related
ihﬁmeyC ‘Lémb,. & special - éommissioner
of the army, recently arrived in New
York on a mission connected with: this
work. Reference was made to it in The
Fimes the other day. This “Widows’
Emigration_Schome,” as it is called, was
first thought of by the late General
Booth, founder of the army, and was
brought to a successful issue by  Gen-
eral Bramwell Booth about four years
. This war, with its destruction of
so much of the manhood of the British
Empire, has brought thousands of wi-
dows and their children in its wake, and
has made the work of the army in car-
ing for them an integral part of the
social economy of the United Kingdom,

«The scheme started with the real-

ization that in the United Kingdom fe-
males outnumbered males by more than
Commissioner Lamb said,
“and the war will have done nothing to
minimize this tragic excess or retard its
upward tendency.
in the other self-governing dominions of
the empire men are in an excessive ma-
jority. \
“The problem of dealing with this sex
inequality is urgent and important, and
will become more so aftér the war, when
innumerable single women will find it
intolerable to return to their former po-
sitions, and will st le to maintain
their earning capacity éven when the
abnormal demand for women’s work has
ceased. . Besides complicating the labor
market this will greatly intensify the
problem of finding an outlet for the sur-
plus women. There is one phase of this
overwhelming feminine preponderance
which ‘especially invites immediate treat-
ment, and that is the case of the widows
and particularly those who have lost
their husbands in the war.

“Government statistics for the United
Kingdom show that there are in normal
times 45,000 respectable widows with
120,000 children in receipt of poor law
(outdoor) relief. Many others are as-
sisted by religious and philanthropic
bodies, and very many remain whose in-
dependence of character forbids them to
be beholden to the state or any other
agency for eleemosynary aid. The war
means a large ,addition to the normal
number. The whole represents incalcu-
lable suffering and wasted vitality. If
these women expend in wrestling a pit-
tance from the struggle for existence
were diverted to more productive fields
not only would they and their children
develop to greater advantage under the
improved conditions but the community
that received them would benefit from
their industry and progression. -

“The plans of the Widows’ Emigra-
tion Scheme are briefly as follows: It is
planned to raise a fund of $1,000,000 and
g}uce this in the hand of the Public

rustee. This is to promote and assist
the emigration of women, including wi-
dows and their children, from the United
Kingdom to the self-governing dominions
of the empire in view of the inequality
of sex distribution in the different parts
of the empire. Not less than 75 per
cent. of the fund is to be devoted to the
widows ana iheir children, In this way
pensions may be kept intact and in

Lack of success is ed as very im-
probable, but the Army would bring
back any woman to the place from
which she emigrated if she proved &
failure in her new environment. In the
event of the death of a widow, the care
of her children would become at once the
business. of the Army’s local represen-
tative.”

It is a matter for
speedy but cool-headed inquiry to es-
tablish the facts. To what extent are
any prices cpntrolled locally and employ-
ed against the public welfare Probably
to a limited extent only—but to what
extent should be made known as soon
and as explicitly as possible. :
To what extent would wise and
courageous Federal action bring relief?
Those entrusted with the duty of pro-
tecting the citizens’ interests shodld not
hesitate to seek an answer to that ques-
tion. They will recognize instantly that
Federal action will come only through
representations from mapny communities
acting together. They will see, also, that
. Federal intervention, to be useful, must
be two-fold: first, punitive to expose and
repress acts and practices referred to in

When, a year ago, the German mili-
tary) authorities issued an order for
forced labor of the unemployed in Bel-
gium for the benefit of the oppressors

demned tle action as cruel and contrary
to all the rules of modern warfare, The
criticism of the Huns was especially
severe becayse it was known that most
of the unfortunate Belgians were out of
work as a result of the transfer to Ger-
many of Belgian machinery, raw ma-
terials and finished products, thereby
ruining home industries. Besides, war
levies had been imposed which heavily
taxed Belgium’s capital and paralyzed
her trade. Now, however, the Huns
have gone a step further in their op-
pression and humiliation of King Al-
bert’s subjects and have ordered the
forcible deportation of able-bodied Bel-
gians to work in Germany, so that a
eorresponding number of German work-
men may be released for service in the
|rmy.

