At daybreak only partly verified reports from the flood swept
cities in the two states, showed 1264 to 1945 drowned, according to
revised estimates of the loss of life in the cities upon apparent re-
duction in the figures from Dayton, according to refugees and upon
e ‘possible diminution in the reports from Peru, Ind.

In contrast to the slight hope of a possible reduced death list
in the cities named, the possibility that other places not yet men-
tioned as having been visited by disaster, had suffered, was indicated

in early reports.

Dayton, Ohio., March 26—The crest of
the Dayton flood passed about midnight,
but the next few 'hours showed no ap-
ryeciable lowering of ‘the water. Morning
forought little hope of immediate relief to
those who had spent the night in horror,

ever, and it is feared that the numb-
'er of drowned had been greatly increased
during the twelve hours of darkness.

The rescue work looked as hopeless as
pu yesterday. However, no ome in the
wity attempted to sleep.

Among the known dead are: Anton Sae-
tell, grocer, Vine and Main streets, killed
fin an explosion; his wife, drowned; un-
%nown womap found mnearby hanging on
Avire; the’ Bish family wiped out with
'the exception of a son, John; his mother,
'.nged sixty-five, sister Florence, twenty-
'seven, miece Viola Bish, and Muriel, wife
'of John Bish, all being victims of the
flood. .
i T is not beheved the rescuers will be

$le to make.any advance into the flood-
led district today, but will have to- be

contented with saving those who were
marooned within a few doors of the wat-
er’s edge.

‘More than 70,000 persons either were
unable to reach thejr homes or were held
in their water-locked houses and were un-
able to reach land.

The inundated distriot is estimated at
more than fifteen square miles, most of
which is under from six to eighteen feet
of water.

No communication: could be established
with those in the commercial district and
any attempt to say whether any or all
of them drowned is merest conjecture.

CRAWL ALONG HIGH

CABLE TO SAFETY
Dayton, Ohio, March 26—At Wyoming
street, on the south side, where the Na-
tional Cash Register Company centred its
eﬁorteA at rescue, many saved their lives,
last night by creeping on a telepione
cable, a hundred feet above the flood. At
first linemen crept along the cables carry-

ging tow ropes to which the flat-bottomed
boats were attached. When the flood be-
came so fierce that the boats no longer
were able to make headway against it,
men and women crept along the cables
to eafety. Others, less daring, saw dark-
ness fall and gave up hope of rescue.

The firet to seek safety by sliding his
body along the telegraph conductors, was
a man. Then came four women. The first
of the women was Mre. Luella Meyer. 8he
is a widow with one son, a lad in knee
breeches.

The widow Meyers was not 8o young as
the boy and poesibly more aware of the
danger below. When ehe was over the
boiling torrent beneath, she swayed as
though faint, elipped and the crowd stood
by with abated breath.

By a lucky chance her senses cams back
to her in time, so that ehe could grasp one
of the wires.

Hand over hand she was able slowly to
pull herself to the nearest pole, where she
rested her aching arme before again mak-
ing the trial. This time &he did not fal-
ter, but when she was picked up by the
rescuers at the farthest pole toward safe-
ty, she was limp and nervous and physi-
cally exhausted.

Then came two more women who had
watched the performance of Mrs. Meyers,
and under the advice of the people, stand-
ing on eafe ground, they kept looking tp
and tvere not eubjected to the faintness of
the first woman passenger. Then came
a young man and his wife. The wife he
sent first, and when she reached safety
she refused to get into the ambulance with-
out her baby.

Another five minutes and her husband
had been brought out to safe grouund. He
had the baby in a pillow slip, snd the
youngster celebrated his arrival to seafe
ground by a lusty yell. Others followed
to safety. i

Brookville, Ohio, March 26 — The last
man last night to arrive from Dayton,
twelve miles east of here, verifies the re-
port that the water is thirty feet deep in
the business centre of the city and running
like a mill race. He asserts a hundred
persons have been drowned. Many of
them lost their lives when boats in which
they were ‘rescuing pereons maroomed in
the second and third stories of office build-
ings were .upset by the rapid current.

He reported that ten militiamen on
guard at the levee were carried dcwn
stteam and drowned when the cmbank-
ment gave way.

Horrowing Tales lold

No immediate relief from the flood bound
conditions is in sight, as rainy weather

!is promised for the state today.

Harrowing tales are now beginning to fil-
ter in from various sources;told of families
who spent the night in a drenching rsin
in tree tops or on the roofs of their flood-
ed homes. Many of these marooned in
tree tops are believed to have been worn
out from cold and fatigue, and to bave
dropped from their perilous positions to
death in the flood.

Thrilling rescues are reported without
number, as are also unavailing efforts to
rescue persons seen to be drifting by in
the ruins of their homes or on chance
driftwood. The list of missing is also
ewelling, but it is believed that this will
be materially reduced when scattered fami-
lies have the opportunity to unite.

