The conference is a direct result of the 
recent action. of the admiralty in reduc­
ing the Mediterranean fleet and concen­
trating the vessels taken from it in the 
North Sea, which has been the, cause of 
keenest discussion in England and France 
and has led to the suggestion that the ex­
isting entente cordiale between those two 
countries should be replaced by an alli­
ance.

The question 'of strengthening British 
garrisons in Egypt and other places on 
the route to India, and the activity of 
the Italian fleet about thç islands of the 
Aegean Sea, with its effect upon the Brit­
ish . position, will also be discussed.

New York, May 29—A cable to the Tri­

bune from London quotes an official of 
the foreign office today, speaking of the

Newark, N. J., May 29—Colonel Roose­
velt, on the Republican aide, and Govern­
or Wilson on the Democratic side, were 
overwhelming winners in yesterday’s prim­
aries in New Jersey, according to the 
nearly complete return* this morning.

The Roosevelt victory was a clean sweep 
and the former president will. apparently 
have every one of the state’s twenty-eight 
delegates at the Chicago convention. In 
the preferential vote his plurality was 
fully 10,000 over Taft. The result ex­
ceeded the expectations of the most en­
thusiastic Roosevelt leaders.1 In some dis­
tricts Colonel Roosevelt received ten votes 
to every one cast for the president.

Governor Wilson’s triumph at the hands 
of the democratic voters was only a trifle 
less complete than that of Roosevelt. The 
governor lost four delegates out of the 
twenty-eight, and these four were imin- 
etructcd from Essex county, the strong­
hold of the anti-Wilson machine, where 
he had had no hopes of winning.

The LaFolette vete was a neglible fact­
or. Scattering ballots were marked for 
the western senator in every district, but 
his total was not more than two per cent 
of the entire vote cast. The vote in nearly 
•11 sections was exceedingly light, several 
countiee casting less than half of the total 
registered at the last general election.

The polls did not close until nine 
o’clock last night, and as a result, the 
vote, was very late in being counted.

An American who was so cosmopolitan 

in his tastes that he had resiliences in 
New York, Montreal and Paris, and who 
had relatives and connections by marriage 
in the United States, Canada, England, 
France, Holland, Germany, and far off 
Australia, is, I think, well worthy of pass- 
ing mention.

I am led to allude to this subject through 
the fact that the will of John Torrance 
Vanneck has just been filed in the Surro­
gate’s Court, New York, for probate. It 
disposes of New York property to the 
value of upwards of $1,000,000, in addition 
to his belongings • in Canada, where he had 
a home in Montreal, though he lived a 
great part of his time in Paris. The Van- 
necks are of Dutch origin. The English 
branch dates from the time of the first 
baronet, Sir Joshua Vanneck, who was 
the second son of Cornelius Vanneck, pay­
master general of the land forces of the 
united provinces.

This first baronet was a very rich Lon­
don merchant. His son was created Baron 
Huntingfield. The present baron is the 
fourth of his line, and John Torrance Van­
neck is his second cousin. When the pres­
ent baron succeeded to his father’s title 
and estates, he had on his hands a law­
suit which threatened to deprive him of 

considerable portion of hie property, and 
which began in a very çurious way, or 
rather, that was accompanied by an incid­
ent somewhat out of the common.

It seems that when the second Baron 
Huntingfield married, in 1810, the daugh­
ter and heiress of Chaloner Arcedeckne, 
of Glevering Hall, Suffolk, it was regard­
ed, as a matter of course, that the Glev­
ering Hall estate would descend without 
question to Lady Huntingfield.

On the death of Chaloner Arcedeckne, 
the Huntingfields entered into possession.

Georges,” Arcedeckne remarked, encourag­
ingly: “All very well, Thack, but-----it
wants a piano!”

I have mentioned the international al­
liances of the Vannecks. Here are a few': 
Maria, daughter of Gerard, eon of the 
first Baron Huntingfield, married, in 1849, 
Michael Henry Perceval of Quebec; Caro­
line, another daughter, married Count 
Gersdorff, while a third daughter, Harriet, 
married, in 1846, the Sicilian Duke deU’- 
Albaneto. William Arcedeckne Vanneck, 
brother of the present Earl, and his heir 
presumptive, is married to Mary, daughter 
of William Armstrong, of Toowoomba, 
Queensland, while two other brothers also 
married in Australia.

