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Peace Not Near
Says Dr. Prince

R e

Allies Will Never Let
Up Until German
Imperialism
Is Crushed

Talk about peaee in Burope until the
menace of German militarism is crush
ed for all time is futile and shows an
entire lack of comprehension of the
spirit of the people of England and
France, according,to Dr. Morton H,
Prince, who has just returmed from
Europe, where he went as a representa
tive of the Serbian relief committee
and gs a bearer to France of the ‘Ad
dress to the people of the Allied Na-
tions,® signed by 500 American syms
pathizers. '

Dr., Prince says that nearly every
one with whom he talked expects the
war to last another year. Certain
military authorities with whom he
talked were certaiv, he said, that the
allies would break.through by next
summer, uuless the Germans retreat-
ed and withdrew their line soon.

Ne Peace Yet

‘Nevertheless, there is a very wide
"divergence of opinien on the subject of
the probable duration of the war and
ne one can predict with any degree of
certainty just how.and when the end
will come,’ he says.

During his stay in France Dr. Prince
made painstaking inquiries among all
elasses to learn the sentiment of the
people toward an immediate peace.

‘I-talked with many thoughtful and
responsible people and found them
agreed o one profosition,’” grid Dr.
Prince; ‘and .t iliat there should
be no peffe until the menace of Ger-
man nilitarism is completly @adicat-
ed. Taking people as a whole, they are
actuated by different motives. As re-
gards the motives by which they are
inspired, the French people may be
divided into three groups.

‘The Hrst group eomprises a large
part ot the army. and people in the
northern district, people whose homes
have been wantonly devastated, whose
women- have been outraged and who
bhave been forced to submit to every
other kind of atrocity. They are actu-
ated by the feeling that Germany must
be punished before peace can be made.
You may call it the spirit of revenge.

‘There is another group comprised of
Frenchmen who believe that under no
circumstances should any peace be con
sidered which does not have as a con-
dition precedent the restoration of the
lost provinces of Alsace and Lorraine.

Duty to the Future

‘The third class is by far the largest
and comprises a majority of the citi
zens of France. They are actuated by
what they regard as their duty to com
ing generations of Frenchmen, They
are determined that their children and
their children’s childrenshall be spared
the suflering which German mihtarism
has brought to them in the present
war. To that end they are ready to
make any  sacaifice —to- sacrifice the
present geuerations, if need be. That
feeling is theinspirationof the French
in this war, It is a religion with them.

‘England agrees with France that the
German pe‘t-il mcust be forever obliter
ated,’ replied Dr. Prince in answer to
a question.| Thbey have not arrived at
that conclusion ba pracisely the same
mental processes as those of the ideal-
istic French, however, The. English
look upon {the subject in a practical
way. They kmnowonly that they have
a disagreeable job to do and one that
must be done so thoroughly now that
it will never be-necessary to do it
again. They are not considering the
iength of tihle that will be required or
the cost. [They feel that it must be
done and tﬁey are determined to do it.
As Lloyd Ggorge expressed it: There
is no clock and no calendar in the
British Army.* .

‘Engtand and France feel that they
are fighting the battle of civilization
and humanity and the battle of de-
mocraey,' continned Dr. Prince. They
are cheerful Etand confident of the final
result. This confidence, which is re-
flected in the splendid morale of the
troops, is @deuirably illustrated in one
of the latest| French posters. It pic-
tures a ‘Poilu’ the French egpivalent
for the Englisb ‘Tommy’) charging.
One hend is 1aised aloft and in the
other he js carrying bhisgun. ‘We've
got them ® he is shouting.

‘We've got| them!" That’s the uni-

versal fegling of the people of England
and France. [To them, their positionin
the wer is comparable to that of an
eleven in 8 Harvard-Yale game ep

tering the last period - with a score of
40 to its opponents 10, Their feeling
may be likened to that of a pugilist
when he has kis opponent groggy and
knows that it is only a matter of time
before the finishing blow will be de
livered.’

‘What is the basis for this confi
dence?” Dr: Prince was asked

‘Theie are a number of reasons,‘ ha
replied. ‘In the first place, the allies
are much stronger in guns, both in
number and in quality. They are
vas‘ly superior iu ammunition. 1 was
informed on very good authority that
there are 11,500 munitions faetories in
France and England. The output of
tte French factories is so great that
the transportation of coal and other
industrial commodities is a serious
problem, because of the congestien of
the railroad lines transporting muni-
tions from the factories to the field.
One zan hardly conceive of the amount
of ammunition that 1s used. On O¢cf).

‘{n another respect, and oue that is
most important, the French and Eng-
lish are immeasureably superior to. the
Germans' I refer to tbeir mastery of
the air, due to their greater numbers
and above all, to the superior quality
of the English and French machines.

‘One *doesn’t realize the tremendou-
value of this superiority unless he has
been at the front and seen the work of
the aeroplanes and the observation
balloons, Their value to the intelli-
gence department is incaleulable. They
not only locate the guns, observe the
operations of the enemy and the loca-
ticn of the enemy's tremches ani
furnish other information that is of
tremendous value, -but direct by wire
less the gun fire of the allied batteries.

‘Then, of course, their direct offensive
value is important. They bombard
trenches, railroads and factories, often
seriously impeding the enemy ’

Dr. Prince’s actention was called to
the fact that instances of French and
British planes being bronght down
were reported much more frequently
than like disasters to the Germans.

‘Of course,’ he replied. ‘The reason
the Germans lose less planes is that
owing to this mastery of the air by the
French and English, few German avi-
ators dare to make Hights over the al-
lied lines where fighting is going on. In
a certain period, I was told, the
French and British aeroplanes made
8000 flights over the German lines or:
the S8omme, while inghe same period
the Germans made only 14 flights over
the allied lines. The Geirman aviatcrs
rarely venture within the enemy’s
lines.*
