THE ENGLISH COASTS.

THE TWO ESCAPED
MURDERERS SHOT

WARDEN’S WIFE TRIED
TO COMMIT SUICIDE

Two Men Were Wounded in a Fight
With a Number of Police
Officers.

Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 31.—A telegram
from Butler at 9.30 p.m. says:

“Edward Biddle is in jail dying; John
Biddle riddled with buckshot- and in a
precarieus condition, and Mrs., Peter K.
Soffel lying in the hospital with a self-
inflicted bullet wound in the breast is
the sequal of the sensational escape of
the Biddle brothers from the Alleghany
county jail, aided Mrs. Soffel, the
wife of the jail warden, Thursday
morning.

“The story of the close of the Biddle
tragedy which came at 5.45 this after-
noon is a thrilling one. The scene was
a snow-eovered road two miles east of
Prospect, Butler county, near Momnt
Chestnut, and the exact place was at
MecClure’s barn, where two double tean
sleighs filled with eight officers, three of
them Pittsburg deteetives, John Roath,
Albert Swinehart and Charles MeGov-
ern, met the two Biddles and Mrs. Soffel
in a one horse sleigh, stolen at Perrys-
ville, and at once opened fire on the
trio. The Biddles returned the fire after
jumping out of the'sleigh. Rdward Bid-
dle was shot in the left arm, in the
breast and in one leg. John Biddle was
]riddled with buekshot in the breast and
1ead.

“The Pittshburg .oﬁiw\rs were met at
Butler this afternoon by Deputy Sheriffs_
Rainey_ and. Hoons.and iOffieers “Frank
Holliday and Aaron Thompson, the lat-
ter under command of Chief of Police
Robert  Ray, of Butler.

after the Biddles and Mrs. Soffel. At
this point Wm. Watson, a storekeeper,
had fresh horses awaiting them, and the
chase began anew. The two sleighs
with the eight officers aboard started
westward and met the Biddles and Mrs.
Soffel at MeClure's barn, two miles
from Mount Prospect.

“The Biddles having learned that they
were almost overtaken, and taking~what
they considered the only chance. drove
eastward and met their doom. The of-
ficers werd armed with Winchester
rifles and revolvers of large calibre. They
shot to kill, and their aim was perfect.
The Biddles tried to kill to the last of
the string, but not one of eight officers
{has a wound as the result of the bhattle.

“When detectives got within 60 yards
of the fugitives. they opened fire. The
Biddles promptly answered with ‘shot-
gun and revolver. Mrs,. Soffel stood up
in .the sleigh with a revolver in each
hand and blazed away at her pursuers.
‘When Ed. Biddle fell and she was about
to he captured, she fired a bullet into
her breast. An examination by
sieians shows that she will recover,
the Bullet was deflected by ‘(\1‘ corset
and the wound is comparativel¥ slight.

“Kd. Biddle got a bullet in the breast,
which penetrated hiswight lung, and will
probably end his life before morning.
John Biddle may recover as his wounds,
though numerous, did not reach a vital
spot. The escape of ‘the oilicers is mir-
aculous. The Biddles have demonstrat-
ed on several occasions that they are
good marksmen, and why they should
have failed to-day to bring down their
men is a mystery. After the Biddles
fell to the snow-covered ground, the
officers picked up the apparently lifeless
body of Mrs. Soffel and the Biddles, and
came back to Butler, bringing the stolen

The Two, Men Suceumbed on Saturday
to Wélnds Received in Fight
With Police.

The excitement was unabated to-day,
and a dense crowd. of people hung
about the jail doors all day, trying to
get in to see the two ecriminals, The
most persistent of the crowd were wo-
men, many of whom expressed the deen-
est concern and sympathy for Ed.

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UNITED STATES, GREAT
BRITAIN AND CANADA

Farseeing business men of the United
Qtates recognize that they are “up
agninst” a few problems notwithstand-
inz the remarkable progress of the last

gew years. Not so long ago.it was a car-

@inal principle with politicians and news-

paper writers to talk and write as
though the one great obstacle to the de-
velopment of their resources and the at-
fainment of the true and final position
of the United States were the dominant
position of Grhat Britain-as a manufac-
tuging and mefcantile power. Whatever
may have been the idea of the business
men, they did not say much. Probably
they had mo time to talk. As longwas
thv‘y were kept busy supplying the home
demand for their goods it did not matter
much anyway. Now the case is differ-
ent. Activity in all lines of manufac;
tures is increasing and foreign hostility
is keeping pace with this increase. In
an address delivered about a week ago
in New York Mr. C. A. Gardiner re-
ferred to these phases of the industrial
problem, His speech was both for-
cible and remarkable and contained al-
lusions to the position of the British Em-
pire, and especially the American por-

tion of it, which will be read with con«z

siderable iaterest. In regard to the pre-
sent position of the United States Mr.
says: “Thoughtful Americans
are solicitous for the future, They re-
alize that our manufacturing energy is
abnormal, If it grows with its present
momertum and constantly ‘increasing
midrkets are not provided, the result
must be a hopeless glut in production,
stagnation - of manufactures, strikes,
panics, and general prostration of in-
dustries and trade. Hence the supreme
question—how to enlarge our markets
and expand our foreign commerce?’ 1t
it difficult to gather from the address
whether Mr. Gardiner suggests recipro-
city or a modified form of free trade as
a mears of warding off the threatened
He seems to content himself with
a statement of facts, leaving to the na-
tion the solution of a weighty problem.
His view of the facts which affect our
relationship to the republic is so interest-
ing that we give as mauch of it ds we
have space for.

