ANTS OF WICKED WAYS tilize their favorite foodstuffs. Cases 
in point arc th.* trimmer ants nn.l the 
harvesting ants, both of which 
abound in the. State of Texas. The 
trimmers prune, a sort of wee l which 
ід ts> their taste so that it shall grow 
strong and sturdy. The harvesting 
ants go even beyon 1 that. They 
clear disks several yards across round 
about their nests of all manner of 
vegetation, then plant the. disks with 
ant rice, which th y watch and tend 
until it ripens, letting no vagrant 
or alien twig shew its head.

Ants are entitled to regard them­
selves as early discoverers of the X- 
rny and its mysterious pa were. Sir 
John Lubbock experimented exhaus­
tively as to the effect of colorer! 
light upon the ants in captivity. He 
laid strip* of colored glass over the 
nests, first putting the ant eggs all 
under one special color. In the end 
he determined that the ants did not 
much mind red light, that green light 
was also, in a measure, innocuous, but 
that invariably the eggs were hust­
led from underneath the violet rays. 
In no case was more than a single egg 
left there nt the end of two hours, 
and oftencr than not the removal woe 
accomplished within less than an 
hour.

A SKIRT FACING.

It is a matter of individual taste 
whether skirts made of faced cloths 
and materials of similar weight should 
be Lined or not, but since- it is now 
well known that much weight does 
not necessarily mean warmth, many 
prefer to have their cloth skirts made 
up without linings, or even without 
any lining whatever, electing to wear 
the eilk underskirt as a separate gar­
ment. Once this plan is adopted it is 
generally continued, especially with 
the prevailing long skirts, as they are 
so much more easily lifted, 
made in this way, especially when cf 
light weight Venetian or face cloth, 
require nice facing about 13 inches 
deep, which should be of silk prefer­
ably. The next best material is fine 
Italian cloth or lansdowne.

The facing must be cut very care­
fully to correspond with shape of low­
er edge of skirt. For the amateur the 
safest plan is to cut it the required 
depth1 to match the lower edge of the 
skirt, and then join the pieces togeth- 
as in the cajee of the skirt seams, 
stitching the silk with slightly nar­
rowed turnings, if the same have been 
allowed on both, so as to make it the 
least bit loose on the cloth. Next take 
a< strip of fine crinoline cut on an ex­
act bLag in strips two inches wide, 
which! lay on the inside of cloth edge. 
Turn up and baste both together, in 
the one-inch turning that will have 
been allowed in cutting out the skirt. 
Now place the Lower part of skirt 
wrougside up over lap board, and be­
ginning with the centre of front,baste 
the facing along at its two edges, 
turning the later under as you pro­
ceed. (Be careful to smooth the ma­
terial, but avoid doing so to the fac­
ing, as smoothing one material over 
another tightens the upper one. Hem 
and press the edge nicely, the top row 
of stitches being done invisibly.

Not 
only does it add to the expression, but 
it is a greater safeguard to the eye 
from dust and dangerous flying par­
ticles.

And then about the eyebrow. How 
often women are perfectly neglectful 
about them. Shakespeare tells us how 
the lover, sighing like a furnace has 
writ a " woeful ballad to his mistress’ 
eyebrow ’* but lovers in olden days 
were more appreciative of this fea­
ture than they are to-day.

Eyebrows differ with every individ­
ual but if nature has not been care­
ful to provide one with those of per­
fect form much can be done to help 
matters.

Toward the temple it 
should terminate in a mere line, and 
it should be slightly broader at the 
other end.

Upon the peculiar arch and the 
breadth of the eyebrow much de­
pends.

Your turkeys, my friend, are losing 
the use of their legs from want of ex­
ercise and probably overfeeding. If 
you can find some farmer who will 
take them on li«s .farm and let them 
have range, with only a little food, sim­
ply what they can pick up, they may 
get over it. but 1 would net care to 
breed from them, ns their vitality ! as 
been Impaired. Turkeys cannot lie prof­
itably raised except on a good range. 1 
feed my turkeys only until they are 0 
weeks or 2 mouths old. then they are 
turned out to find their own living until 
the ground freezes.

