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SECRETARY’S REPORT.
i

Halifax Church.
Mr. Moderator, Brethren and Sisters,—Since we last met at our Annual 

Session, this Church has passed through one of its most trying ordeals. 
From her first organization to her présent status, sixty-three years has she 
been battling against Satan, and never before has she waded and sunk so 

financial vortex that she could not extricate herself from her
-

deep into a 
imperilled condition until now.

The first thirty years of her existence the edifice fell into decay, a call for 
help was made, her late Pastor, Rev. James Thomas, summoned the congre­
gation together and showed them the necessity of repairing and enlarging the 
building to accommodate the increasing membership. He informed the 
members it was clearly to be understood that no mortgage was to be given, 
and if any one would advance the money he would be responsible for its 
repayment ; an expenditure of over $2,000 was put on the building, borne by 
the Rev. Gentleman and other branches of his family, as no others felt them­
selves able at the time ; said amount was paid in due course. Shortly after 
a spirit of wicked envy arose among some disciplined members, who charged 
the pastor with misappropriation, when after the most scathing investigation 
nothing was proven against him.

A few years later further repairs were deemed necessary, and a vestry 
built by thp same parties, and in neither case was the church mortgaged ; the 
building committee simply acknowledged the various expenditures, and all 
quietness and harmony prevailed, To day a very different state of affairs 
exists. The building required repairs, means employed to collect funds for 
said repairs from a generous public, unwise legislation is introduced, the 
church falls back hundreds of dollars in debt to the minister for salary, a 
mortgage had to be effected to liquidate the liabilities, and now a burden of 
$1,400 of a mortgage, besides current expenses, have to be borne by the 
members and congregation, which necessitates an individual responsibility in 
order to keep the edifice within our ownership. The building yet remains 
out of repairs, as funds that were collected for that purpose were unsatis­
factorily appropriated, which has caused much discontent. The church has 
been pastorless some seven months ; Brother Jacob Flint, a licentiate, with 

outside aid, did good service in keeping the pulpit supplied.
During the year there has been no baptisms. Sister Irene Flint, whose 

sufferings were short, passed away peacefully in the arms of Jesus, in the 
presence of near relatives and friends. Statistics show a falling off of two 
in membership but it is hoped that the new year will be productive of great 
good—by procuring the services of a spiritually minded pastor much benefit 
will be derived There are good workers in the church, but harmony is much 
needed to make it a success.
