> FOR TARIFF WAR

Action of United States
in Raising Tariff Wall

¥ Against France Brings

Retaliation.

Rumors of agﬂh'er In-

crease Tends To Render
More Strained Relations
Countries.

Wasghington, Nov. 1.—France’s Ro-
land for America’s Oliver, is the ac-
tion of the Paris government in put-
tigg into effect today the maximum
tariff against goods coming from the
United States. It did not surprise the
treasury officials.

Ever since notice was given to
Paris that under the terms of the tar-
iff law passed at the last session of
congress the reciprocity agreements
with its low rates on both sides of
the Atlantic so far as the two gov-
ernments were concerned would ex-
pire at the end of October, the United
States has been anticipating the step
taken by France today. This govern-
ment cannot directly meet the French
maximum until next spring, but the
question of what to do in the event
the maximum were applied on the
other side, has been canvassed to
some extent.

Most Vulnerable. "

Sparkling wines seem to be the
most vulnerable point, if such it can
bey called for officials here do not as-
sume that this is the beginning. of
a toriff war of itself. A jump from
six dollars to nine dollars and sixty
dollars per a dozen is the duty on
champagne which is what the restora-

From Camps Of All Three Can-
didates In New York’s Polit-
icdl Fight, Come Assurances
Of Victory.

THE SITUATION
IN MASSACHUSETTS

New York, N. Y., Nov. .1.—~New
York’s triangular political campaign
ended tonight. Wm, J. Gaynor, the De-
mocratic candidate for the mayoral-
ty, made his final speech In Harlem.
Otto E. Bannard, candidate of the
Republican and Fufion forces, closed
his campaign with a noon address on
the waterfront and a brief talk to
negro voters at a downtown Baptist
church in the evening.

Hearst, the independent candidate,
had wound up his formal speech mak-
ing last night at Madison Square Gar-
dens, but some of the lesser lights of
his independent campaign, burned red
fire and espoused his cause with a fin-
al burst of oratory at open air meet-
ings In the four corners of Manhat-
tan tonight, while many of the minor
candidates on both Democratic and
Republican tickets had meetings of
their own but doubtful districts. In
each of the rival camps, complete
confidehce in the result was expressed.
Chas. F. Murphy, the Tammany lead-
er said: .

All Satisfied,

“We are well gatisfied with the re-
sult of the Democratic campaign.”Gay-
nor will receive more votes than both
of the other candidates for mayor, and
he will carry the whole Democratic
ticket with bhim in every borough.”

Herbert Parscns, the Republican
leader said: “Our fight against Tam-
many misrule has won. Reports from
every assembly district in the greater
city, show that Bannard will be elect-
ed by 50,000 pluarality. The entire Fu-
sion ticket will go through with a
landslide vote.”

Chas. Gehring for the Hearst forceg
said: .

“Hearst will get more than 200,000
votes, winning by over 100,000 plur-
elity over the Tammany candidates.
I look for a landslide to Hearst.”

All three sides were agreed tonight
that about 600,000 votes would be
cast tomorrow out of the total regis-
tration of 644,500. Of this number
about 20,000 will be scattering votes
for candidates of socialist, prohibition
and other minor tickets, leaving about
580,000 to be divided among the three
candidates.

About $125,000 was wagered on the
result of the mayoralty contest in New
York today. In the financial district
the prevailing odds favored Gaynor by
about 2 to 1

In Massachusetts.

Boston, Mass., Nov. 1.—Final cam-
paign arguments in the case of Re-
publicans vs. Democrats in Massa-
chusetts were made tonight and to-
morrow the jury of the pkople will
vote on the questions whether Gover-
nor en 8. Draper and the balance
of the state ticket shall continue in
office or give place to James Vahey,
the Democratic candidate for gover-
nor and the balance of that ticket«
The Republicans look with confidence
on the result while the Democrats are
hopeful. The former claim the state
by a plurality ranging from 30,000 to
40,000 for governo® and higher figures
of the rest of the candidates for
state offices, including Lieut.

Rousing Reception in
Toronto--His Masterful
Speech.

Party Strife Laid Aside
In Support .of a Com-
mon Policy For Empire’s
Defence.

Toronto, Nov. 1.—The hearty endor-
sation that was given to the Naval
policy enunciated by Mr. R. L. Bord-
en at a monster meeting of the centre
and south Conservative Associations
and the Borden Club here tonight {s
a bappy augury of the manner in
which that policy will appeal to the
people of this province generally.
In addition to a representative gath-
ering of leading Conservative work-
ers, Mr. Borden was supported by
Hon. George Foster, M. P,, Mr. A. C.
MacDonnel, M. P. and Mr, Edmund
Bristol, M. P.

