In 1870, therefore, we, 
In conjunction with the British Government, began a 
vigorous enforcement of our fisheries rights, 
favor* could not bring about, was accomplished by this 
vigorous enforcement of our rights and the treaty of 
1871 followed. This treaty was to come Into force 
July 1st, 1878, but, at the request of the United States, 
Canada granted the privilege qf Inshore fishery to 
United States fishermen from April 1st, so that they 
might enjoy the whole season unbroken.

The United States forgot to give Canada the treaty 
equivalent of free entry Çor her fish to their market for 
the same period,—they got free fish from US, we paid 
customs duty to them. Newfoundland and P. E. Island 
pursued the same generous course, and were met In 
the same niggardly fashion. P. E. Island threw open 
her fisheries two years In advance on the understanding 
that the President of the United States should ask 
Congress to refund the duties In the meantime collected. 
The United States forgot to carry out this arrangement, 
but they did not forget to do some other things. The 
treaty provided that fish oil and fish should be free 
from duty. The United States proceeded straightway 
to Impose a duty on packages, and turned a deaf ear to 
all our remonstrances as to this flagrant breach of faith. 
Fresh fish tor immediate consumption were to be free. 
When ice was added to the package, the United States 
ruled that these fish were not Intended for immediate 
consumption, and collected duty on all such. They made 
a treasury department ruling that "seal oil” was not 
“fish oil,” and charged it thereafter with a duty of

pel preached by that man from Cedar 
Rapids ought to be popular with a 
good many of our leading citizens,” 
said Uncle Josh.

thing and the men of little or no ac­
count, there ii some excuse tor not 
performing our civic dutiesi If the 
system we have now is unworkable, 
then our leading citizens have been 
Justified In giving little or no atten­
tion to civic affairs In the past. All we 
have to do now Is to reform the sys­
tem, and then go to sleep for an­
other ten years or bo, This panacea 
ought to appeal to our ease-loving cit­
izens who have neglected their duties 
In the past and who have no disposi­
tion to exercise that eternal vigilance 
which is the price of liberty."

“Do you think the system is every­
thing?" says I.

“Well, It's a great thing. Is the Sys­
tem. Haven't you read Tom Lawson's 
or Lincoln Steffens’ exposure of the 
System. The muck-rakers have shown 
us what the System has been doing to 
the American cities and states. But 
you want to remember that this sys­
tem has been operated by the shrewd­
est, as well as the most unscrupulous 
men in America, Probably the Ameri­
can people when they woke up, 
thought it wae necessary to fight the 
System with another kind of system.

If we read the utterances of the United States 
papers and United States Reciprocity advocates, the 
basis of the agitation is clearly seen. The same ob­
jection is apparent as of olden time, and all succeeding 
years, up to the present, viz., the Americanization of this 
Northern Continent, the absorption of Canada, and the 
absolute dominance of the United States at the expense 
of British power and Canadian Nationality.

This objective was sought in 1774 and later, first 
by trying to persuade us to become rebels. In which they 
were unsuccessful, and then in attempts at conquest, 
which proved equally futile. The methods next adopted 
to secure the same desired end, were trade and fish­
eries compulsion. They used prohibitions, now Inter­
course acts, and high tariffs to Influence ua as regards 
commercial relation», aud systematic depredations and 
h arasements upon our fishing grounds and encroach­
ments upon our well known fisheries right. On the 
Atlantic, and on the Pacific, this policy was persistently 
pursued by the United States fishermen In their opera­
tions, and waa as persistently upheld by the United 
States Government In their support of the pretensions 
and depredations of their fishermen. At great cost we 
were compelled to police and protect our shores, and 
more than once or twice were saved only by the in­
tervention of the British Government and the British 
Fleet.

Newr York, N. Y., Feb. 9.—The as­
pect of the stock market changed de­
cidedly during the course of today’s 
operations, and conveyed the sugges­
tion of greater strength of undertone 
than was generally believed to exist.

New York, Feb. 8.—Owen Kildare, 
author and playwright, who had been 
known as the “Bowery Kipling,” died 
on Saturday in the Manhattan State 
Hospital tor the Insane, at Ward's Is­
land, where he bad been an inmate 
for two years. His death was caused 
by a general breakdown which had 
been developing since his committ­
ment to the Institution. The direct 
cause of his affliction was an accident 
which occurred nearly three years ago, 
when he fell down the steps leading 
to a subway station. He was forty- 
eight years old.

Since his commitment to the hospi­
tal, Mr. Kildare had been visited regu­
larly by his wife and daughter. Last 
October, Mrs. Kildare, who before her 
marriage to the author was Miss Leila 
Russell Bogardus, an actress, obtained 
an annulment of the marriage and 
soon afterward became the wife of 
Lieutenant Commander Charles A. 
Adams, U.S.N., retired.

When Mr. Kildare was thirty years 
old he could neither read nor write 
even his own name. Yet at thirty- 
eight. he was the author of "My Mamie 
Rose,” a book that told the story of 
his own life, and not long afterward 
Ills first dramatic work "The Regen­
eration,” which was produced at Wal­
laces Theatre.

Mr. Kildare was born In a typical 
east side tenement. His mother died 
a few days later. Ills father died 
several months before the child was 
born and he became the foster son of 
Patrick McShane, a friend of bis fa­
ther. When seven years old young 
Kildare began eèlltng newspapers 
along the Bowery and in Park Row. 
At fourteen he was a prize fighter. 
His prowess in the ring won his local 
fame, and young Kildare 
Pittsburg and defeated the champion 
fighter at his weight in that city. 
When he came back to New York 
city he became a barkeeper.

One day Mr. Kildare was standing 
outside a Bowery saloon when a band 
of rowdies insulted a young woman. 
Miss Marie Rose Deeriug. Hq inter­
fered and escorted lier to her home. 
She proved to be & school teacher. 
Kildare met her frequently after that. 
She taught him to read and write. He 
was working as a baggage agent at 
$8 a week when he met the young 
woman, but had trebled his earning 
capacity under her sultiou and became 
engaged to marry her. She died a
