reds of thousands yearly. The world was horrified by the Titanie disaster
because so many persons lost their lives at one time and in one place.
It added only & small percentage to the yearly total of preventable deaths

Before the Titanic wreck oczurred The Equitable Life Assurance
Society, one of the largest finaneial corporations in the world, had put
out a circular addressed to the people of this city. In this circular the
Equitable company asks: .“If it were known that 9,000 lives were to be
destroyed, say, on the 20ths.day of next month, what would happen?”

NEW RULERS
TAKE OFFIGE

Mayor and New Commission-
ers Formally Inducted Yes-
terday — Council Organized
According to Forecast.

The newly elected mayor and com-
missioners took office yesterday, the
ceremony of formally inducting them
into office taking place in City Hall
yesterday morning. There were a
nunfber of citizens in attendance at
City Hall when Mayor Frink took the
chair and called the council to order.

BEF BASHG I
NEW BRUASHIK

Is there any good reason why the
people of New Brunswick should have
to import beef to the extent that they
do at the present time?

Why should we, with our wealth of
hay and pasture lands and a soll and
climate suitable for growing . large
¢rops of roots and other fodder crops
not raise enough cattle to utilize these
resuorces?

Today we are allowing these re-
sources to remain largely dormant and
at the same time we send hundreds
of thousands of dollars away for meats
that are produced under conditions no
more favorable than our own.

One reagon for the existing state of
affairs in this connection, is the ab-
sence, of cattle suitable for the busi-
ness. Years ago we kept in our marsh
districts and along the St. John riv
er, large strong cattle, caws that would
give fairly good results at the pail
and at the same time throw calves
that would make beef animals.

For the last 20 years we have been
changing our stock, led on by the cry
that we must specialize either in beef
or dairy cattle, and that we must not
hope to make a profit from cattle that
would perform both functions.

Bulls of special dairy breeds have
been used throughout the country un-
til it is impossible in some sections to
find steers that will make a decent
carcass. Bulls of special beef breeding
have been used in other places until
the cows from them are scarcely more
productive of milk than the steers they
produce.

For the gpecialist in dairy, this the-
ory is perhaps right, but for the
man who is so situated that it is pro-
fitable for him to raise some beef, it
is all wrong, and this has been among
the chief reasons that he has gone out
of beef raising.

What then is the remedy?

In“the opinion of many men who
are giving the matter their attention,
it 18 the breeding and keeping of
cows that wiir give a good flow of
milk and throw thrifty, growthy calves
that will make beef carcasses,

Is it possible to get such a cow,

To this question the answer is em-
phatically, yes!

As a matter of fact there are today
thousands of such cows in existence
in Great Britain, and it is generally
understood that fully seven-eighths
of the imménse milk supply of Eng-
land is obtained from just such cows.

In former years the milk supply of
Ontario and the Maritime provinces
was obtained from cows. of this type,
but latterly the theory of specializa-
tion had driven this cow out until
she {s hard to find in C da.

What the dairy strains of Shorthorn
("atile are doing in England, and what

they once did here, they can again
do if we will get this blood and in
telligently care _and feed for these

cattle
It is indeed 4 hopeful sign to have

THE BEARS MAKE

New York, N. Y., May T.—Interest
In the stock market continued to cen-

tre largely around United States
Steel today. That stock was again
