Rumor that Tax of Fifteen Per
Cent Would be Levied on
Banks — Fear that Run on
Financial Institutions Will
Result.

Mexico City, Oct. 31.—The govern-
ment today encountered some diffi-
oulty in meeting its payrolis for the
ten days ending today. In some of
the departments only partial pay-
ments were made, with the promise
to the men that the balance would
be forthcoming tomorrow. In other
departments payment had to be en-
tirely deferred. Later, however, the
government secured funds and to-
night began giving the men in all
departments their money. The pay-
masters had instructions to continue
at work all through the night, if ne-
cessary.

Rumors of the inability of the ad.
minigtration to meet its financial
engagements spread over the city, to-
gether with another persistently cir-
culated rumor that President Huerta
proposed to levy a tax of fifteen per
cent on all bank deposits. The latter
report spread to such an extent that
many persons withdrew their funds
from various banks, Apparently there
was no basis for the report. Several
leading bankers said they knew noth-
ing further of it than the talk that
wag going on in the street and the
fact that ‘théy had been required to
answer dozens of telephone inquiries
made by anxious depositors.

The withdrawals did not reach ihe
gmporﬂon of runs on the banks, but
ankers feared that this might be the
yesult should the excitement continue
to grow. The manager of one of the

There is a distinctly high tension
of expectancy here, and on all sides
the belief is freely expressed, both by
Mexicans and foreigners, that the ad-
ministration is facing a financial crisis
It is said that the banks and business
house have been reluctant to pay up
for shares in the 8,000,000 pesos loan
for which they recently subscribed.

Saves Mgxicans.

New York, Oct. 31.—The steamer
that arrived tonight from Vera Cruz
with Mrs. John Lind, wife of Presi-
dent Wilson's special envoy, brought
also Mexican legislators who owe
their liberty, if not their lives, to her
quick wit .and generosity. To save
the two Mexicans from arrest at Vera
Cruz, Mrs, Lind hid them in her state-
yoom and sat up all night on deck un-
til the boat left port and the officers
of the Huerta government had gone
ashore.

A week ago the cables brought
word that the Ward liner, Morro
Castle, had been detained at Vera
Cruz, while Huerta's agents searched
for eight rebellious members of the
legislature of the state of Vera Cruz.
Until the Morro Castle arrived here
tonight only those aboard knew that
two of the eight “deputies” had es-
caped arrest.

Those men, Adolfo Dominguez, and
Miguel A, Cordera, say they will stay
in New York until Mexico becomes
a safer home for the opponents of
Huerta.

Mrs. Lind said that her husband, the
special envoy, had expected to come
home after the Mexican election. Now
she didn’t know when he would come.

The wife of the special convoy is a
house-wifely little woman with quiet
manner and a low voice; but her eyes
flashed as she asserted “I couldn’t
bear to think of these men being tak-
en ashore and hanged. I just had to do
something for them.”

| MEXICAN SITUATION
SUBJECT OF COMMENT

{Should Protect British Interests
Instead of Assisting Big
Financial Men — Another
Paper Attacks U. S.

London, Nov. 1.—In an editorial to-
day the Nation, following an outline of
recent Mexican history, sharply eriti-
cized the policy of Great Britain in
Mexico. After assenting to the propo-
sitions that Great Britain cannot in-
tervene in the affairs of a halfcivilized
nation because its morals are bad and
its politics il-lberal, and that the
first concern of British diplomacy is
with British interests, the editorial
says:

“Our complaint is not that British
diplomacy has declined to intervene
against President Huerta. 1t is rather
that in a peculiarly synical way it
hag given him countenance and at a
moment when the United States was
using its influence to restore some
approach to constitutional rule. If all
the world had recognized Huerta as a
matter of routine, our action ‘would
have had little significance; but it
was taken at a dramatic moment when
it could be interpreted only as a re-
buff and a counterpoise to the efforts
of President Wilson. The term “Brit-
ish interests” in this connection re-
quires some definition. Cheap labor,
for one thing, is not a British inter-
est.”

