AGED ONTARID MAN
STRIKES WIFE DOWR
AND KILLS HIMSELF

Horrible Tragedy in Home of
William Gauthier of Orient,
Ontario.

In a Fit of Jealous Rage Frac-
tured Wife’s Skull . with
Hammer, Then Cut His Own
Throat.

Clarence Creek, Ont., Jan.17—Creep.
ing up stealthily behind his aged wite,
William Gauthier, of Orient, Ont,, 66
years of age, armed with & small nal}
hammer, and actuated by Jjealousy,
raised his hand and brought down the
weapon with tremendous force, on the
aged grey head of his wife, Then
he raised it again and & second time
struck her just over the eye. She fell
from her chair unconsclous.

Apparently fully cognizant of what
he had done, the old man went to his
room, penned a farewell letter and
killed himself with a razor. First he
attempted suicide with the hammer,
but in this he falled, and €0 took a
razor from a case and, sitting on the
bed deliberately cut his throat, two
cuts being fatal.

Soon after, the wife recovered con-
sciousness, and with her bleeding face
and bloody halr struggled to the door
and out into the street, calling pite-
ously for help. Help came from the
post office on the opposite side of the
road and the horrible tragedy was
then first revealed. The tragedy took
place yesterday afternoon.

Mrs. Gauthier is b4 years of age
and there are five boys and three girls
by the marriage, A sudden attack
of insanity is belleved to have caused
Gauthier to Bttempt the murder of his

years' term expires February 18, The
wildest confusion, out of which aroke
two challenges to duels, marked tho
casting of the ballots, Premier
Polneare was choten president in the
second ballot, his plurality over his
nearest competitor, Jules Pams, min
{ster of sgriculture, being 187, The
deciding vote stood as follows:—Ray.
mond Poincare, 483; Jules Pams, 206;
Marle Edouard Vaillant, 69,

Reymond Poincare’s first  words
upon being officlally informed of his
electfon as President of I'rance were:
“1 shall try to show mywelf worthy
of the confidence of the National As-
gembly, 1 shall forget without effort
the struggles of yesterday, and at all
times to be an impartial administra.
tor." This utterance came when
Antonin Dubost, the president of the
nations! congress in an apartment ad.

A Man of Force.

Raymond Poincare, France's fore-
mogt statesman, is now in his 53rd
year, He is of medium height and
sturdily built. Above all he radiates an
impression of force, both physieally
and intellectual, He is modest in con.
versation, cheerful and patient, and
concentrates his full attention upon
the person to whom he is talking, M.
Polncare's large, luminous e¢yes are
the ‘most striking feature of a face
which suggests tenacity and determin-
ation. He is versatile and comes of a
family distinguished in science and
lterature. The president-elect himself
is & philosopher, a writer and a mem-
ber of the French Academy, with a
notable career in French law circles.
He has a peculiarity of néver sending
| hia clients bills for legal services, al-
| ways saying that they may send him
| whatever they consider to be the vak
|ue of his work. He is capable of dis-
posing of a great variety of affairs in
& short working day, owing to his
habits of keeping to essentials and
effectively keeping others to them.
Also, in consequence, he has time for
private study and much social life.
The president-elect is often seen on
first nightg at the theatres and he at-
tends the principal horse racing fix-
tures.

Premier Poincare’'s personal quall-
ties drew to his ministry an extraord-
inary group of French public men,
| among them being Aristide Briand,
Alexandre Millerand, Leon Bourgeois
and Theophile Delcasse, and he Ts
known to Frenchmen ag & strong man,
The cabinet of Premier Polncare is
regarded as a radical one, steadfastly
opposed to soclalism, The most im-
portant feature of the recent domes-
tic policy of the ministry wam a
change in the electoral system, in-
cluding proportional representation of
all parties and voting in the largest
districts,

Gaiety in Parie.

