Two Enemy Objectives.

There are two enemy objectives
here; first, to narrow the British sal-
fent, and second, to widen their path
through Nieppe Forest toward Aire
and Lillers.

Besides,
an advance here offers no such rich
prize as success in the north would
bring.

Milner is the strongest figure in the
Lloyd-George government with the ex-
ception of the premier himself, no
member of the ministry has been as-
sailed more Ditterly but nevertheles:
Milner probably is the ablest. He is
an advocate of war to a finish. He
is valled a Prussian by his enemies,
he is not afraid and never worries
about political consequences. At this
crisis Milner is likely to run the war
department with an iron hand and to
Gppose any form of compromise. Since
he, entered the Liloyd-George govern-
ment he has been a member of the
War cabinet without portfolio, devot-
ing his time to thé settlement of many
Lmportant domestic, as well as interna.

London, April 18.—The appointment of Lord Milner to

succeed the Earl of Derby as Secretary for War, and of J.
Austen Chamberlain to a place in the war cabinet, comes as
a great surprise. Derby's appointment to succeed Lord Ber-
tie as British ambassador to France arouses less interest.

Even before General Sir Wm. Robertson’s withdrawal
from the head of the Imperial staff it was generally believed

Derby’s tenure of the war secretaryship would be short.
When Robertson quit, because he opposed the schemes of the
Varsailles conference, it was expected Derby. would follow
him bécause the lattér had publicly announced his support of
the British general in his disagreement with Lloyd George.

.. An influential Conservative, whose greatest bid to fame
was his scheme for veluntary group - enlistment, Derby ‘had
many opponents in various quarters and after Robertson's
downfall it was inevitable he would go. The appointment
of Milner comes as a welcome surprise, though it will un-
doubtedly inspire much adverse criticism.

. MURRAY CONFOUNDS
TER GOVERNMENT CRITICS

Opposition Leader in Brilliant, Dignified Speech
Tears to Shreds the Imperfect Defence Mem-
bers of Present Government have Attempted
to Make of Their Deeds Since Their Elevation to
Office—Hon. Mr. Murray’s" Eloquent, States-

man-like Utterance in

Striking Contrast with

Labored Efforts of Hon. Mr. Tweeddale.

Fredericton, April 18. —Hon. James A. Murray, leader
of the opposition, has delivered many addresses in this prov-
ince, both from the public platform, in the heat of a politica)
campaign and from the floors of the Legislative Assembly,
but never has he risen to greater heights than tonight.

In an address of two and one-half hour's duration, start-

ing at 8.15 and finishing at 10.45, he covered the whole

ground of criticism against the

former administration and

tore to shreds and tatters the imperfect defence the members
of the present governmnt have attempted to make of their
deeds since their elevation to office.

Hon. Mr. Murray’s eloquent, statesmanlike utterance
was in striking contrast with the labored efforts of Hon. Mr
Tweeddale during. the afternooti, and the well filled galleries
after hearing the leader of the opposition went away more
than convinced that by far the greater portion of the ability
and high purpose in the Legislative Assembly of this prov-
ince is to be found in the group of men sitting to the left of
Mr. Speaker and comprising His Majesty's loyal opposition.

Pleased With Acadians.

In opening Mr. Murray congratulated
the members on both sides of the
house on the splendid manner in
which they had contributed to the de-
bate on the budget. Particularly was
he pleaged with the Acadian members,
Speaking in the house last year he had
expressed the opinion that this session
much would be expected ir e way of
oratory from the Acadians and he was
glad to pay this tribute to their abili-
ty in that line.

New Brunswick was enjoying a fair
share of prosperity despite the great
war, but as the struggle in Europe had
grown in intensity until now the Em-
pire was confronted with the most
serious crisis in her history many of
the members felt that their time could
be better occupied than in discussing
matters of domestic importapce. Mem-
bers of the house all wanted to get
through with their legislative duties
and return to their homes, and he felt
sure that all would be.relieved when
prorogation came and those of them
who were interested in the pursuit of
agriculture would be able to return
home to engage in that which every
man in the house had an interest, the
greater production campaign, and he
pledged himself to render all possible
assistance in the promotion of that
work.

