Today as never before, practically
for the first time in the history of man,
the whole world is giving attention to
social unrest, economie conditions affeet
ing society, and seeking a solution for
a better distribution of the necessities,
as well as the better things of like.
| Labor has been studying these things
for a good many years. Now organiza
tions, magazines and other publications

these same problems. In the April num-
ber of The Rotarian, Fred E. Ayer, dean
of the college of engineering, Akrom,
Ohio, discusses the labor situation under
the heading of ‘‘Causes of Bocial Un-
rest’’ in part as follows:
| Experience teaches that acquaintance-
| ship goes a long way toward preventing
| misunderstandings not only between in-

| dividuals but-also between nations and/

clusses. Therefore, if anything written
| or spoken will help the employer and
| employe to a better understanding of
{one- another, such information will be
| productive of some bemefit. It is the
purpose of this article to show one cause
| of dissatisfaction among workmen and
| to saggest a possible remedy.

| If a workman is obliged to buy one
hunpdred different things to support him-
i self and family for one month, he is in
{exaetly - the same financial position
| whether each ome of the things bought
{eosts one dollar and his earnings are
| one hundred and twenty-five dollars or

each costs five dollars and he earns $625

per month,

The answer to sueh an argument is!|
invariably that he is better off with the
| 625 because his savings are five times |
{as much as with $125. Of course ‘this|

is true, but if eveérything has incressed
500 per eent in priece, his $125 will pro
cure no more than the former $25.
