He says: “What is 
wanted is to secure prompt and cer­
tain access to international justice.

The rep­
resentatives of the United States, 
France, Great Britain, Austria-Hun­
gary and Russia were among those 
who made brief remarks. They were 
all vigorously applauded with the ex­
ception of Surgeon J. C. Boyd, who 
represents the medical corps of the 
United States navy at the congress.

Sunday Newspapers in Britain- 
Signal Victory.

It is not often there is witnessed so 
decided a victory of public opinion as 
in the withdrawal of the Sunday Lon­
don (England) Daily Telegraph and 
the Sunday London (England) Dally 
Mail.

A few months ago the London Tele­
graph started a Sunday edition. The 
London Mail followed suit.

The better sentiment of the British 
public at once aroused itself in protest. 
Not alone “the Nonconformist consci- 
ence,” so often spoken of, for in this 
protest joined, shoulder to shoulder 
with the leading Methodists, Presby­
terians, Congregationalists and Bap­
tists, the Archbishop of Canterbury 
and clergy of the Established Church. 
So powerful was the public opinion 
created, that both Sunday papers have 
been discontinued, and it will be many 
a day before a similar attempt is again 
triade. The victory of those who, on 
varying grounds, desire to preserve 
the one day in seven, is signal and 
beneficent, and suggestive of what 
Well-directed public opinion can effect.

Liberals Follow Sir John 
Macdonald.

When the first redistribution bill af­
ter Confederation was introduced in 
1872, Sir John Macdonald laid down a 
guiding principle which was agreeable 
to both parties at that time. The 
words then used by Sir John so per­
fectly fit the character and intention of 
the redistribution bill now before the 
House of Commons that we quote 
them in full:

“It is desired as much as possible to 
keep the representation within the 
country, so that each county that is a 
municipality of Ontario should be re­
presented, and, if it becomes large 
enough, that it should be divided into 
ridings. That principle is carried out 
in the suggestions I am about to make. 
That rule was broken in 1867 in three 
constituencies, namely, Bothwell, Card- 
well and Monck, and I do not think, on 
the whole, that the experiment has 
proved a successful one. I do not think 
it was unsuccessful as far as the repre­
sentatives of these new constituencies 
themselves were concerned, as they are 
well and ably represented by the gen­
tlemen who now hold seats for the con- 
stituencies, and I hope that if I am re­
turned again to the next Parliament I 
shall meet these honorable gentlemen. 
But it is obvious that there is a great 
advantage in having counties elect 
men whom they know. Our municipal 
system gives an admirable opportunity 
to constituencies to select men for their 
deserts. We all know the process

Britain and the Philippines.
If the recent declaration of Mr. John 

Barrett, United States Minister to 
Siam, is indorsed by his Government, 
Great Britain and her colonies will 
have no reason to complain of illiberal 
treatment in the markets of the Philip­
pine Islands, the newly-acquired terri­
tories of the United States. Mr. Bar­
rett spoke, the other day, before an 
influential gathering of British mem­
bers of Parliament in the metropolis. 
He said Great Britain was more con­
cerned than any other nation, after the 
United States, in the future prosperity 
of the Philippine Islands, as British 
trade with them during the last 25 
years exceeded that of all other nations 
except Spain. The British firms there 
paid six times as much as the German 
firms in customs duties. The total for­
eign trade of the Philippines is about 
$30,000,000 , a year, and under the new 
conditions of trade Mr. Barrett said 
that he looked to its increasing to $100,- 
000,000, with consequent benefits to the 
British colonies provided they are alert 
and seized their opportunity. Having 
regard to their position strategically 
and commercially, it was desirable 
that the Philippines should not be con­
trolled by any nation whose policy was 
a menace to British imperialism. The 
policy of the United States with regard 
to customs tariffs would be a fair field 
and no favor, and the conditions of 
trade would not under any circum­
stances be more unfavorable than they 
had been under Spanish control.

can Baptist Educational Society open­
ed its eleventh annual session last 
night.
