HIGH ON BALLOT
Only two women, Mrs. W. R. Me- 

Intosh and Mrs. J. M. McEvoy, both 
of London, will be numbered among the 
44 commissioners to the next general 
council from the London United church 
conference, which held its inaugural 
organization meeting in Metropolitan 
church here this week.

Such representation granted to the 
women is even greater, however, in 
proportion than that in the London con­
ference itself, since only three of the 
eight presbyteries named women dele- 
gates, and there were only eight women 
among 772 ministerial and lay delegates 
to the conference.

Women had been chosen as delegates 
in the former London Methodist con­
ference for eight years or more, but 
when asked, prominent former Presby­
terian ministers stated that no women 
had ever been members of the old 
Hamilton and London Presbyterian 
synod, or commissioners therefrom to 
the general assembly of the church.

London presbytery had one woman.

Smaller cities have felt the addi-

X MESSAGE from London, Ontario, tells A a curious lawsuit fought to maintain the 
landed rights of the "Six Nations." It would be

gage in complicated litigation.

Not long ago the League of Nations was 
actually appealed to by some of the tribes and 
invited' to take action under that clause of the 
covenant which deals, with threats of war—in 
this case the war would have been between the 
Indian tribes and Canada The aggrieved chiefs 
argued that their Magna Charta, granted after 
the American war of independence by George 
HI to "his faithful allies," the Red Indians. was 
being infringed and that they were being ab-

■sorbed into the ordinary Canadian system.
Earlier this summer several chiefs were in 

England on the same errand. But. of course. 
Piscan hope for nothing from this side. They 
must settle their differences directly with the 
Canadian government. One may hope, however,

I this leaves the hatchery man the 
I option of closing Ills hatchery or 
cutting his prices. But as fertility, 
and hatchability are always better 
in the late spring, he can well afford, 
to do the latter. Last season I made 
money on the 25,000 chicks that I 
disposed of at 121 cents.

LEAVE FOR GERMANY

Associated Press Despatch.;
Raccionigi, Italy, Sept. 23.—In a 

setting of mediaeval splendor, a 
romance of love at first sight cul­
minated today when Princess Ma­
falda, 22-year-old daughter of the! 
king and queen of Italy, was united 
in marriage to Prince Philip, 29-year- 
old son of the German house of 
Hesse, nephew of the former kaiser 
of Germany, and second cousin of 
King George V. of England.

Tonight the young couple left for 
Germany on their honeymoon.

The wedding was remarkable for 
the representation of European 
royalty that It brought together to 
Raccionigi, for nine centuries a resi­
dence of Mafalda’s ancestors, perched 
high in the Piedmontese Alps. Mem­
bers of nine royal houses attended 
from Italy, Germany. Denmark, 
Greece, Rumania, Jugo-Slavia, Bel­
gium. Austria and Montenegro, while 
the crowns of Britain and Spain sent 
representatives. Notables from prac- 
tically all the nations of Europe were 
there, numbering about 200.

For the regal background there was 
the fine old castle, with its beautiful 
Verne Villa and splendid park.
