Voluntarily, with full 
undetstanding of its bitterness, 
with absolute power to set it aside 
He took the cup and drained its 
depths, that He might work out a 
full salvation for the sinners He 
loved and fain would save. It is 
a great help to me in taking my 
own cup,.mingled as it so often is 
with the bitter herbs of the care, 
worry, perplexity and sorrow of 
daily life.”

“ I don't quite see how. We 
do not choose our sorrows, vexa­
tions and burdens. Our crosses 
are laid upon us, and we would 
gladly escape them if wc might.’’

“ Yet Jesus prayed in Gethse- 
mane, ‘ If it be possible, let this 
cup pass from Me;’ nevertheless, 
‘He took the cup.’ For he said,
1 The cup which my Father hath 
given Me shall I not drink it?’ 
His voluntary choice had behind 
it a constraining force—that of 
love—love for the Father, love for 
the erring brothers and sisters. 
He knew that, mixed by that fa 
thcrly hand, it could not contain 
one Litter ingredient too many. 
He knew that it was not possible 
to save humanity, and at the same 
Lime leave one bitter drop u«con­
sumed ; and so with glad eager­
ness and voluntary self-saeritice 
He took tins cup. Brother, do 
yon take yours?”

“ But In) cup is not like His ; 
it contains no heroism ot self-sur­
render, or self denying achieve­
ment, nay, not even the tragedy 
ol grief."

“ What then ?”
“ Petty duties, distasteful be­

cause of their pettiness, depress­
ing failmes and disappointments 
in secular matters, perplexities 
about decisions scarcely worthy of 
so much thought, small slights 
and unkind ness, anxieties ab-uR 
the future, Uncertainty about to­
day.”

“ But it is bitter to you—causes 
you sorrow and anxiety ? If it 
were possible, you would have it 
pasa from you ?”

“Yes, indeed; I cannot in the 
sense you give it, 1 take the cup.’ ”

“ You can. See in it fellowship 
with Christ's sufferings, and re­
member that those who suffer shall 
also reig.i with Him. Then think 
that a Father’s hand has mixed it, 
loving wisdom guiding that Hand. 
Love selected all the bitter ingre- 
d ent-—love which was free to 
have omitted them all, had it 
• been possible’ to do so and yet

work out your highest good. Shall 
not bis choice be your choice? 
Will you not take the cup ?”

« This, then, is the * hidden 
manna’ with which the recent sa­
cramental season has fed you, 
friend ?”

“This and much more; for to 
reserve holy thoughts and holy 
emotions for sacred seasons alone, 
savors of the ages of superstition, 
or, worse still, of paganism itself. 
I would carry every fresh spiritual 
impulse down into the arena ot 
daily life and make of it a weapon 
wherewith to come off victorious 
in the hand-to-hand conflict with 
‘the world, the flesh, and the 
devil.’ ”

“ And how do that in this case ?”
“ Every-day life presents a cup 

to our lips, a sacramental cupju*t 
mixed for us by our loving Fa­
ther’s hands. It is not all bitter, 
but its bitterness consists in the 
fact that it is bitter medicine to 
our taetc, although exactly adapt­
ed to our spiritual disease. Wo 
may resist it with rebellious will, 
thus making it a very ‘ cup of 
devils ;’ oi it ma)’ be tous the ‘ cup 
of the Lord,* as we take it, with 
our whole will melted into union 
with His, and this groveling life 
thus becomes to us a perpetual 
sacrament.

“Does this thought of yours 
connect itself with the ancient 
legend of the Holy Gracl ?”

“ Yes; our lathers were but 
children, and groped, often blind­
ly, for the kernel of truth which 
they felt was hidden within the 
externals which mainly engrossed 
their attention. The Holy Grael 
disappeared from sight as the idea 
of merit in human suffering, bor­
rowed from heathenism, became in­
corporate in the Christian Church; 
hut it was not wholly forgotten. 
Earnest souls were ever on the 
search fer it, and from time to 
time one and another, who through 
the mists of superstition sought 
to see ‘Jesus only,’ clasped it in 
their longing arms and folded it 
lovingly to their breasts. In pro- 
]K>rtion as the darkness of that so- 
called ‘ago of faith’ has been dis­
pelled, and religion has come to 
be a thing not of the priesthood 
and cloister, but of the individual 
soul and daily life, it has come 
nearer and nearer, within reach 
of all who care to find it; and the 
poet—albeit he, too, was, it may 
be, still grasping the chalice la­
ther than its contents—was not so 
far wrong when he made his travel- 
soiled knight discover the object 
of bis long quest in the common 
bowl filled with water to relieve 
the necessities of the loathsome 
beggar at his gate.”

