In the latter case, that mode wfflch Is supported by the greater weight 
of authority and Is the more generally accepted Is put first in order.

In the preparation of the list the latest editions of the Quarto Diction­
aries of Webster and Worcester have been examined with care, and also 
the works of the eminent English orthoëpista, Smart, Cull, and Cooler, 
who make known the best usage of cultivated Englishmen of the present 
day. Still further research has been made whenever It seemed desirable.

The compilers have noted and carefully considered the cases in which 
these authorities differ, and have adopted that mode of pronunciation 
which seemed to them clearly preferable.
