Window -nd Interior Displays

Timely Hints

and Suggestions.

HE imost frequent excuse made
by the merchant who neglects
his window is that he has no
time. Few in this day dare
say that they do not thick a

well-dressed window sells goods.  They
would not risk setting up their opinion
against that of the ninety-nine out of a
hundred who insist upon the expenditure
of much time and money on the display of
voods seen by passersby. But they will
hide behind the excuse that the time con-
sumed is more than can be afforded in the
store, implying by this that business is so
brisk that the entire attention of the staff
is necessary to wail
on the customers.

Ask the same mer-
chant how he would
meet the contingency
of an overflow of cus-
tomers, and he would
say that he would en-
gage more clerks.
And yet, although he
will admit that in
some cases at least,
the tasty display of
an article will sell it,
he often cannot see
that the employment
of one more clerk for
window dressing
would mean a larger
business. He is loath
to add to his present
stall, simply because,
for the few additional
dollars a week he
would have to pay,
there would not appear any direct, im-
mediate return.  An extra elerk is much
more profitable when employed as a win-
dow-dresser than if he were c:bgugcd
solely as a salesman. :

But this cry is in almost every case
made without thought. There are many
minutes during the day which are idled
away by all the clerks. These, if set
apart for one clerk to be spent in decorat-
ing the window, would mean no ad-
ditional help, and procure all the bene-
licial results of an attractive store. ‘1
haven’t time ” is very often equivalent to
"1 have not the ambition to make time.”
Fhose time-consuming displays that cost

much money in addition, are not a neces-
sary part of the window plans. .\n ex-
cellent display can be arranged in far less
time than is wasted every day in almost
every store, and after a clerk gets ex-

. parience, the time spent grows less and

less.. The plans should be thought ot
during the regular business or out of
hours, and the urrungclm-lfl can then be
quickly worked out. It the merchant
who *“hasn’t” time would make time, he
would come to an appreciation of the
value of good displays that would make
them as important as any other branch of
the business.

A Starch Window- -Dressed for E. Brown & Co., I'eterboro, by Andrew Ciraham.

This Week's Illustration.

This starch window was dressed by
Andrew Graham for E. Brown & Co.,
Peterboro, and contained nothing but the
products of The Edwardsburg Starch Co.
The idea was obtained from that com-
pany’s advertisement, and ** The Queen of

”»

Starches 7 is the central figure, seated in

a fur-lined chair. Behind stands a figure
of a negro holding a Japanese umbrella
over the queen. The illustration shows
the rows of packages of starch, between
which bulk starch was carelessly piled.
The background consisted of pyramids of
packages, flanked by two pictures, given
by a soap company. This plan of using

N

bulk goods in the window is very seldom

employed, and vet it is in many cases very

effective. It gives a “‘stocky™ appearance,

and, by its unusualness, forms an attrac-

tion.  With such.a window it is necessary

to have other features that relieve the-
roughness of such a display, and this is

effected in the window shown by means of
the rows of packages, the pyvramids and

the figure at the back.

OBSERVE DETAIL.

\lthough a large part of the work in
connection with window dressing is the
formation of a plan to be followed in the
arrangement, it is not
by any means all that
requires close atten-
tion. -Any clerk in
the store may be cap-
able of suggesting
excellerit ideas to the
window - dresser, but
only the latter can be
depended upon to
carry out the idea in
a way that will give
the best results.

In the actual ar-
rangement the time
spent on detail is of”
great consequence.
The general plan
may be - closely  tol-
lowed without ob-
taining a good effect,
whercas the same
plan  may be made
much more attractive
by obsewing what
would be usually called the unimportant
part of the display.

Lxposed framework may not interfere
with the intended design, but it utterly
ruins the value of the window. The plan
is almost always general in its character,
and, however good, may be spoiled by the
filling in. The slant of one prominent
article, the introduction of too many
objects, or neglect to conceal a rough
framework may rob the display of
most  of its value, however cleverly
conceived the plan may be.  Many
of these faults may be avoided by
window

Egg Trade With Yukon.
Special to ““*The Grocer.”’

Vancouver, B.('., Dec. 25.—-A  com-
mercial man who has spent several sea-
sons I Dawson ard the north, and has
taken active charge of forwarding goods,
especially such perishables as eggs and
dairy produce, thinks the eastern pack-
ers have «omething vet to learn in the
matter of packing cases for eggs.

He points out that the methods in use
for packing eggs for the Britsh export
trade will not adapt themselves success-
fully to the trade with the Yukon and
even for the Western trade of this Pro-
\'il‘ir(-l there are the same ohjections.
Much of the wood used is jack pine or
some  similar halsamic timber, whiel,
when it gets damp gives off an offensive

odor which the eggs readily ahsor,
16

Basswood or elm cases are all right if
put together properly.

But it is in the putting together that
a serious mistake is made. The same
-ases used for the export refrigerator
stock are used in sending goods out
here and for the northern trade. These
are made tight and lack ventilation. All
ventilation openings should be at least
halt an ineh wide, and should be at the
side, the boards being left that distance
apart. The ventilation opening at the
top is of no use. If the opening is only
at the top, thé lower tiers of eggs do
not get ventilation as the card sheets
between the layers stop air from going
down.

