SOLD FOR $30,000.

The Curlew Claim and Parrot Fraction
Purchased by a Symdicate.

It was announced several days since
that a deal was on for the purchase of the
Curlew claim in- the South belt. The
sale was finally consummated Wecnes-
day,and included both the Curlew claim

and the Parrot fraction. By the terms
of the sale Joseph Vogel, John Earleand
Dave Bonnyman are to receive $30,000in
cash for the property from an English
syndicate. The deeds have been placed
in escrow in one of the local banks, and
the money will be paid just as soon as
London can be communicgted with.
The “property was examined some time
since by an expert in the interest of the
syndicate that now has %tdlrchased it.
Messrs. Caie,Campbell and McKenzie, of
the Columbian Gold Fields Prospecting
and Development company were the
brokérs who engineered the deal. There
are jfive leads on the two properties,
which are located in the south belt, and
considerable work hae been done on
both. On the Curlew there is a 50-foot
gshaft which pierced the ore body ata
depth of 35 feet. Assays from the ore
taken from this shaft give returns of
$12 in gold and 16 ounces in silver on
one assay and $24 in gold and 160 ounces
of silver in another. There are pits and
openings on this lead which exposeit for
a considerable distance. On the Parrot
fraction a crosscut 300 feet in length has
been made, exposing a wvein 16 feet in
width. The ore from this ledge on the
surface goes $2 in gold and seven ounces
in gilver. There is also a tunnel that
has been driven for a distance of 65 feet,
but which must be extended 75 feet
further before the ledge will be en-
countered.. The claims are in a pro@-
ising condition and may not need a greadt
deal of work to make them mines.

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IT WENT UP IN SMOKE.

Colliseum Building in OChicago De-
stroyed.

CHIicAGoO, I11., Dec. 24.—The Coliseum,
the great building at Sixty-third street
and Stony Island avenue, in which W.
J. Bryan was nominated, was totally
destroyed by fire tonight. The exhibits
of the Illinois Manufacturers’ Exposi-
tion, which was opened in the building
recently, were also totally destroyed.
The “Midway’’ Gapcers are also reported
to have been bm&d to death. While
responding to the alarm, engine No. 19

was struck by a train on the Lake Shore
road and several firemen badly hurt.

The fire was one of. the quickest ever
geen in Chicago. From the time that
the fire originated by the crossing of
electric light wires until the Coliseum
was a pile of twisted iron and hot brick,
not more than 20 minuteg passed. The
building had been rented for an exhibi-
tion of a mnanufacturers’ exposition, and
was filled from end to end with booths,
all of which were destroyed with their
contents. It is supposed that 4 number
of persons were lost in the flames, and
although no bodies have been recovered,
the following are missing and have un-
doubtedly perished : A girl named Paul-
ine, surname not known, who was seen
to enter the burning building. in search
of her mother, whom she said wasim-}
risoned by the flames. The girl and
er mother were employed in the Irish
village, the former as a dancer
and the latter doing -chores. Two
women dancers in the Midway
exhibit were seen in the building before
it collapsed. Two men seen in the build-
ing by firemen during the fire, Ladanye
and his son, conducted a sausage booth
in the building. Ladanye entered the
structure during the fire in search of his
gon, whom he thought was penned in by
the flames, and neither has since bee
gseen. Both lived at the Columbian
Central apartment building. The num-
ber of injured is large, ma:g people hav-
ing been severely burned. The fire
originated in a booth which was used
for an exhibition of X-rays, the booth
being run by J.Morley and W.Robertson.
The two men were examining their
Roentgen  machine . when they were
startled by a sizzling noise behind them,
and upon turning away & part of their
exhibit was ablaze. The crossed arc
wires which were over the exhibit are
thought to have caused the flames.
They at first tried to smother the flames,
but before they had secured water the
fire had spread throughout the entire
booth.

About 300 persons were in the building
at the time of the fire, and at the first
alarm there was a rush for safety.

PROSPERITY BLOCEKEADED.

In a previous article THE MiNer drew
attention to what may result when Le
Roi ore is smelted at Northport. It was
shown that all the mines of Rossland,
excepting the Le Roi, are liable to be
without smelting facilities for an in-
definite and perhaps a considerable
gpace of time, a# soon as the product of
the Le Roi ié8 shipped to the Northport
smelter, instead of to Trail. It .is
not to be denied that wunless
the immense works at Trail can be
kept constantly and fully employed, and
that would require an ore tonnage egual
to that of the Le Roi, they cannot be
operated without serious financial loss.
Of course there are several properties
near Rossland that are sufficiently de-
veloped to at once provide the necessary
tonnage to maintain the Trail smelter in
full blast, but it is not their policy to
make shipments until.a supply of
cheaper fuel and fluxes makes practical
a reduction of the present cost of treat-
ment. Unfortunately, the Le Roi
smelter is not of the kind or capacity to
do custom work, and there are no other
reduction works open to the mines of
the neighborhood, except the Trail
smelter. '

When we stop to consider that all this
would have been different but for the
blockading of the Columbid# River-Pen-
ticton railway subgidy at the last session
of parliament, we realize very forcibly
the great harm that has been done to
Kootenay by the chartermongering that
