Tent a Success,

The new tent, designed by Sir Ern-
est Shackleton and Mr.~Marston (in
charge of the ‘clothing), proved a
eomplete success, especially as re-
gards pitching it in a high wind. . It
may seem a small matter, but with
the circulation rendered sluggish by
the intense cold of the Antarctic the
mere raising of the arms above the
head to pitch any ordinary tent can
only be done at imminent risk of
frost-bite.

The new tent can be likened to a
couple of motor-car hoods joined to-
gether and folded flat in the shape
of a large “D.” One man places it
flat on the ground, another throws

snow on the snow-cloth, and a third
pulls on a guy and raises the struc-
ture in a few seconds in an emer-
gency. In fair weather it can be
raised by one man. Except for minor
troubles, mostly due to vibration, a
motor sléedge ran consistently, at
times heavy loads and as
many as six men, and simultaneously
towing another sledge, also carrying
a load and two passengers. The en-
gines used were of the 30 h. p. An-
zani aeroplane type, and these were

SURRENDERS

Absconded Seven Years Ago With
Seventy-Five Thousand

Dollars

HIS SURRENDER WAS

Heartbroken Son of Michael Brown,

SUFFRAGETTES
CREATED RIOT
"IN A CHURCH

Great Confusion When Militants In-
vaded a Catholic Church for
the First Time

MOUNTED INTO THE PULPIT
AT WESTMINSTER CATHEDRA

Secene of Great Disorder at Brompton
Oratory When Wild Women
Commenced Chanting

When the suffragettes invaded Ca-
tholic churches for the first time a
few days ago they created wild scenes
by attempting to harangue the con-
gregations. Worshippers were disturb-
ed in both Westminster cathédral and
the Church of the Oratory, Brompton.

Father Bernard Vaughan had  just
taken his place in the pulpit in West-
minster Cathedral during the evéning
services when a woman rushed up the
steps in another pulpit, and, waving
her arms toward the altar, shrieked:
“In the presence of the Blessed Sacra-
ment I protest against the forcible
feeding of women.” She was well
dressed and apparently a woman of
refinement.

Congregation Outraged.

The congregation, which was shock-
ed by the woman’s action, rose from
their seats. Murmurs of protest at
the sacrilege ran through the edifice.
One of the women worshippers tried
to persuade the suffragette to descend
from the pulpit, but she remained

‘there waving her arms and yelling in-

There are thousands of men in
this country—men with families—
who are unable to obtain these com-
forts owing to the small wages they
receive,

Some may object to this principle,
