He wrote as
follows:

“REach time he was struck 'by the
hard, flinty tragic look on his face:
in which not a nerve quivered even at
the most enthusiastic ovation and
which did not evince even the shadow
of a smile. It was the Kaiser of for-
mer years. The Kaiser, whom ghe
British and French papers describe
as an elderly broken down man,

' makes, on the centrary, the impres-
sion of having = grown ten years
younger.” _

Baron Von Skoda’s trip to see the
Kaiser was not simply to' write a
pen picture for the Vienna press.
The baron is head of one of the great-
est armament factories in the world—
the Skodawerke pilsen—and arma-
ment makers never lose an opportun-
ity of making hay while the sun
shines.

ATHENS, via London, Dec. 19.—
Semi-official announcements is made

here that 100 lives were lost, includ-
ing some German officers, when ths
Turkish battleship Messudieh, which
was torpedoed by a British submarine
sank in the Dardanelles.

The tact that the Turkish ‘battle-
ship, Messudieh had been torpedoed
by a British submarine, was made
public by the British official bureau
on Dec. 14.

11. He took his little ship into the
Dardanelles and dived under five
rows of mines before he dischargad
the fatal torpedo into the Messudieh,
which was guarding the mine fields.

Was Plethora
of Christmas
Products Today

The dominating feature of this
morning’s market was the immense
number of fowl displayed. .Turkeys,
geese, ducks and chickens were to be
found in abundance, and the quality
was as excellent as the quantity. They
made a good sale and prices ruled
moderate. Turkeys changed over gen-
erally between 23 and 25 cents a
pound. Some earjy buyers, however,
found a market &t 22. Geese ran
around $1.40 and $1.50, with ducks 90
cents to a dollar apiece. Chickens
were cheap at all prices from 40 cents
up, according to the size of the bird.
Eggs reached the half century, and
very few were purchased under 50
cents. Soaring as they are, it will not
be surprising to find them going high-
er. With th7 general purchase of fowl,
pork went ‘down into the depths, and
any cut. could be had at 13 cents a
pound. Beef ranged from 12 to 20
cents, according to the cut. Butter
was the same as last week at 28 and
30 cents.

Two loads of hay were brought in,
and they changed ownership at $14.
Apples and all fruits and vegetables
took no change from last week. The
market was a very fair one, consider-
ing the climatic conditions, and busi-
ness was brisk.

THE SITUATION.

The position of affairs during these
the earlier days of the fifth month of
the war may be regarded as reassur:
ing from the standpoint of the Allies,
Not that.anything of a conclusive na-
ture has yét been recorded by any
means, but for the reason that the
general situation may be regarded as
developing in.their favor. There has
been no serious setback in any quar-
ter; to the direct contrary, material
advance in more than one direction,
and the purpose, the tempér, the cour-
age and the united comradeship in the
one behalf of all the various troops is
most inspiring and deeply significant
of the only possible end. Belgians,
British, French, Russians, Servians,
Japanese, have one and all taken their
necessarily ruthless task of destroying
the world menace of the German war
machine and the devilish precepts in-
volved under the title of alleged “Kul-
tur.,” That they will succeed hand-
somely and make a complete job of
the affair cannot be opert to question.

In Belgium and France the Allies
continue to mdvance, and it looks as if
the troops of the Kaiser might be
forced out of Ostend within a short
period.

In Poland the Russians admit that
the Germans are nbéw about sixteen
miles from Warsaw. From Berlin
comes the official announcement that
the Kaiser’s forces continue to pursue
a “retreating enemy,” but the Petro-

Is there any Empire in the world’s
history which has ever been the equal
of the British, not only in diplomacy
—that word savors too much of dex-
terity in securing advantage—but with
regard to square and open-minded
treatment which turns former hostiles
into warm friends. The handing of
self-government to the Boers after
licking them has constituted one
striking illustration, and the far-reach-
ing value of what some people con-
sidered that Utopian step has been
most remarkably demonstrated in the
present crisis.

In like manner it is now announced
that, following -his deposition of the
Khedive of Egypt, John Bull has de-
cided to name a Sultan of that coun-
try, who will be free from Turkish
influence. In this respect it may not
be out of place to recall the fact that
in India the system is to retain the
hereditary Princes, with big emolu-
ments, as heads of the native and
feudatory states, who administer the
government of the same with the as-
sistance of a British Resident or poli-
tical agent.

