In conclusion Mr. Blake read a most
important letter which Mr. Gladstone
wrote to him on the eve of his depart-
ure for America. This letter was
read for the first time in public and
aroused great enthusiasm. It is as
follows :

*“ DownING St., WEITEHALL,
September 2. 1898,

‘“ DEAR MR. BraxkE : I learn with great
pleasure that there is to be an Irish Day
during the World’s Fair at Chicago; nor
am I less satisfied to know that you have
undertaken to attend the gathering on
behalf of the Irish people and of their
representatives. There could not be a
more interesting nor, except on the day of
the final victory, a more encouraging oc-
casion.

‘ After seven weeks of close and sus-
tained struggle throughout the country a
House of Commons was elected iast year
which has passed, after 82 days of debate,
a bill for conferring upon Ireland the
management, through a freely elected
parliament, of her own domestic affairs.
And when at the close of next week the
bill be rejected by a large majority of the
House of Lords we shall know, the Koa
ple of Ireland will know, the world at
large will know and even the House of
Lords will know that this rejection will
mean no more harm than a dilatory vote.

‘“You are about to address Americans,
who, in all ranks and in all parts of their
magnificent country, have shown an active
and almost universal sympathy with Ire-
land and more especially: with Irish-
Americans, through whose eneryies and
inexhaustible affection for Ireland has
been effected the most remarkable oceanic
migration ever known in the history of the
world.

*And you are in a condition to point
out to thew these two things: First, the
distance which has been actually travelled
over between the physical misery and the
political depression which marked the
early yenrs of the country, and the viotory
recorded last night is immeasurable.
Second, the distance betweéen that record-
ed victory to the final investment of Ire-
land with full self-governing control over
Ler domestic affairs is not only measurable,
bat short. It was unanswerably observed
during our debate that the recent success
has been brought about by change of
opinion where opinion has been mos
hostile, viz., ch of opini England
Scoteh, Irish and Welsh votes were with
us in 1886, but we stocd in a minority of
nearly 120. It has been the signal and
favorable change in England that has con-
verted this minority into a majority of 40
for Home Rule. Yet England still exhibits
her reduced majority to intercept one of
the greatest benefits ever conferred not
only upon Ireland but upon her. In this
attitude she is alone among all the
peoples of the English-speaking race.
She has not yet quitted but she is quit-
ting. .Yet the last struggle still remains,
and like the former struggles it will be
great, and it will demand the friendly
efforts of all those wherever placed, who,
under God, have lifted this great cause out
of the abyss and set it on an eminence
from which there remains but a slight
step into the promised land. I cherish
the most sanguine hope that the conduct
of the Irish nation when their great object
has been attained, will fulfill every reason-
able hope cherished by those who have
aided and will convert its p t i

Hunting Turtles on a Florida Beach.

The beach on the lower coast of Florida
is the home of thousands of loggerhead tur-
tles. During the summer, in the full moon,
they come out on the beach to lay their
eggs. They dig out 8 rounding hole several
feet deep with their claws, lay 50 or 100 or
more eggs in it carefully, putting them
around in circles with an exactness one
would not expect from such clumsy ap-
pearing things.

After laying the eggs the mother turtle
carefully throws the sand over them and
smooths it down so well that only the clos-
est search reveals them tothe turtle hunt-
ers, Sometimes a turtle takes two or three
nights to finish her laying. She will creep out
the second night, carefully and deftly par-
tially uncover the eggs deposited beforeand
then lay the balance, covering them all so
nicely that hardly the least trace remains of
any disturbance in the sand. They always go
abovetide water, and only on beaches where
there is a clear stretch of dry sand above
the tide will they lay. The eggs are es-
teemed a great delicacy by the beach and
zoast residents. Not only that, but bruin
has a hankering for fresh turtle eggs, while
foxes, opossums, wildcats, etc., hunt for
these rich caches of food. Turtle soup and
steak are also prime luxuries, so the poor
loggerheads have hosts of enemies to look
out for in their efforts to raise nup their
tamilies.

