A discovery that would lead one to
believe that the work of gathering the
figures showing the population of Ham-
ilton last year had been badly bungled
was made when the returns were check-
ed over and compared with the number
of children attendif}y school in Ward 1.
Each year the assessment department
takes a census of the number of children
between the ages of 8 and 14. It was dis-
covered this year that in the schools in |
Ward 1, 154 more children than returned
by the assessors were attending. It was
suggested that a similar condition might
exist in other wards, and this was taken
s a pretty good indication that the
population was much more than 64,087,
the figures given out last year. The

assessment department, however, has a
reasonable explanation. The officials
say that in Ward 1 many children attend

the schools who come from the north
side of King street and esch of the
city limits.

Boer General Tells of Natives Brutally Murdered
and of Others Sold Into Slavery.

New York, Jan. 31.—Lieutemant Gen-
eral Francois Joubert-Pienaar, who
worried the red coais exceedingly,
chasing them from kopje to kopje dur-
ing the Boer war, but who is a most
loyal subject of Edward VIL. nowadays,
is going to Washington in a few days
to have an audience with the President
snd to see if he cannot interest Mr.

In opening his charge Justice Dowling
impressed upon the jury the responsi-
bility which was theirs, telling. them
that they should bear in mind that upon
their verdict depended the fife or liberty
of the prisoner. “Your verdiet must not
be influenced by any matter outkide the

record,” said he. “Neither Passion nor
sympathy should sway you delib-
erations. You must hot late or
guess as to matters in eyidence here,
but must decide the issue§olely mpon
your calm, dispassionate t as

to the weight, credibility: of
the testimdny. Nor are I'Aii'ciiﬁ&}néd
with the punishment which may follow
a verdict of guilty at your hands. Your
sole function is.to determine if any
crime has been committed, its grade, and
leave the penalty to ‘those responsible
for its imposition.”

JOHN BURNS GOT BOWL OF SOUP.

London, Jan. 31.—Participating in the
debate in the House of Commons last
night on the question of the unemployed,
John Burns, President of the Local Gov-
ernment Board and labor leader in the
House, denounced the unscientific distri-
bution of religious, philanthropic and
private charity, which, he declared, was
usually misapplied, and devoted to the
wrong persons. He told one of his own
experiences recently, when, after an offi-
cial function, he joined two thousand of
the unemployed at the Victoria embank-
ment.

“I was in my court dress,” he said,
“but pulled my bowler hat over my eyes
and looked miserable, and I got my bowl
of soup and hunch of bread.”

Mr. Burns admitted that pauperism in
London is on the increase, and said it
would continue to grow as long as in-
discriminate charity prevailed.

Mr. Burns moved the rejection of an
amendment to the address regretting
that the King’s speech had not recom-
mended legislation dealing with-the un-
employed question, and the amendment
was defeated by 195 to 146.

An incidental remark made by Mr.
Burns during his speech, that the scheme
of Herbert H. Asquith, the Chancellor
of the Exchequer, for old age pensions
would provide for a milion people, at-
tracted much attention afterwards.
Nothing hitherto had leaked out with
reference to the intentions of the Gov-
ernment, but it was generally assumed
that it would propose a pension of 5
shillings veekly in certain cases. If so,
Mr. Asquith’s scheme would entail the

TWO SUMMER PARK SCHEMES
ARE BEING PROMOTED HERE.

Buffalo and Niagara Falls Men Have Been Going
Quietly Over the Ground.

There seems to be no end of summer
park promoters who see in Hamilton a
gold mine for open air amusement, and
it looks as if onc of these resorts will
be established here this spring. The
Canadian Amusement Company’s schemen
to build a big amusement park on the
Beach is generally accepted as off, cer-
tainly for this year, but during the week
representatives of two different com-
panies have been here looking over the
ground. Samuel T. Robertson, of Buf-
falo, and J. Seaman, of Niagara Falls,
have. spent several days here gathering
information, and gave the impression
that they meant business. Their stay in
the city was kept quict, and they were
anxious that their plans should not be
made public until they were prepared to
proceed with the work. They looked
over several properties, and, although a
place has not been definitely settled
upon, Mr. Robertson and his partner, who
left for the east last night, will be back
shortly to arrange for a site. They had
their eye on some property in the south-

west, but decided that the street railway
service would not accommodate the

crowds. They also discussed a proposi-
tion to fence in half of the driving park,
but this scheme was also dismissed. They
have under consideration new two pro-
spective sites, one on Barton street, east
of Sherman avenue, and another on the
Beach road below the smelling vorks.
There is a good piece of bay front there,
and it is thought it could be made an
attractive spot.

“Mr. Robertson is the ownér of several
figure eights and other amusement de-
vices in 'Buffalo, Niagara Falls and many
other large American summe* resorts.
His partner is a shrewd lawye., who is
also interested in many big amusement
resorts. They propose spending beteween
$75,000 and $100,000 on the park, and
running it on a percentage basis. Attrac-
tions that desire to do business will be
allotted space and pay a percentage of
the profits to the owners of the park.
The promoters are prepared to furnish
all necessary capital, and are asking no
local assistance.

Toronto Live Stock.

Receipts of live stock at the City Mar-
ket on Wednesday and Thursday, as re-
ported by the railways, were 96 car
loads, composed of 1,388 cattle, 931 hogs,
1,811 sheep and #4 calves, with 1 horse.

There were several lots of picked but-
chers’ cattle, but the quality generally
was on a par with what has been com-
ing lately.

Trade ecarly in the day was fairly
good, especia‘ly for the best butchers’,
but in the afternoon prices declined fully
20 cents per ewt,, the market closing full
and draggy, with several loads that came
in late, owing to railwvays making poor
time, ‘being unsold. Taken altogether,
the market for, cattle was unsatisfactory
from the drovers’ standpoint.

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Care of the Farm Well
(London Free

A very important service rendered by
the Chemical Section of the Experimental
Farm at Ottawa is in the free examina-
tion of well water, from samples sub-
mitted.

The farmers of Canada can not only
have their seed grains analyzed at this
rreat  establishment, and  obtain  all
available information concerning vege-
table and fruit erops, but the quality of
the water which they drink or supply
to their live stock is carefully inquired
into and reported on, when they have
reason to think that it is not as it
should be, and send samples to be tested.

The report before us contains some
valuable information on this point, In
time of excessive drought, as was the
case in the summer of 1906, over a great
part of Ontario, the condition of the
water in the farmyard and back door
well frequently becomes a serious men-
ace to health. Fortunately, by its offen-
sive taste, odor. or appearance, such
water, as the chemist in his report re-
marks, carries its own condemnation.

The absence of such indications of
pollution, however, ‘is not to be taken
as evidence of purity. In most cases the
wholesomeness of a water can only be
determined by a chemical process,

Of 281 samples sent to the department,
only 90 were analyzed, the remainder
being set aside for insufficiency of quan-
tity for the purposes of a proper test,
or dirty bottles or corks,

The ninety waters upon being ana-
lyzed were reported on as follows: Good
and wholesome, 28; suspicious and prob-
ably dangerous, 21; contaminated and
totally condemued, 30; saline, 11,