With characteristic fearlessness, Cardi-
nal Mercier, whose merciless condemna-
tion of the cruelty and unfaithfulness of
the Huns has done so much to increase
the number of Germany’s enemies, has
protested bitterly against this latest out-
rage upon Belgium. He declares that

__more cowardly treatment of innocent
people has never been known. Ger-
many, he adds, has never ceased to ag-
gravate and punish the brave people of
Belgium who dared to oppose the tyrant
who violated their neutrality and tore
up a solemn treaty as a mere “scrap of
paper.” For a long time, the Cardinal
says, it was “a matter of forced labor in
Belgium,” but now it is “forced labor in

STEEL WORKERS
G AN INRERE
N THER WAGES

To meet the increased cost of living
the United States Steel Corporation de-
cided on last Tuesday to increase the
wages of its employes 10 per cent.,, with
a proportionate advance in case of work-
ers in the mines,and transportation com-
panies. This is the third increase made
this year for a total of 88 per cent. over
the wages in force Jan, 1. After the
weekly meeting of the Finance  Com-
mittee, Chairman E, H. Gary issued this
statement:

Ordinarily the question  of wages
would not come up for consideration or
decision at this time of the year, but in
consequence of the abnormal conditions
now existing it has been decided to in-
crease the wage rates of our iron and
steel companies about 10 per cent, to
take effect Dec. 15. As'to other depart-
ments increases will be equitably pro-
portioned.

“The clerical forees in the various of-
fices of subsidiary companies are expect-
ed to share in the upturn_ All told about
200,000 men are employed by the cor-
poration, and the average monthly wage,
when the increase is in application, will
be nearly $99. The increase in dollars
will approximate $9 a month, basing cal-
culations on the official wage records of
the corporation which showed the aver-
age monthly pay of the men to be close
to $90 when the second advance of the
year became effective on May 1. If the
increase amounts to 10 per cent. in case
of all the men, the corporation’s payroll
will be increased by the latest advance
about $28,000,000 a year.

“It is estimated that 175,000 laborers
are employed at the blast furnaces and
steel mills, whose average wage last Jan-
uary was $2 a day. After Dec. 15 they
will get $2.54 a day. Figuring 200 work-
ing days to the year, the corporation will
pay to the day laborers on its payroll
in the neighborhood of $141,000,000 a
year on the new basis, compared with
$90,000,000 being distributed annually at
the January rate to the 100,000 laborers
then employed. i

Freyberg Name
Of Naval ‘Hero

Officer Who Rallied Battalion Which
Captured Beaucourt Has Been
Identified by London' Press.

London, Nov.' 24—The commander of
the British naval battalion which cap-
tured Beaucourt, north of the Ancre, in
a daring dash on Nov. 18, as recently
related in despatches from the front,
was Bernard Cecil Freyberg, lieutenant-
commander in the royal navy, according
to the Evening Standard today.

Lieutenant-Commander Freyberg, who
is twenty-seven years of age, had served
with distinction on the Gallipoli penin-
sula, where he was wounded and won zhe
Distiniguished Service Order. He was
four times wounded during the Beau-
court engagement.

This officer’s exploit at Beaucourt was
graphically described in a special cable
despatch in yesterday’s Telegraph, as
follows:

New York, Nov. 25.—~The United

- | States Steamship Company, whose presi-

dent is Charles W. Morse, has bought
thirty acres of land on the east Dank of
the Thames river & mile north of the
Hotel Griswold near New London, Conn,,
as a site for a shipyard. The company
will build there' a fleet of oceangoing
freight ships#for its own use.

Mr. Morse said that construction
would start as soon as possible; that the
plant would probably be completed with-
in two years and would employ between
4,000 and"®5,000 men. It will be one of

the largest shipbuilding plants in the

United States,

The company already owns a large
plant at Noank, Conn,, which it bought
from Robert Palmer & Sons last May,
and which employs 500 men. Six ocean-
going freight steamships are being rcon-
structed there now. ~

When these are completed the Noank
plant will probably be devoted to thé
construction of ships fer freight trans-
portation on the Hudson River, between
New ,York and Buffglp and on the great
lakes. The produét of the new plant
will be deep sea vessels,

Expansiox{ of Operations |

Mr. Morse said that the purchase
meant not that the company planned
any new departure’but that it would ex-
pand the carrying operations which were
started when Mr. Morse formed the
United States Steamship Company last
December by the eombination of estab-
lished concerns and capitalized it at $25,~
000,000.