The city is completely cut off from the
rest of the country by rail, and almoest
practically so by telephone and telegraph
reports received show the greatest loss of
life at Dayton, which may run from 500

Indianapolis, March 28—The break of
day found anxiety in Indiana centred in
Brookville and Connorsville on the Wkite
Water river, from which frantic appeals
for aid were received by Governor Ralston
late . yesterday. :

Since
then,. it has been imposeible to re-estab-
lish communication even for a few min-
utes, and the' governor fears the worst
there. The militia were ready all during
the night to hurry to the town, but no
train was operated in that direction.

Indianapolis awoke to .find the v.cters
higher than ever appeared before with a
property loss that two days ago would
have been unbelievable. It is hard even
yet to bring the full realization of the
damage to the people, who had no 'hought
of a flood from. streame that ordinarily ’
are unimportant, aiding only in beautify-
ing the parks and boulevard driveways.

During the night the water advanced up-
on the exclusive residence eection along
Fall Creek.

The New Brunswick Public Utilities

This
the chairman declined to entertain on the
grounds that, while the company kad been
permitted to continue to charge certain
rates, this did not carry with it the com-
miesion’s approval of the rates, .nd the
commission could not approve or disap-
prove without the most exhaustive investi-
gation. The company's request for the
authorization of a new claes, for exchanges
of less than 100 stations in sparsely set-
tled districts, was then taken up and Otty
J. Fraser, general superintendent >f the
company was put on the stand to describe
the need for the extra class.

When the session adjourned the com-
missioners took a trip to West St. John
to investigate the conditions at “odney
wharf, where the St. John Railway Com-
pany has been instructed to erect safe-
guards.

The commission met at 10.30 o’clock in
the local government rooms, Church street.
Chairman G. O. D. Otty presided with
Commissioners A. B. Connell and Felix

ADRIANOPLE IN
HANDS OF BULGARS

Fortress Captured This Morning After
Terrific Fighting Lasting Since Monday

(Canadian: Press)

Sofia, Bulgaria, March 26—It was an-
nounced by a trustworthy private source
this morning that the Bulgarian cavalry
had succeeded in entering the besieged
Turkish fortress of Adrianople.
Mustapha, Pasha, March 26—The fort-
ress of Adrianople was taken by storm
by the Bulgarians this morning after fight-
ing of the most terrible chardcter lusting
gince Morday. Flames are devastating the
city at many points.

After the outlying fortifications had been
captured, the Turkish troops set fire to
all their depots and stores as well as to

the arsenal, and the artillery park. They
also blew up the barracks and some pow-
der magazines. Most of the populalion
fled.

Shukri Pasha, the Turkish commander-
in-chief of Adrianople, had not been cap-
tured up to a late hour in the afternoon.

Vienna, March 26—The Montenegrin gov-
ernment, besides 'allowing the Austria-
Hurgary consul to attend the inquiry in-
to the occurrences at Jakova, intends in-
viting representatives of the other Euro-
pean powers to be present. Austria-Hun-
gary will not oppose these invitations.

ST0P THE WAR:
MONEY EASIER

An Important Speech Made in
British House By Earl Grey

A despatch to J. M. Robinson & Sons
from Shearson Hammill & Co., New York, *

tells of an important speech by Sir Fd-
ward Grey in the British parliament, and '
says:

“Sir Fdward Grey’s speech is regarded
as an ultimatum that war must stop.”

Another despatch to Messrs. Robinson &
Sons, from  Shearson Hammill & Co,
Montreal, says:—“We have received this
morning from London the following cable:
‘In our opinion Grey’s statement indicates
situation past danger point. Expect
money will be easier after end of month.””

London, March 26—Confirmation of the
agreement of the European powers on the
question of northern and eastern frontiers
of the future state of Albania, was given
by Sir Edward Grey, British Foreign Min-
ister, in the House of Commons. He add-
ed that the outstanding questions with
which the powers had to deal, although
they might, be troublesome, were not such
as to cause anxiety. :

One result of the agreement between '
the powers, he declared, should be the
cessation of Thostilities on the territory
which was to belong to Albania.

Sir Edward Grey strongly counseled
Montenegro to desist from further attacks
on Scutari, but he hoped that if the deci-
sion of the European powers in this mat-
ter were not respected no separate power
would take action which ought to take
the form of united pressure by all the
powers.

The foreign secretary also strongly urged
Turkey and the Balkan Allies to accept
the terms of mediation offered by the
powers, and discouraged all idea of in in-
demnity from Turkey.

Sir Edward Grey concluded by congratu-
lating the powers on having weathered
the worst of the storm with every pros-
pect of weathering it completely.

POPE ABLE T0 SH
MASS THS HORNIG

Rome, March 26—Pope Pius X celébrated
mass early this morning when he admin-
istered Communion to the servants of the
household.

The physicians in attendance visited and
examined the Pontiff both before and ai-
ter the mass and expressed satisfaction
with his condition. They, however, ad-
vised him to maintain caution and to '
again postpone his collective audiences. It
was then decided that on April 3 the Pope

U. 5. COURT DECIDES
IMPORTANT FISH CASE

Washington, March 25—The customs
court today decided a herring and mackerel
case which, if accepted as a precedent for
4,500 gimilar pending issues, will cause the
federal government to surrender $1,000,000
in duties and materially reduce the tariff
on certain imported canned fish.