As for the John Torance, whose will 
has just been probated in New York, he 
wedded, first, Amy, the daughter of Ed­
ward Hyatt, of Baltimore and, on her 
death, in 1900, led to the altar a daugh­
ter of Henry D. Brookman, of Brooklyn. 
From the foregoing some idea of the num­
erous affiliations, and the world-wide con­
nections of the Vannecks may be gather-

The third baron, wishing to dispose of 
the Glevering fiall estate, placed it in the 
hands of a prominent firm of London real 
estate agents, with the understanding that 
they would exercise the usual circumspec­
tion in issuing permits to view the place 
by likely purchasers.

One day, however, three bicyclists rode 
up to Glevering Hall, presented permits 
duly signed by the agents, and asked to 
be shown over the place. They were 
courteously received, and the aged butler 
showed them the superb country seat.

Suddenly the elder of the three visitors 
informed the butler that they had made 
up their mind to stay in the place, as it 
belonged to him, the speaker, and that he 
was determined to exercise his right of 
ownership, adding that in acting thus he 
was following the advice of his lawyer, 
for the place really belonged to him and 
in no sense whatever to Lord or Lady 
Huntingfield.

Convinced that he had a gang of luna­
tics to deal with, the butler called for 
assistance. The village policeman, the 
gamekeeper, the carpenter, and others, 
quickly responded, and the visitors were 
carried out of the house. Thereupon the 
claimant served notices of his alleged title 
on all the tenants, who were warned to 
pay the rents to no other person or per­
sons than William Block, the claimant.

The latter, in the statement of his case, 
carried the title to the property back to 
the year 1015, but the interest begins with 
the year 1744, when Thomas Whymper 
was the owner. He ‘had four sons and 
one daughter. The sons had a life inter­
est in the property, and leased it to the 
Arcedecknes, who came into possession, 
so it was alleged, as tenants only. The 
sons left no descendants and, neglecting 
to collect the rents from the Arcedecknes, 
the latter acquired a possessory owner­
ship for the time being. But the daugh­
ter married one Brady, and the issue of 
this marriage was a daughter, who mar­
ried John Block, from whom the claimant 
was descended. ,

Although the claim was barred by the 
statute of limitations, yet this annoying 
suit interfered with the sale of Glevering 
Hall for a considerable time, as no pur­
chaser cares to come forward and buy 
property the title to which is the subject 
of a lawsuit.

The name Arcedeckne is not often met 
with nowadays, having apparently been 
absorbed into that of the Vannecks when

many ways I think these articles are a splendid thing, but I sometimes wonder 
if the subject is not on the verge of being overdone. Is it not possible to concen­
trate public attention upon the body and the ills to which it is heir, to 
healthy degree? It is well to know enough about the body to be able to live 
normally and to recognize danger signals when something is wrong, but is it not 
possible to know and think too muchh about our hearts and our stomachs, our 
rheumatism and our nerves?

I have known several people who have had nervous prostration, and practical­
ly all of them were people who had a little too much time to think. I know 
woman who has a right to have nervous prostration if anyone ever had. She’s held 
a tremendously strenuous and responsible position for twelve years. During this 
time she has often worked two or three evenings a week, as well as a long day, and 
during the last year she has been acting as night nurse for an invalid sister, some­
times getting but two or three hours’ sleep and always sleeping the tense half sleep 
of the watcher. But when people say to thic girl: “You will break down. You 
will have nervous prostration,” she says: “Oh, no. I can’t. I haven’t tihie to.” 
And I don’t believe she will.

THE VICTORIA CROSS.

One of the greatest amoitione of a sol­
dier's life is to be honored with the Vic­
toria Cross. A story founded on an epi­
sode in which a brave young officer gain­
ed this distinction in the Light Brigade, 
immortalized in Tennyson’s famous poem, 
has recently been produced in motion pic­
tures by the VitagTaph Company, ana it 
is strikingly noticeable that there is a 
careful and exact study of detail connected 
with things English in the picture, which 
is known as “The Victoria Cross.” The 
bravery of the English soldier is recog1.