First in importance are.our trade re-
lations with the British Empire—a do-
main of 16,662,073 square miles, and
S87,000,000 people—the largest area and
the largest number of civilized inhabit-
ants under ome political organization on
the globe, A third of a century ago our
exports to Great Britain were $225,090,-
224, and in 1900 they were $533,819,5645,
an increase in 33-years of 137 per cent.
During the same period our exports to
British Africa increased 1013 per cent.;
to British Australasia 421 per cent.; to
British India 1126 per cent.; and to
British ‘America‘ 322 per cent. In 1900,
our exports to the entire world were
$1,394,483,082, of which we shipped to
British dominions $702,070,802, or 50.34
per cent. of the whole, and to Great
Britain alone $533,819,5645, or 38.28 per
cent, of the whole. During the same
year our exports to Germany and all
German colonies were 13.43 per . cent.,
to France and all French colonies, 6.22
per cent., to Italy, 2.31 per cent,, to Rus-
sia three-quarters of one per cent., and
te the Austrian Empire, only one-half of
one per cent., of our export trade. In
other words, our British exports were
3% times our German, 8 times our
French, 21 times our Italian, 70 times
cur Russian, and 100 times our Austrian;
more than double our exports to Ger-
many, France, Italy, Russia and Austria
combined; oue-third greater than to all
continental Europe, and more than our
<€xports to all the rest of the world.

England demands no reciprocity. She
has adjusted her commerce to our pro-
tective system; and so long as that policy
is substantially maintained with her and
her European trade’rivals, so long will
she give us free trade; and she can do
mothing more. Hence, our British com-
merce if expanded at all, must be ex-
pended by other means than reciprocity.
During the past third of a century Brit-
ish expansion has been phenomenal and
cur British trade has increased in exact
proportion. As England has grown, so
Lave our exports. The corollary is, if
you curtail British territory or British
influence you necessarily curtail Ameri-
czn commerce. Anything that benefits
England benefits one-half of our exports;
anything that injures England, injures
ore-half of our foreign trade. If Russia
should drive England from India, if
British supremacy should cease in South
Africa, our commerce would irretriev-
ably suffer. If the mills of Manchester
and Liverpool and Leeds should shut
down, if England should cease to buy
our corn and wheat and beef and oil and
copper and countless other agricultural
and mineral products, financial loss
would fall on millions of American pro-
ducers, In short, any calamity to Eng-
land, any halt in her growth, any stag-
gering under her burden of empire; any
wavering or faltering or turning back in
her national progress, would injure our
commerce as no other international
event could do. ;

Unquestionably the sceptre- of empire
and the seat of finance and trade are
prassing westward, from England to the
United States: Our exports now lead
the world; our manufactures will soon
follow;' our population is excelled only
by Russia; and our aggregate political
forces are the most powerful among the
nations, In all essential elements of na-
tionality England is now second and the
United States first. But our predomin-
ance does not mean England’s decad-
ence. The change simply follows the
evolution of the race—the new England
on a vast continent, grown larger and
richer and stronger than the old England
in her island home, And, notwithstand-
ing this change, America needs England
to-day more than ever before, and that,
too, an England buoyant, expanding and
rrogressive, with constantly increasing
markets for our goods; not an England

. pessimistic, contracting- and deeaying,
that would net want and eould mot pur-
chase our surplus products. 'And ¥ng-
land, fostering mother of nations, bow-
ing under the weight of empire, turns
away from the Old World and stretehes
out her hands to her offspring, her first
born, America—she needs our inexhaus-
tible wheat fields, and never-failing foed
supply, and unlimited raw: materials, and
above all the friehdship and moral sup-
port of this great Republic with its 80,-
000,000 kindred people.

Henceforth England and America wilk
increasingly recognize their mutual needs
and common interests, and the more
complete such recognition, the more will
our commerce expand throughout the
British Empire. No reciprocal trade
treaties nor preferential duties will mark
tkeir alliance, yet their commercial union
will gradually grow more perfect than
between any ether independent sovereign-
ties., The two nations noyw number one
hundred and thirty-five millions strong.
They rule three hundred and twenty mil-
lions more. Within all! their borders
human intelligence has the freest scope,
public conscience is the most powerful,
law is the most respected, crime meets
the swiftest punishment, and their en-
ergies are combined in evolving the
highest good of mankind; and isolated
from the rest of the world and that isola-
tion increasing, but no longer isolated
from each other, England and America
will hereafter in all divisions of the
world’s affairs be found more and more
together, fostering common commercial
interests and pursuing common commer-
cial aetion, for their common good.