Perfect males and females have 
wings, which they drop as soon as the 
marriage flight i* o<ver. Wjorker 
ants have no wings. Worker ants, 
or rather tilaves, and the aphis-cows, 
by no means exhaust the list of ant 
dependents. They keep various 
smaller insects as men keep domestic 
animals. Just why is not yet clear. 
The fact remains, though, that in the 
crannies of some nests herds of a 
thousand almost invisible small 
creatures have been found.

A year is the average span of ant 
life, but 00m? species live five years, 
and exceptional individuals u much 
as seven. All species show the live­
liest concern for their eggs, lugging 
them up into sunshine upon fair 
days, and scuttling back with them 
the minute the sky is overcast. Upon 
a fickle April day the eggs may be 
moved a half dozen times. They are 
nearly as regardful of the aphis eggs. 
Indeed, throughout, they protect their 
milch kinc, shelter them well, and 
take pains in rearing their young.

CHATELAINE MIRRORS AND GOLD 
NECKLETS.

It is a revival of an eighteenth cen­
tury fashion, this use of a small jew­
eled hand-mirror that is worn as a 
chatelaine ornament. In the good old 
days of powder, and patches, and wigs 
and rouge a mirror at hand was a 
necessity. The troublesome war paint 
often needed a touch of repairs,which 
in the frank days of Queen Annie,was 
always unblushingly supplied, 
this virtuous twentieth century the 
tiny mirrors are worn only for orna­
ment, so their owners say, and very 
pretty ornaments they are.

There is no limit to the price one 
can pay for one of these little "eyes 
of truth,” for they are most exquis­
itely enameled, set with semi-prec­
ious stones and made of gold, silver, 
ivory, gun metal and gold, or have tor­
toise shell backs, on which, in gold, a 
floral pattern, or the proprietor’s ini­
tials are delicately wrought. The fin­
est art of the French goldsmith is 
lavished on the framework of many 
mirrors, and a small chain and hook 
ut the end of the handle makes the 
trifle fast at the belt of its wearer.

Some chatelaine mirrors of no 
slight artistic and intrinsic merit, are 
framed in bits of old brocade and bul­
lion braid, and some of those most 
closely copied after the eighteenth 
century models, have sliding backs, 
into which court plaster can be slip­
ped.

With that as a beginning and a desire 
to succeed one is in pretty bad circum­
stances who cannot manage to extract 
pleasure and profit from a flock of poul­
try, however cramped he may be for 
room.

Whoever has as much as a quarter 
of an acre of land at his disposal may, 
If he will, keep enough poultry to make 
It woith bis while to take up poultry 
keeping provided he is Interested in the 
business.—American Poultry Journal.

Civic Tax Defaulters Should not vote
Ooaneetlrg with I. 0. R.

OOIXSTO- N" ORTH.
The St. John Board of Trade took 

action on Monday last against a bill 
which Hon. H. A. McKeown proposes 
to ask the legislature to pass at its 
coming session, to change the Act 
uniting St. John and Portland, with the 
object of repealing the part of it which 
prevents civic tax-defaulters from voting 
at the civic elections. Mr. XV. M. 
Jarvis, Chairman of the Board’s Com­
mittee on Legislation, submitted a 
resolution which set forth that the pro­
posed change is exceptional in its char­
acter ; that the payment of civic taxes 
as a condition of exercising the fran­
chise has been required by law in St. 
John for more than 50 years, and simi­
lar regulations prevail very generally 
in the incorporated cities and towns 
throughout the Province.

The resolution further set forth that 
“The committee consider it undesirable 
that laxity in the payment of city 
taxes should be encouraged by the re­
moval of one of the incentives to pay­
ment which now exists; they think it 
unfair that those who have failed to 
contribute to the funds requited to 
meet the city’s engagements should be 
permitted, while in default, to exercise a 
voice in the expenditures which such 
engagements involve; they conceive 
that the influence of those who show 
such laxity is more likely to be given in 
the direction» of a lavish expenditure 
than of a just economy ; and they re­
gard it as contrary to the theory of 
British institutions that the property 
and rights of the citizens who, by the 
payment of city clues, contribute to­
wards its prosperity, should be influ­
enced or controlled by those who lack 
either the will or the ability to meet the 
claims which their citizenship involves.”