Warmest Enthusiasm.

The appearance of the federal lead-
er aroused the warmest enthusiasm
and Mr. Borden was cheered to the
very echo. The chairman, Mr. Ar-
thur Vankoughnet, in the course of a
neat address, directed the attention
of the meeting to the resolution
passéd by he club early in the year
in regard to the part Canada should
take in maintaining the naval supre-
macy of the Empire. A motion had
been unanimously adopted approving
of the resolution passed in the House
of Commons on the naval question
On that occasfon, said the spetaker,
Mr. Borden and Mr. Foster had risen
high' above mere party politics, and
had showed the people of the Empire
that they were true statesmen. To
those two men belonged the credit
for putting the clock of imperial unity
many hours ahead.

At the outset of his address Mr.
Borden touched on the record of the
Conservative party from 1878 to
1896, of which no Conservative had
ever had need be ashamed.  Of course
there had been mistaked) but when the
people of this era realized the faith
foresight and courage of such men
as MacDonald, Cartier, Tupper and
Foster, they could easily give good
reason for their faith in the Conser
vative party.

A Unique Spectacle.

Dealing with the events that led up
tg the action of Parliament in regard
to the co-operation of Canada in the
defence of the Empire, he pointed out
that the British Bmpire presented to-
day probgbly the most unique spec-
tacle of co-operation under systems of
self-government in its different parts
ever seen in the history of the world.
People had no idea how strange it
seemed to foreigners that Canada had
the power to tax the products of Eng-
ldnd coming into the country. For the
future history of the Empire, it must
be apparent to all thinking men that
the integrity of the Empire must be
maintained by co-operation in defence
and co-operation in trade. The differ-
ent parts of the Empire would not sa-
crifice one jota of their self-governing
powers, but would render the Empire
more powerful in the eyes of the
world; so overwhelming powerful In
fact that the greatest combination of
nations would hesitate to attack it.

Mr. Foster’s Speech, -

Mr. Borden then spoke of the speech
delivered by Mr. Foster in presenting
the naval resolution. With this speech
Sir Wilfrid Laurler could find no fault
but he did say that the resolution was
not sufficiently definite and moved a
substitute. This amendment has been
changed in several particulars in the
first place, because it put the House
on record against the contribution to
the British navy even in time of em
ergency. This was amended so the
people could give assistance in the
form of a money grant if necessary.
There the Laurfer motion was so ab-
solutely indefinite in regard to time at
which action should be taken that
the word “Speedy” was inserted. It
would have been most unfortunate,
sald Mr. Borden, if a resolution had
been proposed by the Prime Minister
and an amendment introduced by the
Opposition on such a matter had been
vated down by a solid plalanx of Gov-
ernment supporters. On the other hand
it was considered eminently desirable
that the unanimous vote of Canada
should go forth to the nations of the
world in an effective manner, and the
resolution marked in his opinion, the
most distinct advance ever made in
the work of co-operation between the
different parts of the Empire.

Essential to Existence.

Continuing Mr. Borden spoke
part as follows:

This Empire of ours is endowed
with interests and invested with ac
tivities which extend to every conti-
pent and spread over every ocean.
Its naval supremacy is essential to
its existence. When control of the
seas is lost disintegration and de-
struction are already gt the gate and
their entrance cannot be delayed or
denied.

It 18 no small thing to belong to the
greatest Empire of the world, great
est not only in its power and its ma-
terial resources, but above all great-
est in its national and political ideals
and in its high endeavor for liberty,

PEARY HAILED
DISCOVERER OF
THENORTHPOL

National Geological Society Af-
fixes Its Seal To Command-
er’s Claim To Polar Honors
—Asked to Deliver Lecture.

DECLINES TO

DISCUSS FINDINGS

Washington, Nov. 1.—Commander
Robert E. Peary was indorsed as the
discoverer of the north pole by the
National Geological Society today.

Everything indicates that Peary’s
personal statement before the sub-com-
mittee of the gociety today convinced
its members that he set foot on the
top of the world. The explorer has
been invited to deliver the first of
public Jecture before the society here on
Nov. 31, and it was pointed out to-
night that had the proofs been open
to the slightest question he never
would have been asked to appear.

Public Statement.