After stating that Lord Cowdray
and other British capitalists are
friendly to Huerta as they were friend-
ly to President Diaz, and expressing
the belief that American oil interests
are behind the Mexican constitution-
alists, the article declares that even
in the narrowest views of British in-
terests the success of a revolution
which aims at turning serfs into free
wage earners may, in the end, do more
to benefit British trade than all the
favors a dictator might shower on a
few concessionaries.

Scores Foreign Office.

The editorfal concludes with a de-
nunciation of the policy of the Bri
tish foreign office as not being in ac-
cord with Liberal principles. It says
this leaves Great Britain standing
alone among the Liberal powers, and
exposes the country to suspicion at a
moment when the government more
than ever deserves British good will.

The Outlook declares that President
Wilson's Mobile speech means a poli
ey of “idealistic grab,” by which all
Oil\er nations except the United States
will be shut out of the trade of the
western hemisphere,

“Spain from 1600 to 1800," the Out-
look says, “forbade all other nations
to trade with South America, which
was strictly reserved to the commer-
cial enterprises of Spaniards alone.
In the year 1913, President Wilson
wants to impose a practically iden-
tical yvoke of domination on the com-
mpr('i'al relations of the great inde-
pendent communities, which have
grown up between the Rio Grande
and the Antarctic extremity of the
continent. The further assurance
that the effect of the opening of |_ho
Panama' Canal would be to abolish
foreign concession hunters 2
of the investments of the United
States, completes the exposition of
this astounding scheme for the bare-
faced appropriation of the hemi-
sphere. It is barefaced, indeed, but
wildly absurd.

THE PASSING DAY

ALL SAINTS DAY,

All over the world, but especially
in Latin countries, the festival of All
Saints will be observed today, Allhal-
lowmas is also an important feast
among the adherents of the Greek
church, but, owing to the difference in
calendars, it will not be observed by
the eastern church until the fourteenth
of this month. Among the Christians
of Russia and the Balkan States theré
is a very general belief that the spir-
its of the dead return to earth on the
eve of Allhallowmas. The peasants
of the Near East do not fear the
ghosts of dead Christians, but Moslem
“spooks” are congidered to be very
malevolent in disposition, owing to
the’ fact that no Christian prayers
have been uttered for their repose.
This year the superstitous people of
the Balkans are awaiting Allhallow-
mas with a great deal of dread, since
there has been an unusual mortality
among the hated Turks during the last
year and in consequence an extraor-
dinary number of Mohammedan ghosts
may be expected to roam the earth,
working mischief to Christians. An-
other source of worry 18 the supersti-
tion generally held by the shepherds
and peasants of Macedonia, Albania,
Bulgaria and. Greece that a full moon
on Allhallowmas is an absolutely un-
failing singn of a hard and terrible
winter.

The festival of All Saints, or Allhal-
lowmas, has kept alive among the ig-
norant and superstitious many of the
rites and ceremonies of ancient pagan
worship. In some parts of Scotland
bonfires will be lighted today, just as
they were many centuries ago by the
Druids in honor of Baal. The modern
Christian festival was instituted be-
cause of the impossibility of keeping
a spearate feast day for every saint.
The first observance was held in Rome
about thirteen centuries ago, on the
occasion of the conversion of the old
pagan temple known as the Panthoon
into a Clristian church, which was
consecratqd to Mary and all the saints
and martyys. The regular annual ob-
gervance, new common to the Roman,
Greek, English and Lutheran branches
of Christianity, began in the ninth
century, when Pope Gregory IV, ap-
pointed the feast for the first day of
November.

In England All Hallows was ancient-
ly observed by the ringing of the
church bells all day and all night, but
this custom was abolished by Henry
VIIL. In Ireland many peasants still
make a special kind of griddle cakes
for the festival, and these are washed

The laboratories, the neucleus
of which were opened this week in the
basement of the old medical building
at McGill, constitute a branch of the
Government Forestry Service.