Paris, Jan, 14—-The journey of
President-elect Poincare from the
palace at Versailles to his home in
Paris was one long triumphant prog-
ress. When his automobile emerged
through the Chateau gate at Versall:
les, M. Ponicare was greeted by the
first expression of joy by the general
public, who gave him round after
round of cheers and accompanied him
to the rallway station, where he enter.
ed a spocial car bound for Paris,

But this demonstration was nothing
to that awaited at the capital. The
Invalides station was surrounded by
4 solid mass of humanity which the
police with difficulty held back. When
the train bearing the President-elect
drew into the station a hush fell upon
the crowd, but as M. Polncare, escort-
ed by Minister of Justice Briand and
M, Lepine, the Prefect of Police, ap-
peared in the door of the station a
great shout went up. M.Poincare
acknowledged the demonstration by
raising his hat,

M. Poincare then entered an auto-
mobile and drove to the Elysee Pal
|ace, where President Fallieres recelv
!ed him cordially and congratulated
him on the victory, The President
and President-elect then affectionately
embraced one another and shortly
after M. Poincare proceeded to his
home mnear the Bols de Boulogne.

Here an ovation awaited him, Prac-
tically all the inhabitants . of the
quarter had mobilized outside his
‘home. and there was one endless

stream of callers and telegraph mes-
sengers bringing felicitations. A huge
bagket placed in the vestibule of the
president-elect’'s residence to receive
cards of congratulation soon was ov-
erflowing and in a short time the
house was literally filled with flow-
ers.

The Power of Sympathy.

Bourgeols is & lawyer by tralning,
but most of a rather long life has
been spent in some public service or
other. Shortly after he began to prac-
tise he was appointed assistant to the
prefects of Rheims and the Tarn. His
first important task was to settle &
number of violent strikes that oc-
curred in the Department of the
Tarn.

He went down with the men and
took their side of it, showing them a
sympathy that is the real secret of his
great power. He was decorated with
the ribbon of the Legian of Honor,
and it was then and there predicted
that he would have a brilllant ca-
reer, He became a deputy from the
Marne, where he was unknown, but
his reputation had preceded him, and
he had represented the Marne almost
uninterruptedly since. In 1880 he was
Minister of the Interior., Afterwards
he wag Minister of Public Instruc-
tion, and Minister of Justice. He re-
organized the universities of France.
He studied the question of the in-
come tax until he knew more about it
than any man in France, if not more
than any man anywhere, and intro-
duced the bill that established it.

EARL GREY'S VIEWS,

The remarkable course pursued by BEarl Grey, former
Governor General of Canada, in publishing a letter in the
1ondon Times criticizing the action of the Canadian
people for refusing to adopt the Taft-Fielding-Laurier Re-
ciprocity Pact, does not incline the majority of people to
regard the ex-Governor General as a man of wisdom.
As a private citizen Earl Grey has a perfect right to en-
dorse or condemn whatever he pleases, but it is unusual,
to say the least, for a man who has been chief executive
to discuss questions that were the subject of party
digcussion when he held office, This is what Earl Grey
has done and his course will be heartily condemned by
fair minded men everywhere, not that it matters much to
tLe Canadian people what the views of the ex-Governor
Geuneral on Reciprocity or any other question may be. A
large majority of the people of this country who know
what they want and believe they know what is best for
the interests of the whole country, decided that the Re-
ciprocity agreement with the United States submitted to
them By the Laurier Government would not prove bene-
ficial to Canada. They did not know at the time what
views Earl Grey personally held on the question and now
they do mot care. Apparently, however, they were those
of a bigoted partizan.