It had been alleged by government
speakers that members on the oppo-
site side of the house had attempted
to cast aspersions on the loyalty of
members on the government side, but
he wished to put himself on record as
saying that no matter what political
differences he might have with hon-
orable members opposite he did not
for a minute impute disloyalty to any
of them. The word disloyalty should
be banished from the house and never
used again within its walls.

Hetherington’s Break.

He also regretted that the member
for Queens, Dr. Hetherington, ' had
seen fit to jnsinuate that an effort had
been made in his county to create a
raclal and credal questions. He de-
precated any attempt to raise the
question of Protestanism vs. Catholic-
ism. He did not believe in such a
canvass, did not want it and never
used it. In his life he had had many
Roman Catholics as neighbors and
never saw any difference between
them and Protestants. The member
for Queens would have greatly
strengthened his case if he had refrain-
ed from such utterances.

He then passed to a general criticism
of the speeches of government speak-
ers, both in condemnation of the gov-
ernment of which he had the honor to
be the leader and in defence of their
own administration. Regarding finan-
cial matters' he quoted the remarks
of the provineial secretary to the ef-
fect that the policy of the former gov-

ernment had been to greatly add to
the debt of the country by providing

“something for the party and somes
thing for the private pocket.” He
then showed by statistics that whep
the Hazen government came into pow
er in 1908 it found the debt of the
Province at $5,834,533 and in 1916 this
debt had increased to $9,109,059, which
ﬂgurg did not include the debt on the
Valley Railway. For the increage,
however, Mr. Murray claimed, proved
the claim by statistics that there were
tangible assets that could he shown.
In that connection there wis a bond
issue of $2,107,145 for permanent
bridges, certainly an asset, the bridge
over the Reversing Falls had increas-
ed the debt by $416,788 and there were
olhe.r items all of which would show
that’ the province had obtained goed
value for the money expended.

Increase in Debt.

The increase in debt was $3,274,525
and of this there was $402,500. for
which the former government was re-
sponsible, deduct this and the net in-
crease was shown to be $2,82,325. As
items going to make up this increase
he showed that the government had
invested $31,000 in the Jordan Memor-
ial Sanatorfum, $12,000 in the purchase
of Bishop Scote for the purpose of the
agricultural department, $66,998 in the
Normal School additions, $150,000 in
the Farm Settlement Board work and
$120,000 in contributions to the Imper-
ial government and Belgian relief.
These he thought were very tangible
assets.

Members of the government now in
power had, when in opposition, criti-
cied the administration of his day for
bonding for permanent bridges, yet in
their very first year they had bonded
to the extent of $224,000 for the same
purpose as well as $500,000 for per-
manent roads. If the principle was
bad for the old government to adopt
why had the men who criticized them
adopted it when they came into power.
The action of the present government
was 2 complete admission that perma-
nent public works could not be created
in the province without using the cred-
it of the province.

Some speakers on the government
side had been inclined to show much
enthusiasm over the statement of the
government that the probable revenue
for the year 1918 woudl exceed the
estimated expenditure by something
in excess of $10,000. That was but an
estimated surplus and at the end of
the vear his friends would probably
find it to be a very different thing
from an actual surplus represented by
cash.

More Troubles.

In addition to the troubles connect-
ed with an election and an approach-
ing session he had found a general de-
mand throughout the province for
seed. He had to tell the farmers that
the preceding administration had made
no provision for the purchase of seed
although it had clung to office until
April 4 after being defeated upon the
24th of the preceding February. Al-
though the date was late he had made
arrangements for the paymen? for that
seed by the farmers, In cases In
which men found themselves so fin-
ancially embarrassed that they could
not pay in a short time, he had ex-
tended the time of payment untfl har-
vest. The due date of these extended
notes was October 31st and of the ac-
counts for seed only some $3,000 was
outstanding.