“Do you think, then, that you 
and I have to-day touched the 
quest of the centuries—the Sun 
Grael of history and song ?”

“ Even so, O brother 1 And so 
long as in loving, truthful obedi­
ence, with wills that are at one 
with God’s will because we love 
Him, wo choose whatever of sor­
row. care or perplexity that wise 
Will may lay upon us, we shall 
hold fust that precious cup which 
is only holy because the Holy One 
1 took’ it.”—Zion's Herald.

SIR JOHN FRANKLIN.
Sir John seemed never to be 

happier than when speaking of 
his former voyages, and be en­
couraged me to converse freely 
with him as wo strolled over the 
grounds together or rode out into 
the country, lie had a complete 
and most perfect and elaborate 
chart of the Arctic regions, so far 
as they had then been explored, 
upon which his own explorations 
and those of Captains Parry and 
Boss and other Arctic explorers 
were distinctly marked out ; aud 
it was bis greatest pleasure of an 
evening to display these charts 
and point out the spots he bad 
visited ; al-o tracing the courses 
lie would endeavor to pursue if it 
should ever be his “ good fortune,” 
as he expressed himself, again to 
be employed in what was the 
great hobby of his life. There 
was not a point he had discovered 
nor a spot he bad visited respect­
ing which he had not some anec­
dote to tell or some narrow escape 
to relate. And to me it was de­
lightful to listen to these anec­
dotes from the lips of a man who 
bad bravely dared and overcome 
the perils of which he spoke, and 
who had already rendered his 
name famous as one of the bold­
est and most energetic and per­
severing of Arctic discoverers. 
Besides, I confess that it was flat­
tering to my pride to hear a post- 
Captain and a Lieutenant-Gover­
nor conversing thus freely ^vitb a 
young midshipman, and encour­
aging me to express my own 
opinions, and listening to them 
kindly and attentively. I spent 
a pleasant visit at the Penns, and 
was sorry to return to the ship. 
While we lay in port an emigrant 
ship and a female convict ship ar­
rived—the latter one of the last, if 
not the last convict ship that left 
the shores of England—and Sir 
John and Lady Franklin visited 
them both immediately on their 
arrival. It was her ladyship’s 
chief pleasure, and she seemed to 
regard it as a duty, to exert her­
self to the utmost for the benefit 
of the younger female emigrants, 
and also for such female convicts as 
had conducted themselves well dur­
ing the voyage, and whose offenses 
against the laws of their country 
were such as afforded hope that, 
removed from the temptations of 
vice and poverty, they might yet 
redeem their characters, and prove 
useful members of society. It 
must bo recollected that in those 
days, when there was a scarcity 
of females in the Australian colo­
nies, young women were often 
transported for offenses which 
would nowadays be punished by 
a few months or even weeks’ ini­
pt isonraenl. —Chamber's Journal.

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HEROD AND PETER. 
Acts 12. 1—17.

1.—-This Herod was nephei

BOILINGf EG08.

was nephew of 
Herod Antipa.s. and is commonly 
known as Herod Agrippa, the father 
of that Agrippa nefore whom Sr. 
Paul was subsequently brought. He 

>had at Rime taken an active part in 
securing the succession of Claudius 
as emperor, and was rewarded by 
haviug restored to him all the tern- 
tori es formerly possessed by his 
grandfather, Herod the Great. Thus 
J uJf-a once mo>e bad a king of Jew­
ish descent ; but on the death of this 
Herod, the Jewish kingdom became 
forever extinct.

Herod is described by Josephus as 
very uti ict in bis observance of the 
Mosaii law. Previously the Chris­
tians dreaded the enmity of the chief 
priests and scribes—the ecclesiastical 
authorities. The civil rulers, being 
R -mans, were to a great extent"in- 
diff -icnt to religious disputes 
amongst the Jew*, as long as order 
was pi eserved. But now, with a king 
in full sympathy with the scribes anu 
pharisees, the Christians were soon 
made t 'feel bis power.