The elose case system may be all right
for the Old Country trade, which is en-
tirely a refrigerator serviee, but ‘condi-
tions here and in the north for trans-
portation are different. All during the
summer and shipping season the weather
is warm in the north, and there i no
refrigerator service.  Should an egg get
broken in the tight case the air, which
18 .wnw,\\‘h:l/l lieated cannot he changed
or ventilated and the odor of the broken
egg, which rapidly hecomes had, is sent
all through the case. /

This gentleman, in talking of the sub-
Jeet said: ** 1 have written to eastern
shippers on the subjeet, but they do not
seem to understand the difference in
conditions.  They persist in quoting the
Old Country trade, while 1 have endeav-
ored to make it clear that conditions are
different ,and the methods do not apply.
Had we refrigerator service to Dawson
it would be all right as shipments are
now made.’’

““ If the shippers will not take a leaf
from the hook of the United States shijp-
pers, who have caught on to the needs
of the northern trade in this matter of
shipping eges, they will be the losers
by it,”” he concluded. *“ More than
that, it will be of little use for the
Manufacturers’ . Association  to  have
sent Dr. S. Morley Wickett and Mr. Bell
all the way to Dawson if the packers
always throw the Old Country trade at
us for a comparison,’’

’l‘ HE handsome new faectory of the

National Cash Register Company,

of Dayton, Ohio, located at 98
Lombard street, Toronto, was formally
opened on the 28th inst. Several of the
officers of the ecompany from Dayton
were present in addition to the entire
selling foree of Canada.

In the evning a banquet tendered by
the factory foree to the officers of the
company and Canadian salesmen was
held in the fourth floor of the building,
which was beautifully decorated with
American and Canadian flags. Among
the prominent manufacturers present
was Mr. J. M. Taylor, of the Taylor,
Forbes Co., Guelph, whose interesting
address was very well received.

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NEW BRITISH STANDARD OF
‘WEIGHTS.
(From U s, Consul Boyle Liverpool. Eng.)
71N HE British Government has taken
l the first step toward the adoption
of the decimal system of weights.
JUhas Just been announeed by the Board
of Trade that. under a special order in
couneil, 11 will sanction  the use of a
welght of 50 pounds, mstead of the pres-
ent standards of 112 pounds (called a
bundredwelght)y and 56 pounds (called
a halt hundredweight). The 50 pounds
i=e by this action made a Jegal standard
of welght. This reform has been adopt-
ed after forty yvears of  agltation by
Liverpool merchants and  later on by
petitions 1o the  Govermment by the
Chambers of Commerce throughout the
country, and particularly by the Cham-
her of Commerce of tlhs (‘il‘\. Liver-
poul has felt the necessiy for the change
miore than any other city, as this 1s the
leading entrepot for American and col-
onial produce of bulk, the weighing of
which s a_ considerable item 1in the
bandling and, indeed, 1 the ultimate
ceost of the  shipments. More  cotton,
corn, provisions, and tobacceo are im-
S portea AllJln I,i\l-l‘p-uv]' than mto and
other city in the world, and by tar the
largest proportion of these Imports conme
from the United States; so the United
States 1= peeuliariy interested in the re-
Form Just ipstitnted. The lLaverpool
Journal of Commerce comments approv-
mely as follews: ‘

* All these gredt gquantities are cal-
culated by the American  sellers 1
poiuids :l\'.-il'niulmj.\. but by the British
buyers they have had to be counted in
bundredwelelits,  quarters, and pounds,
i accordance with our antiguated and
absurd and anomalons system of weights.
What 1= the consequence?  To give a
conerete example: The buyer wishes to
ascertain, =ayv, the weight of 100 pounds
of tobaveo: to do so the nearest weight
he can employ 15 a quarter, or 56 pounds,
to which must be added smaller weights
antil the exaet quantity 1s ascertained.
But two H0-pound weights will .give him
the exael amount at onee; three will
oive him the welght ot 150 pounds, four
200 vounds, and so on, smaller weights
heing used for fractions of 50 pounds.
The eonsequence is aii enormous simpli-
fication ot calendation. Tt should. be ré-
membered that the men who weigh these
mgterials at the docks are not. as a rule,
mathematicians who can tell the time
of dav by aleebra. They are largely
day laborers, who have not had a super-
jor education, and to weigh quantities
with a set of weilghts necéssitating the
caleulation of fractions u[;_ pounds, and
thereby the use of dozens of small
weights, necessitates a mental effort of
whielh all are not capable, and the use
of a multiplieity of weichts which con-
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fuses them. leads to errors and loss of
time—and time is money. But by the
adoption of a 50-pound weight a unit of
:alenlation has been obtained which will
sweep away a whole set of weights, pre-
vent errors, and save conftusion, time
and money. It should be remembered
that the present complieated and waste-
ful method of calculating weights has to
be gone through four times—first, when
the goods are warehoused: second, by
the customs, tfor the purpose of dutv:
third, in the counting-house: and fourth.
i the factory<and i all thesg cases
the same cumbrous syvstem of ealeula-
tion by hundredweights, quarters. and
vounds has to be gone through. and the
loss of time. convenience. and money
auadrupled.  But by the adoption of a
50-pound weight, though four separate
caleulations will still he necessary, they
can be done simply and quickly.  The
saving in bookkeeping will alone be
creat.  The present system necessitates
a maze of figures of different denomin-
ations: but by their reducton to the one
common denominator of pounds weight
whole eolumns of figures will he saved
and the risk of mistakes minimized.’’
Americans have great  difficulty in
understanding the Eunglish  svstem of
welghts—almost as mueh as they en-
counter in tryving to understand  the
Iinghish  fractional svstem  of coinage.
For instance, it yvou ask a man here
how mueh he weighs he will tell -vou.
Say. - T stonie 777X % stope s 1
pounds: so 11 stone would he 154
pounds, and adding the extra 7 pounds
the weight given would he 161 pounds.
Even Enghshmen  ** 1o the  manner
horn *° have to make a mental caleula-
tion 1n arriving at the rvesult in pounds
- such a case. Sometinies provisions
and other articles are sold at so much
a stone, and then 1f the guantity pur-
chased weighs a few odd pounds over a
stone or a number ol stones the pur-
chaser and seller have to figure out the
price per pound. It is the hope and ex-
pectaticn that the  results from  the
adoption of the new standard weight of
50 pounds will be so satistfactory _that