The great Roman Emgire fell be-
cause domination resulted in the
greatest kind of domination and slav-
ery; the still greater British Empire
has waxed mighty, and is still becom-
ing mightier, bécause the grand old
Union Jack stands for liberty and
self-government in the highest pos-
sible sense.

BRITISH ARMY TRAINING IS
ON CORRECT LINES.

The British military authorities are
raising a new army of more than a
million men, and it is natural that
those responsible for the training ars
looking carefully at the record on
the continent to see whether the
methods of training which have been
developed and practised in the last
ten years are correct. The result 1s
to be found in certain publications
designed to guide officers in their
work at home.

The general effect of these records
of the experience of the last four
months is that the training of the
British army ha& been conducted on
sound and correct lines. Those who
would fit themselves to face the en-
emy must study the text boks in use
when the war broke out. Of course,
certain wrinkles. are learned from
practical experience.

For example, an officer of high
rank after remarking on the effec:-
iveness of the German artillery firz,
says:

“The German mfantry, on the oth-

er hand, is inferior to iPur own in
developmg fire effect. A short tfield
of fire (500 yards or even less) has
been found sufficient to check a Ger-
man infantry attack. Tactically,
therefore, in occupying ground for de-
fence, every effort should be made
to combine the fire of our own guns
and rifles against the enemy’s infan-
try, while denying to the enemy the
use of artillery by the setting of
trénches in positions which it is in-
tended’ to hold .on to, behind rather
than on the crest line or forward
slopes.

Men who have not been with the
colors during the last four or five
years do not understand theé neces-
sity for good march discipline. 1t
should be impressed upon all ranks
and should be resolutely insisted up-
on at all training previous to arrival
in the theatre of war, There has been

The context declares that the Woman
berself (the Chur¢ch Nominal) was
drunken with her own success in
overcoming the saintlier followers of
Jesus; that she attained great out-
ward splendor as the price of her un-
taithfulness to the Redeemer — the
price. of her illicit intercourse with
the kingdoms of earth — receiving
their support in return for her recog-
o n of them. At the same time
e held in her hand the Golden Cup
=—-the Word of God, which is full of
testimony -against her, but which she
used in such a manner as to deceive
and corrupt them, and to make all the
peopte drunk, as our text declares, in-
dividually and nationally.
The speaker adverted to his dis-
course of the previous Sunday, in
which he had pbinted out some of
the false doctrines which led to the
pxaltation of the Scarlet Woman, the
unfaithful ‘Spouse of Christ. She had
not followed her Redeemer’s foot-
steps in humility and self-sacrifice.
S8he had practiced and prospered;
the had fought down the true fol-
lowers of Jesus, causing them to suf-
fer for righteousness’ sake, even as
the Jews had crucified Jesus, and as
|the Apostles had suffered for loyalty
to Truth.
Intoxicated by her suecess, she
went to great lengths of boasting, es-
tablishing herself as the Queen of
Heaven, ruling over the Kkings of
parth, yet having fellowship with
them and drawing support from
them. Both kings and peoples were
made drunk, infatuated, with the
thought that they could have so close
dealings with the Divine Kingdom
and still live after the flesh. Deg-
radation, mental and moral, ensued,
while kings and peoples went into a
drunken sleep from which they are
not yet fully aroused.
The Sixteenth Century brought a
partial awakening, but the Adversary
was at hand to re-entangle those men-
tally confused by the adulterated
wine—the ' mixture of Heavenly
Truth with earthly selfishness and
deviltry. The time had not yet come
tor the binding of Satan, and the
Lord allowed him to continue to make
the way narrow for the zealous,
waintly few. To have allowed the full
light of Truth to shine in upow® the
world at that time would have
meant the permission of the great
Time of Trouble nearly three centu-
ries too soon; for the Lord’s Kingdom
would not be ready for establishment
until the full end of the six thousand
years of the reign of Sin and Death,
and the completion of the elect num-
ber of the True Church.
For these reasons God permitted
the various Protestant Churches to
be born, and to develop under the in-
fluence of the:intoxicating Cup of
their Mother.