A St. Louis Globe-Democrat correspond-
ent thus describes a hunting expedition
with a party which included two ladies and
s veteran turtle hunter: After a pleasant
journey by moonlight we reached the beach
and soon sighted a turtle. All hands
seemed possessed with the idea of seizing
the prige first, and a wild run was made in
its direction. SBoon we came close up to
the loggerhead, and an immense one she
was. She sat there on her nest as uncon-
cerned as if we were far away. She was
about the size of a huge oblong laundry
basket. The scales or squares on her back
were several inches across. Her ugly eel
looking head was peeking out from under
the shell, watching us closely, but in no
way did she seem afraid.

Vinegar and salt will 8lean the black
crust off sheet izon frying pans, but they
should ‘be thoroughly scoured afterward
with sand soap or any good scouring soap.

‘When molasses is to be used in cooking,
it is a very great improvement to boil it
and skim it first. It takes out the un-
pleasant raw taste and gives it more the
flavor of sugar.

To clean white ostrich plumes dissolve 4
ounces of white soap in 4 pints of hot
water. Make a lather and pfunge the
feathers into it, rubbing them well with
the hands for five or six minutes. Wash
out in clear, hot water and shake until dry.

*“The existence of man eating snakes has
been doubted by naturalists, but I can
prove the fact from my own experiences,”
writes an American recently returned from
the Philippine islands. ‘“‘In 1886 | was liv-
ing at Ti Rando, One of our servants was
a short, broad shguldered Javanese named
Picul. He was a cattle herder and fre-
quently in the woods. Several times he
had told us of the existence of a monster
python 50 feet long, not a mile from the
plantation, I gave hing a gun and buck-
shot to kill it, but it never materialized,
and we became incredulous,

“One day Picul was missing. His gun
and hat were foufid in the woods and
brought in. One of the native hunters ex-
amined the ground and gave his opinion.
Picul must have been caught by a snake, as
no blood had been shed, but there had cvi-
dently been a struggle. The next Sunday,
in company with an Englishman camed
Mason and some native trackers, I took the
woods to look for our lost servant. The
patives led us to the edge of a track of sub-
merged land covered with long grass. The
water was about three inches deep, Here
in the m: as the track of a big snake.
The depr@8sion made by the body in the
mud was quite 18 inches wide. Sudcen-
ly one of the men called out, ‘Sook! sook!"
(look! look!) Three hundred yards away
the water was agitated into waves, and
gliding toward us was a yellow snake
that looked 100 feet long. The heard was
as large as a bucket. It was a bright yel-
low striped with black.

“To watch it gliding toward us was try-
ing on the nerves, but we waited and at 40
yards gave it two loads of buckshot in the
head. It reared 10 feet out of the water
and lashed about, but finally sunk, and the
natives hauled it on the bank with a rope.
It was just 88 feet long—our fears had added
the other 60. To keep it from the white
ants, it was at once cut open and skinned.
Inside was the lower jaw of a human being
and a leg and thigh bone, while aloin cloth
was rolled into a perfect knot no bigger
thana man’s fist, and this Picul’s sisters
identified.

To the British museum series of cata-
logues Mr. G.-A. Boulenger hig recently
added a classification of snakes. It isa
moot point whether snakes form a distinct
order of reptilesor a branch of the group to
which lizards and chameleons belong. Mr.
Boulenger adopts the first theory as regards
his text and recammends the second in his
notes. He is the only man who has ever
classified snakes scientifically. The pop-
ular generalization that “snakes are pizen™
cannot be accepted as scientific; neither can
the slightly more discriminating subdivi
sion into snakes which are “‘pizen’” and
snakes which are not. The only classifica
tion fit to stand, up till now, is the one
based upon cranial differences, which Mr.
Boulenger hasgxpounded in bis work on the
“‘Reptilia and Batrachia of British India.”

According to this work, there are nine
different families of snakes, and India alo.e
% nows 264 separate species which fall un-
der them. The commonest families are the
boidee, embracing boas, pythons and the
cryx (a two headed snake much affected by
Indian jugglers), the viperide, including
vipers and rattlesnakes, and last, but not
least, seeing that fully two-thirds of all
the snakes belong to it, the colubridse.

CRUEL CHINESE PUNISHMENT.

How a Malefactor Was Starved to Death
in an Open Cage.