“As is well known,” said Mr. Morse,
“there has -been an gxtraordinary de-
mand for steamships “since the war
started and we are simply trying to do
our share toward meeting it. We shall
use the ships we build in our own busi-
ness. They will be tramp steel freight-
ers, going to any part of the world with
cargoes. :

“At the start we shall probably con-
struct a fleet of ten ships at the new
yard. They will be of 6,000 or 8,000
tons apiece—probably -all of the same
size, After these other ships will prob-
ably be *built. The property we have
bought is roomy.' It has 2,200 feet of
river front.”
~On a trip to Europe early last sum-
mer Mr. Morse invested several million
dollars invcharterlng and buying steam-
ships to ply between London and Arch-
angel, London and South Africa, Cardiff
and Mediterranean ports, and between
American and English ports,

A Trip Pays for a Ship '

It became known at. that time that
the company’s revenue from a single
voyage of its steamship Oruro, | from
New York to Archangel with Russian
supplies, was $80,000.4 The original cost
ofy the vessel was $55,000. =

One of Mr. Morse’s ‘associates said last
winter:

“Under the existing high freight rates
it is quite possible to pay for a ship

from the freight charges on a single trip |

to Russia. That is what we had in mind
when the companies fere started.”

Mr. Morse, bought in December last
four great lake steamships—the Willlam
Castle Rhodes, St. Paul, Huron and Min-
neapolis—which' ere owned by railroads
and had to be sold under a decision of
the Interstate Commerce Commission
He brought them to New York and
put them into the ocean trade,

In August he bought the 20,000 ton
Minnesota, the largest vessel fying the
American flag, from the Great Northern
Steamship Company, and sent her to
Russia with coal: Other ships have been
purchased, but the Morse company has
been unable to' buy or build enough.
Hence the plan for the new shipyard on
the Thames. The site was purchased
from H. Gy Rowe. Mr. Morse declined
to state the price.

Canada and the Nickelin
- The Deutschland Gargo

’ (To;'onto Globe.)

Evasive generalities to the effect that
no Canadian nickel is included in the
cargoes of the Deutschland or is reach-
ing the enemy through other channels
will no longer satisfy the Canadian peo-
ple. They know that all the nickel pro-
duced on this continent elsewhere than
at Sudbury is insufficient to account for
the cargoes leaving American ports.
They have read the statement of The
Providence Journal, which has special
facilities for the exposure of German

3

!plans and methods, resfecting the ship-

ment of Canadian nickel on the Deutsch-
land. That statement was of the most
specific and detailed character, The
Journal made the charge that:

“All the nickel aboard the Deut-
schland /is part of a large congign-
ment which was purchased in No-
vember, 1914, from the Internation-
al Nickel Company at Communi-
paw, N. J.. The Journal discovers
that this consignment was taken by
the purchasers, ostensibly German-
Americans, but really men acting for
Dr. Heinrich Albert, fiscal agent of
the German government in this
country, and transported to the
storehouses of the Nassau Smelting
& Refining Company at the foot of
West Twenty-ninth street, North
River, New York.

“The nickel was then transferred,”
at various times to the New York
Dock Company in Brooklyn, where
it was stored in warehouse No. 194
and placed in casks weighing from
900 to 1,400 pounds. The metal was
partialy in ingots and largely in a
form about the size of buckshot.

“Just before the arrival of the
Deutschland last July the parties
supposed to be controlling this nickel
became active, and every effort was.
made to cover up the source of sup-
ply by a series of rapid shipments
to various points.

“The last of these shipments took
the consignment intended for the
Deutschland at Baltimore to Pitts-
burg over the B.. & O. road. The
cars containing this nickel remained

in the yards of Pittsburg for four

days and were then re-shipped to

Baltimore, being ultimately shipped

to the docks of the Eastern For-

-warding Company in that city.”