The court held that herring and mackerel
in bouillon in tomato sauce or eoused
and placed in tins were within the mean-
ing of the tariff law, pickled or ealted
herring and mackerel, the herring being
dutiable at one-half cent per pound and
the mackerel at one cent. The govern-
ment maintained that they were fish in
tins, dutiable at thirty per cent. ‘ad
valorem. \

Society Leaders in London Take
Up Bullfinches Trained by Ger-
man Cobblers

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
London, March 12—When Caruso comes
over here next month, he is likely to find

himself more or less out of it. His en-
gagement at Covent Garden QOpera House,
for the first time in seven years, holds
good, of course, but whether or not many
engagements for private concerts will come
his way is a question. Human operatic
“song-birds,” as a matter of fact, are at
a discount in London at present, society
having recently discovered and dcvglopcd
a craze for real song-birds which, in re-
sponse to a nod of the head of their proud
owners will warble you the “Toreador’s
song” from “Carmen,” the “Soldier’s Chor-
us” from ‘‘Faust,” or an aria from ' iann-
hauser,” as accurately as Caruso himself
could sing it.

The songsters thus gifted are bullfinches
which receive their operatic training in
Germany and a firm of bird-dealers in
London has made a specialty of them for
several years, but according to the pro-
prietor, it is only within the last coupie
of scasons that these feathered Melbas and
Scottis have been taken up by swelldom.

Now, however, the demand for them in
{ Mayfair so far exceeds the supply that of
| a fairly large consignment of grand-opera
artists in cages which arrived in last De-
cember, only one remains in the Sloane
street shop, this being a feathered perfor-
mer of “Fra Diavolo.” |

When urged to “oblige” yesterday, it
proved as wayward as any prima donna,
but finally gave a few bars from this opera
in a fashion which showed how well it
could have sung if only it would. The
dealer said it was simply this artist’s per-
sistent “indisposition,” which had kept
it from finding a purchaser.

The trainers of these operatic wnrb_lers
are German cobblers, who pipe selections
to them while they are making shoes.
They collect young bullfinches from their
neste in May and whistle to them until
December. The birds hang about their
instructors in cages, and it is only the
sharpest of them which pick up the tunes,
in a school of birds there being usually
many dunces.

The finest artists among them sell for
from $25 to $50. Each bird has a reper-
toire of two tunes. The finches that were
received in London last December were
able to render the “Toreador song”’ from
“Carmen,”  “‘Soldier’s Chorus’  from
“Faust,” “Now the Day is Over,” (a
hymn), and the old song, “Gmn.df;nther's
Clock” A few had shown a partiality for
Ttalian music by learning “La Donna e
Mobile” from “Rigoletto.”

His own stock of feathered choristers
being so limited, the Sloane street bird-
man took me to one of his neighbors who
possesses a bullfinch which is a real Jean
de Reszke among feathered warblers. This
artist was piping bullfinch folk songs just
to amuse himself, but catching sight_of his
owner bowing his head rhythmically, he
immediately switched off into classical
music. After trying three or four bars of
“Blaulught” to satisfy himself he was in
good tone he attacked a much longer num-
ber from ‘Tanzerkrantz,” and whistled a
quite recognizabla, melody, keeping good
time and modulating his notes with all the
art of an expert whistler.

Some of these gifted birds show a liking
for heavy Teutonic melody and eome
across bursting with a patriotic desire to
unburden tHemselves of the “Wacht am
Rhein,” while there is a bullfinch in Mon-

BOSTON FUDGE CAKE.

One-half cup butter, 2 cups brown sugar,
2 yolks of eggs, beaten light; 2 ounces
chocolate, melted; 1-2 cup sour milk, 1-2
cup water, 212 cups flour, 1 teaspoon
soda, 2 whites of egge, beaten dry.

Filling:—Two cups brown sugar, 1-4 cup
butter, 1-2 cup milk, 1-2 cup nutmeats.

Frosting—S8ix tablespoons grated choco-
late, 6 tablespoons granulated sugar, 1
tablespoon sweet cream, 1 tablespoon but-
ter. Prepare the cake in the usual man-
ner. The ingredients are given in the or-
der of use. Boil the sugar, butter and
milk to a woft ball, for the filling; add
the nut meats and beat until thick enough
to spread. Melt the chocolate for the
frosting, add the sugar, cream and but-
ter; let cook a few minutes, then spread
over the cake,

CREAM CAKES.

Two cups of flour, 1 of butter, 1-2 pint
of water. Boil water and butter togethet
and while boiling stir in by degtees the
flour. When smooth remove from stove
and let it get cool, then add 5 eggs and
14 teaspoon of soda. Drop mixture on
buttered tins one inch apart and bake in
quick oven.

Cream filling:—One pint of milk; while
milk is heating beat together 1-2 cup of
flour, 1 or 2 cups of sugar .and 2 or 4
eggs. Turn into boiling milk and cook
until it thickens. When ready to eerve
cut slit in side of cakes with a eharp
knife and fill with the cream filling og
whipped cream. Flavor to suit taste with
vanilla, orange or lemon. In adding the
egge to the butter and flour beat in 1
egg thoroughly before adding amnother.