Rome, May 15 — Italy apparently has 

other interests besides the Turkish war. 
To judge by the conversation one hears 
on evety side the ardent youth of the 
country are lying awake nights worrying 
about the possible successor tô the Cart 
ducci chair of literature at the Univer­
sity of Bologna, a subject which is occupy­
ing columns in the more important Ital­
ian dailies. 1

The poet has been made vacant by the 
death of Giovanni. Pascoli, one of the best 
beloved of Italian poet*. The choice of d 
large section for hie successor is Gahrielle 
D'Annunzio who, under a cloud at tjie 
time of the outbreak' of the Turkish war, 
regained much of hie one-time popularity 
by the publication of 'stirring patriotic 
odes to the -youth of his country.1

But Gabrielle'is by no means as anxious 
as one would expect and hie enemies taste 
in his refOgfil of the poet the flavor Of soitr 
grapee. It ie pointed out that, when Car- 
ducci died .and the question of his suc­
cessor aorse D’Annunzio, much to his as­
tonishment and chagrin, was passed oyer 
for Pascoli, whom he is now invited .to 
succeed^ The man who look* upon him­
self as the modern Dante has never for­
given the people of Italy for their prefer­
ence for Pascoli.

Although those who know D’Annunzio 
intimately declare that tiis decision is hot 
final, there is no mistaking the tenor of 
his telegram declining the job. In it the 
master of flowery speech said that he es­
teemed the honor mucli, but his liberty 
more.

There is a large section' ot literary Italy 
that never has and probably never will 
forgive D’Annunzio for his more recent 
novels as well an for hie Habite of life. 
The general public ha* " never approved 
of hi* treatment of Duse, the great Ital­
ian actress with whôtn the poet had 
quarrel some year ago.

That poetry and literature are very near 
to the heart of this country is proved—if 
proof were needed—by jibe events immedi­
ately following the death of Pasctli. On 
every hand ope heard (it. spoken of a* a 
national calamity. Thousands of people 
from all walks of life flocked to hie form­
er home in Bologna to sign thçir namg* 
in the book always plïHpd for that purpose 
in an Italian fiffiiife 3Jf iamnning. The

Bond Issue Does Not Provide For It, 
and Allegation Is That Flemming Is 
Secretly Playing Into Hands of The 
C. P. R.% rv.

Woodstock, May, 28—The people of the upper section of the St. 
John valley are becoming greatly exercised over the increasing evi­
dence of the intention of the Gould company and the Flemming 
government not to build the Valley Road further north than River 
de Chute, and so omit the Grand Falls section.

Some days ago the Montreal Star published a cablegram from 
London stating that the Bank of Montreal was offering on the market 
the first mortgage four per cent, debentures of the St. John & Quebec 

| Railway Company, guaranteed as to principal and interest by the 
government of New Brunswick, to the amount of £873,285 sterling 
This is the equivalent in Canadian currency of $4,244,165.

Dividing this sum by $25,000, which is the guaranteed bond issue 
per mile, it gives 169 miles, which is about the distance from Rothesay 
on the Intercolonial, to a point on the United States’ boundary at or 
near River de Chute.

But the distance from Rothesay to Grand Falls is about 209 miles, 
or forty miles more than is provided for by the issue of bonds made 
through the Bank of Montreal.

In other words the bond issue does not. provide for building the 
road beyond River de Chute or some other point short of Andover. No 
provision is made for building on to Grand Falls. That would mean 
C. P. R. control ultimately, and no competitive rate for the valley 
farmers.

The committee j 
in charge would be. glad to hear of some i 
one willing to undertake the eel fishing of 
Lily Lake on a commercial basis and will 
give a suitable applicant a monopoly for 
a limited period ’h return for systematic 
attention to the eel traps.

A supply of trout fry promised by Hon. 
Mr. Hazen, minister of marine and fisher­
ies, is expected soon.

Complaints having been made that the 
high fence running out to an angle on the 
southeast corner of the gardens made the 
corner somewhat dangerous for passing 
carriages, the fence has been moved in 
some ten feet and the angle has thus been 
changed into a t graceful curve, making a 
great improvement.

The gardens are resplendent with the 
tulips, daffodils and other bulbs in full 
bloom and will well repay a visit, as, in­
deed, will the whole park.