But a reciprocity treaty with any na-
tion in the Continental system would
flagrantly violate the principles of the
Farewell address, heretofore observed as
the corner stone of our international
polity. The pending French treaty, for
instance, would admit French goods to
our market 20 per cent. cheaper than
similar British goods. .If similar treaties
were made with Germany, Italy, and
other Contirental rivals of ‘England,
British trade with us would be ruined.
“Free trade England,” says Senator
Lodge, “cannot make reciprocal arrange-
ments with other nations, because she
has nothing to give.” But how long
would that continue? How long would
Ergland tolerate such gross and palpable
injustica? Swift retaliation with tariffs
ond preferentials throughout the British
Empire would place an embargo on our
commerce and drive home our goods from
the four quarters of the globe. We
could better afford sacrifices in our Con-
tinental trade than such retaliation from
our largest and meost friendly customer,

North and South Ameriea are united
geographically, and by “a set of primary
interests,” as John Quincy Adams said,
“which have none or a remote relation
to Europe.” Hence in expanding our
ccmmerce on this hemisphere, we must
1ecognize such a set of geographical, po-
litical, and commercial interests between
all its peoples as does not exist between
them and the rest of the world. Of all
countries on this hemisphere, our rela-
tions with Canada are most important.
Great Britain first, Germany second,
then ‘Canada, are our three best custom-
ers.

. . . . . . .

“We sell three times as much to Can-
ada as the Dominion sells to us, Why
should we make concessions?”’ asks
Senator Gallinger. Standing at the gate-
way of Canada, President McKinley
must ‘have Had her people and such in-
quiries particularly in mind when he
said: ‘“We must not repose in fancied
security that wescan for ever sell every-
thing and buy little or nothing. If such
a thing were possible, it would jnot be
best for us or for those with whom we
deal.” How long do we conceive it pos-
sible to drain $70,000,000 annually- from
so few a people, and not sink them in
financial ruin or compel them in self-de-
fence and not retaliation to erect a tariff
wall that will absolutely bar out our pro-
ducts?

Canada presents to-day the best op-
portunity in the world for reciprocity.
Agriculture there reigms supreme, Her
inhabitants need our manufactures, and
slthough only 5,500,000 in number, actu-
ally bought from us last year not omly
as much as did the 52,000,000 people in
Mexico, Central, and South America, but
5235'900,000 more! ‘I advocate recipro-
city” with Canada; not merely a 20 per
cent. preferential but absolute free trade.
‘We should abolish every commercial bar-
rier, wipe out every protective tariff, and-
the loss to our home markets would be
wade up a thousandfold in the enormous
growth of our Canadian commerce,

But reciprocity is only a trade make-
shift. The treaty of ’54 was abrogated
for political not economic reasons, and
a new treaty would be no more perman-
ent than the caprices of changing gov-
ernments at Washington and Ottawa.
Burke claimed that Emngland lost Am-
erica because she did not take “a gen-
eral, compreshensive and well propor-
tioned view” of her dominions, and *a |
just sense of their true bearings and re-
lations.” Has the time not come, and
i3 it not now imperative that we should
take such a view of the ‘“‘true bearings
arnd relations” of Canada and the Unit-
ed States? And will it not show that
vhat the two peoples need is reciprocity,
not only of economic but of political
equivalents; that trade unity with Can-
ada will inevitably lead to political unity;
that if we now give her our markets she
will ultimately give us herself; in short,
that annexation. and not reciprocity is
the only policy that will insure the per-

, manent expansion of our Canadian com-
merce? That agmexation, too, should be
the voluntary political act of Canada,
‘backed by the consent of Great Britain;
and whenever the Dominion desires an-
nexation, the imperial consent will be
granted as willingly as was praetical in-
dependence and sovereignty to Australia.

Many, however, who desire annexation
think that by refusing trade concessions
we can destroy Canadian commerce and
compel the Dominion to accept annex-
ation as the only escape from economic
ruin, Let us take warning from our
colonial ‘history. England antagonized :
her colonies and alienated them. She
fought her dependencies and lost them.
Let us also heed our trade history with
Canada. Twelve years of reciprocity
had'in 1866 made the Canadian pro-
vinces commercially more dependent om
the United States than on each other.
Had the treaty mot been abrogated, the |

.of the round-the-world fleet.

Dominion might never have been: formed
and the separate provinces might ere
this have drifted into political union with:
the United States. In 1866 we lost an
opportunity to annex the Eastern pro-
vinces as we did in 1844 to annex British
Columbia and the far Northwest. We
cacnot coerce Canada. She is'not help-
less; she is not dependent on the United
States; she is a continent, of varied and
unbounded resources, peopled with our
own race, Anglo-Saxons, who never yet,
in any quarter of the globe, have been
thxeatened or beaten out of their in-
alienable right to live—economically as
well as politically. We  are near the
parting of the ways. We can now grant
trade concessions that will bind to us,
commercially and politically, a generous
and grateful people; or we can compel
Canada to enact such tariffs as will bar
out our products, engender bitter trade
hestilities, and permanently segregate us
es political communities. o

And what grander prize than Canada
on the face of the globe to-day?—a con-
tinent, larger, than = the United States
with all its islands, girded about by the
some great oeceans, stretching through
the same temperate zone, abutting four-
teen or our great states for 3,500 miles,
possessing 500,000 square miles of the
richest farming lands known and 900,-
000 square miles more of arable and pro-
ductive soil, covered with - boundless
forests and with mines of coal and iron
and copper and silver and gold, all the
way from Cape Breton to the Yukon—
a magnificent, mighty, undeveloped and
almost uninhabited domain.