There was attached to the repot t 
abstracts of the provisions of the law on 
the subject relating to all the incorpora­
ted town of the Province, showing that 
in the old city of Fori land, Fredericton, 
Moncton, Woodstock, S . Stephen, Mill- 
town, Marysville, Campbel’ton, Grand 
Falls, Chatham and Newcastle, payment 
of civic t«xes is a condit;on of voting. 

The resolution was unanimously adopted 
Also for and cop-'es of it were ordered to be sent 

to the common couocil'and the various 
boards of trade throughout the prov.nee.

During the di-cueston while only one 
member expressed himself favorable to 
the change proposed, ha confessed that 
he had not studied the question fully. 
Two prominent members of the council 
ea-d the change would deprive the ci:y 
of one uf its best levers for collecting 
taxes, while the chairman said the 
McKeown bill was largely promoted hy 
persons who were in a position to pay 
their taxes, but weie desirous of saving 
the five per cent, interest on their money ; 
that, if the hi 1 parsed, it would also be an 
incentive to list stuffing which, under the 
present form, wtis made d fficult.

It is hoped that the Board of Traie of 
Chatham will take this subject in hard 
and endeavor to prevent the attempt that 
is being made by a minority of our own 
Town Couuc 1 to have a similar enact­
ment for Chatham. The objections 
to it are based on the soundest and safest 
principles of civic government. The 
vote to take steps to have the law 
changed fur Chatham was sprung Uj.on

During the fighting Strathcona’s Horse, 
they allege, never gave quarter unless the 
presence of an officer compelled them t«>, aud 
it was their invariable custom to take 
reveng.* on any shits from a supposed 
friendly farmhouse by stringing up all the 
male adults of the place and shooting into 
the dangling bulks in true wild west 
fashion.

Strathcona’s Horse got even too strong 
f »r the military authorities iu Cape Town, 
and in a tour of the fashionable bars of the 
town they riddled every electiic Ight 
bulb, in soma instances smashing up 
bottles on the shelves by the same means.

An orderly, sent to demand order by some 
big gun, was sown up in a sack and thrown 
into a drain, aud a threat was made by the 
members of the H >rse to throw the official 
who made the order after him.

Owing to the frolics of Strathcona’s Horse 
the Australians were not allowed out of the 
barracks at Cape Town, until the day of 
sailing, it being feared that the losses in 
killed and wounded might be greater than 
they had been at the front.

Altogether the Canadians had the most 
fervent send off that Сіре Town ac.-orded to 
any body of troopv.

Is it not about time thvt publishers 
formed a combine against the advertiung 
agency sys em ? There are a few agenciea 
in North America fit to do business with 
but the tendency of the whole sys em is 
to enable a lot of people who are little 
better ih*it fakirs to live upm the earn­
ings of newspaper publishers. The news­
papers of the Maritime provinces are 
constancy receiving offeis which show the 
necessity for shutting down on the 
cormorants who go to advertisers having 
large lines of busineai to place and by 
pretending to have more or less control of 
th) bustueaS of certain groups of pipers 
secure contracts covering them. Tr.en, 
they make utfjrs to the papers they have 
contracted for at a fra .ton of hone=t 
rates, informing them that they have, 
after a great struggle, induced the adver­
tises to give their papers a tud, but 
rates must be low, that acceptance will 
lead to increased future busine s, e'c., 
etc. Most publishers decline such offers, 
but taere must be same acceptances or 
that style of advertising agent could not 
continue to do businets.

For so ne time theie has been a form 
of preying upon publishers by the adver­
tising agency harpies that illustrates their 
impudent methods. They havemoctpital 
or credit, but they offer business at the 
usual ridiculously low rates, with payment 
in “job display typj,” ink, etc—all at list 
prices, while they require a commission of 
twe .ty five per cent, to be deducted from 
the price offered for the work proposed.

One of these latter combination robbery 
advertisements was offered to us the 
other day by a Toronto agency. It was 
for 2000 lines of matter advertising a 
society insurance business, 
have a special position next to and follow­
ing pure reading matter and to be set in 
the type of the office every week—*he 
whole being equ .1 to a four inch advt. 
inserted in the paper for twelve months. 
The agency offered the magnificent sum of 
§15 gross for the work, payable in j b 
display type or job inks. That meant 
25 per cent off the gross am -unt aud 
at least thirty tines aud a third to the 
agency as their cmnnhsion on the type. 
The paper doing the work would, there- 

i fo e, grt just one halt of the §15 and the 
agency the other half. As we have in­
timated, there are, 111 doubt, publishers 
who accept such offers and thus all -w 
themselves to be swiud ed, but waifare 
against the existence of such adveitising 
agency cormorants should be canied on 
by all newspaper men until the pest is 
exterminated.