It was announced tonight at the
home of Rear Admiral C. H. Chester,
retired, that a public statement of the
findings of the society would probably
be forthcoming on Wednesday. This
rapidity in determining the genuine-
ness of Peary's claim that he ached
the pole on April 6 last, is en to
mean that there is no difference of
opinion among the 3 experts wha are
delving Into his Arctic data and that
they are convinced of his honesty.
Peary was the guest of Admiral Ches-
ter at the latter’s home tonight, but
he declined positively to discuss in
any way the testimony he gave before
the committee, It was evident, how-
ever, from his manuer that the ex
plorer was completely satisfied in his
mind what the verdict of the investi-
gation would be.

Commander Peary reached Wash-
ington early today. He was immediate-
ly wisped into an automobile to Admiral
Chester's home before his admirers
or friends could question him. |

At the inquest into the death of
Patrick McGoldrick who ™ fell over
North Rodney Wharf on October 19,
which was held in the.court house
last evening, the jury brought in the

pannelled to inquire jnto the death of
Patrick McGoldrick of St. John, find
that he died in the Public ‘Hospital
on October 20 from injuries received
by falling off Rodney wharf at the
street rallway terminus, as ‘he was
about to take a car for his home on
Douglas Avenue. .
“We strongly recommend that the
responsible parties build. a fence
across the jog inside the bumper and
also a fence on the whole south side
of the street rallway trestle work.
“We further recommend that the
city ‘cotncil compel the responsible
parties to provide lifebuoys and ropes
to be handy in case of emergencies,
and that a responsible party be ap-
pointed caretaker for the public safe-
ty on the wharf,
“We therefore believe the deceased
lost his life on account of insufficient
light and want of proper protection
against falling over the wharf.”

As An Alderman.

In 1897, Dr. MacRae offered him-
self as an aldermanic candidate for
Wellington Ward and was elected at
every subsequent election until 1905
when he voluntarily withdrew. In
1899 he was chosen Deputy Mayor.
Dr. MacRae was faithful in attendance
at the council meetings and took a
deep interest in the matters affect-
ing the welfare of the public,

He took a prominent part in the
organization of the Canadian Union
of Municipalities and was one of the
first vice-presidents for New Bruns-
wick. For one year he was warden
of the municipalty.

In Politics.

From his boyhood Dr. MacRae took
a deep interest in politics. Alleging
himself with the Liveral-Conservatives
he took the platform to advocate the
cause of that party after-.leaving col-
lege. .

In several campaigns he was chair-
man of the Wellington ward commit-
tee. He was onie of the first presidents
of the Junior Conservative Club. On
several occasions

The following year
he was elected an honorary member
of the Grand Ledge.

In 1904 he held the office of Deputy
County Master for St. John, having
succeeded the present Judge H. A.
McKeown in that office.

Last year he was elected Right Wor-
shipful Grand Master of New Bruns-
wick and this year attended the,
SGrand Orange Lodge of British North
America, held at Petersborough, Ont.,
where he was elected chairman of the
finance and appropriation committee,

Dr. MacRae was also a member of
the Masonic order and for a number of
years occupied important offices. He
was a past master of the St. John
Lodge and had also been head of Mc-
.eod-Moore Conclave No. 13 and Rosa
Croix. He was also a member of the
Knights Templar, the Royal Cryptic
Rite, Luxor Temple Mystic Shriners,
and the St. John Lodge of Perfection.

So long
a8 we remain in and of the Empire,
80 long as we fly the Empire's flag,
Canada cannot hold aloof in time of
danger. Without adequate naval de-
dence our ships would be llable t o
capture, our shores to raid, our citles
to tribute, The vast bulk of osr fore-
ign comnierce is ocean borne; and as
our products increase so will this
commerce also increase and develop.
Is it not worth some reasonable meas-
ure of protection?

Is the Empire liable to attack? Re-
gard the ominous signs of the times,
read the solemn utterances of the
ablest statesmen of Britain and tell
me whether you honestly believe that
the Mother country could safely dis-
mantle her fleets and disband her
armries.