A former St. John man, A. Gordon
MciIntyre, B. A, B, Sc., son of Rev. Dr.
W. E. McIntyre of this city, has been
selected to assume charge of the new
department. The position of superin-
tendent of the new department is a
distinct honor to Mr. McIntyre and his
friends in this city will be pleased to
tender congratulations on his appoint-
ment. Mr. Mcintyre spent several
months in Madison, Wis., gathering in
formation for the government in con-
nection with the new department, Dur-
ing the coming winter he will visit
England, Germany, Norway, Sweden
and France on the same mission. He
is well known in commercial and tech-
nical circles and was editor of the
“Pulp and Paper Magazine,”

The laboratories are a branch of
the Government Forestry Service un-
der the co-management of the Univer
sity and the Dominfon Government.

3 New York, Oct. 31.—That part of
New York which is referred to vaguely
as “Wall Street” was in a state of
confusion today. For once in its ca-
reer Wall Street did not know which
way to turn. The new income tax
law becomes effective tomorrow, and
some of the highest priced lawyers,
bankers and corporations’ officials in
the world confessed that they were
completely at sea as to its meaning.

At 7 o’clock tonight a group of men
emerged from the darkened. cavernous
interior of one of the largest banks
of the down town district, and walked
slowly down the broad marble steps.
In the group were the president and
vice-president of the bank. They had
just concluded the last of a series of
lengthy conferences which have been
held every evening aiter business
hours. The subject of all these con-
ferences was the income tax law.

“We are swimming in mud,” said
one of these officials, expressively.
For a day or two I thought I myself
was coming to know what was meant
by the income tax law, and the treas-
no I am convinced that I hardly know
anything about them, and my fellow
officers know less.

How unwilling man has been to ac-
cept his free heritage of pure air!
He is but now beginning to appreciate
the fact that while in the way of safe-
ty and warmth there were certain
obvious disadvantages connected with
the leafy abode of the child race from
which he is descended, the abundance
of fresh, health giving, disease-expell-
ing air, was not one. Our race, in its
childhood, was wiser than its civilized
descendants have proved. The blank-
et Indian, living in his well-ventilated
tepee, knew not the meaning of con-
sumption. His children, forced as
wards of the Government to live in
close houses and study in unventils
ed school rooms, are powerless to re-
sist the white plague. The healthful
life, always a part of the open, which
has been lived by necessity by
race in the child period of its e3
ence, has been lived by the free
tuition .of the normal children of
every race and age.

During the ages we dull parents
have been saying to our children
“Close the door.” Without command
the child has been an opener of the
door. Modern archietecture and gy
giene are but following in the foot-
steps of the child, as they make it
both imperative and possible for us,
awake or asleep, to connect our homes
with the health and vigor of God's
out-of-doors. Our children must almost
pity us, as we dwelt upon the blessed-
ness of the health and happiness to be
found in the home with the open doors
and windows. ‘“Why have you not fol-
Jowed us before?” they seem to say,
“Instead of exiling us from the open,
where a voice within us told us we
belonged.”

How true it is that man's mind has
been torpid and even grotesque in
its workings, as it has been exercised
behind closed doors! The alchemist of
the middle ages was ever viewed with
awe, as his dark gowned and bent
form was seen passing into the mys-
terious, ill-smelling laboratory, where
he was popularly supposed to be gain-
ing more knowledge than was right or
healthful for any Christian man.

The experience of man successfully
warding off disease and building up
e healthy body; seeking to employ
his mental powers more effectively
and enlarge the thought world in
which he lives, is also the experience
of man as he endeavors to exercise
his highest powers and enter into clos-
er relations with the unseen God and
with visible humanity.

The most prominent element in ear-
ly religion is fear. Man dreads the
dark.