The attitude of Earl Grey is being generally discuss-
€d by the press of the country. The Toronto News gays:
“Karl Grey, a8 a former Governor General, acts unwisely
when he interferes in the domestie politics of Canada.
We did not ask for his interpretation of the trade agree-
ment with Washington. He 18 no better qualified than
are a multitude of Canadians to determine the probable
tendencies and effects of the proposals which Canada
rejected fifteen months ago, There Is no warrant outside
1he mere statement of Earl Grey that hm; the trade agree-
ment been sccepted by Canada the British preference
would have been further increased. There is no war-
rant for the stat t that the agr t would tend
towards free trade throughout the Empire. Indeed an
fnevitable result of the compact would have been to
transfer a portion of the trade nmow done with Great
Britaln to.the United States, and probably to destroy for-
ever any prespect of preferential trade relations through-
out the British Dominions. But Lerd Grey's immediate
offence 1s thilt he interferes directly in a question which,
it the Liberal léaders mean what they say, is still an
' issue in Canada. It is bard to conceive of any greater
fmpropriety of which he could be guilty. His pame
lienceforth will be black-lettered in party literature from
end to end #f'the country, Me is In short an open and
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liberately-formed opinion. That the Reciprocity pact
would have been highly injurious to the interests of the
Empire was the sense of the Canadian people. Earl
Grey says he is inclined to belleve its adoption might |
have brought about an a&pproximation to intra-Lmpire
free trade. The ablest men in this country, including
the most influential Liberals, were of the opinion that
it would tend to separate Canada from the Empire,
President Taft was of the same opinion. At all events,
in his special message to Congress he said it meant the
parting of the ways. In a later speech he declared that
this was the last opportunity for Reclprocity with Can-
ada, and for preventing the formation of a globe-encirck
ing band of British preference, Governor ¥Foss, of Mas-
sachusetts, predicted that the pact would lead to abso-
lute free trade between Canada and the United States.
In the negotiations President Taft proposed such unre.
stricted Iree trade, but the Canadian Ministers thought
the instalment to which they then subscribed was enough
for the present. And at the time the pact was being
negotiated the President was writing te Mr. Roosevelt
that the thing was designed to make Canada only an
adjunct of the United States. How would all this have
conduced to closer Imperial union?”

Earl Grey has gone from Canada and the general
opinion will be that a man so lacking in judgment went
none too #0on.

IN GREATER NEW YORK.
There 18 no doubt in the public mind all over this
continent that the murder of Rosenthal, the “squaling”
gambler, was engineered by men of the New York police.
They feared that the revelations he had made or would
make to the District Attorney would deprive them of the
fat income they enjoyed for protecting gamblers and dis
orderly houses. The boldness with which the removal of
Rosenthal was planned and executed furnished convinc-
ing evidence that the murderers believed themselves be-
yond the pale of the law. Rosenthal was not the first
man who had been done to death in New York; it was
believed he knew too much about police graft. Yet it
would be supposed that with Becker and his gang men in
the death house at Sing Sing prison, the dishonest police-
men of the United States metropolis would have at last
come to a conclusion that they had about reached the
limit of public toleration, It seems otherwise. An in-
vestigation into further graft charges is being held un-
der the direction of District Attorney Whitman, and this
is how the New York Post describes what took place in
the corridor of that temple of justice one day this week:

“A man with hat smashed, collar and necktle torn off,
and his cigar mashed into his face, assailed by a rowdy
crowd that pushed and jostled and all but tore him to
pieces, was finally saved from the mob by being pulled
into a public bullding and fairly thrown into an elevator.
Doubtless, the reader will say this was some desperate
criminal, and the assallants were either frenzied sym-
pathizers with his victims or themselves of the rowdlest
and roughest elements in the community. Oh, dear, no.
The men that rioted and tore the clothes from this man
were representatives of the due and orderly procedure of
the law-—process servers, detectives, patrolmen, lawyers
and assistant district attorneys, The cause of the com-
motion was the taking of a witness into the Criminal
Courts building; the assailants were not men beyond the
law, but policemen; the defenders agents of the District
Attorney; and thus is the cause of justice advanced in the
greatest American city! An honest and vigilant District
Attorney, bent on pursuing certain evil-doers, finds his
chief cause of anxiety in the activities of the police.
What took place in the Rosenthal case is taking place
again. Mr, Whitman fihds it necessary to combat the
stratagems of the police as he has never been compelled
to baffle gangmen or criminals, What an amazing spec-
tacle this is! And there is nothing more amazing about
it than the calm contentment with things as they are
which reigns in the office of the Police Commissioner and
the Mayor.”