He would have been able to do much
more if it had not been for the dis-
advantageous state of the provinclal
finances which had resulted from the
maladministration of the preceding
goveinment.

He had
devoted a considerable portion of
that speech to what he had done in
Victoria County since he took office
and amongst all the wonderful things
he had accomplished, he was surpris-
ed that he did not find him saying
that he was manufacturing milk, and
directing the course of the Grand
Falls.

He had also made some criticisms
regarding the receipt by the late at-
torney general of commissions on col-
lecting succession duties. That act
was passed by the Government of
which the Hon. gentleman was a sup-
porter and he never found fault with
it until the late Government came

into power. Whatever the ex-At-
torney General received for this
work he was lezally entitled, and

criticism of that nature did net dis-
credit the late Government nor did
it bring any credit to the present one.

Coming now to matters dealt with
by the provincial secretary-treasurer
in his budget speech, the speaker said
that the ground had been so well
covered by his hon. friend from the
county of St. John (Baxter) that there
was not much else left for him to
say.

The provincia] secretary-treasurer
in his speech had declared when re-
ferring to the bonded indebtedness of
the province that a large proportion
of this was due the obligationg incur-
red by the late government, and de-
clared that the latter had succeeded
during the years they were in office
in increasing the debt from $5,000,000
to $9,000,000, with practically mothing
to show for it for the province, but
there was something to show for the
party and something for the private
pocket.The bonded indebtedness when
the late government came into offiee
was $5,834,533.99. When they went
out in 1916 it had increased to $9,-
109,059.16, leaving a net increase of
$3,274,525.17.

Permanent Bridges.

His hon. friend the provincial sec-
retary, had gleclared there was noth-
ing to show for this, but over two and
a half ge'lions had been spent on
permanent bridges; $212,000 had been
absorbed by the New Brunswick Coal
and Railway; $175000 by the C. G.
Railway; $15,000 in the wharves and
grain elevator of St. John; $31,000 on
the Jordan Memorial Sanitarium;
$12,000 for the present agricultural
offices; $67,000 on additions to the
Normal School; $150,000 for the Farm
Settlement Board, which was repre-
gented by the farmg the boaré owned
throughout the province, and $120,000
contributéd to Imperial Govermment
and Belglan relief.

An Unworthy Statement.

Such a statement was utterly un-
worthy of the man who made it. It
might do very well in a little back
#chool house in the county of North-
umberland, but it was certainly un-
worthy of a man occupying the high
and responsible position of provincial
secretary.

The hon. member from Moncton in
his speech made the gtatement that
the late government had begun to
roll such an amount of debt that it
was impossible for the present gov-
ernment to stop it.

The hon. gentleman was not 8o
scared of running up debts a few
years ago. When he held the posi-
tion of provincial secretary he had
got a firm of auditors to go throuvh
his accounts, and their report showed
such an appalling condition of affairs
that he was afraid to publish it.

Even the paper which so enthusi-
astically supports him said that that
portion which he did publish could
only be published for the purpose of
deceiving the people. His hon.
friend’s government when they over-
expended their revenue and got into
debt, got out of their troubles by
funding the deficiency, and yet they
had no hesitation in criticising the
methods of the late government who
were far less guilty in this respect
than the predecessors. His hon.
friend funded over half a million dol-
lars, money that had been expended
that should have been pald out of
current revenue.

Secretary Mistaken.

An8ther statement made by the
provincial secretary-treasurer was that
the present government had secured
for the province no less than $5,710.-
78 interest on current account at the
bank, and he took great credit for
having accomplished this. At the
same time he pointed out that the late
government in 1916 had recefved fioth-
ine whatever from this source. He
(Murray) had pointed out to the hon.
gentleman at the time that he had
been mistaken, but he repeated that
his books did not show it. As a mat-
ter of fact the late government re-
celved in the six yearg down to 1916,
no less than $17,756 from the bank
for interest on accounts, and there
must surely be a ledger acount in the
provineia] treasurer’s office showing
the receipts for 1916.