His first victim wai James, the 
son of Zebedee, one of the three 
apostles most intimate with their 
Master. Herod bad a great ambition 
for popularity, as is evident from this 
chapter. Finding that the execution 
of James gave pleasure to the Jewish 
leaders, he seized Peter for the same 
fate. As it was the time of the 
passover (ver 3 ). the execution was 
post p med until after the feast (vei 4). 
But ms cruel design was prevented 
by Divine îuteivention, and ere long 
the career of this vain king ended by 
a terrible disease, attributed to the 
direct stroke of God.

2.—Peter was selected as the most 
piominent leader of the Christians iu I 
Jerusalem. Perhaps he was absent 
from Jerusalem when James was 
apprehended. The special precau­
tions taken read as though Herod 
had been apprised of the previous 
escape of the apostles (chap v 19-23). 
To prevent a similar thing, Peter was 
delivered to the care of “four quat­
ernions of eoldiei s,” i e., sixteen 
altogether. They w mid be appoint­
ed to guard in turns ; four daring 
each of the four watches into which 
the night was divided. He was also 
“bound with two chains” (ver. 6), 
Our knowledge of Roman customs 
from other sources leads us to con­
clu le that he was bound by a chain 
on each arm to the soldiers between 
whom he slept. In such a position 
escape seemed impossible.

Meanwhile a power was being exer­
cised of which the wicked king knew 
nothing—the p wer of prayer. The 
members of (be Church continued in 
earnest prayer for Peter’s release, day 
and night.

Faith in God. who 
was in Christ, love to one another for 
Christ’s sake, Christian hope—indeed 
the whole inner life that proceeds 
from redemption, infuses itself into 
each intercessions, and thus prayer 
lays hold on the omnipotence of God 
in faith. This united prayer in the 
name of Jesus Cbiist accomplishes 
more than all the power of the world 
can attempt to do. ■

should be kept bailing for five or ten 
minutes. A coating of firmly coa­
gulated albumen will thus envelop 
the joint. Now, instead of boiling 
or “ eimmering” tbe water, set the 
saucepan aside, where the water will 
retain a temperature of about 180 3 , 
or 32 ° below tbe boiling point. Con­
tinue this about half as long again, 
or doable the usual time given in the 
cookery-books for boiling a leg of 
mutton, and try the effect. The us­
ual addition of salt to the water is 
desirable. It has a threefold action : 
first, it directly acts on tbe superfic- 

j ial albumen with coagulating iff-ct; 
second, it slightly raises the soiling 
point of the water ; and third, by in­
creasing the density of tbe water, tbe

METHODIST NOTES.

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THOMAS C ABLY LE.

In order to pronounce decidedly on 
a great chai acter it ie neceaaary that 
the man who thus pronounces should 
take a fair and iuipa>tial view of 
that character from varions stand­
points. He should, in forming an 
estimate, etndivu.l/ endeavor to as­
certain not merely wbal the character 
is like, hut wbat it; really is; and 
wbat'tb»* ciicumstancfs and iiflii- 
ences are which developed it, and to 
which it owes its power. Wh«-n a 
great character appears in the world 
of literature it is worth, and may 
even demand, a careful study from 
eveiy man who claims to be intelli-
Îent end thoughtful to any worthy 

egree. The literary world ie ex­
ceedingly critical in its demands and 
modes. And the man who has risen 
from the humblest ousitions in life 
to soch an eminence in the sphere 
of thongbt that the eyes of men of 
culture in two continents are almost 
continually turned toward him, and 
he can number among hie most inti­
mate friends and men who have 
sought bis acquaintance, the best 
scholars and most profound thinkers 
of the age tn which be lives, possess ce 
some of the qualities which each » 
character inevitably claims. And if, 
whenever be speaks, bis voice ie beard 
not merely at almost every ûreside 
where the language in which he write* 
is spoken, but its influence is also 
discerned in much of the best litera­
ture of the time, and actually turns 
the current of a nation's thought 
concerning some social questions of 
the day, and corrects its sentiments 
in relation to much of the historic 
past ; we may be enre that each a 
man has not merely power, but a no­
bility of power, that ought to make 
him, to a certain extent at leaat, the 
pride »nd atndyof hie race.