hetore fdong ‘the oldsfashioned hun-

dredweioeht of 112 pounds will be en-
nrely abohshed along with -the stone.
and that a deeimal fractional system of
5 pounds, 10 pounds, and 25 pounds will

come 1nto general use.

ORANGE CULTURE IN CALIFORNIA
HE fruit mmdustry ()/f/(‘alif()l‘llia was
founded at the tiwme of the estab-
lishment of lhek{esions of the
Franciscan monks. =avs Scientific Ameri
can.  As early as 1792 there were about
iive thousand trees growing at the difier
ent  missions. Apples, pears, oranges,
lemons, limes, and olives constituted the

grealer portion of these trees.  As they
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nearly all did well, they proved the pos-
sibility of fruit culture in California.
The fruit era did not begin until about
the time of the great gold excitement of
1849.  Most of the immigrants to the
State thought of nothing but gold ; but
a few of the more far-seeing obtained pos-
sersion of some of the old orchards, and
reaped a handsome profit by selling fruit
at the exhorbitant prices that then pre
vailed.

Much of the land in California is especi-
ally adapted to the cultivation of citrous
fruit.  While by far the greater portion
of the commercial crop of the state is
at present grown in Southern California,
the citrous fruit can be safely and profit-
ably grown along the foothills of the
Sierra Madre Mountains from San Diego
to Tehama Counties, a distance of over
seven hundred miles.

The method of propagating citrous
trees, such as the orange, does not ma-
terially difier from that employed in the
propagation of other fruit trees. One of
the most difficult questions which the
prospective orange grower must decide,
is whether to use seedling or budded trees.
The pros and cons of the question cannot
be discussed here. The general tendency
of progressive growers is to use only
trees budded with thoroughly tested and
Practically all the
advance that has been made in improv-

approved varieties.

ing citrous fruits by propagating and

selecting seedlings, hybrids, and the like,
which produce superior or peculiar fruits,
depends  upon  propagation by budding
and grafting.  T'he centre of orange cul-
ture in California is Oroville, in Butte
County, about 150 miles north of Los
Angeles.  The climate is especially adap-
ted for the cultivation of citrous fruits,
and is so mild that the frost never in-
jures the trees.

Throughout the Sacramento and San
Joachim valleys orange trees are planted
in blufis or l'(;()t.llill> in soil of a deep,
cravelly, porous nature. So boundless is
the market that, although thousands of
voung trees,are yearly planted there 1is
~till room fpr more.

In pn-puri}lg the land for orange culti-
vation,, ploughing and harrowing both
ways is necessary in order to fit the soil
for the orange tree. Irrigation is also
necessary, because of the scant Summer
rains. Water is piped to the lands in
a common ditch with a gentle slope, and
a regular How of irrigating water is ob-
tained.  Since orange growing exhausts
the soil in time, fertilisers, both natural
and artificial, must be freely used. Feb-
ruary, March, and April are the months
when the ground is ploughed and cross-
ploughed ; afterwards it is harrowed
cach way to within three feet of the
trunks. The so0il under the trees is
cultivated by gangs of men.

A olance at the elemental constituents
of the ordinary pie of commerce afiords
reasons for its intrinsic nutritious quali
ties and healthfulness.

‘In egos, milk, and the various berries
and iruits, very perfect foods are recog
nized, for in them are found in great
\‘griu-t.\‘ the life sustaining powers.

“By careful selection of the best of

vation' of healthful life, a scientilically
made pie aliords within itself all these

“But there are pies and there are pies.

The pies offered
by some of the smaller bakers as evidence
of their constructive ability are even
worse, as a rule. In every large city,
fortunately, there are large concerns
which have reduced piemaking to an
exact =cience, and whose product is not
only appetizing, but js deserving of all
praise, from a health standpoint. - Fat
pie, if vou would be healthy, not only as
a dessert at dinner, but eat it for break-

fast, if vour appetite craves it ; eat it

morning, noon, or night ; it cannot harm
vou. lLet the children have it when they
will.”’

hest that the country has ever seen. It
vas a significent year in many respeets.
It saw 1n agrieultural and industrial de-
velopment generally, the greatest pro-
cress vet experienced.