As
individuals have béen racking their
brains in respect to money-getting, so
nations, impelled by the same spirit
of avarice, have been plotting and
scheming for extemsion of territory,
trade, etc. As education has perme-
ated to the lower strata of society,
it has awakened ‘the whole world.
Hundreds of millions are keenly alert
to take advantage of every circum-
stance and condition; and everything
except the material interests of this
life seems to be ignored.

But the awakening of the people,
as we might expect, exhibits all
phases of human character — good,
evil and foolish. The sufferings of
the war-stricken people touch deep-
ly a sympathetic chord in human na-
ture, prompting generosity and some-
times even leading public servanis to
forget that they have no right to do-
nate public money to any cause, but
that the people they serve have the
right to exercigse their own charity at
their own expense. However, the
disposition to give food and clothing
to those in need clearly indicates that
in the hearts of humanity in general
there continues to abide some meas-
ure of the Godlikeness with which
our race was originally endowed—the
chief element of Godlikeness being
love; for ‘““God is Lave.”

We are liable to a certain amount
of foolishness as we awaken from the
ignorance andgy rgtition and get
our first glim 'd% the sufferings of
those in the war zone. To illustrate:
The cables recently told that a United
States war ship had c¢leared from an
English port, laden with Christmas
toys to be distributed to the unfortu-
nate children of the war refugees In
Belgium and France. It seems a joke
to send a war vessel on such an er-
rand. Thousands of dollars’ worth of
cal were required, besides the time
and attention of a ship’s crew, to take
a lot of dolls, teddy-bears and knick-
knacks to children much more in need
of food and clothing. We are not
faulting the kind hearts that desire to
do something for the sufferers, but we
do wonder that the heads of our in-
telligent statesmen should lend them-
gelves to such foolishness, even
though it emanated from the hard-
headed journmalists who induced
school children to such folly. The
effect of this mental confusion is to
awaken thinking people to the real
facts of the case and greatly to dis-
eredit all effort on behalf of the war
sufferers.

Thinking people are saying to
themselves: The warring nations
should each look out for the victims
of their war. They are bound to do
this through self-respect at home and
abroad. ' Assistance from us should
not be necessary — is not necessary.
Money spent thus benefits the givers
more than the receivers; for those
who should look after the needly will
probably content themselves with
saying to the unfortunates, “Did you
not get your share of the American
donation?” Thus our intended gen-
erosity may merely help to prolong
war and do injury to those we wish
to benefit.

On the other hand, the “submerged
tenth” at home are in straits and like-
ly to suffer this winter—perhaps ful-
ly as much as the Belgian refugees.
Hundreds have already been evieted
because of inability to pay their rent
and, with their few belongings in the
street, are certainly nearly as much

to be pitied—perhaps more—as the

war refugees across the ocean. Sure-
iy charity begins at home! We there-
fore highly commend a general move-
ment toward Home Relief, believing
it to be a safe and sane policy in ac-
cord with the teachings of the Bible
—_“He that provideth not for his own
s+ % * {g worse than an infidel.”

The people at our doors are our
own respnosibility. In many respects
the war is more injurious here than
in -the warring countries. There,
Government contracts for army Ta-
tions, clothing, military apparatus,
ship-building; etc., are causing great
business prosperity, especially in
Germany and Great Britain. Here,
on the contrary, the avenues of -busi-
ness are dislocated. The foreign ab-
sorption of gold causes financial em-
barrassment and stringency, the dis-
¢harge of clerks, mechanics, ete.

family. = As they realize how they
were drugged with the false doctrines,
the tendency with the majority will
be to go to the opposite extreme~—to
lose faith in everything. The result
undoubtedly will be pandemonium, as
the Seriptures portray—'‘Every man’s
hand against his neighbor”’—anarchy.

Many, realizing to some extent the
matters we here portray are earnestly
advocating some kind of patched-up
compromise — & reformation in the
churches, a discarding of the creeds
in fact while holding to them in the-
ory, a laboring on the part of all for.
social betterments, etc. We commend
this spirit as better than the “‘stand-
pat” program of others; but it is too
late. The opportunity for such s re-
formation has passed. As the Serip-
tures declare, “We would have healed
Babylon, but she is not healed.” (Je-
remiah 51:9.) There was a lack of
desire for healing, for purification,
for forgiveness, for turninzg away
from illicit intercourse with (he king-
doms of this world to afiliaiion with
the Lord alone. Only the iew had
the proper spirit. They are the
Lord’s Jewels.—Malachi 3:17.