A typical case of Chinese cruelty is thus
described by The Pall Mall Budget: Four
men were captured some time ago at Chin-
kiang, near the mouth of the Yang-tse-
kiang, who had for some months past
ciried on a systematic course of kid-
naping children, one of the most heinous
crimes known to Chinese law. They were
duly tried and finally sentenced to death
by the slow process of exposure and-starva-
tion in a cage. The sentence was first car-
ried out on the ringlcader, and on Sunday
morning he was placed in a cage, standing
upright on a pile of bricks a foot high, with

his head projecting above and the neck
fitted tightly in a hole in the roof. There
he stood in a crowded lane leading to the
Grand canal, exposed to the fi:-rce rays of &
burning sun, with the glasx ve.istering 95
degrees in the shade, without food or drink,
and jeered at by the passersby, who seemed
to look upon it as a very good joke.

What the sufferings of the unfortunate
wietch must have been on the Sunday and
Monday passes beyond the realmsof the
Anagination, but the end was nearer than
expected, for at b o’clock on Monday even-
ing oneof ‘the attendants knocked away
the pile of bricks, leaving the body sus-
pended by the lower jaw, and slow stran-
gulation put an end to what remnants of
life there were in about 20 minutes. The
body, still in the cage, was removed the fol-
lowing day to a creek west of the concession
to be exposed as a warning to evildoers be-
fore final burial.

‘Will Never be Friends.

Beruin, Oct. 2.—The newspaper discus-
sion of the Emperor's relations to Bis-
marek does not abate, Although the pub-
lic have been disillusioned as to the prob-
ability of their becoming friends, the official
opinion as explained in last week's letter
never shared the popular illusion. Re-
ports are still rife as to exchanges of mes-
sages between the Emperor and Bismarck
and the Empress Frederick as the media-
tor throngh Count William Bismarck and
as to the Empress planning a visit in
Friedrichsruhe. The truth is there is no
present plan of reconciliation. Neither
the Emperor nor Bismarck ever intended
a reconciliation to be achieved in any way
exoept by the other's complete submission,
With the growing strength of the Prince
the Bismarckisn newspapers are increasing
the offensiveness of their criticisms of the
Government.

Convention of Sdeial Democrats.

~ Bernay, Oct, 2.—The congress of Social
Democrats will be opened on October 22.
The delegates will hear the executive com-
mittee’s report dh the recent general elec-
tion and will debate plans for May Day of
next year. Relations of socialism to anti-
Semitism, and the subject of strikes also
will be discussed. Editor . Landau, leader
of the Berlin Anarchists, advises his com-
rades to join the Socialists so as to reform
them. The Socialist leaders are on . the
watch and will throw out any Anarchists
who try to take part in the congress. The
credentials of all delegates will be scanned
closely and no suspect will be admitted.
The Anarchists will have to db their re-
forming, therefore, outside of the organi-
zation. o

To Aid Armenian Prisoners.

LoxpoN, Oct. 2.—Despatches from Con-
stantinople say that the Sultan has been
greatly moved by the agitation in England
on behalf of the Armenian prisoners in
Asiatic Turkey. He has ordered that all
the papers bearing on’the recent trial of
Armenians in Angonira be laid before him,
especially those concerning the charges
against Professors Thoumayan and Kaya
Yan, of the American College in Marso-
van. Abstracts from these documents
were made a week ago and were despatch-
ed on September 26 to Rustem Pasha,
Turkish ambassador in London. A courte-
ous autograph letter from the Sultan was
sent with them.

Coal Strike Causes Destitution.

Lonpow, Oct. 2.—In the cotton trade
factories are ogly working short time and
more than 10,000 operatives have been
made idle owing to want of coal. Many
relief funds have been started for the
miners’ starving families.

In Chesterfield alone 1,700 children are
fed every morning and 1,700 families are
assisted with food.

The Mayor of Sheffield has convened a
meeting of the Mayors of Leeds, Bradford,
Nottingham, Derby and Barnsley to dis-
cuss the situation and endeavor to formu-
late some scheme likely to be acceptable to
miners and employers.

No Forel Will Be

Lonpon, Oct. 2. — Justice John M.
Harlan, of the U.'S. Supreme Court and
one of the arbitrators of the recent Behring
Sea tribunal of arbitration, stated in a
private conversation in St. James Hall at
a Sunday mission meeting, that he per-
sonally believed that on occasion of a
future difference between England and the
United States the intervention of strangers
would not be invoked, but an eqpal rum-
ber of judges of the highest courts of both
countries would be appointed to settle the
differences