To these statements a general denial
was made at Ottawa, accompanied by
the announcement that although The
Journal’s charge that nickel from Can-
ada was shipped on the Deutschland to
Germany was believed to be untrue, in-
quiry would be made. That inquiry
could have been completed in a few
days, but there has been no intimation
from Ottawa that it has even been be-
gun. While Canadians with sons and
other relatives at the front are still
waiting with what patience they can
muster to learn if the war material used
to shoot down their kindred is being
gsent out from Canada through the con-

nivance or complaisance of Ministers of

{ the Crown, who for two years have been
giving assurances that_ nothi of the
sort is possible, H. H. Dewart, M. P. P.,
has proved that the International Nickel

Has the
leopard changed his spots? Is 'the firm
of Merton & Company, which a year
ago sought to prevent the confiscation of
a cargo of zine, a vital ingredient in war
munitions, knowing that the owners'‘were
Germans, and which theh did not hesi-
tate to engage in commercial intercourse
with its country’s enemies, to be trusted
today to act as the export agent for
Canadian nickel preduced in Sudbury
and sent to the works of the Nickel
Trust in New Jersey to be refined?.

The answer to that question ought not
to be for a moment in doubt, If Mer-
ton & Co. are to remain the export
agents of the Nickel Trust not a pound
of Canadian nickel matter should be per-
mitted by the government of Canada to
cross the border to the trust’s refiner-
ies. The assertion is made that this
would greatly hurt the interests of the
Allies, who are depending largely for
war materials upon the output of muni-
tions factories in the United States
which make use of Canadian nickel,
There is as yet no nickel refinery in
Canada, it is' pointed out, nor will the
refinery now in process of construction
at Welland be ready to turn out nickel
for the better part of a year. There-is,
however, a njckel refinery at Swansea,
in Wales, caphble of producing most, if
not all, the refined nickel required for
war purposes by Britain and her Allies.
If it is shown that the charges of The
Providence Journal and of Mr. Dewart
are true—that the Deutschland is car-
rying Canadian nickel to Germany tio
be used in the killing of Canadian sol-
diers, and that a British firm known to
have had dealings wjth the enemies of
Great Britain is still the export agent
of the Nickel Trust—the government of
Canada has a plain duty to perform.

By direction of Inspectors Faurot and
Gray no third degree methods were
used on the men. After they had made
their formal statements to the police
they were lodged in the Jefferson Mar-
ket prison and were not questioned fur-
ther by detectives. Instead, a force of
experts from the Standard Testing La-
boratory and the official city chemists
went over every inch of the cellar, in-
specting the minutest particles of rub-
bish, and other material. The clothing
of the dead girl and the clothing of ‘the
prisoners were subjected to microscopic
examination.

The leather strap about the girl’s
throat, with which she had been choked
to death, had been recently cut. The
pocket knives of the men were examined
for adhering particles of leather. In ad-

Facts Learned by Ten Months Stay of

‘Writer in Kaiser’s Land — Spying an

Essential Ingredient of the Prussian

(By'D. Thomas Curtin in London 'l:imes)
A comprehensive account ‘of the Ger-
man system of espionage would need
something ‘resembling the dimensions of
a genéral encyclopedia. For the present
I must endeavor to summarize the sub-
t in the coiirse of an article followed

y one or two others, which I will pub-
lish after 1 have dealt with the inner as-
pects of Zeppelinism and some other ur-
gent topics awaiting treatment,

Let me premise this initial essay by
stating that spying is just as essential
an ingredient of Prussian chwracter as
conceit, indifference to the fcelings of
others, jealousy, envy, sclf-satisfaction,
industry, inquisitiveness, -ruslty, venera-
tion for officialdom, imitativeness, ma-
terialism, and the other national attri-
butes that will occur to those who kaow
Prussia, as distinct from ‘the other Ger-
man states, . -

GREATEST WAR

The Journey From

the Battlefield to

Hospital — Disposition of . Various
Kinds of\Cases ‘ ,

(By Searle Hendee, in the December
Popular Mechanics Magazine.) |

When a soldier\ is wounded, unless he
is rendered unco;}scious or entirely help-
less, he makes use of his first-aid out-
fit. If he is unable to act for himself,
a comrade usually comes to his assist-
ance. The wound is sterilized with io-
dine and 'bandaged. In case, during an
attack, he happens to fall on “No Man’s
Land”—that bullet-swept, area between
the firing lines—he must either crawl
back to the first-line trench or make the
best of his situation until reached _'~
regimental stretcher bearers during a fudu
in the fighting or after darkness has
come.