THE FALL OF
ADRIANOPLE

Picturesque Story of Bulgarians’
Movements Leading to Final
Assault

Sofia, March 26—At an early hour this
morning fires were raging in various sec-
tions of Adrianople. The maddened popu-
lation, whose nerves had been shattered by
the almost incessant bombardment for
more than five months wes fleeing about
the streets from one point to anofier not
knowing where to find shelter, Some of
them rushed along the line of forts during
the heavy infantry and extillery fire that
was in progress.

The great artillery arsenal in the city
was burning end the barracks lying be-
tween the hospital Tnd the northern forts
were also flames.

The Bulgarians, in strong force, gradual-
ly advanced their lines encircling the city
and by short rushes the infantrymen ap-
proached near enough to prepare for the
final dash.

On all sides the combined movement of
the attackers on the ever-resisting city
was continued. The eighth Bulgarian div-
ision operating against the series of forts
along the southern section of Adrianople
occupied some important advanced posi-
tions and captured twenty Turkish cannon
eight machine guns and 800 Ottoman sol-
diers.

The Bulgarian infantry had reached
within 300 yards of the main forts by five
o’clock last evening. They entrenched
themselves there while ammunition and
provisions were brought up from the rear
and preparations were made for the final
deadly assault.

The entire line of fortresses defending
the eastern side of the city was captured
by the Bulgarians after a most spectacular
aesault at the point of the bayonet by long
lines of infantry which were strengthen-
ed rapidly by the reserve lines. The east-
ern forts soon fell into their hands and
Bulgarian batteries were immediately plac-
ed in position to concentrate their fire on
the other works. The way was thus clear-
ed for a direct assault on the city itself.

WONDER OF MARINE WORLD

Banks of The Dead Sea Are Seldom
Visited and Many of Its Beauties Are
Unexplored

In many ways the Dead Sea in Pales-
tine can claim the distinction of being the
most remarkable sheet of water on the
face of the globe.

Although known by name to every one,
its banks are eeldom visited, and many of
its picturesque gorges, wonderful moun-
taine and strange, fertile oases have re-
mained virtually unexplored territory. So
much so, in fact, that the Palestine Ex-
ploration Society of Berlin, jn conjunction
with the Berlin Institute for Sea (Ex-
ploration) Research, have determined to
explore the basin of the Dead Sea thor-
oughly as well as that of the River Jordan.

Only twice in modern times has any one
attempted to make a systematic study of
this historic region. The first investigator
was Lieut. Lynch of the United States
Navy, in 1848, and the second, some few
years later, the Duc De Luynes. Although
both these explorers gave to the world
many unknown facts about this wonder-
ful regiom, their accounts cannot be re-
garded as altogether exhaustive.

1t is probable, however, that we shall
hear more of the Dead Sea iin the near
future for not very long ago the Turkish *
government granted one Sounad Bey, an
influential and wealthy banker of Con-
stantinople, a concession for the exploita-
tion of the minerals in the Dead Sea basin.
That the whole region is exceedingly rich
in various kinds of #minerals has been
known for years and the finest and purest
bitumen, with quantities of peerless sul-
phur, are obtainable here.

In Byzantine times copper mines were
worked near the south end of the Dead
Sea, both in horizontal galleries and ver-
tical shafts, while the basin is rich in
marble, porphyry and other fine stones, us
well as in phosphates. It often has been
stated by American connoisseurs traveling
to the Dead Sea that evidences of coal oil
which in America would be unmistakable,
are very apparent in this region.

Salt is found in great quantities, but as
the government has a monopoly on this
commodity it is at present largely imported
from Smyrna and England.—Wide World
Magazine.

MR. BORDEN'S HINDSIGHT

If foresight were 28 good as hindsight,
®t. Hon R. L. Borden would today be &
‘happier man. If the Comservatives had
not made an alliance with the Nationa-
lists, 'the chief purpose of whose existence
was to stir up en agitation against any
participation by Canada in imperial de-
fence, the party might hope to find some
who would believe in their profeesions of
imperialistic eentiment; but, baving made
the alliance with the Nationalists, Mr.
Borden found it necessary to abandon &
paval policy which less than two years
before he had declared to be the true
Canadian policy. He did not abandon it
because of a new light that had come to
him concerning the relations between Can-