FOLMINA OVERDUE.

Fears are beginning to be entertained
for the long overdue Folmina, which left
Java with a cargo of sugar for the Brit-
ship Columbia Sugar Refinery on Janu-
ary Ist. On January 21st the Iyo Maru
sighted a vessel which reported all well,
and which was taken to be the Folmina,
but which is believed now to be the
Glenesk. The latter, Capt. J. Rafferty,
arrived at quarantine yesterday morning,
and nftﬁ’ undergoing inspection passed
on to the Sound. The steamer is one
She left
Kuchinotsu on the 14th of last month,
and saw nothing of the Folmina or the
missing Condor. Capt, Rafferty reports
that from the 16th to the 24th he ex-
perienced strong = gales with - furious
squalls of snow and hail and heavy seas.
On the latter date he was in lat. 46.0
N: and long. 177.0 E. Fromthe 26th to
the 1st:inst. his course. was from 51.0
N, and 172.0 W. to 48:30 N and 128.50
W. On this leg of the voyage there
were lights winds and general fogey
weather, with frequent rains. On the
2nd the steamer passed the barque
Kelverdale, of St, John, New Bruns-
wick, steering E. N. E. At 10 a.m., on
the 2nd, there was a fresh S.E. wind
and rainy weather and rough sea. The
Folmina is a vessel of 2.339 tons regis-
ter, and being slow would in any event
be late in arxiving.

Moana sails for Honolulu,
Brisbane and Sydney on the Tth inst.'
She will not ecall at Suva, the Fijian
capital, as announced by telegraph dis-
patches, and her local agent has no ad-;

this service. Rivalry still exists between |
the Canadian and American-Australian
lines, and negotiations with either have
not, so far as known, been completed by
the Fijian governmernt.

Information has just been received
from Sydney, ‘Australia, that the agents
of the Oceanic Steamship Co. have laid’
before the Australian Postmaster-Gen-
eral the alleged advantages of the San
Franeisco route for the transportation
of mails to England. It is proposed
to shorten the time between Sydney
and San Irancisco by omitting Auck-
land, New Zealand, as a point of call
| for the large steamers, which would eall
only at Brisbane, Suva, Pago-Pago and
| Honolulu. It is pointed out that the
| omission of the call at Auckland would
afford an eighteen-day schedule between
. Sydney and San Franeisco, and thereby
. shorten by some three or four days the
time at present required to transport
mails to Lendon via the American route,
The schedule time now between Sydney
and the Bay City is twenty-one days. To
offset shutting out Auckland, it is pro-
posed t6 operate a branch line of vessels
connecting at Suva with the big liners.

PECULIAR OCEAN PHENOMEN.

Navigators whose voyages carry them
between this coast and Australia will
be interested lin a report of Capt. Carey,
of R. M. 8. Mo#na, which has just been
made  public. - On her “last voyage the
steamer - encounteéred a remarkably
strong westerly current south of the
equator. The current is something new
and considerable ecuriosity has been
awakened in it. Capt. Carey, of the
Moana, estimates that the peculiar cur-
rent runs from 15 to 35 knots during the
24 hours. \

As a result of mixing up with the
-ocean river the Moana did not make’
such speed as her engine reacings de-
noted she should. During the first three
days out from Australia the Moana
made 339, 338 and 340 nautical miles a
day respectively, With her engines
turning over at the same rate on the
days following after the current had been
encountered the specd of the sieamer
decreased so that she covered but 311,
312 and one day but 308 knots. In
place of a 12 per cent. slip of the pro-
peller there was noticed a slip of from
15 to 18 per cent.

ATLANTIC FREIGHT RATES,
Report That Agreement Has Been

NEW OVERLAND TRAIN,

Will )f&ke Journey From Vancouver to
Montreal in Three Days,

About the 1st of May the Canadign
Pacific Railway Company will put into
service a new overland train, to carry
exclusively through @ traffic, which the
officers of the company claim will be the
most complete in its equipment of any
transconttinentd] train ever put into ser-
vice on any road. The cars for this
train will be constructed purposely for
it, new throughout, the work of con-
structing .them being now in progress at
the company’s shops at Montreal,

The trzin will consist éxclusively of
sleeping cars, first and second class, din-
ing cars, observation cars and mail and
baggagé cars. There will be no coaches
for the accommodation of local traffic
for the reason that no local traffic will
be handled by this train,

Although the running thiaf of the pro-
posed n2w train has not as’yet been an-
nounced it is uncfficially understood that
it will make the run from Vancouver to
Montreal in three days’ time.

The seats in
these cays will face the sides of the car,
so it will not Be necessary for the pas-
sengers to turn around in order to look
out upon the passing scenery. The sleep-
ing cars will be a combination of the
Wagner and Pullman cars in the United
States, combining the most desirable fea-
tures of each and including in their con-
struction a number of new improve-
ments.