ONE TRIP A WEEK Sydney, Feb. 21.—Tbe temperance peu, Ьз 

of this cuuutv are alarmed ab the attitude 
which thecouuty uoun-.ul at a spec al seeaiou 
last week assumed toward tne liquor ques­
tion. By an almost unanimous vote, it was I 
decided to repeal the Scott Act, which has I 
b-eu in force in the country f »r several 
years. Petitions are now beiug sent to all 
the districts in order te ascertain the views 
of the public regarding the desirability of 
repealing the act. The temperance advocates 
are urging the people to do all the cauva. eing 
they can ag iiusù the petitions. Tne tocsin 
is beiug sounded in all the temperance 
lodges throughout the country. As there 
are a great many or these, it is supposed 
that the petinous will ui;et w th a great 
deal of opposition.

The county council felt the necessity of 
takiug the course they did in view of the 
alarming increase in the uumbdr of I quor 
stores in tiie Sydneys, the mining centres, 
Louisburg and other places. For year» the 
effort has been made to curtail the traffic, 
but without success. On many occasions 
legitimate vflarts weie made to euforo the 
Scott Act, but only to en l iu the county 
beiug mulcted for costs.

Tne treu і of general opinion is that the 
act has got to go. In this town the fines 
imposed under its opur ».ious have in the 
period of little over six months brought into 
the town treasury something over §4,590 
bub despite this, a large majority of the 
citizens.ar' in favor of the repeal of the act, 
aud w d so signify wh -n the petitions are 
circulated.

Executors Notice.For Boston. A Justifiable Protest.
Loudon, Feb. 23.—Cardinal Vaughan 

has issued a declaration against the anti- 
Catholic oath taken by King Edward on 
the occasion of his accession to the throne 
and, “with the hope of repairing and 
cancelling the і -juries thus committed 
against the Divine Majesty.” he directs 
that a general communion of repiratiou 
shall be celebrated iu every Catholic 
chuich w.thin his jarisdiction, the second 
Sunday of Lent, and that in future the 
words “in reparation” shall be prefixed 
and read before the Divine praises recited 
after benediction.

The cardinal’s declaiation says that the 
Briiiah parliament, alone of ail the pailia- 
ments of the world, declares two sacred 
catholic doctrines are “auspicious and 
idolittons.”

О TALKS OF ROBBERY AND MURDER IN THE

There was a big attendance at the Police 

Court today, the space outside the rail 
being tilled to au uncomfortable degree.

The charge against Merritt Lord, of Car- 
letoo, was the theft of several brass aud 
copper valves and pieces of piping from the 
Miapec Pulp Mill. Some remarkable testi­
mony was taken, portions of it sounding al­
most like a chapter from a dime novel. Dr. 
Silas Alward appeared for the prosecution, 
and Mr. J. В M. Bixter, who has success­
fully defended Lord on several previous 
occasions, appeared for the defence. The 
evidence o? George H. White was first taken. 
Mr. White is Mr. Moomy’s outside foreman 
ar Miapec. He said he knew the defendant, 
who worked at the pulp mill last March as 
an oiler. He saw him at Mispeo about a 
week ago, and epoke to him. They both 
boarded at Molsaac’s. They carried their 
dinner to the mill and walked back to­
gether at night. Shown the pieces of brass 
stolen, the witness said he saw them at 
Mehaao’e, in a pile in a corner of a room 
where Frank Daly slept. He asked Lo d 
where the stuff came from, and L ird said “I 
got that ” The witness told him he would 
get into trouble L iter be ha 1 another con­
versation with Lord in Mclsaac’s house. 
He (Lord) remarked how dead easy it was to 
get away with Mooney when he was c iming 
to Mispeo with the boodle to pay the men 
off. He said he would get behind a rock, 
shoot the horse, and if Mooney would not 
give up the money he would shoot him. 
The witness told him he didn’t want to hear 
talk like that, and warned him if anything 
happened to Mr. Mooney he would give him 
(Lord) dead away. He bad seen Lord with 
a revolver.