Can this Dominion be inthe Empire
and still not of it? Can we honorably
share and enjoy all the blessings, the
privileges and the benefits of British
citizenship and yet shun or evade its
high responsibilities? ' Such a belief
would be inconceivable. The will of
the people must prevail; but I believe
it will afirm what Parliament with
unanimous voice has declared that the
responsibility of co-operation in naval
defence must be met and discharged.
That responsibility involves two en-
tirely distinet considerations: first,
Canada’s immediate duty in the hour
of emergency; next, Canada's duty in
future permanent co-operation,

Emergency Contributions

The resolution as proposed by the
Prime Minister was modified at our in-
stance in several important respects
of which I need only name one. In
its original form it declared against
any money contributions to the Imper-
ial treasury for naval defence. Its
modified form permits and indeed au-
thorizes in time of need what one
might call an emergency money con-
tribution. This modification we deem-
ed necessary under present conditions
The only immediate aid that Canada
could bring to the naval defence of
the Empire in time of serfous peril
would be of this nature. Whether any
such peril is imminent must be known
to the Government and upon them will
lia a heavy responsibility of disaster
or ‘humiliztion should ensue through
their default.

Publfe-opini
must be cousidered and recognized in
s0 important a step and if necessary
given an opportunity for expression.
It is my own belief that a Canadian
unit of the Imperial navy may be made
powerful and effective. I also believe
that in any such undertaking our own
natural resources and raw material
amd above all our laboring population
ought to be considered and employed
so far as may be reasonably ponnlble.
That course i8 incident to the policy
of protection. The advice of the best
naval experts of the Empire shouid
be secured and nothing undertaken
without the fall approval of the Admir-
alty, Our action should be inspired and
chamacterized by neither hysteria® nor
indifference but by a solemn and abid-
ing sense of national responsibility.

There are those who with good
reason point to conditions which have
prevailed in certain public depart-
ments and ‘argue that it would be
foolish and criminal to entrust the
expenditure of public money for such
a purpose to so dangerous a controk
I admit that there have been wanton
and wilful diversion and waste of pub-
lic moneys, that extravagance and
corruption have run riot in more than
one department, that inquiry has been
stifled and prevented. And for all
this it must be admitted that the peo-
ple are’ultl ly responsible b
their will controls. But the remedy
is not to be found in any abnegation
or abandonment of the functions of
self-government. Otherwise we gshould
hand over to Great Britain all our
great spending departments for bitter
administration. That would be a coun-
sel of d ir and a sh ful con-
fessi of our i ity for decent
self-government.. The true remedy is
to be found in the thorough cleansing
of the public departments; in the
scourging out of those who have pro-
faned the of ad fon;
in an awakened conscience and & more
viligant public opinion; in less of
sel and unthinking partizanship

King Figures in Another
Large Venture--Heavy Oper-

Chicago, Nov. 1.—James A. Patten
became $4,000,000 richer through a
wild rise in American and English
cotton markets yesterday. He is long
several hundred thousand bales, much
of which he accumulated when cotton
was selling around 9 cents a pound.
An advance to 14 5-8 cents at the open-
ing, when shorts attempted to cover,
gave him an average profit of 4 cents
a pound. He sold to the shorts on
yesterday's rise and is said to have
made nearly $4,000,000 on the day's
trading.

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Allotment Of Warehouses Made By Harbor Board Yesterday
—No. 6 Berth To Be Filled As Required—City To Charge
Steamers $5 For Heating Warehouses 4-5 and 6—Head
Of Wellington Slip Leased TGovernment Dredges.

At a meeting of the Harbor Board
yesterday afternoon the warehouses
were allotted to the steamship com-
panies for the winter seasen.

The C. P. R. were allotted Nos. 1, 2
and 3, the same as last year, the com-
pany undertaking te heat the offices
at their own expense, and to arrange
the piping free of cost. The same
agreement will be entered into as in
previous years that the berths when
not in use may be allotted to steam-
ers of other lines by the harbor mas-
ter, the company to furnish the ves-
sels with grain from the elevator..

Warehouse No. 6 was allotted to
the Allan Line provided the agree-
ment is signed as usual. Berth No. 6
was left open for the harbor master
to deal with and will be used by steam-
ers of other lines as required. No. 4
warehouse was allotted to the Donald-
son Line at a previous meeting.

A Charge for. Heating.

A new charge has been made this
vear for heating the offices. The C. P.
R. as previously mentioned, will heat
warehouses 1, 2 and 3. for their own
use and the city will make a charge
of $5 a day against all vessels using
warehouses 4,.5.and ©.

It was recommended that the win-
ter port rates for the coming season be
the same as last year. The chairman,
the mayor, Ald. Baxter and Likely
were appointed a committee to con-
sider and report on the winter port
rates- for the season of 1909-10.

It is undéerstood that there was

J. C. MacKenzie Victim Of La-
test Accident—Escaped Un-
hurt And Was Able To Pro-
ceed Home.