Truly the New York policeman is a remarkable char-
acter. Every witness in a criminal case is supposed to
be under the protection of the law, but in New York, ap-
parently, this is supposition only, mot fact. There is

Copenhagen, Denmark, Jan, 17.—
Denmark is noted for its hospitality
to foreigners, tnt there is some-eovis|
dence that this virtue is being over-
taxed by a great influx of poor for-
eigners.

A Salary Record.

The salary pald to Chance is the
high-water mark as far as sport is
concerned. It is possible that some
champion pugilists lke Sullivan or
Corbett, or Fitzsimmons or Jeffries,
may have earned more money in the
course of the year, but pugilists are
usually recompensed according to the
result of their encounters. They may
make a ten stroke, or they may fail,
and the next offer will be small, but
probably Chance, the baseball player,
is the first athlete in the history of the
world who was ever offered $25,000 for
his services for six months. It is well
to remember, too, that Chance’s days
of playing are past. He was one of
he greatest baseball players the game
ever knew, but repeated injuries and
the growing infirmities of age have
caused him to assume the role of
adviser, and it i8 in this role that he
is to receive the salary of $25,000 a
year.

Other Big Salaries.

Another baseball player, named
Bresnahan, signed a contract at $10,
000 a year for the St. Louis team, but
after Serving a year the owners de
cided to get rid of him. In order to
break the contract, which had been
made for four years, it was necessary
to pay Bresnahan $20,000. That is to
say, he received $30,000 from the St
Louis Club for services that did not
extend over more than six months
The Club that dismissed Chance offer-
ed him $6,500 a year and in addition
paid him $10,000 for signing a con-
tract. The New York Telegraph
calculates that Bresnahan will re
ceive $46,000 for his baseball services,
which will extend over eight months,
Close figuring would show that iv
these eighteen months Bresnahan
would not work more than five hours
a day.

. Philadelphia, the ity of Brotherly
Lovey it is called also the City of the
Cradle of American Liberty. 1 want to
put down a few impressions now, for
in a'few days more I. shall be com-
manding the. long journey across the
United States toward the Pacific
Ocean and my beloved home. I am
getting homesick for China, and al-
though of late I have been sending

always with love and reverence for
the illustrious throne, I am as anxious
to tell China about my triumphal
journey in foreign lands as a first wife
is to relate the antics of her first born
boy. #

If New York is the noisest, most
mind distracting and elbow rubbing
place 1 ever saw, and Washington the
most beputiful and. open—though I
have no doubt my French friends
would not thank me for saying this,
especially considering the woods of
Paris (the Viceroy probably refers to
the Bols de Boulogne)—Philadelphia
is one of the most smiling of big cities.

Of course I mean the people, for I
cannot say that the city has any sec-
tions which compare at all with the
upper parts of New York, from Grant's
Tomb and beyond; nor has it anything
half so imposing in buildings on thor-
oughfares as the Capital and Pennsyl-
vania avenue of Washington.

The crowds are 1ot so dense as they
are in New York nor as well dressed
48 those In Washington or Paris, but
they are better natured than any I
have geen amywhere, Clean, nice look-
fag people too, with smiles all over
their faces and cheers and “hellos”
and other friendly greetings coming
from their throats.

1 think the place well named City of
Mrotherly Love. But I am going to
fuvent @ new title, which title I told
the Mayor, and he said he would
write it down and call it the Place of
& Million Smiles. That is almost poetic,
but it is proper, for I have also written
gome lines on the Liberty Bell, which
are yet to be rewritten when I return
tu China.