References had been -made to the
provinces' inscribed stock in London,
and it had been said that no effort
had been made by the late govern-
ment to convert that stock.

He wisheqd to say that the late gov-
ernment had made geveral efforts in
that direction, but were told it would
only be effected through the firm of
J. P. Morgan & Company, and the
circumstances at that time were not
favorable.

When the late government went
out of power they were still endeav-
oring to get the stock converted.
Some criticism had also been offered
regarding the late government sell-
ing provincial bonds to the sinking
fund and hon. gentlemen opposite had
said that that sort of thing should
not have been done. Nevertheless the
present government was doing the
very self same thing but was doing it on
terms far less advantageous to the
sinking fund than the late government
had done.

Board of Works.

He desired to make a few references
to the board of works, and he might
tell his hon. friend opposite that he
gave him credit for wishing to do the
best he could in his department, but
he would tell him that he was facine
a situation that would tax all his|
energies.

Theer are a great many things to
think about these days. The war is on
every person’s mind, and there are
patriotic, political and other activitiesy
of more or less importance to keep
most of us occupied. Under these cir-
cumstances it may hardly be fair to
press for something which could under
ordinary conditions await more oppo™
tune consideration. But there is the
little matter of the Municipal Home
goncerning which The Standard has
saild nothing for weeks, but which is
still unsettled. This is not an affair
to rank in importance with national
service or other serious movements,
but it is a question of human kindness
deserving consideration on the part of
those who have the time to spare.

It will be remembered that as a re-
sult of criticism with regard to the
administration of the Home, a hearing
was held at which evidence was pro-
duced to show the need of amendment
to the existing regulations and changea
in the routine of management. This
hearing took place before the finance
committee of the Municipal Council,
that body being asked to act in the
case by the Board of Alms House Com-
missioners. At the close of the hear-
ing a committee of men and women
was appointed to present to those re
sponsible recommendations which they
thought should be considered. That
committee has had a number of meet-
ings, has carefully gone over all the
points involved, and has prepared 2
series of recommendations looking to
the changes desired. But for weeks
it has apparently been impossible for
the committee to have these recom-
mendations presented. The Standard
is informed that many attempts have
been made to secure a hearing, but
whether the delay is dye to the inves-
tigating committee or is the fault of
the commissioners, is not stated.

The bare fact is that this question,
which would be of great importance
at another time, has been practically
dropped for the past couple of months,
and in the meantime conditions at the
‘Alms House continue as they were be-

fore any action was taken.

SACKVILLE'S FIRST CITIZEN.

The people of Sackville did honor to
themselves yesterday when they hon-
ored one of the first citizens of New
Brunswick, the Hon. Josiah Wood, D.
<. L., LL. D,, former member of parlia-
ment, former senator and former leu-
tenant-governor of the province, who
reached his 75th milestone of life's
journey yesterday. Hon. Mr. Wood
has been a useful public man since he
first entered the public arena before
he was forty years of age, and although
he is not one of those who parades his
name before the public by constantly
shouting from the house-tops, his
splendid example and strong influence
to give Canada a foremost place in
the British Empire have been felt out-
side of the borders of his native prov-
ince.

this sentiment of seltwufficiency, rec-
ords go to show that there are very
many who really do not know.

The ballot to be used in next
Monday's final clvic election contains
four names, those of the candidates
now in the fleld, appearing in alpha
betical order.

The names
of those for whom the voter desires
to cast his ballot must be left just as
they appear. The other names must
be scored out with pen or pencil. There
must be no crosses after the names,
nor any other marks. Simply score
out the names of those for whom you

do not desire to vote.

‘While Canada {s preparing for her
new war credit we here in the United
States can do nothing better for that
heroic member of the Allies and noth-
ing better for ourselves than to play a
large part in the financing of our
neighbor. We need to do this to sus-
tain one of the stoutest arms raining
blows upon the advancing Germans
in France. We need to do it to pre-
serve a foreign trade which, peace or
war, is worth more to us, with the
single exception of the United King
dom, than that of any other domain
on earth.