But for all this he baa to pay a 
heavy price. If he ia such a man aa 
we have deaciibed be ie sure to be an 
original man. Hia thoughts .opin­
ion» and convictions will not always 
flow in the same channel with thoee 
of the leseer men of bis age. He ie 
apt to break np established usage 
and conventional routine. In many 
respects be will stand alone. Then 
he appears eccentric. As he cannot 
believe as men ^generally believe, or 
think with the millions who surround 
him, be is sure to be by some judged 
erroneously and perhaps condemned 
unjustly. But this ought not so to 
be. We learn from bistory every­
where that wisdom ia often with the 
minority, and folly and wrong with 
the multitude, and sometimes an al­
most solitary man haa been right and 
a nation wrong. But however this 
may be, we should certainly do our 
beat to know and understand a man 
and hia work before we presume to 
try and condemn him.

Probably very few men bave been 
ao little understood by many who 
claimed to be intelligent and 
even religiona men, as Thomas 
Cabi.YLE. He haa been often in the 
pulpit and in tne preaa and in the 
parlor denonnced as a aceptic or as­
persed aa a cynic by men who bad 
never read hia works, or taken pains 
to inform themselves in hia opinions 
and ideas. They have taken him at 
second-hand. He has been by bun- 
dieda looked at through other men’s 
eyes. They have never taken into 
consideration his nationality, early 
training, family character, traits, nor 
the peculiar construction of hie mind. 
That he was, all through life, a sin­
cere and perfectly natural man, we 
think, tfven the most bitter of bis 
detractors must allow. He was, 
and continued to be. to a great ex­
tent, jnet wbat God had, by certain 
influences and cirêumstances and 
surroundings made him.

One reaeon why many so much 
dialiko him is because of bis unspar­
ing and terrible indignation against 
tbe hypocrisies and shams of this 
world and age. But the secret and 
source of his antagonism ought to be 
patent to all. Honest, transparently 
ao, himself, be hated a lie wherever 
be saw it. and inheriting hie father’s 
hi ave outspokenness,be only saw it to 
burl at it a tilting and vengeful 
rebuke. How often has he said, do 
not build on a lie, a lie cannot last. 
And in nis child like simplicity of 
heart he seemed to think that all that, 
was necessary to make every thing right 
in this world was, to strip truth of its 
unrealities with which men bad cloth­
ed her, and beneath which she seem­
ed well nigh bidden, and she would 
stand forth in all her native parity 
and beauty. Forgetting this, or not 
understanding this to be hie great 
idea, men have often quoted against 
him the not very profound remark of 
Dr. Qumcey, •' You hare made or 
you have shewn another bole in tbe 
thin kettle of society; how do you 
propose to tinker it ?” Surely it was 
something to give a diagnosis of ill 
disease, s mi-tbing to tiud tbe sore 
that was likely to spread and aff- c. 
tbe whole body politic, and tear off 
tbe bandages with which men had 
covered it, not t ) heal it, but to bide 
it. But tbe great tiou ie seems to 
have b*-t-n that this honest, brave, 
out-spoken way and speech ot bis 
sbow.-d no favor, m d sir-wed favoi- 
to none. No mati-i wne>e tbe un­
truth appeared, or oi.covered itself 
to bis quick an 1 piercing eye, tb- 
lia nil see ui ed main m-ntoui nti< lef­
ts* to drag it f rlii ir on Us hiding- 
place sou in do- ii appan-nt to all. 
He would cut'»* itiutb s language 
was something ra’h- r extravagant, 
but to bun it serin--d perle dy natu­
ral. A nd al’uoUg n 111' style seen, a 
singular, often uneoutb and appu - 
eo iy affected, so tbit Wordsworiu 
said he was “ a p >t to tbe English 
tongue,” yet tbe style wis only a 
counterpart of tbe man. Men said,

iu conversing with him one of tbe 
first things to strike them was, that 
be ap ke exactly as be wrote.