The erops of grain and fruit were on
the whaole, exeeedingly bountiful. In the
lumber industries  the experience was
mest gratifyving.  The railways had more
husiness than

they could handle and

therefore earnings  were consequently
the largest on record. The banks also
reilected the aetive and generally healthy
condition of trade.

The most disturbing feature of  the
vear was a slump in the stoeck market
due to the inflated value of prices. This
to some extent counteracted the gener-
ally - satisfactory trade conditions, but

in spite of this, 1903 is easily the ban-

ner year eommereially in the history of
(‘anada.

The foreign trade, like the home trade,
was also the most satistactory in the
history of the country. The total, tak-
ing into account the import as well as
the export business, was about $460,000,-
000, which is about 90 per cent. larger
than the aggregate ten yvears ago, In
both exports and imports records  were
established as well.

Confidence in the future 1s no doubt
to some extent shaken by the threatened
industrial  depression  in the United
State, as well as by the unsatistactory
trade conditions in Great Britain and
Germany.  But Canada has less to fear
from a general depression  than any
other country in the world.

The exceeding good e¢rops of last vear
i1s a good basis upon which to start the
New Year. Then there promises to be
immigration

than during 1903; This, with the exten-

an even larger itlux of

sive railway construetion projects which
are under way and contemplated, must
necessarily create a large demand for
material -and merchandise of every de-
seription.

The New Year is starting off under
auspicious  circumstances  and  business
men, by the employment of proper
business methods, will i all likelihood
find trade as satisfactory as during the

prosperous vear that has just gone.

TRADE WITH NEW ZEALAND.
rl‘ HE efforts being made by New Zea-
land merchants to inerease their
irade with Canada under the mutual
preferential tarifts should be met with
entnusiasm on the part of Canadians.
New Zealand 1s a most progressive and
mteresting part ot the Empirve and Can-
ada should not lcose any opportunity
of bettering cur trade relations with
our sister colony of the Antipodes. The
island colony 1s largely agriculture and
consequently we are not large purehas-
ers from her, but on the other hand she
15 no 1nconsiderable eustomers of ours.

THE LATE ANDREW PATTULLO.
’[‘lll'i tragic death i London of Mr.

Andrew  Pattullo, MP.P. for
North Oxtord in the Ontario  Legisla-
ture, 1s most regrvettable.  He was a

man blest with more than  the usual
amount of ability and his amiable na-
ture made him a host of friends.

Although as editor and proprietor of
the Woodstock Sentinel Review, which
he had made one of the best provineial
dailies in Canada, his time was well
employed. he, however. devoted a great
deal of attention to publie affairs and
particularly such as were for the pubhe
:‘nm].

There is possibly no man in Canada
who has done more in behalt of the
cheese and dairy illilll.\'ll'}' of this coun-
try than the late Mr. Pattullo. He was
also one of the piloneers in the move-
ment tfor good roads, and the suceess
whieh - has attended that movement is
largely due to his efforts. The two as-
sociations i Ontario which  were or-
ganized in behalt of the dairy industry
and the good roads movement, honored
him by making him their president.

It was characteristic of Mr. Pattullo
that whatever he undertook to do he
did 1t with his whole might. Canada
can 1ill afford to spare such men, and
his death is a distinet loss to the coun-
try in general and to the Provinee of

Ontario in partieunlar.

It is just
as responsible as a merchant is for the
action of his clerks: and 11 must pay
the penalty.

U. S. TRADE WITH CANADA.

’l\lil’l unfairness of the United States

taritt against Canada is illustrat-
ed by statisties just given out from
Washington on the trade between the
two countries tor the past ten yvears. The
total eommerce of the United States in
1893 was %1,652,000,000, while in 1903 it
will aggregate about $2,460,000,000, an
crease of about 50 per eent. In the
meantime her trade with Canada has
mereased from less than $100,000,000 in
1893 to over £185,000,000 1n 1903, or
approximately 85 per cent. That is to
say the trade of the United States with
Canada bas inereased nearly twice as
fast as the whole trade of the great Re-
public.  But it 1s on analysis of the con-
stituents of this trade that the injustice
becomes most apparent.  Of our total
trade with the United States we hought
from them in 1903 $130,000,000 while
they hought from us '<_i>nl.\':f $55,000,000.
In 1893 the figures \\';‘ru respectively

F57,000,000 and  $34,000,000.  That is,

while our imports trom them in ten vears

mereased $73,000,000 or over 125 per
cent. their imports from us inereased
only £21,000,000 or about 60 per cent.
In short, our imports from the United
States have inereased twice as fast as
their imports from us.

It is apparent from these figures that
Canada 1s the best market that the
United States has. Americans are awak-
ening to this faet as is evideneed by the
erowing agitation for reciproeity on the
American side.  Reeiproeity  which at
one time had many friends in Canada,
can at present  scarcely. summon  a
haker’s dozen  advocates, but  on  the
other hand there i1s a g'i'()\\‘ing' feeling
i Canada among both political parties
in favor of a course of fiseal reprisals.
The Canadian people felt but survived

the MeKinley and Dingley tariffs. They

ave more independent of American mar- ,

kets than ever before in their history,
while the importance of Canadian mar-
kets to the United States was never so

great as at present.