This Christian Age in many re-
spects corresponds to the Jewish Age,
which was its prototype. Hence our
Lord’s words respecting Natural Is-
rael apply here also. He declared
the New Dispensation so different
from the Old that it would be like
putting a new patch into an old gar-
ment; that it would be like putting
pew wine into old wineskins, which
bad lost their elasticity, and could
not withstand the strain. Hence the
Jewish Dispensation was entirely set
aside, and the New Order of things
was inaugurated.

So here, there is sufficient contrast
between the things of this Present
Order — religious, financial, social,
political—and the New Order of
things that the two cannot possibly
intermix, cannot possibly be patched
up. Instead, the Lord declares that
the Present Order of things, sywboli-
cally represented by “the heavens and
the earth,” the ecclesiastical heavens
and the social earth, are to pass away
utterly absolutely, in the great con-
flagration, which will not be literal
fire, but symbolic—anarchy. Mean-
time, however, the Lord promises us
that the New Order of things to take
the 'place of the Present Order, will
be “the desire of all nations” — ‘&
new earth,” & new soclal order. This
is the hope of the world. There is
none other.

In view of these things, it be-
hooves every child of God to heed the
voiée of God, to stand free from
Babylon, to manifest the spirit of the
Lord, to become a frue ‘Bible student,
a true overcomer of the world and
its spirit, faithful unto death, that he
may be accounted worthy of the
Crown of Life and a share with his
Master in the Milleanial Kingdom
Throne. And as respects those who
are not the Lord’s consecrated peo-
ple, but who love the Truth and
righteousness, there are but two
courses open. The first and better
one is a full surrender to the Lord,
a full consecration of the heart, will,
time, influence—all—for the service
of the Truth; or, second, but less
satisfactory, an endeavor to live sob-
erly, righteously, justly, truthfully,
sympathetically, merecifully.

Turning to the lesson in the Acts,
the former treatise referred to was the
gospel by Luke, wherein he, as well
as Matthew and Mark in their gospels,
set forth the things that Jesus began
to do and teach and which the Holy
Spirit through redeemed people has
ever since been doing and teaching and
will till the church is completed.

Notice that doing always goes before
teaching, for we cannot teach others
@it we have “@oné the things our-
selves. He continued to do and teach
until the day in which He was taken
up. May we by the same Spirit be
faithful witnesses until taken out of
the body or taken up in the body to be
ever with Him (I Thess, iv, 16-18; Phil.
1, 21, 23). We must not confuse these
two, but either will be glorious.

Notice how He did all by the Holy
Spirit. And remember that from His
conception to His resurrection all was
by the Holy Spirit, the same one con-
cerning whom He said, “Ye shall re-
ceive the power of the Holy Ghost
coming upon you, and ye shall be wit-
nesses unto me” (verse 8, margin). As
He showed Himself alive in His res-
urrection body He expects us, in the
power of His resurrection by the Holy
Spirit, to manifest Him in our mortal
bodies that others may see Him and
not us.

He will manifest Himself in us if
we are fully ylelded. Since He is more
willing to give the fullness of the Spirit
than parents are to give good gifis
unto their children, what can hinder
us from being filled but our own un-
willingness? Their question, “Lord, wiit
thou at this time restore again the king-
dom to Israel?” was in no sense a fool-
ish question, for the prophets are full
of such a restoration, and the heaven
has received Him only until the times
of restitution of all things which God
hath spoken by the mouth of all His
holy prophet® since the world began
(Acts fi1, 21). Our Lord did not re-
prove them for asking the question,
nor did He say that they were carnal
in looking for such a kindom or that
they misunderstood -the nature of the
kingdom. He simply said to them, and
He says to us, that we are not to know
the time, and elsewhere He said that
it will be in such an hour as we think
not. But His great desire for us is
that we shall be, in the power of His
Spirit, His faithful witnesses to His

ministry andcoming again.

He led them out as far as to Beth-
any, and while He blessed them with
uplifted hands He was parted from
them, carried up into heaven and sat
on the right hand of God (verse 9;
Luke xxiv. 50, 51; Mark xvi, 19). 'As
they looked steadfastly toward heaven
two men in white apparel said, “This
same Jesus * * * ghall so come in like
manner as ye have seen Him go into
heaven.”