First-aid, or dressing, stations are
maintained along the third-line trenches,
but in the sidst of severe fighting the
danger is often too great for one of these
to be reached. In such cases a wounded
man either walks or is carried by Red
Cross members of his regiment/to “re-
fuges” or dugouts in the second line.
Usually an assistant surgeon and .a
couple of stretcher bearers are at these
points, so that at times a man may be
attended there or even at the spot where
he has fallen. Eventually he reaches the
first-aid post, guided by arrows set in
the trench walls if he walks the distance.
Such a station is commonly an excava-
tion sheltered from rifle and light artil-
lery fire, in charge of a major of the
medical corps, The first separation of
patients occurs here. The wounds of a
soldier are dressed, and, if they are very
slight, the man is sent back to his unit.

The color
of this'slip indicates m what manner
the pqtlcnt should be transported, whe-
ther sitting or reclining, and how many
miles at a time. If he is not wounded,
but sick, the color discloses the fact.
At this post everything is made ready

for conveying the wounded to the clear-

ing hospital situated from 6 to 12 miles
back of the trenches. The means of
transportation varies in different locali-
ties. Motor ambulances are generally
employed, but occasionally there are
light, temporary railways gon which
small stretcher cars drawn by a donkey
engine are operated. The hospital is lo-
ca.tefi adjacent to a standard railway
station. Expert surgical service is al-
most always maintained, so that emer-
gency cases ‘that have not been attended
to-.previously can be handled without
further delay. Those who are .in a dan-
gerous ¢ tion, or have suffered seri-
ously as a result of the journey from the
trenches, are held until they are suffi-
ciently improved to continue the trip.
Soldiers who are not badly hurt remain
only long enough to recover from fatigue
and vb_oard trains departing for the dis-
tributing station.

Peking:—In the removal of Yuan
Shih - Kai from: the scene’ at. Peking,
China has admittedly lost her strongest
man and her ablest ruler. This seems
generally to be, granted by a very seri-
ous student of Chinese affairs, by all ex-
cept the short-sighted Chinese journalist
and the young political firebrand of the
new school. . And, ‘despite the internal
debacle that the recent attempt to re-
vivify a monarchy, with Yuan Shih kai
as emperor, caused in several provinces,
there is no doubt that. the late presi-
dent’s indomitable personality and his
sound knowledge of the Chinese people
will be sorely missed as time goes on.
For Yuan accomplished much more in
practice than the average person pgave
him credit for. ;

A Brighter Outlook

With the advent, however, of the new
president, Li Yuan Hung, the general
situation has greatly improved. It says
much for the good sense of the Chin-
ese, quite a natural recuperative trait, that
all the provinces declaring their inde-
pendence under the Yuan regime have,
with surprising public spirit, noy hand-
ed in cancellation of their s«jhessions
from the central government and swear
allegiance under the new Li regime. Re-
bellious factions are laying down their
arms. From all pavts of the country
congratulations and messages of unfail-
ing loyalty are rcaching the new presi-
dent. Trade which had iropped into a
sorry state, has suddenly taken an up-
ward turn. The general outlook bright-
ens and the national thermometer rises.
There is almost a complete restoration
of confidence, The Salt Gabelle surplus,
which, it will be remembered, was re-
cently withheld owing to the unrest fol-
lowing the monarchial episode, is now
understood to be released. The mora-
torium is to be cancelled. ' A fresh start
is to be made under what appear at first
sight to be the most auspicious condi-
tions,

And Li Yuan Hung, what of him?
Apart from the role he was forced Zo
adopt at the time of the.revolution in
1911, Li is practically unknown. I have
been more or less intimate®with him
for the last few years, and have always
been impressed by the courtesy of man-
ner, his enthusiasm for his country and
his dreams of seeing China rise at one
leap to the highly exalted position he
thinks she should occupy in the world—
quite laudable, but a dream gall the
same. Li is a good soldier, has had a
career unsullied (so far as can bhe as-
certained) by official corruption and dis-
honesty, has been a har@ worker in his
own limited sphere, and certainly dur-
ing the revolution was 'ooked upon as
the savior of his country. His power
at Wuchang, the capital city of Hupeh,
where the revolution broke out and of
which province Li is a native, has re-
mained unquestioned during the changes
of the past few years, and his popularity
throughout the country, both whilst he
was at Wuchang and afterwards as vice-
president at Peking, has not waned for a
moment. Foreign writers called Li the
“King Fdward of China,” a man not