i ada and the mother country. His Ne-
' tionalist friends might be persuaded to
vote for & money contribution, but not
for such a naval policy, a8 that proposed
by the Liberal party; therefore Mr. Bor-
.den hit upon the expedient of discov-
' ering an emergency where none exiated,
~and making a grand-stand play with 835,-
000,000 of Candian money. In thinking
of his friends the Nationalists, however,
he overlooked: the sentiments of the great
. mass of the people of Canada, who have
no desire to see eo much money sent out
of the country when there is no emergency,
but who do desire to have shipyards estab-
lished in Canada, and to build there the
vessels of a Canadiag navy, to be manned
and maintained by Canada, to protect
Oanadian coasts and trade routes, and to
be an integral part of the navy of the
- Empire. It is quite ugeless for Mr. Bor-
den and his friends to talk about a future
(Canadian navy, eince they have cancelled
the Laurier programme and propoee to
spend $35,000,000 without ueing any of the
money to establish shipyards in this ccun-
try. Moreover, Mr. Borden is on record
as having expressed the opinion that it
would take Cenada twenty-five or ffty
years to bnild a navy. He has no faith in
the genius of the Canadian people. Appar-
ently in his view they are not ee clever
as the people of Australia or the people
of the United States, or of several other
countries which might be named. That is
not a very good declaration of faith, or
rather of unfaith, with which to go 10 the
country. Mr. Borden realizes the fact,
" and will therefore refuse to dissolve the
house if there is any possible means of
avoiding such a course. He makes the
very foolish charge that the Liberals are
obstructing the public business of the
country, when es a matter of fact they
are quite ready to aid in forwarding pub-
lic business, and only object to a measure
_which involves a very important principle
' upon which the verdict of the people has
not been sought. The Borden gowl:nment.
las been steadily losing ground ever since
it came into power. It has not fulfilled
the expectations of its friends; and those
" who were deceived into giving it their
“ support in the federal elections have since
had ample opportunity to realize how great
{heir mistake was. The Nationalist al-

The Easter holidady’ ié_d"an old and well-
defined custom here, and those who have
been too busy to. leave England for the
winter usually make it the occasion of a
rather lengthy jaunt. Egypt, Corsica, Italy
the Riviera and Switzerland are favorite
centres for these holidays. This year so |
far as 1 can learn, there will be a not-
able change, for many society people are
making arrangements to spend a month or
so in Canada. These visits will be under-
taken for various reasons, but chief among
them is the fact that the society woman
today usually has friends in Canada who
have taken up permanent residence there.

Burglars of the future will have to blow
their own trumpets to blow open safes.
For safes that can only be opened with a
tuning fork or a note on a trumpet are
the latest commercial novelty. Three of
these remarkable inventions have just
been brought to a practical issue by T
Thorne Baker, a well-known scientific ex-
pert,

One of these safes will only open when
a note is sounded three times with a tun-
ing-fork, which is placed on a certain spot
on. the safe. Another safe can onmly be
opened by plowing a loud note on an or

gan pipe near the safe door.

Mr| Baker, describing the mechanism to
The London Daily Mirror, said: “Inside
the safe there is a sensitive wire, which

This wne
is connected to an electric battery, which
sets in motion the mechanism of the
locks.

This also
has no keyhole or handles, but has a smail
square where the metal has been perfor:
ated. with 100 holes. 1

A pocket battery with four wires, each
of a different color, are the means of open-
ing this safe. The four wires have to be
placed in certain holes before the door
flies open.

The distinction between classes D and
K is that in one class lines are carried one
half mile frees of charge and in the other
one-quarter mile. Clags E. has not yet
been autnorized by the commission al-
though it was established in 1009 or 1910.

The eame flat rate was charged for
classes D and E, the difference coming in
the amount of mileage charged for phones
outside the half or quarter mile zone. The
rates under both classes were at least us
low as in other companies, Mr. Winfield
of Nova Scotia and Wm. Hall of New
England, who had given evidence that the
New Brunswick rates were slightly lower
than theirs. :

The toll charges of the company, he
said, have been based on the distance by
air line. The province was arbitrarily
divided into blocks and the distance
measured between blocks. The basis was
sixty cents a hundred miles. This rate
was adopted aftér its approval by the New
York toll conference. The New England
company charged a somewhat higher rate.

The company formerly figured its rates
according to pole line measurement and
the rate was about eixty cents per pole
line. Their system was now the same as
most of the other standard companies.
In some cases where natural obstructions
would prevent the construction of an air
line a larger rate was charged, but not as
high as the pole line rate would be.

Chairman—“Then your basis is merely
a pious aspiration?” (Laughter.)

Witness—“We adhere to it as closely as
possible.”

To Mr. Michaud the witness said that
there were departures from the rate of
ten cents for a ten mile message, owing to
conditions existing on eome lines when
they took them over and other conditions
which they had not yet brought into har-
mony with their basis.

Mr. Michaud said that his firm was
charged the same rate of twenty-five cents
for meseages from Buctouche to various
points ranging from four to thirty miles.

Counsel for the eompany said that the
echedule covered new rates which were
4o be put into effect and did not affect
rates which were fixed by contract before
the company was placed under the juris-
diction of the commisgion.

It would have been much simpler had
he desired to discuss an educational work;

The reason given by the museum folk
for their rule regarding novels is a good
one, thought the period for which it is
enforced seems a bit excessive.. It:appears
that; whereas the big reading room »f the
museum is intended for students and stu-
dents only, all sorts of folk, upon becom-
ing possessed of readers’ tickets, procéed-
ed to apply for the latest novels and to
settle down for a comfortable mprning. or
afternoon’s read. To put an end to this
the new rule was framed, but when my
friends asked, “Why eeven years?’ the
only reply that the museum official could
vouchsafe was the March ‘Hare's historic
query, “Why not?”

| Frowde to Retire

Ome of the most remarkable men con-
i nected with the publishing business in this
| country is about to retire in the person of
iHenry Frowde who,, for thirty-nine years,
!h?s been London' manager of the Oxford
- University Press, the oldest printing con-
, cern with an unbroken history ‘n Eng-
ilmid_. The activities of this venerable or-
ganization are “world-wide, ‘and it is well-
known in the trade that its retiring ran-
ager practically made the Oxford T'niver-
sity Press as it exists to day.