THE FIRST SESSION
WAS HELD 10-DAY

EVIDENCE BEFORE THE
FISHERIES COMMISSION

Cannerymen Advocate Use of Traps to
Meet American Competition in
the Salmon Market.

The fisheries commission held its first
Victoria session at the court house at
10 o’'clock this morning.
of the fisharies department, Ottawa,
presided, and the only other commission-
er present was Ged. R. Maxwell, M. P.
Aulay Morrison, M, P., another mem-
bér of the commission, has not been at-

tending sessions, and Ralph Smith, M. ;

P., the cther commissioner, arrived by
the noon train and sat with the other
commissioners in the afternoon,

Amoung those interested in the in-
dustry who were present were J. C.
Babcock, head of the provincial fisheries
department; C. B, Sword, Dominion in-
spector; Messrs, Lawson and Ker, of
R. P. Rithet & Co., Ltd.; C. F. Todd,
of J. H, Todd & Son; Robt. Cunning-
ham, of Skeena river; S, M. Okell, Thos.
Earle, M. I’,, S. A. Spencer, Hans Hel-
gesen and several fishermen,

Prof. Prince, in opening the session,
read the terms of the order so that those
present might learn the scope and na-
ture of th2 commission. He regretted
the absence of Ralph Smith, M. P., who,
he hcped, would be with them in the
afternoon. The commission was issued
because of representations made to the
government at Ottawa that the salmon
fisheries were conducted = under regula-
tions that harfpered the industry. The
instructions to the commissiohers went
cn to say that they were to make an in-
structive and exhaustive criticism of the
present regulations and bring in recom-
mendations regarding improvements that
should be effected.” While the commis-
sion was an important one, the inquiry
was restricted by the instructions to the
qlmon fishing industiy and other indus-
tries relating thereto. He referred to a
ruling he gave in Vancouver when some
witnesses desired to cross-examine other
witnesses. He ruled cross-examination
out of order. While he and other com-
missioners courted the fullest inquiry,
they did not wish ‘what might develop
icto a wrangle; and as there was con-
siderable divergence of opinion among
witnesses, such might develop, if cross-
examination were allowed. He under-
stood a memorial would be addressed to
the commissioners by the canners, but
he would like to have the. individual
views of canners and fishermen:

Mr. Ker said there was no arrange-
ment for’canners to be represented as a
body, but some ‘of them were prepared
to give evidence. Mr. Todd said ‘that
the board of trade intended to present a
memorial, ;

Mr. Ker then took the stand and said
he was manager of R. P. Rithet & Co.’s
canning interests. He had visited all the
canning streams id British Columbia.
Present regulations were certainly not
adapted to the industry. Fish were
costing too much to meet American com-
petition. Of late years fish have been
costing more. American canners have
increased their output so much that they
now offer very serious competition, Both
Puget Sound and Alaska canners offer
the keenest competition in the English
market. The Alaska industry has in-
creased enormously, as well as that of
Puget Sound. The only remedy he could
see was to allow the British Columbja
canners to catch the fish in the cheapest
manner possible. - Fish are . at present
caught by gill nets and could be secured
cheaper by traps, seines and longer gill
nets.  The fish could be got before
reaching American ~ waters along Van-
couver and adjacent islands. If local
canners were allowed to catch fish
cheaper, the same privilege should be
allowed northern canners. With cheap
fish here, northern canners would be
placed at a particular disadvantage.

United States canners save consider-
ably in methods of canning.

Tf the Dominion government would as-
sist them in getting fish cheaply the can-
ners could easily enlarge . the market.
The canners - have 'endeavored to sell
where they can. The Canadian market
is increasing. They sell direct to the
Canadian market. They hadn’t sold a
vese of last year’s ' pack in the Old
Country yet. It was either here or en
route.

Mr, Ker read a letter from their Eng-
lish selling agents showing that Ameri-
can salmon seriously affeeted the Eng-
lish market and reduced the prospects of
sale and price.

After dealing with the state of the
English market Mr. Ker discussed the
uge of traps.

His opinion was that if traps were al-
lowed on the' Canadian side they could
be used as a lever to secure better {‘ish—
ing ~ arrangements with the United
States. He had heard American can-
ners say that unless some regulations
were introduced the supply would be
seriously affeeted.

Mr. Ker belleved that purse seines would
be better than the present system. They
had an experienced man who made an ex-
periment last summer and he reported very
favorably on use of purse seines.

Mr. Maxwell directed Mr. Ker's atten-
tion to the effect the use of traps would
kave on fishermen and others on the Fraser
river. 2 s

Mr. Ker could not see how this would
affect the Fraser river industry. In his
opinion fishermen had made too much
money in the past. Last year they wanted
15 cenfs a fish. There is no profit at the
present selling price in the Old Country.
Conditions have changed, and canners can
no longer pay‘the higher prices. Fisher-
men try to live on the money made during
the six weeks’ work. They will not do
anything else. They should make up their
minds that they must do other work be-
sides fishing for six weeks.

Mr. Maxwell—*“The canners have spoilt
the fishermen."”

Mr. Ker—“Quite true. At one time both
canners and fishermen were making money,
but things have changed. Our company has
lost money throughout.”

Mr.. Ker was net in favor of reducing
licenses. Reduce the number of boats and
the pack is eertainly reduced.