The witness, under cross-examination, by 
Mr. Bwctc-r, saiii he belonged to Parrsboro 
and had followed the sea several years. He 
said the articles produced were like articles 
they were constantly using at the pulp mill 
XVhen he first saw the brass in Frank 
Daley’s room he made up his mind the stuff 
belonged to the mill. He never said any 
thing to Mr. Mooney about it until lately, 
when the latter spoke to him ab>ut it. He 
had become a foreman siuce. He never 
knew of any more etuff being taken to the 
house, and didn't look for it, for he didn’t 
want to make trouble for any mao. He 
should have told Mr. Mooney, and w*s sorry 
he did not do so before being a*ked.

Mr. Baxter asked White if he had never 
talked to Lord about bow the bank in 
Maitland, N. S., could be broken into, The 
witness said he did talk about the bank to 
Lord, but it was the latter who said it was 
a mark, aud asked him if he would go there 
with him and do the job. XVitvess said he 
replied that he had a family to consider and 
a reputation. Lord one time heard him say 
that there was a quarter of a million dollar* 
in the Maitland bank. Lord remarked,

Legs 
must not be dark or black in color; All 
other qualities, being equal, a yellow- 
legged chicken brings the same price in 
England as one having white legs.

In breeding Rocks for table quality, 
select a male bird with short legs, and 
with a small low comb. The English 
poultryman, remember, buys the 
head and legs of the chicken, and pays 
less per pound for chickens with long 
heavy legs and large combe. Do not 
develop these useless qualities.

Snow is a Government monopoly in 
tho north of Sicily, and the Prince of 
Palermo derives the greater part of 
his income from it. The snow is ob­
tained from the mountains in felt- 
covered baskets, and is sold in the 
towns for refrigerating purposes.

Tbe right of obtaining and selling 
the snow is sold to contractors, who 
pay a royalty upon every basket, 
sells retail at about one halfpenny a 
pound in our money, and it is largely 
used for making delicious ices, for 
which Palermo cooks are famous.

Many other countries have equally 
curious methods of making money to 
reduce taxation. In Hesse, Ger­
many, a tax has been put upon bache­
lors, who now have to pay 25 per cent 
more in taxes than married men. Tho 
result has been that many well-to-do 
bachelors have emigrated to Prussia.

In England, Sutton Urban Council

MШПАТЕ OF POTASH.
The very general use of commercial 

fertilizers has developed some pro-1 
blerua in agriculture that demand a1 
thorough knowledge of the possible re­
sults of application before such ap­
plication be made. One of these is the 
effect of muriate of potash upon the 
soil, independent ot its fertilizing 
effect.

Muriate of potash contains About 
50 per cent of chlorine and an equal 
amount of potash and is used main­
ly because of its cheapness, that is, 
the relative cost, pound for pound çf 
poiask. It is prefered also to other 
forms because there ia leal labor in 
applying it than in spreading some 
other compound containing a smaller 
percentage of potash, it must, how- 
ever, be used with caution, because, 
first, it is known, to be unfavorable 
to certain crops for example, tobacco 
and potatoes, second, because ita con­
tinual use will produce, under certain 
conditions, serious effects upon soil de­
ficient in urne. Berhaps this action 
is the cause of the tioublv with tobacco 
und potatoes.

Tho lime which all farm lands con­
tain is mainly in tho form of the car­
bonate, an insuluble compound, But 
when muriate uf potash in solution 
comes in contact with this carbonate, 
chemical aciicu sets up and the car­
bonate unît va • і t h the potash, forming 
carbonate uf p:,tash, the cholerine of 
the p< ‘.!>h compound unites with the 
lime -ui f«.-iius eholoride of lime, 
which. t>--ii»g soluble, passes away in 
ihe duiti.ige if the soil be porous. If 
ihe giouuti be. undrained or underlaid 
wii h b .rdpuD, the eholoride remains 
in the surface soil. In the first case 
ihe soil is robbed of lime, in the second 
ihu cioridc acts as ft plant poison. The 
new potash compound is valuable, but 
it has been acquired at tbe expense of 
the lime.