Whether Li Hung Chang ever re-
wiote his lines uron the Liberty Bell,
compeeed during his stay in Philadel-
phia. i8 not known. Certain it is that
a carcful scarch of his manuscripts
ard no‘es fails to reveal any further
at'emrts to improve or revise the few
»nal lines, although in several
p'aces in his memoirs of later date he
refers 1o the - Liberty Hell, and his
visit to Philadelphis.

The poem to which he refers, and
which has an ¢xcellent cadence and
metre according to Chinese standards,
ig extremely difficult of rendition in
¥nglish, if any attempt is made to
follow the author’s rather involved
thought. It may be transiated roughly
as follows:

To my eyes they did point out the
symbol of Liberty,

And to my ears they did direct the
sound.

It was only a sound of dong-dong,

Aud it came from an instrument of
brass made by man,

The bell did not ring to my ears;

1 could not hear the voice in my ears;

But in my heart its tones took held

And I learned that its brazen tongue

Even in sllence told of struggles
against wrong.

These good sons of America
Call the Liberty Bell’ancient;

But I who come from the oldest of the

And as the official was not at all
sure of the literal accuracy of the
“10,000 X” that part of the message
was ultimately suppressed.

It has at last been decided that the
German Emperor shall have a new
yacht. The Hohenzollern, really a
cruiser, whose dazz!ing white hull has
long been a familiar sight to tourists
in the Norweglan fiords, and which
has also been seen on occasion by vi-
sitors to the Kiel regatta, is pronounc-
ed to be technically unsafe. She was
bullt at Stettin in 1892, but, according
to the German experts who have ex-
amined her in the light of the revela-
tions of the Titanic disaster, she fails
to fulfil modern requirements as re-
gards safety.

Nevertheless, it will be three years
before the new vessel which is to take
her place will be ready for commis-
sion. A vote of £250,000 for the new
yacht is to be included in the esti-

mates or next year. The designs are
understood to be still under discus-
sion, and it is not kpown whether the
new vessel ig to be a royal yacht simi-
lar to those which carry the King of
England, the Czar, and the King of
Spain to sea, or whether, as is ¢onsid-
ered more likely, it ghall as as the
Hohenzollern today, a fighting unit,
symbolizing the constant and insever-
able connection between the Emperor
and the military forceg of the German
Empire.

The Hohenzollern, which does duty
at present as an Imperial vacht, has
really been in such -use only for five
vears, as, until 1906, she was in com-
mission as a cruiser. She then under-
went extensive styuctural alterations,
lasting a year, as the technical ex-
perts refused to guarantee her sea-
worthiness without them. Under nor-
mal conditions, in accordance with the
German naval laws, the vessel would
be placed in the reserve this year, as
it is already twenty years since she
was launched. The chief reasons for
the change are however the question
of safety, already referred to, and the
important fact that, in consequence of
the ever-increasing speeds of the Ger-
man battleships, the Hohenzollern
finds herself now quite unable to keep
ap with a large proportion of the fleet,

When I was informed that it was
consldered “old,” in fact, called the
“Old Liberty Bell,” I asked regarding
its age, and some of the officials be-
gan looking quizzically one to anoth-
er. The Governor of the State himself
did not know its age, but finally some
fellow with sharp eyes discerned a
date.on the symbol, whether inside or
out I cannot say, and announced that
it was some hundred or two hundred
years old.

Ho! a hundred or two hundred (I
forget which) years old Ho! We
would laugh in China if any one
should call anything old at that age.
It is simply an infant, still suckling.
I laughed at the mention and I told
the Governor, He winked and said:

“Yes, Viceroy, all the nations are
suckling infants compared to your
venerable land.”

With that I bowed 2nd thanked him
and | liked him for his speech.

The great celebration for our party
in this city was held principally
about the place where the Liberty
Bell is guaided—a building called In-
dependence Hall, It is a small struc-
ture, not half as large as the Hall of
Sacred Records at Canton, nor even
of the Temple of the Great Philoso-
pher at the Forbidden City. Here it
was that the first Assembly of Amer-
ican representatives met to declare
war upon England and fieedom from
ber heavy taxes. The English taxed
everything the Americans used al-
most, excepting the air and the wa-
ter.