For all these nations $5,285,000,000,
and not a penny yet for Canada!

Why not, in truth, Canada, trusted
as a good debtor, esteemed as a near
neighbor, honored as a noble ally?

Certainly we can do no less for Canada Pe

France has never forgotten the loss
of Alsace-Lorraine and from every ma-
terial standpoint that loss is not to be
compared with the territory and re-
sources taken from Russia by the Len-
ine-Trotzky plotters.

So long as the present group of rul-
ers continue to dominate the situation
there is but little hope of improvement.
Russia will continue disorganized for
the governing party lack the ability to
bring her out of the chaos into which
she has been plunged. Instances of
this are to be found in every phase of
the alleged administration says a writ-
er who has lived in Russia and is
familiar with conditions there, and he
cites the fact that although decrees
were issued taking over all the banks
in Russia not more than half a dozen
of these institutions have actually
been seized for the reason that it was
found impossible to secure within the
ranks of the Lenine-Trotzky outfit
more than ten men who knew enough
about banking to take over the admin-
istration of these enterprises. As with
this so with other alleged reforms
which the new rulers attempted to put
into effect, and the same authority
says that reams of paper have been
wasted in writing decrees that were
without avail because it was impos-
sible to get the men to put them into
force.

advantage to su t the Foster party.

“We P organizations at
1,300 points within the American lines
in France where every soldier, away
from the rigors of the trenches for
breathing spells may recuperate by
means of all the sports so dear to the
heart of American youth. One hun-
dred of our athletic directors are al-
ready at the front and their work has
met with the highest endorsement of
United States army commanders.”

Among those planning to leave for
France in the next contingent, accord
ing to Dr. Fisher, are such men as
“Sparrow” Robertson, the nationally
known running track builder; Frank
Quinby, former Yale coach, now at
Phillips-Andover; Jack McGee of Bow-
doin and “Tom” Kelly, the famous
New York runner. A college recruit-
ing committee is at work and ninety-
nine coaches and athletes of equal
prominence have been released for the
new work so far. George Corson, the
noted Canadian swimmer, prominent
now in training camp activity on the
Pacific coast ,may be utilized to teach
the officers a number of simple aquatic
sports and they in turn may teach their
men. Corson is said to have been sin.
gularly successful in imstruc.ing, col-
lectively, big classes of men how to
swim.

The experience of the British in
cultivating sports among their troops
in the fleld has convinced the Ameri-
can, French and Italian commanders,
it is sald, that athletics should be re-
garded as a most * important part of
military training and just as necessary
for the morale and esprit de corps of
a body of men as bayonet exercises or
drills.

“This war is giving us an opportu-
nity to make a nation of athletes,” said
Dr. Fisher. ‘“What the army needs for
victory is the mass consciousness and
good, clean sports supply it. We have
discovered that not only do the men
in the trenches take to the major
sports like football, soccer, baseball,
wrestling and boxing but group or
mass games played in
are very popular. Volley ball 1s in
great demand. Thus we expect to
give each soldler the benefit and pleas-
ure of participation in such games so
that, instead of creating ‘champions’
in this or that sport, we shall build
them all up’in vigor and agility.”
Here Dr. Fisher recalled the recent
cable dispatch of the unarmed Ameri-
can athlete in the trenches who, when
about to be bayonetted by a German

raided pulled Bis helmet from his head
and threw it at his adversary. The
German ducked and, as he did so, the

American pounced upon him and wrest-
ed his rifle away. That incident of
presence of mind and agility, he said,
was an {llustration of the value of
sports to the soldier.

The investigation asked for by Com-
missioner McLellan into the death of
|James Vanwart was begun last night
at the court house. A number of wit-
nesses were examined but nothing to
show that the police had in any way
been negligent in caring for the de-
ceased -while in.‘the police cells was
brought out. At 6.30 on the morning
after his arrest Vanwart told Officer
Saunders that he was alright and did
not complain of bemg sick untll 9
o'clock when he told Officer McLeese
he was too sick to lvave the cell.