We have said that in judging btm 
men have sometimes forgotten bis 
nationality, or bave not given it due 
consideration. * Was he not a Scotch­
man ? And ie not that true which 
we read a short week ago in one of 
tbe leading magazines F” We must 
acknowledge that tbe Scotch temper 
ie critical if not eàptiooe, argumen­
tative, inclined to look at tbe seamy 
side of men and their performances. 
Their very humor is generally of tbe 
very grimmest nature. “ It is a fine 
day.” some one remai ked to a native 
of Aberdeen. “ Wba’s finding fant 
wi’tbe day? ye wad picks quarrel 
wi’ a stone wall!” was tbe immediate 
and polite reply. “My giil,” said a 
gentlemen to a lassie trotting along 
barefoot with her boots in her band,” 
is it customary fur all tbe people in 
these parts to go barefoot ?” 
“ Pairtly they do,” said tbe giay- 
eyed one,” and pairtly tb-y mind 
their own business. ” And tbe family 
of ThomasCailyle were most genuine­
ly and characteristically Scotch. We 
have mentioned bis eaily training 
and family-traits as items in the ac­
count Dot to be forgotten. *' The 
Carlyles were like no other people,” 
was often said by thos*i who knew 
them; “ Pithr,bitter-speaking bodies 
and awfn’ fechte.s” (fighters). The 
pithy sayings of James Carlyle (’.be 
father), sharp, incisive, were known 
and often passed like proverbethruugb 
all tbe country side. Tbe im­
pression made on Carlyle's character 
by bis father is very marked, “ Bet­
ter man than my father I bave never 
met in my journey through life, 
sterling sincerity in thought, word 
and deed; most quiet, bnt capable of 
blazing into whirlwinds when needful, 
and such a flash of just insight and 
brief natural eloquence and emphasis, 
true to every feature of it, as I have 
never known in any other.” Irving 
said to Carlyle after paying a visit to 
his family,” I have often wondered 
where yon acquired that peculiar, 
original, and forcible manner of ex­
pressing yourself and your ideas. I 
bave discovered that it ie an inheri­
tance trom yonr father.” Nor must 
hie mother be forgotten. From her 
he is said to have'inherited hie deli­
cacy of insight and poetic sensibility. 
And it was’she who suggested his 
writing his “ Cromwell.” which did 
wbat she hoped it would do, correct 
the prevailing estimate of the un­
crowned king.

WILLIAM BHEPHEBD.

Died at hie residence in Charlotte­
town, P. E. I., William Shepherd,in 
the sixty third year of bis age. Bro. 
Shepherd was born in Bidefoid,Devon­
shire, England. His parents were 
pious people who endeavored^ to 
bring up their children for Christ. 
His father, with William, came to 
the Island in 1832. After remaining 
three years, leaving William, then a 
lad of twelve, on the Island, he re­
turned to bring out the others. Dur­
ing a revival of religion which took 
placj under the ministry of tbe now 
sainted Dr. Knight in 1837, cottage 
prayer meetings were held in the 
bouses of James Moore and Christo­
pher Cross, E*q , in which many 
were savingly converted to God. At 
one of these meetings, held in the 
house of Mr. Cross, Wni Shepherd 
was convinced of siu and brought to 
seek and find the pearl ot great price. 
Having been wild and reckless, the 
change in him was very marked, and 
henceforward his life was character­
ized by tbe most uncompromising 
Christian fidelity and devotion to 
duty. On one occasion, when board­
ing in a house where there was no 
family prayer, he, though a young 
Christian, proposed to lead tbe devo­
tions and had the satisfaction of 
knowing that bis faithfulness was 
not without good fruit.

Soon after his conversion, be was 
ni-ged to Sabbatb-ecbool teaching. 
He entered on tbe duty with fear and 
trembling, and continued nntil bis 
last illness seized him in tbe Bible 
Class, a devoted and successful 
teacher. Several who are now min­
isters of onr church were members 
of his Bible Claes, while many others 
afterwards distinguished for piety 
and usefulness in the Church were 
much indebted to his faithful exhor­
tations. He was also, soon after 
be joined tbe cbuicb, appointed a 
elans-leader, which position be held 
till bis death. Bro Shepherd was a 
very faithful worker, “ instant in 
season and out of season,” letting no 
opportunity pass unimproved of say­
ing a word for Christ. His delight 
wa - to be in tbe revival Service among 
weeuing penitents, pointing them 
to tbe Minner’s Saviour. In tbe sick 
room, to, bis presence was sought

attacked by tbe French. In 1845 the 
then Queen of Madagascar having 
massacred the Christiana, banished 
tbe Europeans, and stopped the trade 
between Madagascar and Rénnion 
and Mauritius, French and English 
gnnboats were sent to attack Ta- 
mauve.