Americans who are interested in the
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Canadian trade would eonsult their in-
terests by advoeating the reduetion of
the “absurdly high tariff which, as the
above figures show, allows of only a one-
sided trade, a kind of trade which

will not be borne forever.

STOCK TAKING.
S'l‘()(‘l{'l‘Al\'iNG is the order of the

( day. The jobbers are already at
it. \_The retail trade will soon be en-
gaged 1 this maseculine form of house-
cleaning. It is no pleasant task to ran-
sack the whole stoek of a large store,
but it is one of the very greatest import-
ance. It is necessary, in the first place,
in order to judge, correctly, the business
done during the past year and secondly
to bring to light forgotten lines or goods
that have proved slow sellers.

That the first end may be attained
great care should be taken in the proper
valuation of damaged, shopworn or out-
of-date goods. To set them down in the
stock list at cost priee is merely to de-
ceive one’s self and to make all the
worry and bother of no use. The mer-
chant should be as flint against any dis-
position to boost the value of his stock.
He will be rewarded in the knowledge
that his stoek 1s actually worth what it
appears 1n the stock lists, and that his
nominal profits for the past year are
not subject to any discount for dead
stoek on hand.

But this i1s merely the bookkeeping
side of stoektaking and is useful for the
information not that is merely aequired
but that is made use of as well.

When, therefore, stoek has heen gone
over and the damaged, shopworn or slow
coods diseovered the -ext.thing is to get
rid of them. They . erely take up room.
It would be a goed idea to separate out
all this kind of stoek: establish a bar-
cain counter: advertise it well; and at
onece get rid of unappreciated goods and
create the interest in your store always
incident to a bargain counter. The laree
departmental stores have won no small
part of their success by means of the
bargain counter, there is no reason why
the smaller merchant should not reap
some of its advantage at least in getting
rid of undesirghle stock.

With the capital thus set free a clean-
er and fresher stoek can be got in and
disecount saved.
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A GOOD AND INEXPENSIVE

This secheme should
vork well with casual buyers.. By keep-
ne them posted on what you are doing,
and what you have. to sell, you gradu-
ally get them interested in your store
and finally you seeure them as regular
customers.

Tlose with to-day’s orders. It will help
the housewife to decide what to get for
hreakfast to-morrow.

Business
men are going cautiously. and trade is
generally conceded to bhe on a sound
basis. The holiday dullness is found to
permeate evervwhere, and scarcely a
change in prices is noticeable. Canned
goods maintain their strong position:
Coffees are firm with a rising tendency.
Spices are normal locally. but cloves are
up in London. and cloves. pepper -and
pimento are generally strong. Syvrups
and molasses are meeting a seasonable
demand.  Glucose is the largest seller.
Rice and tapioca are featureless. Teas
are firm with a strong demand for low-
grade Indian and Cevlon on the spot
with little such available. The brunt of
the dried fruit trade is over. the feature
being the strength of prunes. Sugar has
developed a weakness owing to the un
settling effect of the holidays and cutting
on the part of American refiners. As we
vo to press a decline of 3e. {wr ewt. is
announced.

WHAT TO EAT IN COLD WEATHER.
ALL food contains nitrogen, the sub-

stance  which supplies muscle,

flesh or streu.gth, says KFood and
Drink. Carbon, another element econ-
tained in food, gives warmth. The ecold-
er the weather, the more carbon is re-
quired. Aleohol is almost wholly ecar-
bhon, and, hence, produces heat, but it
does not add -a particle of flesh, nor
strength. A person feels stronger after
taking a drink of spirits, but it is not
real strength. It is only strength pre-
ternaturally drawn in advanee, the nerv-
ous system having been stimulated to
make that draught, by the influence
whi¢h the aleohol had on it.

The following substances have a large
percentage of carbon, and also a good
percentage of nitrogen, so that they
furnish warmth in eold weather, and also
make musele:

It will be seen that the best food, at
this season, is roast beef, or beans, as
both furnish heat and musele. While
potatoes, butter, lard, soup, ete., give
warmth, they, like aleohol, furnish little
or no strength. Even bread econtains
but little nourishment.

everywhere, except possibly in the
laree cities where fruit stands &t on
almost every corner, and even there all
except a few  grocers. carry some fresh
fruits, says an American exghange. In
the smaller towns it is almost impossible
to buy citrus fruits or bananas anywhere
elee. Fruit selling is usually’ an adjunect
of the grocery or “the cigar store.

This  department  of the grocery  trade
micht bhe profitably developed in many
instances  without requiring the invest
ment of much  extra capital or without
incurring any important risks.  Some re
tailers have discovered the opportunities
here and are making the most of them.

One  objection  which: many  consumers
have to buving  of fruit stores is that
thev must  carry home  their purchases
themselves, and one who has made the
attempt knows how difficult 1t is to carry
a knobby bundle of bananas.  The grocer
hes his delivery wagon and can send the
fruit home with  other  goods. This
mivht scem like a small thing, hut the
influence of  delivery  would undoubtedly
make the difference in buving and grocers
might as well have the advantage of the
additional business if they care for it.