‘noticeably brilliant in any particular di-

rection, a man of good cheer, open and

frank, honestly pro-Chinese, full of
tact ‘and a sound knowledge of men.
The Chinese regard his judgment ss
sound. I do not think Li would at-

tempt what he could not successfully
put through, and, on the other hand,
could probably achieve much more than
he would be willing to attempt. He is
childishly modest regarding his own
abilities, cannot be said to be a political

| leader of great capacity, and has an apt-

ness for depreciating his own power of
initiative. Practically his first message
to his colleagues of Pekiug was that he
wished to remain president only so long
as it took to restore peace, after which

, he desired to retire into privage life, pre-

ferring that another should

Such, then, is the new president of
China. A good man rather than a strong
man, lacking vision ni a political sense, a
reliable, capable verson in the everyday
affairs of life.

Will He Be Strong Encugh?

The question naturally 'arises, “Will
he be strong enongh?’ Personally, hav-‘
ing due regard for Li’s many excellent
qualities and the fact that he is one of
the most charming Chinese gentlemen
it has been' my experience to meet, T
shall be greatly surprised if he proves
himself strong enough to harness to-
gether into one working team the many

to drive. And yet, again, I do not think
it is so 'imperative that he should -be
strong in the sense of forcing his will
upon others. It is not a question whe-
ther Li can succcssfully set his back
against the multitude of ' aspirants for
bigger political stakes so much as whe-
ther he can succeed in persuasively con-
trolling the different parties. One
might, of course, state his opinion that
Li’s period will be short, and that he
will not be. a success—China is so full
of inconsistencies ‘that the reverse might

happen. - Li may turn out to be the|,

proverbijally righteous ruler whose right-
eous rule makes prosperous the lives of
his subjects. For it must in fairness be
said that, with all ltheir inconsistencies,
the Chinese do admire, if only in an ab-
stract sense, the integrity of character
of those in authority over them, They
know and believe Li Yuan Hung to be
a man whose heart beats for. “the peo-
ple,” and this one fact may -vork won-
ders, ;

‘A prominent Chinese this morninyg told
me that the peeple realize Li has his
limitations, but, with one hand on his
heart, he dramatically exclaimed that if
the ruler’s heart was good he could se-
cure many tens of men who had good
stomachs—(the seat of the brain, in
Chinese opinion.) So all may turn cut
well yet. :

" BY RECENT (D WA

Seuth and Western States, Espec-
ially California, Suffered Severely

Washington, Nov, 21—Widespread and

severe damage to crops in the West and

South was done by the record-breaking

cold wave of November 10 to 17, ac-

cording to a bulletin issued today by
the weather bureau. Practically no harm
to fall-sown grain was reported, and the
damage to cotton was slight, but in Cali-
fornia tomatoes were a total loss and
truck suffered except in a few sections.

The cold” wave spread southward
from Alaska, November 16, driving tem-
peratures in the Rocky Mountain states
down to new low marks and, during the
week following, causing freezing weath-

to Southern Florida. ol

“While a large part of the sweet pota-
to yield had been hdrvested in Missis-
sippi,” says the bulletin, “there was
much injury to the unharvested, and
vines were reported killed in some other
sections of the south. White potatoes
were slightly damaged in Louisiana.,

“Considerable damage to seed cane oc-
curred -in Georgia and Florida, but the
injured cane remains usable for syrup.
In Louisiana the seed cane was mostly
saved through warnings, but other caney
though generally windrowed, suffere:
some harm. Sorghum was mostly kille
and sugar cane damaged in Texas, and
the uncut cane/in Mississippi was much

“Truck in northern South Carolina:
was killed and most tender truck in
northern .and western Florida, Louisiana,
Texas and other Southern States was
killed, fhile in California tomatoes were
an entire loss. Beans and lettuce were
somewhat damaged in the coastal plain
po;tion of South Carolina and Georgia.

“‘Cabbage, turnips and dollards escaped
injury in most of Georgia and Ala-
bama, but in Louisiana young cabbage
plants, beets and lettuce will be a 50
per cent loss, while hardy vegetables in
Texas suffered as far south as Corpus

risti. In California severe injury to
thuck occurred in all save a few sections,
but celery, in the delta district, was
mostly unhurt. In Georgia, Louisiana
and other States seed beds and much
truck in flelds wete saved through time-
ly warnings. :

Base ball: stories 6f the long ago have
more or less interest to the present gen-
eration of baseball enthusiasts! Also
they bring back to the old timer many
recollections. of by-gone days. From
various sources during the last few weeks
have come :stories of a 'third major
league. Several newspaper writers find
in the suggested new league the reason
for the late Baltimore Federal League
owners dropping their suit nininst the
major league organizations, which, it is
said, they would drop, provided such a
league was formed and Baltimore was to
be admifted as a member of the third
major organization. But this as it may-
be.