When Frowde joined the press in 1874,
its output of Bibles wase less than a mil-
ion a year; since that time it has pub-
lished and distributed more than 40,00,600
of them, besides thousands of other works.
The skins of 100,000 animals are used every
year for the covers of Oxford Bibles alone,
and 400,000 sheets of gold are needed for
gilt-lettering.

It was Henry Frowde who publisied the
first Bible printed on the famous Oxford
Indian paper, the secret of whose manu-
facture is known to only two or three per-
sons. It was he also who brought cut the
“finger” prayer book, which o hit the
taste of the public that within five weeks
of publication 100,000 copies were sold;
to be " followed by the still handier
“thumb” prayer book, the issue of which
has exceeded a quarter of a million.

About these things Frowde talked frcely
when seen the other day at his office in
Paternoster row, near “Amen Corner,” but
on personal matters he was resolutely
gilent. He let slip, however, that he krew
Gladstone very well, and visited him eev-
eral times at Hawarden. He used to talk
to me a great deal,” said Frowde, very
seriously, “about his dread of !ngland
falling away into materialism. It was en-
tirely with a view to fighting that rendency
that he undertook the laborious work of
editing Bishop Butler's works, his edition
of which we published.” -

The veteran publisher was asked if the
University Press ever had any vspecially
curious tasks to perform. .

“One thing that we did,” he replied,
“was, I think unique.” This was the pub-
!lication in 1881, of what 18 now known
las the ‘Golden Gospel,” an edition of St.
John printed entirely (in gold letters ¢n
‘oliw‘ green paper, for Major-Genzral
{ Gibbes Rigaud, who required it for a wo-
man with failing eyesight. Only three
copies were printed.”

-Eight Hour - Day Meeting Is

One of Interest

GROWTH OF THE CTY

Jeveral Subjects Touched en in
Relation to Pregress of St. John
—At Times Some Lively Pas-
sages Mark' the Discussion

The advantages and disadvantages of an
eight hour day for workingmen were dis-
cussed last evening at a public meeting
held in the municipal chamber at the court
nouse. The meeting had been called by
Mayor Frink at the request of the Build-
ers’ Association and His Worship presid-
ed. There was a large attendance and
many were unable to gain admittance. The
subject was discussed at length and various
other matters relating more or less to the
subject of the meeting also received con-
sideration. The discussion at times became
somewhat lively. :

James Pender.

James Pender was the first speaker. He
eaid that Bt, John had been waiting for
thirty years for: the -city to start grow-
ing and now just when the time seemed
ripe for great progress along industrial
lines this agitation for an eight-hour day
had been started. He thought that the
idea should be dropped until euch time
as the business of the city showed that
the time was opportune. He referred to
the confracts for the drill hall and the
Eosp office going out of the city and he

elieved that with the eight-hour day the
chances for local contractors would be
worse than at present, i

He “would advise that the workers of |
the city allow the boom to become well |
gdvanced before trying for the eight-hour

ay. &

C. Stewart, president of the Carpenters’
“.(Jnion, favored the eight-hour day because
it would mean that when eight men were |
employed now there would be nine with
the eight-hour day. This he thought
would provide for many of the unemployed
about the city. “For the education of the
employers of labor,” he said, “I wish to
say that no man under the union laws is
allowed to use any. article not manufac-
tured by union labor. T think that the
‘point at issue is the raw material and the
manufacturer wants to try to buy this
cheaper instead of trying to eut down the
pay of the workmen. Why is lumber sold |
€or less in England than in Canada?®”’ -
_ At this point sotheone asked why the:
‘meeting had been called and why there!
should be a public ' debate when work-i
men wished to better. their condition. {

The question had been anewered earlier
in the meeting and Comrade F. Hyatt, of
the Socialists, continued the talk. He
spoke of conditions in other countries and
he said that the stromger would rule and
in this fight the workmen were stronger.
He knew who would win. !

A. Taylor eompared the conditions of
the employer and the employe. As a wage
earner he wished an eight-hour day and

“he thought the" matter should be fought
to a finish. He would be willing to meet
any of the employers of labor and debate
any of these labor questions with them. ;

Mr. Reynolds, of the Carpenters’ Union,
compared conditions here with those 'in

ithe United States. He pointed out that
“carpenters across the border were receiv-
ing $4 and $4.50 per day and that house!
rent was cheaper than in 8t. John.

“When a man is well qualified to work,”

said he, “at any trade he leaves St. John

and goes where he can get more money |
and shorter hours of labor.”

William Williame told those present|
that all the workmen of ‘the city wished |
was a full day all the year round and for |
this reason he was in favor of the eight-
hour day. \

Another speaker was of the opinion that
the St. John contractors were afraid ‘to |

¥%take a chance” and for this reason the |
large contracts were going to outeide men. |

“Tocal contractors,” he added, ‘would !

rather leave their money in the bank at !