Mr. Maxwell could not agree with him.
With 4,000 licenses the men were idle kalf
the time.

Mr. Ker said unless something was done
a trust had to be formed, or they would
have to go out of the husiness. His com-
pany were going to close thrée canneries
next season.

Mr. Ker was questioned by .a fisherman,
who was stepped by Prof. Prinee and ask-
ed te give ‘evidence, which he promised to
do in the afternoon.

Mr. Ker, resuming, said that the canners
recognized that in a poer year fishermen
could not make money, and they (the can-
ners) tried to reduce the number of boats.

Summing up, Mr. Ker stld purse seines
could be used to advantage. By use of
traps fish could be secured cheaper and
they could be used as a lever against the
Americans. Fish caught in traps could be
taken to the Fraser river. Unless Ameri-
cans will make satisfactory arrangements,
Canadians should be allowed to fish as
they do.

In reply to Prof. Prince, Mr. Ker said
his company had imported fish last year at
a cost as low as 3 cents. His company was
particularly interested in seine fishing in
Northern waters.

number of fish, 64,826; average, 95%.

Robert Cunningham, a canner of long ex-
perience on the Skeena, next gave evi-
dence. He put up 15,000 cases last year,
and he had the most of it yet. He put up
fish cheaply, but he couldn’t sell It at a
profit with American competition, He want-

*

ed hatcheries on the Skeena, and he wanted
the fish obstructed before reaching Ameri-
cans, so that they could not put up fish so
cheaply. There are enough trap locations
for Skeena river canneries. Coasting can-
ners should get the first chance to seecure
traps. He concurred in Mr. Ker’s evidence.
The canners employed all the Indians in the
neighborhood of the Skeena.

S. A. Spencer, canner, of Alert Bay, put
He noticed no particu-
lar change, except that during last year
the fish came earlier. Every fifth year is a
good year. The run is as good as it used
to be. He employed Indians and white men
as fishermen. He didn’t hold blue ruin
ideas regarding canneries. The greatest
hardship is that he can only fish four days
in the week under present regulations,
which ought to be changed. He believed
salmon became educated to avoid nets, and
on Sunday, when under the regnlations they
were not allowed to fish, the river was full
of them. He believed the fish they caught

] at Rivers Inlet came from the north end of

Island. The cost of fish averaged from 'S5
to 10 cents according to season. Hs fully
concurred in Mr. Ker’s statements. Trap
nets are a humane way of catching fish.
Traps should be under government regula-
tions. They should be lifted at certain
times to allow the fish to go out.

The commission then adjourned until 2:15
this afternoon.

FOR RAILWAY BETWEEN
- MAIN LINE AND MIDWAY

Will Begin at Spence’s Bridge and Run
Through Nicola, Similkameen
and West Fork Country.

Arrangements are being perfected by
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
for the construction of a line of railway
connecting Spence’s Bridge, on the main
line, and Midway, the present terminus
of the Columbia & Western. Plans were
recently filed showing the route of this
new railway. After leaving Spence’s
Bridge it will take a southerly direc-
tion, passing through Nicola and Ashen
Grove to Princeton, the chief town in
the Similkameen mining district. The
railway will then take an easterly route
towards Penticton, at the foot of Okan~
agan ltke, and from there will climb
the divide separating the Okanagan riv-
er from. the west fork of Kettle river.
It will follow the valley of the west fork
to Rock creek and thence to Midway.

‘While the contemplated railway will
not make the most direct route from
the coast to Kootenay, the company con-
tends that it will afford as quick and
easy means of communication between
the coast and Kootenay as . can be se-
cured by any competilive route. The
railway will pass through districts that
have been only awaiting transportation
facilities to ensure rapid development.
Similkameen is rich in copper deposits
and coal measures; thz country to the
north, Nicela, offers many indicements
to the cattle man and agriculturist, and
the country tributary to the west fork
of the Kettle river is rapidly coming to
the front because of the richness of its
mineral reséurces.

This effective bhouse gown, showing no
touch of color on the outside, has a lining |
and much beruffied petticoat of the softest}
rose colored silk. 'The high-heeled, puteut;
leather slippers are ornamented with smart,|
little, tight rosettes of bright-hned ribbon.'

The dinner dress is an exponent of one of
the prettiest fashions worn by tasteful wo-
men. Pale blue taifeta, in that delicate
shade called by the Chinese ‘“young blue,”
is the foundation, and over this is festooned
softest chiffon, so that around the bottom
it resembles a bank of fleecy clouds piled
against a summer sky.

The smart little Louis XV. bodice is made
of brocaded silk pompadour. Coming quite
low and square across the front, the coat is
cut sharply away to form tiny jackets, and
then from the sides extends over the hips
and across the back in a tail effect.

Chiffon ruffles finish the neck and are
caught in a soft, full knot at the bust, drop-
ping from this point in lovely flowing ends.
The plain, tight-fitting sleeves are cut off
straight across at the elbow, exposing the
prettiest part of & woman’s arm, if it be
pretty at all.

At the back is let in a fall of pearl em-
bLroidered chiffon, coming from a point at
the top of the outer seam of the sleeve and
puffing as it reaches the elbow, where it is
gathered up and confined under the narrow
band of pearl passementerie finishing the
lower edge of the short sleeve.