The worst tax of all was upon tea
grown in China. The Americans were
very fond of tea, and they wanted
much of it. So Englend decided that
she could raise large revenues by tax-
ing the tea. Then the Americans
threw the tea into the harbors, tax
and all, and would drink nothing but
milk and water and whiskey for a
long time. Not much tea wss drunk
for eight years, when the war ended
with England beaten. It was what she
deserved. I would hate any man who
deprived me of my sou-chong. (A rare
variety of tea such as the Viceroy
carried as a present to the Czar and
(Czarina, and as he invariably used
himself whenever it was obtainable.)

about Independence Hall, even myself
making a brief address, which was
translated by ————, I cannot recall
his name, a secretary of our Washing-
ton legation.

,In Bulletin No. 30 of the Dairy and
Cold Storage Commissioner's series,
Miss G, Bagnall, N.D.D,, Instructor in
Dairying, Macdonald College, P. Q,
describes the process of makl
cream cheese as follows:

The process of manufscturing this
particular variety of cream cheese is
inexpensive and simple, and the
cheese is go profitable that farmers
should encourage their wives and
daughters to follow these imstruc-
tions, 80 as to be able to furnish their
tables with a good wholesome end nu-
tritious article of diet. If made from
fairly rich cream, it will contain from
40 to 60 per cent of butterfat. Butter
fat is more easlly digested than other
fats, and should, therefore, prove
most beneficial to invalids. With or
without Butter it is most palatable,
and makes deliclous sandwiches, Dur
ing the three years that this cheese
has been made at Macdonald College,
the demand has increased from four
dozen to sixty dozen per month.

Why Its Making 8hould Be Encour
aged. .

1. It is profitable. The cream from
100 pounds of average milk will make
twenty-five cream cheese, which re-
tail at 16 cents each, or equal to $3.70
per 100 pounds of milk,

2. The return is quick, the cheese
being marketable in three days, thus
saving the expense of storage.

Rather less should
be used than is recommended in the
directions for junket, .as for this
cheese a soft curd is wanted, which
will take from two to three hours to
coagulate. Rennet tablets may be pro-
cured at most drug stores.

Promised

Jefterson City, Mo., Jan. 13 —A new
form of hte “water .cure” has been
introduced at the Missouri State Penl-
tentiary here, it 18 declared by con-
viets and 88 & result of the severity
of the tortures inflicted many men
have been incapacitated for work in
the comtract shops. .
That gsome of the priconers have
been forced to undergo the ‘“cure”
while iHl {s a further charge, says the
St. Louis Republic.

A large bathtub in the hospital
ward of the prison is used for the
“water cure.” The piisoner ordered
punished by the “cure” is ftirst strip-
ped ‘to the skin. Then his arms are
strapped 'to 'his sides and his ankles
‘pinjomed. The bathtub is filled with
ice cold water, and into this the con-
viet is placed,”

He is utterly Belpless in the grasp
of the guards or “trusties” who ad-
minister the “eure.” One man seizes
the victim by the ankles and another

plunges his head under the water,
where he .is held until be is almiost
strangled. - s

A common punishment now prac-
tised in the State Prison is “string-
ing up in the ring.” It is a form of
torture inflicted when a convict mis-
ses the “tasks” in the shops.

The unfortunate is taken to the hall
in which are the solitary cells. In the
back wall of each cell is an iron ring
fagtened about seven feet from the
floor. A handcuff is placed on one
wrist of the conviet to be punished.
The cuft i{s passed through the ring
and fastened to the man's other
wrist. The convict 18 thus chained to
the wall with his arms above his head
and his body twisted sideways.

He cannot sit or le down, but con
only lean against the fough-wall. The
strain of the pulling hapdcuffs is
constant on his arms.