Commissioner McLelan in opening
the investigation said it was being
held to determine whether any action
or inaction on the part of the police
had had anything to do with the death
of James Vanwart and any person who
had anything to tell in connection
with the case would be heard.

Lieut. G. Earle Logan, adjutant of
the Depot Battalion, asked to be allow-
ed to appear on behalf of the military
authorities,

The first witness was Mrs. Christie
Irons, mother of the deceased. She
testified that the deceased had been
in good health since he was seven or
eight years old but up to that time had
been subject to fits, He was arrested
at the'home of his sister on Brittain
stree), and the last time she saw him
alive was on the afternoon of the day
he died. She was with him at the St.

" | James’ street hospital and he did not

at tha{ time complain of any ill-treat-
ment on the part of the police or mili-
tary authorities. Her son used about
one fig of chewing tobacco and four
packages of cigarettes a week.'

In answer to Lieut. Logan the wit-
ness sald it was possible he might
have used more tdbacco than this.

Detective Briggs told of going to the
house on Brittain street with Inspec-
tor Lucas of the Dominion Police and
arresting Vanwart. At that time. he
had not heard Vanwart complain of
being sick. At the Queen Square Lucas
had handed the prisomer over to the
witness and he brought him to Central
Station and Bave, him over to the
desk man, Officer’ Conrner, and that
was the last he had seen of him.

Lieut. Logan asked the  witness
what the status of Lucas was and wit-
ness replied that he was an inspector
under the Dominion Police, Lieut.

The witness was not close
enough to Vanwart to see whether he
was sick or not; he took the action
he did on the report made to hif.

flicer McNamee said that about
7.30,-having heard a noise like a man
vomiting he had gone downstairs and
saw Vanwart standing by the toilet.
He asked him if he was sick and Van-
wart said no, he was all right. He
then asked what made him vomit, but
Teceived no answer. Wright had said
rothing to him. If he were asked by
a prisoner to gend for a doctor he
would do so. In answer to Lieut. Lo-
gan the witness said he only asked
Vanwar? if he was sick.

Duncan Wright, wh® spent the night
in the cell with Vanwart, said the lat-
ter had asked him to tell some of the
men he wanted a doctor and the wit-
ness had told some man with a dark
checked cap on that Vanwart was
sick and wanted the doctor but he had
told him that after vomiting he would
feel better. He had seen Vanwart
chewing nearly a fig of tobacco and
smoke part of a cjgarette, but had
not seen him spitting. Vanwart had
taken sick in' the middle of the night,
he could not say just what time. In
answer to Lieut. Logan the witness
said Vanwart had vomited ten or
twelve times. ;

Officer McLeese said when he came
on duty about nine o'clock Sergt.
Hastings had told him there was a
sick man downstairs and he was try-
ing to get the doctor for him. The wit-
ness went downstairs and asked Van-
wart what' the matter was and he
sald he was sick, he had asked for a
doctor and wished he would come, A
little later Lucas came and asked for
Vanwart, the witness went down and
told him that Lucas was after him and
Vanwart said he was too sick to g0
out. He returned to the guardroom
and reported the answer »2 Lucas who
then went down and talked to Van-
wart, who told him that his people
would pay for the doctor. . Lucas told
him that if he was only sick to his
stomach the air would do him good
and went into the cell to bring him
out. For a time he refused to come
but finally he ‘came out and the wit-
ness opened the side door and Lucas
and Vanwart went out that way, This
was the last he saw of Vanwart.

Officer Saunders told of being in the
police station about 6.30 on the morn-
ing after Vanwart was arrested and
going down and talking with him. He
asked him how he was and Vanwart
replied all right. He then asked the
witness to get him a drink of water
and he had done so. He did not com-
plain to him of being sick.

The investigation was then adjourn-
ed until next Tuesday evening at eight
o’clock.