Ameiica and England are both in 
treaty relation* with Madagascar, and 
there is a German Consular Agent at 
Tamatave.

To give an idea of tbe bash-farm 
life we will get ont at a station cn 
the Nelson and Richmond Railway, 
called Wakefield, and trudge acrees 
tne country lor three mile» to a re­
gion known iu ‘ 88 Valley.” In yon­
der shanty, iu a paddock, ia a new 
settler. A conple of yeais ago be 
was conducting a large business in 
England. Let os see how the change 
soils bun. Ws tap at the door, and 
to response tu» “ Come in,” we en­
ter. it is a cosy little room, with an 
open fireplace, and a colonial oven 
fixed iu it. Tue furniture is of tbe 
simplest kind. “ Good morning, Mr. 
Jones ; we aie come to have a look at 
your farm.’’ “ Very glad to see you ; 
sit down and have a bit of dinner 
with us.’’ A stewed rabbit ie quick­
ly on the uble, to be followed by a 
oberiy pie. and washed down with 
draughts of new milk. “ A hermit’s 
fare, yon see, is all we can viler yon,” 
excaims tbe host. “ 1 haven’t far 
to go for a dinner. Yonder are 
plenty vf rabotu, *>n the bills are my 
sheep, in tbe ‘ bush’ are quantities uf 
birds, and in the orchard is an abun­
dance of fruit.” Oar wbflom Eng­
lish tradesman wears tbe garb of a 
laborer. He is a laborer to all in­
tents and purposes. Taking ns over 
bis farm, he points to the fencing 
which he and boys were erecting. Hie 
farm ie a huge scattered affair of 
nearly a thousand acre». Two-thirds 
ef it is fern-clothed hill-land,and tbe 
remainder thickly covered over with 
manuka, flax and ferns. A moun­
tain stream trickles down through 
tbe middle of it, and here and there 
ie a broad expanse of swamp. For 
this large area he pays a yearly ren­
tal of £29, having given £100 for 
a six years lease on tbe same. He 
has about 250 sheep, 20 head of cat­
tle and 5 horses. Hie only help is 
one strung lad to whom he gives 18s. 
per week Extra help be gets near 
at hand from sundry small farmers. 
His sheep-clip has just been sold, 
and fetched a little over £50. Tbe 
first lot of fifty sheep bn bad sold re­
alised £20—8s. each ! Was he sat­
isfied with the change?” ” Perfect­
ly ; never was happier in hie life.” 
The anxieties of existence were mini­
mised, living as he did, for the most 
part on the products of the farm. He 
aid not expect to make money, but 
be did expect to revise what he had 
long uidvutly desired—a release from 
harassing cares which had made life 
intolerable—Leisure Hour.

MADAGASCAR.

Madagascar, one of the largest in­
lands in tbe world, is separated from 
the African continent by tbe Mozam 
biqne Channel, which is 250 miles 
broad at the narrowest part. The is­
land is 1000 miles long, and the aver­
age breadth ie 350 miles. It consists 
of a triple terrace of hills rising one 
above another from a low maritime 
border, about twenty miles wide, 
which enrronnds tbe island with a 
belt of fever-hunted foieet land. Tbe 
central plateau, in which the Hovae 
have established themselves and built 
their capital, Antanananvo, ie 4500 
feet above the sea level. Tbe island 
is very mountainous, most of the 
groups being uf volcanic origin. The 
total population of tbe island ie about 
4,0UU,0U0, of whom 2,000,000 are Hu- 
vae. Tbe area of Madagascar ie 
about 223,000 square miles. The 
London Missionary Society has a very 
strong bold on the Hovae, the Queen 
and most of her Ministers being 
members of oneor other of the thou­
sand Congregational churches with 
which tbe isMnd is dotted. Under 
tbe direction of the missionaries, 
compulsory education has been intio- 
dneed into most of tbe towns and 
villages. Madagascar supplies Maui - 
itioe with 10,000 oxen per annum, and 
tbe trade between tbe two islands is 
estimated at £200000 a y-ar. Man­
chester sends coil-, n goods to Madag­
ascar to tbe value ot £60,000 annually. 
Tbe total export and impgit trade of 
Madagascar te est cured at £400,00u 
per annum.