As modern life is developing, tropical
fruite. which were formerly . considered
luxuries  purely. are now - coming to be
Jassed as necessitiex. and naturally to be
included in any list of staples which may
e prepared. Thiz fact can be utilized
by the retail  grocer to good advantage,
”‘u' result depending upon his own ability
to ~cll |nu|i|ui>|} and it micht bhe added
that his  environment, the character of
hiz trade and other similar features will
he important factors in his success,

British Object to Mixed Lots.

J RITING to the fruit division,
\\ Ottawa, Mr. A, W. Grindley, n-
spector of the Department  of
Azrienlture in Great Britain, gquotes as
fellows from a letter received from a
firm of fruit importers: I vour de-
partment, throungh a eireular, could in-
duce shippers to use some common sense
in sending apples, vou would do them
much good finaneially. For instance,
vesterday the Tunisian was cleared up,
the bulk having heen disposed of earlier

48

in the week, and in the eatalogues there
were over 1,250 lines under 10 barrels
each (we should guess averaging twu
and three harrels), of different varieties
We do not know of any trade where s
mueh money is being wilfully throw
away.”’ g

Regarding this point, Mr. Grindley
refers to one lot of apples cataloguned
on Oectober 23, in which there were 30
varieties in a lot of 41 harrels, and says
that no buyer will pay top prices for
these mixed lots, and that the shippe:
loses heavily every time. The estabh
lishment of co-operative packing and
shipping houses, advocated by Mr. Mac
Kinnon, is pronounced by Mr. Grindle:
a splendid idea, and one that, if carrvied
out, would to a large extent do awa)
with the small lots of mixed varieties
of which importers complain.

Quebec Endorses Apple Box.

HE Pomological Soeiety of Quebec
at its annual meeting at Hem
mingford, recently adopted

resolution  recommending to the frun

As soon
as it is cold wrap in paper. pack in hali
cases holding about 20 pounds of fruit,
and ship by refrigerator car and  cold
storage  chamber. The mistakes made
are packing  without cooling, using too
large a package, and delaying the cool
ing process for some time after picking.

culation.  An opportunity  to tell 500,
oo, or 3000 families, a large portion
ol whose money is heing spent daily for
oroceries,  why  this money  should  bhe
spent  at  one  store rather than at
another, is-worth no small sum to a
wideawake, agoressive, ambitious orocer.
Such a oroceyr hil> every \\'n'l'l»\ .~(7\~'l'ill
cellent reasons for inviting these families,
the  heads of houscholds. to his store,
and there 12 no cheaper, speedier, hette
way to acquaint buyvers with his weekly
offerings  than by engaging space in a
local paper.

Thisx leads me to say that the burden
of sale ix not on the publisher but on
the merchant. The plll)“.-lh'l' sells Space,
but the prolitable wze of the space =old
lies with the merchant. If a grocer. for
example, who buys space, neglects to use
it intelligently, brightly, persuasively. he
cannot expect his advertising to be pro
fitable,  and. if he be  honest, he will
blame himseli for the failure. Having an
opportunity i= one thing ; the right use
of an opportunity is quite another thing.
Wao all have known men to own horses
whiich stand idle in their stalls most of
the time, or else wander about a g
pasture field. They do no work ; vet we
do not say the horses are no good. It
is their owners whom we censure.  So s
it with much advertising : Some adver
tisements  stand unchanged  week after
week, using up space which must be paid
for ; and some ramble so that they fail
to sell a penny’s worth. Such advertis
ing is costly, because it represents waste.

ou

The grocer who advertises, or rather,
who thinks he is advertising, by engaging
space in his local paper and then giving
neither time nor attention to a right use
of this space. might just as well cancel
hix contract.

In dismissing this question of the cost
of advertising let me say that a better
question What will advertising vield ?
Advertising  can  yield, will yield, and
does vield a most profitable return on the
money  spent—if  done rightly. I know
vrocers in  towns~ where conditions are
much the same as those that exist inval
most every community, this whole coun
try over, who are ready to say that they
could not do business without advertis
immg. The cost of advertising doesn’t con
cern them ; the necessity of advertising
was long ago admitted. The business
producing power of advertising is daily
perceived.  But these men put their whole
to the
employ

thought into thefr announcements
public and  fill the space they
with news that throbs with the activity
of a busy store.

The purpose of this department of Ad
vertising  Suggestion and  Criticism  in
“The Canadian Grocer’” is to assist re
tailers in their advertising.

Just
because space is cheap it is not always
a good thing to buy more of it than one
would otherwise do. For ordinary use a
small space is to be preferred to a large
one.  This applies to the grocery trade.
If 1 were writing to dry goods merchants
I might take another view of space.

The Time to Clean Wheat.
riy HE wayv to test a load of wheat at
l the mill door is to elean it through
a4 wvood receiving  separator and
then weigh it in a correet hopper scale,
savs o writer in The American Miller.

If vour mill doesn’t payv as it should,
examine vour wheat after yvou have paid
for it to see how much worthless stuff
vou have paid for.