However, it brings to the writer’s
mind a story of the old brotherhood days
of 1890-1, after the Players’ League was
decisively beaten by the National Leagne.
The very first conference talk that took

lace between two_ Chicago magnates,
xl’lmn_ A. G. Spalding and John Addi-
son, representing the Chicago National
League club, and the Chicago Players’
League club respectively, early in De-
cember, 1890, Spalding told Addison in
“Chicago he had him just where he want-
ed him, and intended to throw him down
just as hard as possible. Mr. Addison
and his lawyer took the next train for
New York, where he was met by J. B.
Hart, of Boston. They talked over the
situation one whole afternoon. The tears
rolled down Addison’s cheek as he re-
ported his meeting with A. G. “I think I
got the best of Spalding,” said he, as I
rang in my lawyer and had a witness. I
tell you, gentlemen, that I will put my
horse on the ‘turf before I ever enter
into negotiations with this msp Spald-
ing again. I have taken his measure and
I will now fight him to the bitter end.”

This is what really h ned. Less
than a month later—to be exact—on
December 29, 1890—President John Addi-
son, acting for the stockholders of the
Players’ Club, turned over to President
A. G. Spalding and the Chicago National
Club the lease of the Thirty-fifth street
grounds, the contracts of the players, qnd
all right and title to the same, receiving
in return therefor' the Chicago club’s
theck for $18,000,

The amount of unpaid salaries due the
players was $5,595.18, divided as follows:
Comiskey, $1,840.38; King, $564.69;
3astain, $290.16; Boyle, $492.78; Wil-

iamson, $368.62; O’Neil, $295.75; Darl-

$258.06; Ryan, $487.80; Duffy, $807.29;
Farrell, $544.62; Baldwin, $249.46

Thus. were the men who had played
under Comiskey the season before paid
their salaries in full; the owner who in-
vested their money in a ‘losing fight
against the National League sayed an ab-
solute and serious loss, and .thus was
baseball established upon- a solid found-
ation once again. :

It would be ‘contrary to all human
characteristics, were the ball players in
question other than deeply appreciated
and ' freely sensible of the service ren-
dered them by President' Spalding in
this transaction. Had the Chicago club
decided not to tseat with the Players’
League stockholders at all—to let those
gentlemen get out as best they could—
it is dollars to cents that Comiskey’s
men and Comiskey himseélf would never
have seen a dollar of their un sal-
aries. Further, had  President Spalding
so desired, he could have compromised
matters with Addison at the first meet-

Intreducing a New German
Stragetist

| First to Enter Liege—Correspon-

dent Tells of the Mal‘ Who
Has Planned Recent Campaign

(Toronto Mail and Empire.)

Readers, meet Mr. Ludendorff, Quart-
ermaster-General Ludendorff, a German
military hero  discovered by Herbert
Bayard Swope, the correspondent of the
New York World in Germany: Accord-
ing to Mr. Swope, his name is insepar-
ably linked” with that of - Hindenburg.

Informed persons never mention one
without the other. Outside of Germany
General Ludendorff is not known. Be-

ing a junior to Hindenburg, and at other
times being junior to other officers, it is
natural that his name ishould not have
been advertised when his seniors ac-
complished anything of note. But in
Germany there are those who hold that
Hindenburg’s success is chiefly due to
the fact that he had Ludendorff to ad-
vise him. Ludendorff, they say, is the
real brains. He plans while Hindenburg
applies the driving force. He must be
a soldier of marked ability, for as soon
as Hindenburg had taken charge in the
East he sent for Ludendorff, who went
by special train from Liege to East

Prussia. When Hindenburg was made
chief of the general staff he took Lud-
endorff to Berlin with him.
Ludendorff has never been interview-
ed. Mr. Swope tells us. Sometimes he
has sat beside Hindenburg when this
general was being interrogated by news-
paper correspondents.