8 per cent than take a chance of doubling '

it on a contract. The contractors ehould

remember that if they lose this time they
will more than make up for it on another
contract.”

W. F, Hatheway,

W. Frank Hatheway was next called
upon and he made an exhaustive speech
on labor conditions in other lands and
compared New Brunswick with other coun-
tries, He pointed out that the tax rate
of /8196 in 8t. John was very high and
he advised the city commissioners to put
the burden on the land and take it off |

Y 5he workers. “Electric power is also very
high here,” continued Mr. Hatheway,
“and it is the fault of the city council
and the legislative assembly of 1894 that
the price is so high, ranging as it does
from $75 to $250 per horse power.”

Mayor Frink—“I think that a conserva-
tive estimate.”

Mr. Hatheway—“I am glad you men-
tioned it, as I thought I would not go the
limit but the truth is that in small quan-
tities the price has been as high as $400

Qrse pOwer per year. Under new |
conditions I expect to see the price re-
wluced to $65 a horse power per annum. |
When men with money are looking for a |
site for an industry they ask as to the tax |
rate, the cost of power and the cost nf'
water. If these are right they do not|
consider the matter of an eight-hour day.§
I do'not know much of this eight-hour |
movement, but in Australia the eight-hour |
day has been in force since 1895 and the
prosperity of the country has not suffered. |
Australia is about twice as far from the|
central English markets as Canada and
yet Australian goods are able to compete
with those of Canada and the rate of trade
in 1906 was £28 per head as compared
with £21 per head of Canada. I would
advocate the Australian system for Can-
lda.” L

J. Fraser Gregory—“You have not given
your opinion in regard to the eight-hour
day in St. John.” {

Mr. Hatheway—‘“Capitalists would not
consider the eight-hour day if the taxes
were low.”

Mr. Gregory—“But do you think the
shorter day would be a benefit to St.
John?”

Mr. Hatheway—“I think there should be
an eight-hour day for all those who work
with their bodies and brains at machines,
especially in great saw mills.” There was
a general laugh at this answer and Mr.:
Hatheway compared conditions
province with those of other provinces.

J. Fraser Gregory. !

J. TFrager Gregory said® that he nas|
working for the benefit of all and he wish-
ed to be sure that the eight hour day would|
be a lasting benefit and not just good for
a day. “St..John,” he said. “is on the eve
of expansion and we do not wigh to do

anything to retard it. We hope for cut-
siders to come in and build up factories
and mills. On account of the change from
ten hours to nine, this city lost a mill that
would be ag large as any three in cpera-
tion here now. I refer to the VanBuren
mill, which would have been here if the
ten hour day had been continued in the
mills here.

“It has been eaid that more work will be
done in the eight hours than in the nine,
but I know you boys, you'll be just as
eager to have your coats on when the
whistle blows, with the eight hours, as
you are with the nine. As for the build-
ing trades the weather conditions nere will
not permit of building going on in the
winter and for this reason many men must
be idle part of the year.”

Mr. Gregory epoke of conditions in scme
of the southern countries and he also spoke
of the need of a large population for St.
John. A large city would give better op-
portunities for the workmen:

Other speakers reviewed the situation in
different states and countries and all the
workmen present seemed in favor cf skert-
er day. . :

James Myles.

James Myles said: “T have noticed that
one of the speakers referred to conditions
in the United States, and said that .arpen-
ters received $4 and $4.50 a day there. I
am rather surprised that this man is not
now in the United States for he has been
working here at $3 per day. He worked
for me, and I did not find him the best
workman, either.”” In reply to a question
from Mayor Frink, Mr. Myles said that
the new hours would not affect him finan-
cially, but he did not know how it would
affect his employers.

M. W. Galley said that very little pro-
gress had been made at the meeting, and
he thought that it was more like an old-
fashioned prayer meeting than anything
else. He referred to the unions taking in
men who were not fully qualified as jour-
neymen and demanding for them the same
wages as the good man received.

Garnet W. Wilson also spoke and point-
ed out the position of the boss and .the
worker.

Messre. Hennigar, McGowan and James
Sugrue also spoke on the subject.

Commissioner McLellan,

Some one called upon Commissioner Mec-
Lellan, who occupied a chair on the plat-
form. He said he had always been a
friend of labor and -the .workmen. He
thought that there should be a strict selec-
tion of members for the unions. He had
been an employer of labor and he always
gave the men what they were worth. In
the present eituation he was not playing
to the gallery, but he wished those present
to coneider the consumer, for said he:

{ “When you trace the matter back ~ou will

find that you yourselves are the consum-
ers. I have been one of the boys and have
1 have
blown in a large sum, but I do not regret
it. When I was running for commissioner
it wae said that I would be a spender, but

‘it has turned out that I am now called

the meanest man in city hall. In regard
to Mr. Hatheway’s remarks, I might say
that he is a business man of the city and

{ I have never heard of him being a philan-

thropist. He is heralded as a friend of
labor and he may be. This question has
been discussed and there has been talk of
the stronger winning, but you can not look
for a solution from the socialistic etand-
point. “You don’t: want this meeting to
come to a case of socialiem.”