To further enhance the beauty of this ex-
quisite dinner coat pearl embroideries are
applied artistically and hot too elaborately.

The graceful skirt, not too long for a
dinner gown, is a mass of chiffon drapings,
choux and garlands of flowers.

GLIMPSE OF SHIMMERING SILK.

Through the soft screen of the drapings
one catches a glimpse of shimmering silk
beneath.

Of course, the
bodice is a style most unsaited for a young
girl to wear, but one carrying out the de-
sign of the skirt, with its draperies of soft
nmaterial and garlands of roses, would be
quite as effective as the more elegant and
statelier Louis XIV, dinner jacket.

For outdoor wear, with rich furs and a
large picture hat, nothing could be hand-
somer than the ountdoor toilet. Rich sable
tinted velvet forms the material for this
severely cut princess gown,

Velvet in any of the new and wonderful
skades is beautiful, but when it shows a
blending of the browns displayed by a fine
sable skin, shading from the dark stripe
to the almost yellowish tint, it is “beyond
description.””

The stately dignity of this beautiful
model recommends it for a matron just
past the perloa of young womanhood. The
severely plain skirt encases the figure
loosely around the hips, then grows fuller,
without that decided flare that is such a
prominent feature on many of the newest
skirts.

Like all fashionable gowns, particularly
those designed for wear in the house, there
is a slight train falling gracefully from the
folded girdle. A unique trimming is em-
ployed effectively on this gown, and it is
fashioned of rich double faced gatin ribbon
shading from the palest mode to a deep
sable.

The front of the trained skirt shows five
panels of ivory white satin about two inches
wide at the top, and gradually growing
broader, until at the bottom they measure
at least four times that width. The panels
are edged with an incrustation of guipure,
and between each two is a space broad
enough to show the filmy material of the
underneath skirt. This is of soft ivory

A dainty rufile of spangled tulle finishes
the foot of the skirt and shows beneath the
pointed ends of the incrusted panels.

teched, and, if these are hung with tiny
buds or caught with jewelled clasps ‘or
slides, they will be found to furnish quite a
handsome garniture for an otherwise plain
bodice., =

Gauze ribbons are always effective, and
some very stunning little rosettes are
manufactured of this delicate material.
Spangles seean to confine themselves to these
bodice ornaments and we see beautiful
roses, rich shaded leaves and dull black
flowers. glistening withk these brilliant pail-
lettes.

An all black evening gown, particularly if
it be of velvet, is smartly adorned with a
knot of flowers or a chou of diamond-
studded gauze.

1f jewels are not worn in the hair then an
ornament to match the one on the corsage is
quite the smartest thing. Great liberty is
permitted as to just where this hair decora-
tion shall be placed. Wherever it seems to
be the most becoming is the best rule to
follow, and even the size and style depend
entirely on individual taste.

, The eake that Orpheus- threw before Cer-
berus, when the unfertunate nmsician went

to be seen at every Roumanian funeral; the
simple eountry folk decorate the mixture
of corn and sugar with poppies, as, accord-
ing to Latin mythology, Orpheus mingled
the juice of poppies in the cake, that Cer-
berus might fall asleep and allow him: to
pass unobserved.

The fate of the:Sabine women is still
commemorated in our villages, where no
marriage takes place without a preliminary
ceremony; that of the amusing flight of
the bride riding the bridegroom’s horse.
The parents algo coolly play their part, and
catch the couple on their way, pretending
the greatest indignation; and then, when
they have obeyed the customs inherited
from their ancestors, the priest is called
in to accomplish the Christian rite. But
unconscious paganism heas ever held the
foremeost place among the people. At a
fTuneral, after the words of eternal peace
and Christian hope have been spoken over
the closed grave, a libation of oil and wine
is poured on the mound by the priest him-
self, and in this way the primitive religion
is united to that faith from which we all
derive g¢omfort and strength.—The Coatem-
porary Review.

BLIND TELEPHONE GIRL.

The remarkable adaptability of the human
machine is well exemplified in the case of
a blind telephgne operator at Mattoon, Il
According to the Electrical World, Miss
Abbie Downing, the blind girl of twenty-
three years, who began as an operator of
the Metealf - Telephone Exchange on Octo-
ber 26th, is now the most expert operator
the company ever had. She handles a board
for sixty telephones and also has charge of
a toll station of which she personally keeps
the books. She locates a call on the board
by the sound of the *‘‘drop’’ or by running
her nimble fingers over the exchange board.
She graduated from the Inlianapolis School
for the Blind in 1889, and e¢an cook, sew by
hand er machine, do fancy work, and is an
accomplished musician. She is the only
blind telephone operator in the country.

copies of extracts from the testimony

NEW SERVICE 0
- BE INAUGURATED

CAPT. MACKENZIE IS NOW
THE V. & S. "‘-MANAGER

Iroquois Wiil Give a Daily Service to
Coast Points and Ultimately
to Nanaimo.