Don’t blame vour head miller if, after
taking in wheat. dirt and all. vou don’t
make money,

Do the cotton mills huyv cotton, seed
and all. and trv to make cloth out of it.
or do thev require it to be clean of seed ?

If vou will ¢lean vour wheat. it doesn’t
require g man of o much ability to guess
what the wheat i worth at the mill door.
If vou do not clean vour wheat hefore
pavine for it vou had hetier let the bhest
guesser vou have about the mill do the
receiving : and even then he can’t guess
stufficienthy correct to make a satisfactory
deal on both sides.

An editorial in the October number of
The American Miller savs:  “This is the
one place in the mill where there is the
greatese chance for loss or profit, accord
ing to the ability of the man in charge.”
This statement can’'t well he repeated oo
often.

Do not tryv to reach out or enlarge your
business until yvou get what you have on
a paying basis by using business methods:;

Our millers write pages on the impor
tance of clean wheat, but most of thein
do their cleaning too late; at a time
when they have to stand all the loss
This should be divided ; clean it some
while the other fellow has an interest in
it.  Put the little brass bucket aside for
a while and try the plan of cleaning the
wheat and giving the farmer the sereen
ings and dirt.  You will be surprised to
find how much more satisfactory it will
he.

Gluten—Quality and Quantity.

T is well known that some flours a
not so good for breadmaking pu
poses as others, although they ma

be quite as rich in  gluten, sayvs Tl
American Miller. Millers long ago leary
ed that the nature of the gluten rath
than its guantity -was the determinin
factor as to the suitability of flour fo
hread.

Scientists have been studying the gues
tion to discover what variations in fa
were comprised under this general tern
of “elasticity,” which millers have -uscd
to indicate gluten quality.  Dr. Kosutan
at g scientilic meeting in Berlin discussed
the causes of the observed variation i
vluten.  The chief constituents of gluten

as we are aware, are glutenin,  which
makes the dough hard and fragile, and
cliadin, which gives it elasticity, softness
and adhesiveness.  He found that during

removal of  the starch by washing the

dough in water 17 per cent. of the glu
tenin was converted into gliadin. Thi
transformation is probably due to vari
ous causes, some of which he cannot ey
depend on the  presence o
Thence th

plain.  They
absence of certain enzymes,
necessity of  experimentally  establishing
the proportion between the components of
the oluten.

IFor this purpose he invented a method
of analysis  which gives the quality o
oluten in a few minutes. “The instrument
constructed by Professor Retjo, under th
direction of Dr. Nosutany, makes it pos
sible to determine tenacity of the dougl
and  automatically  record its  physical
]ll'l)lh’l'“l‘.\‘ when stretehed cor n‘ollld)l't'ssmi
Comparing ‘the ‘diagram  obhtained witl
the instrument for wheat, flour, and that
of other cercals, it)ix found that the firsi
alone gives a concave line.  An elevated
diagram sionilies that more water musi
bhe added to  the dough. Too soft
dongh can be made consistent with sali
and hard, fragile dough is rectilied witl
hot water and prolonged repose.  Th
diagran. also indicates that the noxiou
influence of hot milling hegins to mani
fest itself at 75 deg. €., and that germi
nation is also injurious. These result
correspond with the observation of miller

in regard to “killed” flour and ‘‘spron

ed” wheat.

As e
have stated in previous reports, the fact
that the current crop will be smalier
than originally estimated, has been
pretty well discounted, so the quosliun
hinges on whatever the growing crop will
finally turn out to he.  In January esti
mates  are usually forthcoming  from
Brazil firms as to  the probable size of
the ensuaing crop. and these are awaitod
with more than the usual interest.

COCOA AND SPICE STANDARDS.

CCORDING to the new U. S. G
ernment food standards in spices,
pepper is so defined as to exclude

from the standard product pepper hulls,
pepper dust or other pepper by-products,
says Tea and Cofice Trade Journal. The
ash standard of black pepper is made a
maximum of 7 per cent., and for white
pepper  a minimum  of 1 per cent., of
which not over 4 per cent. shall be sand.
Macassar and Bombay maces are not con
sidered  as  standard  mace. Stand:urd
mustard is given a maximum of 2} per
cent. of starch derived from mustard.

In the cocoa schedule standard chooo
late is defined as the product made by
grinding kernels of the cocoa bean with
out  removing the fat or adding otier
substances, the fat  standard being a
minimum of 13 per cent.  The amount of
sugar in sweet chocolate is not lim:ed
by the standards. Cocoa is preser ol
as the kernel deprived of part of its fal
and  pulverized. The standard sveel
cocon  has a maximum limit of 60 oer
cent. of sugar, but no minimum limi of
fat  is fixed for either cocoa or sveet
cocoa. Chocolate coatings are treated as

sweet chocolate.

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'I‘JH'L attention of ** The Groeer ™' has been called to
the following artieleS one of which is from a trade
Journal published 1 the United States, and the
ather from an English trade journal. We believe these will
he appreciated by the wall paper dealer as well as by the
wignufacturer, tor hoth are ocecasionally troubled with
elpims that ingrains, and  sometimes printed wall papers
hdave staimned or spotted when hung. It has been found.
o1 earéfully looking into the reason for these imperfee-
tidus, that in nearly every case the cause of the trouble
is not to he found in the goods, but in the method of
hanging. The deep rich colorings now so much used, and.
in faet, the lighter and more delicate eolorings also, re-
quire that care shauld be used in hanging, and the condi-
tion of the walls and ceilings must be carefully taken into
acconnt.