A. Taylor, who was said to be a :1ember
of the Socialist Society here, strenaously
objected to the word socialism being in-
troduced and demanded that it be with-
drawn. Commissioner McLellan refused,
but on being requested by the chairmen,
he eaid:  “I-will withdraw. the. word, but,
you know what I mean, just the same. No
one body can control the future «f St.
John, but I'wish everyone to get a square
deal. I may be spoiling this prayer meet-
ing, but when you get up and tell me that
this union is going to do this or that union
is. going to do that, I will tell you to
go back and change your dope.

EMPIRE AGRICULTURAL

EXHIBITION IN BRISTOL

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, March 11—Bristol has determin-
ed to make the royal agricultural show
which will be held in that city this year
the biggest yet, and as a result it will take
on new charactér. It will be of imperial
as well as of national importance.

For three years, arrangements have been
in progress to invest the event with a
greater importance than it hitherto has
achieved, and an attendance of exhibitors
and visitors worthy of the occasion is al-
ready assured. There is to be an import-
ant special section of several acres devoted
exclusively to exhibits from all parts of
the British Empire overseas, and from
foreign countries. THis feature has been
adopted by the council of the society on
the suggestion of the Bristol committee,
now known as the -overseas section com-
mittee, which has been working hard to
make known in Canada, Australia, New
Zealand, South Africa, and India, the op-
portunity presented by the Bristol exhibi-
tion to bring their natural products more
prominently before “the! old country, and
so demonstrate what can’ be done by them
to maintain the world’s food supplies, and
to find work and wealth for the surplus
population of old England. There is a
long standing and very intimate trede con-
nection between most of these countries
and Bristol, and particularly is Canada in
close relationship, with the port.

Bristol is a city full ‘of historic interest.
From the earliest times, it has been close-
ly associated with many of the leading

events and personages of England’s his-
tory. An idea of the magnitude of its
imports may be gathered from the fact
that customs duties collected for 1912
amounted to close upon six millions of
pounds sterling—the second largest collec-
tion in England, London is first.

Rear-Admiral David Beatty to Com-
mand British Dreadnoughts

(London Chronicle)
Rear-Admiral David Beatty, who was
promoted to flag rank three years ago at
the unusually early age of 39 will today
assume the command of the First Battle
Cruiser Squadron, in succession to Rear-
Admiral Bayly, who has held the appoint-
ment for two years:

The squadron consisie of the super
Dreadnought cruisers Lion aqd Princess
Royal (26,350 tons, eight 13.6 inch g\lYllE),
and the Dreadnought cruisers Ind’af&tlgu-
able, Invincible and Indomitable (eight 12-
inch). The last named is soon to proceed
to the Meditetranean to join the second
battle eruiser squadron. .

Admiral Beatty wes promoted from lieu-
tenant to commander, and again from
commander to captain for war gervices, the
first in the Sudan in 1898, and the second
in.

SERVICE OF THE RAILWAYS AND OF THE FARMS

For every 100 miles of raif\vay main
track in the United States in 1800 there
were 129 miles in 1910. For every 100
acres of improved farm land in 1900 there
were 115 acres in 1910; for every 100 acres
devoted to crope in the former year there
were 110 in the latter. That is, during
the. census decade, the latest period for
which official statistics are available, the
railway plant increased at over double the
rate of the agricultural plant.

For every 100 ton-miles in 1900 there
were 180 in 1910; for every 100 passenger-
miles there were 202. For every 100 busheis
bales, or pounds of the ten principal crops
in the former year there were 109 in the
latter. That is, the output of the rail-
ways increased at a rate over ten times as
great as that of the farms.

Measured per mile. the output of the
railways increased 40 per cent and 57 per-
cent respectively. Measured per acre the
output of the tem crops averaged a de-
erease of about one per cent. That is, the
output of the railways per unit of plant in-
creased by one-half, while the output of
the farms per unit of plant averaged a de-
erease.

The population in the ten years increas-
ed by about sixteen million persons or 21

per cent.. Measured per inhabitant "the
ton-miles of the railways increased 49 per

cent and the freight revenue 52 pr cent.,
the passenger-miles 67 per cent and the
passenger revenue 61 per cent. Thates,
the work performed by the railways and
the money re&ived by them increased
at very nearly the eame rate. Measured
per inhabitant the output of the ten prin-
cipal crops ranged from a decrease of 21
per cgnt to an increase of 20 per cent
while %he farm value increased from 34 to
83 per cent. For example, the relative sup-
ply of corn that was 100 bushels in 1900
was 79 bushels in 1810, the relative farm
value of corn that was $100 in 1900 was
$144 in 1910. That is, while the supply of
corn per inhabitant fell off 21 per cent,
the value of the supply per inhabitant in-
crensed 44 per cent. In the same relation
the supply wheat fell off 14 per cent while
ite value increased 47 per cent, the supply
of cotton fell off 8 per ¢ent while its value
increased 80 per cent.

In 1910 one thousand bushels of the
seven principal food crops could purchase
over 25 per cent more of commodities in
general, and 50 per cent more of transpor-
tation than in 1900; but conversely, the
purchasing power of the receipte from
one thousand ton‘miles fell off 13 per cent,
and that from one thousand passenger-
miles fell off 19 per cent.