To-morrow the new service in connec-
tion with the V. & 8. railroad will be
established from this c¢ity when the
steamer Iroquois will leave Sidney for
Crofton, the new town springing up
about the smelter site at Osborne Bay.
To-morrow being an excursion trip the
Iroquois will not go on to Nanaimo, but
the following morning she will inangur-
a daily pas-
senger boat, making thz round trip from
Sidney to coast points, and shortly will
run to the Coal City daily, calling
cach way at Crofton, and at several
other peints on the coast.

The fact that such a service would
be given  early this spring was an-
nounced exclusively in the Times a few
weeks ago, and called forth many ex-
pressions of satisfaction - among the
business men of the city at the time. It
was not anticipated, however, at that
time that the service, would be inaugur-
ated so soon as the pew management of
the V. & 8. bave -effected.

To-day, February 1st, Capt. S. F.
Mackenzie, of Vancouver, who has been
so prominently connected with the Ter-
minal railway, took charge of the V. &
S. T. W. Paterson, who has occupied
that position for so many years, severed
his connection with the road. The cap-
tain was busily engaged last evening
and this morning in making arrange-
ments for the new schedule, and in pre-
paring for the adventeof the road to the
market building. A portion of the stalls
there have been temporarily set apart
as ofﬁ('(;s and freight rooms for the rail-
way, and work will be at once com-
meénced in preparing:these for occupancy.
The work on extending the railway has
been suspended for mearly a week, owing
to the downfall of snow, but it will be
resumed early in tlie week, or as soon
as the ground is bare again. If the
workmen are able to go to work agaim
at the first of the week the line will be
extended to the market before the close
of the week, and the management will
then be able to accept shipments and
customers at their new depot in the very
heart of the city. The fire brigade will
not be moved at once, there being suffi-
cient space in the building to meet the
present meeds of the railway.

Meantime, commencing to-morrow
morning, Victorians will be put in daily
communieation with Crofton and other
coast points, possibly extending as far
as Chemainus. Sharp connection will be
made at Sidney with the Iroquois, which
will be withdrawn from the Island route,
and will ply from Sidney along the coast.
This service will be extended to Na-
naimo very shortly, and the round trip
made daily,

For the Island route, upon which the
Irequis ran, a temporary shift will be
made with the Mystery, which has been
acquired by the V. & S. primarily as a

tug for the ferry barge, which will short-

Iy be placed in operation between Sid-
ney and Liverpool, but which will be
temporarily engaged on the Island route.
In a few dayve the negotiations now in
progress for another steamer will in all
probability be completed, and a suitable
craft secured for the islands,

The names of a number of vessels are
mentioned in this . connection, but no
deal has yet been made, and it would be
premature to announce -what craft will
be used, EW

To-morrow morning an excursion will
be run to Crofton from this city. The
train will leave Hillside avenue station
at 7 o'clock, and will connect at Sidney
with the Iroquois. which will take the
party to the smelter site, returning in
the afternoon. 3

ASKED TOO MUCH.

No Portion of Metropolitan Railway
Company’s Property Will Be
. Transferréd to Yerkes,

London, Jan. 31.—“Np portion of the
Metropolitan Company’s property shall
be handed over to Mr. Yerkes and his
agsociates as the price of union with
the district railway,” was the burden of
the directors’ statement at to-day’s meet-
ing of the Metropolitan Railway Com-
pany. The anticipated split in favor of
handing over the control of the road to
Mr. Yerkes did not occur. The chair-
man said shareholders, representing £1,-
500,000 of stock, wanted the company
to- hand over £13,000,000 of capital to
the Yerkes’s Traction Company, with a
éapital of only atout £1,000,000.

“The railways must work friendly,”
said the chairman, “but the district ask-
ed very much and gave very little.” The
Metropolitan calculated that it could
supply its own electricity. thus saving
£100,000 a year on the Yerkes propo-
sition.

FATAL FIGHT IN SALOON.

One Man Shot Dead—The Murderer
Committed Suiecide,

Boston, Mass., Jan. 31.—Driven  to
i desperation by insulting language of a
~man whom 'he had met for the first time
this afternoon in the bar-room of the
Shakespearean Inn, John Bonnette shot
and instantly killed Geo. McGibbond,
then took his own life.

Late in the afternoon a dozen men
were standing about the bar of the innm/
on “Beach street. Bonnette had ordered
a glass of ale and noticing a glass hadi
not been properly rinsed, spoke to the |
beitender about it, but the latter did not
notice the remark. MecGibbond -over-
heard it and remarked with a sneer:
“You'd better go to the Parker house
if you are not satisfied here.”

This led to an exchange of words and
blows during which one of the men in-
vited the other outside to settle the mat-
ter. Once upon the sidewalk the men
exchanged words until Bonnette whip-
ping a revolver from his pocket fired at
McGibbond full in the face, and the
latter fell dead on the sidewalk. Bon-
nette gave one look at the man, then
turned and ran at top speed around the
corner into Washington street, pursued
by a crowd attracted by the shet.

Before they could seize him, Bonnette
turned about, faced his pursuers, placed
the weapon to his right temple, and sent
a bullet through his brain, death being
instantaneous. Bonnette was a carpen-
ter, 30 years of age, and is spoken of
by his fellow workmen very highly, Me-
Gibbond was 30 years old, a laberer,
and was married.