Paper hung on a room that 1s damp and cold. and chat
has been shut up for some time, will frequently stain when
the paper is drying out on the wall. Sueh a room should
fizst be thoroughly aired, and if in winter time should he
heated if possible.

Thin. sloppy paste is another frequent cause of
trouble.  Fven for the cheapest papers the paste should be
as =tiff as 3t can be worked, and made of good quality
flour. and the lengths should never be allowed to soak.
“Fach length should be hung as pasted.

The sugeestions are well worth preserving for refer-
ence. It will he noticed that each of the experts referred
to emplovs a different method in some respects, and in
some particular jobs the one method might have advant-
ages over the other. This i1s where the experience of the
paperbanger should be in evidence.  The articles are as

Discoloration of Ingrains and How to avoid it.

I conversation with a gentleman conneeted with the
paper-hanging trade, bearing on this topie, he gave us the
result of his experience, which may be worth while put-
tine into print for the benefit of others.  He set out with
the statement that he would guarantee 1o make a 2ood joh
anvahere, and he recited this vxpvl'ivnvv.

A customer came with a client and selected a paper, a
blue ingrain, patterned.  The painter took it away, and in
due course 1t was hung.  Within a few davs complaints
came to the warehouse that the paper was faulty, and had
dried all in patches. To appease the *‘ customer’s "’
‘* customer,’”’ a new paper was supplied free of charge
this time a red one-—and sent on to the job. This was
hung. and after the usual ‘‘ decent ’’ interval the com-
plaint came along, accentuated and emphasized by vig-
orous adjeetival English, and demands for eompensation.

It was at this stage that our informant came on the
scene.  IHe had been away on his holidays, and the trans-
actions had all taken place during his absence.  As anex-
pert the matter was referred to him, and he took it up in
carnest.  He found (1) that theywall on whieh it was hung
was a painted wall, (2) that the-york had been done op a
wet day, (3) that the paper hanger had religiously kept
elosed up every avenue of air, (4) that he had not lined
the painted walls prior to papering, and (5) that he had
nused thin, sloppy paste.

The room was thereupon done under the direet super-
vision of the expert. [First the walls were stripped and
lined, the lining being hung horizontally. Secondly, the
paste was made very strong, but stiff. Thirdly, the win-
dows and doors were kept closed while the paper was he-
ing hung. Fourthly, the paper was pasted as ‘‘ dry '’ as
could be done with safety, and not allowed to stand; and,
fifthly, as soon as the walls were hung, doors and win-
dows . d fo cireulate the air as much as possi-

“hle, and, with a fire in—the grate, the original blue paper

was hung--and turned out an ungqualified sueeess. Our
informant said that °with these eonditions, i.e., stiff,
strong paste, tree from alum, dry pasting, walls lined
when the under surfaces are painted (brown paper in
sheets preferred), he would guarantee the work turning
out well in ninety-nine cases out of one hundred. We
helieve he is right ! !~ From the Journal of Decorative
Art.
Valuable Hints on Hanging Wall Paper.
By 1. A. lEdmunds, Brooklyn.

The manner of treatment deseribed in the following
lines has served me with unqualified suecess for many
vears :

First, prepare the walls. If they are painted, size
them with washing soda ; nothing else. Make the solu
tion strong enough so that you ecan see it cut the paint as
vou spread it on. Care should be taken to prevent it
from running down over the finished woodwork. When
ary it will be ready to reeceive the paper. The treatment
makes the paint porous so that the paste ean take hold
and obviate the disasters of ‘¢ peeling off 7 and ** open-
ing 7’ at the joints on hecoming thoroughly dry. It de-
stroys grease and renders the semi-saponified paint fo
wood purpose as a baeking.

The wall should always be sand-papered to remove the
small lumps after plastering up the holes and cracks.

If the walls be elean, hard finished plaster, irrespective
of their age, I treat them with a strong solution of glue
and vinegar(eider vinegar preferred). Dissolve the glue
in water over a slow fire, then thin down with vinegar, and
apply copiously. The vinegar destroys the enemy (lime)
whieh causes the paper to shrink apart at the joints and
bleach out in spots. 1 eannot reeall an instance where
this solution has failed, even on soft, chalky, ‘¢ hot ”’
walls. All new walls or parts of walls should he treated
with a coat of this vinegar size.

In no case should good papers be put on over old
ones, or over kalsomine.

The factor that eontributes most to the appearance of
a nice room is cleanliness; without this your work will he
a failure, irrespeetive of the cost of paper. In order to
attain this vou must use your paste so heavy that it is
harely possible to work it out evenly on the back of the
goods without injuring them. This applies to all erades
and kinds of wall hangings, whether of paper or tapestry.
In the latter case (tapestry fabries) it is often advisable
to paste the wgll, then ‘‘ roll ’ the goods on.

The knife and straight edge should be used to trin,
with, especially on heavy goods. For ‘‘ butted ’’ work
hang the strips from a sixteenth to an eighth of an inch
