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HYDRO INSISTS
UPON MONOPOLY.

Concessions Already Made to Hamilton With­
drawn—Other Unfair Restrictions.

The Hydro-Electric Commission, as 
predicted in the Times, when it met yes­
terday afternoon to consider the amend­
ments to the draft form of contract sug­
gested by the power committee, rejected 
the city’s demands. The decision practi­
cally means that the commission has 
taken Hamilton by the throat, deter­
mined to make it bolt the entire con­
tract. Mayor McLaren has promised to 
call a meeting of the power committee 
to-morrow afternoon to prepare a re­
port for the Council, which will likely 
oold a special meeting before the end 
of the week. A bitter light is promised 
as the aldermen are incensed at the 
commission’s flop in rejecting conces­
sions which it had already promised the 
city.

the meeting at which the matter was 
discussed in Toronto yesterday after­
noon was attended by Sir James Pliny 
Whitney, Premier of Ontario, the Cab­
inet Ministers, Hon. Adam Beck and 
other members of the Government. The 
decision shows that Hamilton will rot 
only have the commission but the Gov­
ernment to buck, too, and the score or 
so of western municipalities will have it 
within their power to crimp Hamilton's 
industrial progress. This city will be 
forced to play a lone hand, and its in­
fluence promises to count for little 
against practically the whole of Western 
Ontario, when the game is played along 
political lines.

Solicitor Lobb, in his letter to City 
Solicitor Waddell this morning, denies 
that Hamilton was promised the same 
benefits as other municipalities. This 
is evading the issue. What the aider- 
men were promised at the conference 
was that Hamilton's distance from the 
Falls would be considered in adjusting 
the annual charges. To this the com­
mission gave its consent. Even Aider- 
man Cooper, the Hydro champion, ad­
mitted this at the last meeting of the 
power committee.

Clause 2 b, drafted by City Solicitor 
Waddell, and which gave the city au­
thority to get power from any other 
source, another concession th.it the Com­
mission consented to, is struck out as a 
result of yesterday's decision, and a new 
clause, drafted by Mr. Lc'bb, inserted. 
It distinctly provides that while Ham­
ilton may take power from other sources 
until the Commission is ready to deliver, 
when the Niagara power is ready the 
city must take it from the Commission. 
The Hydro peo-pie say this only applies 
to the thousand horse-power, but the 
document does not say so. The agree­
ment is silent as to the city's rights _to 
take power from any other source. If 
the city is to liave this concession the 
aldermen cannot see why the Commission 
will not have it so stated in black aijd

The Hydro people argue -that the gen­
eral act covers Hamilton’s claim that iti 
distance from the Falls should he consid­
ered. Hamilton will not be under the 
general act. It will be tied to the spe­
cial agreement it is making with the 
Commission, and Mr. Lobb's riders to 
clause 10 clearly state that Hamilton 
shall not have any reductions through 
increased orders from other municipal­
ities. In other words, if Hamilton takes 
a thousand horse-power, unless it goes 
into the scheme without, reservation, it 
will be obliged to pay m annual charges 
for thirty years, practically what it pays 
the first year.

This is the lever the Hydro aldermen 
will use to force the city into the con 
tract. Another unfair restriction mad-' 
by the Commission is that Hamilton is 
only to have until the end of Deeemliev. 
1910. to say whether it. wants paragraphs 
a and b of clause 13, which would give it 
all privileges, inserted. This gives the 
city only seven months on which to fig­
ure out. the cost of power, white it is 
quite clear that this can only be done 
a-fter Hamilton has been using the power 
a fuH year, so that the quantities used 
in every month throughout the year may

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who ie the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 years .old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta.

THE TECHNIC AL SCHOOL.
With the opening of the Technical 

School has come the opportunity for 
those who know its worth to them of 
getting, as an. asset, as a capital, knowl­
edge in their occupation, which may be 
theirs for but the giving of a few win­
ter evenings, and which, when once ob­
tained. is an asset which cannot be lost, 
and only grows better by use.

The question a* to whom the technical 
courses are useful may be answered in 
the word everybody. This does not 
mean that everybody should go to the 
school, but it means what the words 
say. that technical education is a re­
quisite in every business, and that the 
firm that has a staff of trained men 
and women to do its work has a double 
capacity. Every firm has a staff, such 
a one has the staff and the training.

The owners of a business whose sons 
or other successors are in training, 
know how much depends on the capacity 
and knowledge of the future merchant, 
and the necessary experience can be got 
where? Not by having the prospect of 
a made business as a future, not by 
trusting to the vague, possibility of pick­
ing it up in time, but the elements from 
which will develop the accomplished 
manufacturer amt merchant can be -,got 
in technical schools, so much for the 
man in business.

Taking the staff from the head to the 
boy who is making his start, the mana­
gers, the superintendents, the foremen, 
the bookkeepers, the buyers,, the sales­
men, the clerks, the engineer, the fire­
man, the man at the forge, the machin­
ist, the woodworker, the stock keeper, 
the juniors, whose hopes are in the fu­
ture. the boy, in whom all the future is, 
as th-j words above say, everybody is 

'benefited by the technical school.
The^head of a firm is not, going to a 

technical «ehooL, but his staff will be 
made up of the men whom he can select 
as having the best technical knowledge 
connected with his business, and to the 
man of “Canada's Day" this selection is 
an index of the firm's future, and the 
future of the men with the knowledge. 
0'lhe capitalist, whose investments are 
la'id for the future, faces the prospect 
of relying on the capacity of those whom 
he does not know, to maintain the enter­
prise intact, as it expands to the com­
pass of many managers, to this class of 
men, no one need present the advantages 
of technical education.

The manufacturer, with the technique

of his factory, with a‘11 its multiple vari­
ety, calling for brains, brains, trained 
brains, he needs no lecture on technical 
education.

Our boys, our young men. our grown 
men. “not too wise to ask a question, 
not. too old to learn," to these whot. do 
technical schools mean? The opportun­
ity of realizing the ideals we all have, to 
advance, to he one degree better, .ae nil 
with ambition wish, and wish, and wish, 
and to succeed.

The«*e words are written with t-he light, 
of twenty years’ experience in teoluucai 
education, with all the warm interest in 
the readers of this letter, of one who h is 
had a close contact with bovs who bave 
F-ihx-.eed-ed, men who have tried and won. 
and bo whom the advent of the technical 
school marks the fulfillment of the hope 
of years for the boys of to-day.

As a little help to the. boy» and nvn 
reading this, the writer has subjoined n 
selection from a treatise on “Elements of 
Technical Education,"’ reading this will 
give those looking for a defined view of 
what technical education is m a curri­
culum. some aid in und-errate-nding ft- 
ELEMENTS OF TECHNICAL EDUCA­

TION.
Canada having reached the stage of 

national development which calls for 
complete systems of education, the vari­
ous branches should receive constant at­
tention and progressive development.

Academic education and technical ed­
ucation are both of equal value, for 
sensus of opinion and judgment make 
the former compulsory (to a given ex­
tent), the necessity of daily life makes 
the latter compulsory, we have to learn 
the technique of our avocation.

It is but the best of sense to provide, 
for the coming generation of men and 
women, schools in which may lie taught 
the technique of their occupations, we 
therefore have “Technical Schools.”

It is at once a question who should 
attend technical schools, and what they 
should study ; to answer the quest ion 
best, is to survey the technique of the 
principal industrial occupations and id­
entify the interests concerned, with this 

view, this treatise is written.
To view the subject. correctly we 

should examine the industries in the or­
der in which they stand in importance, 
that is, to commence with the founda­
tion of all industries and trades.

The Ironworker is the first artisan in 
the industrial world.

Iron working in all its branches, from 
the mine, to the finished tool, machine, 
mechanism, or structure, is the begin­
ning of manufacture.

As a foundation for a useful technical 
course, a period in the iron working de­
partment should lx* taken. The follow­
ing elements of knowledge will be av- 
qtiiicd, and a basis laid for the courses 
of mechanical construction, drawing, or 
design, these to be concurrent with or 
followed by, the courses of woodwork­
ing. etc., thus fitting the student for 
the courses of electricity, architecture, 
applied mechanics, etc.

The elements of iron working are in­
cluded in three groups, science, art of 
technique and practice. Science includes 
the recognition of varieties and forms 
of iron, the understanding of terms, such 
as annealed, tempered, chilled, hardened, 
welding, etc. Practice is the using of 
the science and art in the production of 
worked-up material, that is. the making 
of properly formed articles from stock

The student in first year course will 
make a set of mounted specimens of the 
usual varieties of iron and steel, with 
name attached, in his second year he will 
add the metallurgical data, the composi­
tion. hardness, specific gravity, uses, 
etc.—Extract from first part of treatise, 
“J;i Preparation.”

FROM MACEDONIA.
WITNESS TESTIFIES IN TRIAL OF 
PORAL STEFOFF FOR MURDER.

Vani Simoff Had a Hundred-dol lar 
Bill Before He Was Murdered, 
and Witness Contradicts Prison­
er's Story That He Got Bill of 
This Denomination From Him.

G. T. R. STATION.
Fire Deilreyi Building at Palmert- 

tai—Lon ii $10,000.

Palmerston, Ont., Oct. 20. -The urand 
Trunk station here waa to-night de­
stroyed by fire, which started from some 
unknown cause about 9.30 over the gen­
eral waiting room. Although six lines 
of hose from, the hydrants of the ne 
waterworks system were used, it was 
impossible to save the buildings, but all 
the papers and lmoks were taken out. 
The baggage and express sheds adjoin­
ing were not damaged. The station was 
a two-storey frame building. The loss 
is about $10,000. Temporary accommo­
dation will be provided in the Queen's 
Hotel and railway coaches.

Drill London Schools.
London, Out., Oct. 26.—The Board of 

Education, with the assistance of Col. 
Hod gins, D. 0. G\, are working out a 
scheme of military training for all the 
boys in the city public schools.

Toronto, Oct. 27.—Half a dozen 
statements made through an interpreter 
and occupying scarcely more than ten 
minutes was the evidence for which the 
Government, rather than omit an im­
portant link in the chain of facts in the 
trial of Poral Stefoff, went to the ex­
pense of bringing a witness all the way 
from Macedonia. Stefoff’s trial on a 
charge of murdering Vani Simoff, a 
fellow-countryman, in a little, house 
on Eastern avenue last April, was com­
menced in the Court of the Criminal 
j As sizes yesterday morning, but Eva it 
Babaroff, the Crown’s star witness, 
was not placed on the stand until after 
6 o’clock last evening. His evidence 
was little more than a contradiction 
of a statement made to the police by 
Stefoff that the one-hundred-dollar 
bill found on him after his arrest was 
received from Babaroff during the 
latter's residence in Toronto last 
January. The witness said he was a 
friend of both the murdered man and 
the prisoner, but denied that he had 
ever had anv inonev dealings with Ste­
foff.

Over a dozen witnesses were called 
by the Crown yesterday, and judging 
from the evidence given, the case for 
the pvesocution will be principally 
proof that Stefoff had not been work­
ing' steadily and had no money, to­
gether with the fact that Simoff sev­
eral days before he met such a hor- 
hihlc death had in his possession a 
hundred-dollar bill and several bills 
of smaller denomination. The money 
found on Stefoff answered to this 
description.

Di. Silverthorne. who analyzed a num­
ber of stains found on Stefoff’s clothing 
and boots, described a number of them, 
particularly those on the boots, as be­
ing undoubtedly human blood.

Ten Macedonians who lived in the 
house where the murder was committed 
testified. Their evidence, summed up. 
was that. Stefoff seldom worked, and 
was not known to have any money, hav­
ing frequently borrowed from the oth-

The prisoner, when he appeared in 
court, was dressed in borrowed 
clothes, those he had at the time be 
was arrested being unfit for wear. Tie 
wore a Norfolk jacket, and its rather 
natty appearance was a curious can- 
trast to his unshaven, pock-marked 
face. Stefoff. as lie *at in the dock, 
paid little attention to the evidence, 
although, according to the Crown, he 
has a fair understanding of English.

The trial is being heard before Mr. 
Justice Riddell. Mr. George Tate Black- 
stock. K. C.. is representing th eCrown, 
and Mr. J. M. Godfrey the prisoner.

Practically all the afternoon session 
was taken up with the evidence of the 
Macedonians who lived in the East­
ern avenue house. Shortly after 6 
o'clock, however, Mr. Black stock 
caused a stir of interest, by calling for 
Eva 11 Babaroff. The Macedonian, 
through an interpreter, said he was 
the owner of a farm in his home land. 
He had. lie said, been working in Tor­
onto in January, when he received word 
of the death of his son, and went home. 
He knew both Stefoff and Simoff.

“Did you ever loan Stefoff a hun­
dred dollars?” asked Mr. Blackstock. 
The question was put through the 
Rev. George M. Atlas, who brought 
Pnlwroff out from Macedonia on liehalf 
of the Crown. The witness shook his 
head

\J “Did you ever gixe him a hundred-
idSiollar.' bill in exchange for smaller 

bilk?” was Mr. Blackstoek's next 
question. The witness, through Mr. 
Atlas, denied that he had or that lie 
had ever had any money dealings with 
the prisoner.

Babaroff was eross-examined by Mr. 
Godfrey, who suggested that, the wit­
ness was so overcome with sorrow 
about the death of his son that he 
might have forgotten about giving Ste­
foff a hundred-dollar bill. The witness, 
however, held that his memory on this 
point was quite good. Mr. Godfrey q\ s- 
tioned the witness as to what financial 
inducements had been held out to him 
to come and give evidence. Babaroff 
said he had not asked anything, but had 
been assured by Mr. Atlas that he would 
not be put to loss by coming to Canada. 
Since his arrival here he had. he said, 
received word that his crops \*?ve rot­
ting. owing to his not being there to 
harvest them.

ADAM BROWN 
ON CANADA.

Pine Address to Men’s Union of 
St. Peter’s Church.

At th© monthly meeting of th# 
Men’s Club of St. Peter’s Church held 
last evening the special feature of 
the programme was an instructive and 
interesting address by Mr. Adam 
Brown on “Canada, from Ocean to 
Ooean.” Although many have had 
the pleasure of listening to Mr. Brow a 
speak on this subject before the ad­
dress he gave last evening had been 
revised and was entirely different and 
up-to-date. Mr. Brown having procured 
the latest figures and information. He 
opened his lecture by complimenting 
the pastor, Rev. J. W. Ten Eyck, and 
told an instructive little story in re­
lation to th© good work done by him.

Mr. Brown, in speaking to the men 
said : “You should know all about 
the country you live in. Canada is a 
country of tremendous extent. H 
consists of nine Provinces and the 
Territories. It has a coast line equal 
to one-half the circumference of the 
earth and has a population of over 
seven millions. In extent it is as 
large as one-third of the British Em­
pire and as large as one-fifth of the 
whole world. Ontario is twenty 
thousand square miles larger than 
Great Britain and Ireland. Canada 
has more than one-half of the fresh 
water area of the whole world. Let 
us not, however, boast of our extent 
of territory, but rather as an edu­
cated. progressive and God-fearing 
people, who are the bulwarks of a 
nation.

“It is only 150 years since the Fraser 
Highlanders scrambled up the rocks 
at Quebec and led the way to victory 
on the Plains of Abraham. Since that 
day the history of Canada has been 
one of progress, slow, perhaps at 
first, but gradually increasing, until 
to-day it has taken the position which 
challenges the attention of the world.

“In 1863 there were 3,638 post offices 
in Canada and now the number is 
between eleven and twelve thousand. 
Roughly speaking, six hundred mil­
lion pieces of mail matter passed 
through the post offices last year. 
Canada can send letters at two cents 
to forty-seven countries, which can do 
the same to us. The value of timber, 
lumber and other products, is over 
a hundred million dollars annually 
and food products one hundred and 
seventy-two million dollars. The es­
timate of the total value of the Do­
minion’s yearly wealth is six hundred 
millions. Ontario people are often 
apt to underestimate the value of the 
Provinces by the sea. The production 
of Nova Scotia is estimated at over 
one hundred and seven millions.

“Canada, is the land for the immi­
grant. it is a land of religion, law 
and order. Here is half a continent, 
offering homes to the over-burdened 
in lands beyond the seas. I .et them 
come, bid them welcome, but tell 
them to leave their feuds behind them 
and make them British from the 
start. Canada wants quality, not 
quantity. We have a right to be 
proud of our schools, colleges and uni­
versities. No country, population con- 

j sidered. has so creditable an outfit. 
We have colleges and universities 
whose reputation and standing is 
recognized beyond the boundary of 
our own country as institutions of 
which any country might, well be 
proud. We have inherited institu­
tions from our ancestors, laws and 
institutions as near as possible to the 
ten commandments. As you grow in 
years, live up to your privileges. Live 
for something, so that it may be said 
of you, the world was better for vour 
living. The man who does not look 
up will look down—the spirit that does 
not dare to soar is destined to grovel. 
Do not wait for something to turn up 
there is work for all to do. Do not 
bide the light you have under a 
bushel. Great men who have gone be­
fore you have lighted the way. Act 
in the living present. No matter'what 
your calling in life may be—humble 
or high—as a Canadian citizen adorn 
it by lending your aid to whatever 
will "build up your country, have high 
resolves, self-reliance and confidence 
in each other.

“As a people, Canadians occupy a 
proud pre-eminence. Comparing aga 
for age. we are at least equal, if not 
ahead, of what our great neighbors to 
the south of us were when they were 
the same age as the Dominion of 
Canada is to-day.

“As Nelson’s signal to the fleet 1 
'England this day expects that every 
man will do his duty,' so Canada ex­
pects every man will do his duty, es­
pecially the young men, to do their 
duty to their country. Think well, 
live in deeds, not words. Let the 
noblest ambition inspire you. Have 
high ideals, let the leaders you fol­
low be good men, men whose fitness 
to lead is backed by unblemished 
character. No matter what may fro 
your lot. stand up for all that con­
cerns the uplifting and bettering of 
humanity. Strive for such things as 
make love the reigning power in 
every Canadian home.

^ ou are sharers of Britain’s glories, 
heirs to all the privileges and bless­
ings which to Britons belong. Can­
adians can claim the protection of 
a Briion under the folds of a Union 
Jack wherever' they may be. With 
all it is Canada forever, but Britain

IN DUNDAS.

Monthly Meeting of Board of 
Education Last Eoening.

Dundas, Oct. 27.—A special meeting 
of the Board of Education was held last 
evening. The members present were 
Chairman Douglas and Messrs. Knowles, 
Kerr, Fisher, Dr. Smith, Minty, Tyson, 
Clark, Steel, Parker, Watt.

The High Schol report for September 
showed 112 pupils on roll, with an av­
erage attendance of 109. An increase 
over September, 1908, of 23. Fees col­
lected for September, $40 : for October, 
$94. The report stated that a small 
aquarium had been completed and the 
library re-catalogued. Mr. J. J. Steele 
has presented to the school a fine work­
ing model of a steam engine. The stock 
of term reports was reported as ex­
hausted, and the typewriter was report­
ed in need of repairs, and a boy has 
broken a window while playing football. 
It was decided that the boy who broke 
the window should pay the damage ; 
Trustee Steele was heartily thanked for 
the engine model, and the Property 
Committee was instructed to procure 
tetm reports and have the typewriter 
repaired.

The Public School report for Septem­
ber showed 501 names on the roll, with 
an average attendance of 445; fees 
collected, $8. In the kindergarten there 
were 94 children, and on advise these 
were put on half time. The attendance 
banners were secured by the classes of 
Miss Patterson and Miss Kent. A blank 
form from the Peace and Arbitration 
Society, petitioning for settlement of 
national difference by peaceful means, 
was ordered to be signed on behalf of 
the Board. Nine rooms were reported to 
be closed owing to the prevalence of 
scarlet fever. A tablet was recommend­
ed on which the names of all-round 
champions at the school sports be en­
graved, was asked for at a cost of about 
$20, and was referred to the Property 
Committee. Drill manuals were asked 
for and granted for us of the Signal 
Corps, and an offer from J. G. Collin- 
son to,donate a shield emblematic of 
girls championship, was thankfully ac­
cepted.

The Internal Management Commit­
tee reported that the salary schedule of 
Dundas was being compared with that 
of other schools, of which there will be 
further reports. The committee has de­
cided that the formal opening of the 
new High School building and the High 
School commencement be held jointly.

The .Property Committee’s report re­
commended that a lot in the rear of the 
janitor’s house be sold to Tlios.

The night, they said, was a wild one, 
and after she struck the big ship took 
a heavy list to port, causing them to 
think that she would immediately fall 
off into deep water and be broken to 
pieces by the mountainous seas. To 
hear the boy calling for his mother as 
he was swept away after the first boat 
had fallen headlong from the davits, 
they said, was heartrending.

The steamer carried a big general car­
go for St. John and other points in the 
Maritime Provinces, including 2y500 tons 
of coal, several thousand bags of sugar, 
besides a large quantity of Scotch whis­
key and other merchandise.

THE VICTIMS.
Four of the victims, young Scottish 

laddies, were passengers on the ill-fated 
steamer, and the others were members 
of the crew. Of the forty persons who 
were aboard the steamer when she piled 
up on the shoal at 1 o’clock this morn­
ing, only six are positively known to 
have been saved. They were forced to 
cling to their impaled craft, as it was 
being tossed by the great seas. When 
rescued the survivors were in a weak­
ened state after their fourteen hours’ 
ordeal. Those known to be saved are 
Third Mate Stewart, Second Engineer 
Morgan. Seaman Keen. Seaman Mc­
Kenzie, Seaman Smith and Seaman Mc-

A heavy northeasterly gale is believed 
to have been responsible for the Hestia’s 
fate, although it is supposed that a mis­
take of the man at the wheel in believ­
ing that he had picked up Vannet Rock 
light, while really discerning the gleams 
of the lighthouse on Machias Seal Island, 
several miles southwest, carried the ship 
many miles off her course.

It was late in the afternoon before 
it he vessel's plight was dpseovered. 
Against the gale which threatened to 
upset them, nearly a score of fishing 
craft set out to the assistance of the 
wrecked steamer. One after another 
was forced to turn back, after answer­
ing the signals of the Hestia.

FED TOLIONS.
Horrible Death That Overtook 

Morocco’s Preleader.

Sultai Saw Him Thrown Into a 
Den ef Lions.

Fez, Morocco, Oct. 26.—-The following 
are the precise details of tbe terrible 
death of Bu Hamaxa, tbe captured pre­
tender, at the hands of Mulai Ha fid, the 
Sultan. The pretender was thrown to 
the boos as a result of the protests of 
the consular body against tbe Sultan’s 
torture of hie prisoners.

After receiving the protest of the Con­
suls the Sultan returned to his apart­
ments in the palace in a black rage and 
ordered Bu H&mara to be brought be­
fore him. This being done, the pretender 
was asked by the Sukan in what manner 
he (the pretender) dealt with bis pris­
oner». Bu Ham era made no answer, but 
some of his captured followers answered 
for Mm.

They said that he usuatiy -blew his 
prisoners from the mouths of guns or 
had their backs covered with native 
soap and then caused them to be 
thrashed with chains so that stripe of 
flesh were torn off, or would sit oppo­
site a pinioned prisoner and cut pieces 
from his limbs, transfix them on a 
skewer, grill them over a fire and force 
the victim to eat his own flesh, or would ( 
mutilate hid captive in ways too dread­
ful to describe.

Then the Sultan said to the pretender : 
“Bu Hamara, you are no man, but a 
beast, and as such will 1 deal with you. ’ 
He then ordered the prisoner to be 
thrown to the lions.

Chains were put upon his feet and he 
was taken out, while the Sultan and 
his court retired to the window over­
looking a garden where three starved 
lions were loose. The pretender was 
pushed through the gate and the gate

A big lioness saw him first and rush­
ed at Mm. He, shrieking, ran to an or­
ange tree near bv, and in his fear near­
ly got up it. But with one blow the 
animal threw him to the ground and 
tore off his left arm. Immediately he 
appeared to faint.

At once a live sheep was thrown 
over the wall to attract the infuriated 
lioness.

Then the hajeeb (the Sultan’s facto 
turn) and a soldier ran across to the 
injured man and drove a curved knife 
a dozen times into his breast. They re­
tired hastily, after which the other 
lions came up and threw the body about 
as a cat does that of a mouse.

Soon, however, they were called awny 
with food, and men entered, and after 
cutting off Bu Hamara*s head, buried 
the body where it lay, in a shallow 
hole.

The next dav one of the Sultan's 
women walking tn the garden *ay the 
head of Bu Hamara lying on the 
ground uninterred. When asked why 
she did not put it in a cloth, she said 
she was afraid, lest someone seeing 
her should say that ►he wanted to ex 
hibit it and kill her.

Dogs Will Haoe Their Day Be 
ginning November I.

High License Fee Not to be Im­
posed on Pictures.

What Did Police Chief Mean 
About Knockers?

After being penned np all summer or 
man-tied off to the pound, if they pok­
ed their noses on the streets, the dogs 
are to have the freedom of the city for 
five months, beginning November 1st.

The Markets Committee so decidd 
yesterday afternoon, when Aid. Swee­
ney’s notice of motion to amend the by­
law, referred from the Council, was con­
sidered. Alderman Forth reported that 
the officers of the Improvement Society 
anil the Hamilton Kennel Club favored 
gh ing the dogs their liberty during the 
winter months. There was no objection 
to the motion, although it was agreed 
that the by-law should be strictly en­
forced again, beginning April 1st of next

The aldermen changed their minds 
about “soaking” the moving picture own­
ers a license fee of $100. A recommen­
dation to that effect and to increase the 
fees paid by the larger theatres, made 
by the sub committee, which had the 
matter in hand, was amended fixing the 
charge for the moving picture houses at 
$50 annually and permitting Bennett's, 
the Grand Opera House and the Savoy 
to remain as at present. The first two 
mentioned pay $100 each and the Savoy 
$75.

Aldermen Peregrine and Forth were 
strongly in favor of charging the moving 
picture houses $100.

“They are open all the year and make 
more money than the big places,” argued 
Aid. Forth.

A motion by himself, seconded by Aid. 
Peregrine, however, was voted down, 
Aldermen Robson and Applcgath and 
Chairman Gardner voting in favor of the 
$50 fee.

Chief Smith asked for three new po­
lice signalling boxes at the corner of 
King and James streets, Burlington and 
James and Sherman avenue and Barton 
streets. Chadwick Bros’, tender was 
$050, and was accepted. Only two boxes 
will be installed, however, the aldermen 
deciding that some other device would 
have to be used at the corner of King 
and James streets, as a signal box would 
l>e too clumsy.

Aldermen Peregrine wanted to know 
if the officers could not use any tele­
phone, as well as a box.

The chief said they might have to 
wake a whole neighborhood up. “They 
are not popular with some people,” he 
said. 1 know there are some knockers.”

And the aldermen are wondering yet 
what the chief meant by that.

Six new revolvers will be purchased 
for the force, at a cost of $12 each.

WHITE JLAVES.
Federal Official Speaks Plainly and 

Bluntly of the Evil.

Traffic in Canadian Women at 
Buffalo Growing Less.

Buffalo. Oct. 27.—Proof that the white 
slave traffic exists in Buffalo as it does 
in New York, though on a much less 
degree, was obtained yesterday by the 

* Express from a federal official.
“Yes, Buffalo is regarded by the 

operators of this nefarious business as 
an importing and distributing point for 
the traffic.” said the official. “The fed­
eral authorities are doing their utmost 
to stamp out the vile business.

“The system is the same here as in 
New York, only on a much smaller 
scale. There are men in Buffalo who 
make it their business to supply women 
according to demand. There are many 
men who live on the earnings of women. 
Tt is fair to snv. however, that Buffalo 
is not. a great importing rentre as is 
New York, and the particular race of 
men who are the backbone of the trade 
in New York are not much in evidence

“There are many Canadian women, 
but most of them were imported years 
ago. At present the traffic in Canadian 
women i« not large1. Credit for that is 
due the immigration inspectors, who are 
vers- vigilant.”

“What connection ha* the traffic in 
women here with the traffic in New 
York1V

“Well.” replied the official. “T cannot 
•av that there i< an actual system of 
exchange or barter of women lietween 
the eo-called clearing house here and 
that in New York, hut the men here 
know the men in New York, ami women 
are forwarded here at times when 
“‘•dered."

0NE-CENT STAMPS.
Big Increase in the Sale ef Them— 

Postoffice Report.

Ottawa, Oct. 26.—The annual report 
of the Postmaster-General shows a large 
increase in the business of the depart­
ment and in the general business of the 
country. The number of post-offices 
during the fiscal year ending March 31, 
1909, increased by 666, including 196 
money order offices. There was an in­
crease of 2,034 miles in the extent of 
the system over which mails are carried 
by mail. The number of miles which 
mails have been carried by railway and 
water routes and ordinary land routes 
is greater by 1,312,073 miles than for 
the preceding year.

The estimated increase in the num­
ber of letters and post-cards sent during 
the year is 19,805,000, which is over 4 
per cent, more than the figures of 1908.

The expenditures of the Department 
increased for the year by $586,466, as 
compared with last year, but there 
was a surplus from the operation of the 
service during the fiscal year ending 
March 31, 1909, which amounted to 
$809,237.

The value of the stamp issue was 
$9,216,111, as against $8,686,370 in 
the previous year, an increase of 
$530,000, or more than 6 per cent. 
There was a large increase in the is­
sue of one-cent stamps through the 
introduction of the one-cent drop 
rate for cities in August, 1908, the to­
tal output being 61,326,000.

Mackie. a pitman, and the narrow escape 
of four others. The avalanche was 
hurled down forty feet upon Mackie. 
nnrtiallv burying the st»am shovel. 
Mackie’* bodv was recovered after near­
ly two hours’.work, and operations have 
hern delayed greatly. No blame is at­
tached to anyone.

At a meeting of Montreal business 
men on Tuesday night, it was decided to 
hold a carnival from Jan. 24th to Feb. 
6th.

It is announced that the Bank of 
Montreal has been selected as the new 
fiscal agent of the Wisconsin Central 
Railway.

Mr. A. K. Maclean, M. P. for Lunen­
burg. N. S., will take the oath of office 
as Attorney-General of Nova Scotia to­
day or to-morrow.

Mr. Fred W. Field, managing editor of 
tbe Monetary Times, has been appointed 
an Imperial trade correspondent to His 
Majesty’s Government.

Mr. W. H. Pearson, manager and sec­
retary of the Toronto Consumers’ Gas 
Company, has resigned, after fifty-five 
years’ service, Mr. Arthur Hewitt suc­
ceeding him.

Mr. D. D. Mann stated at Winnipeg 
that when the Canadian Northern reach­
es the Pacific coast first-class liners will 
be established on both the Pacific and 
Atlantic.

BAD MEATS 
ON MARKET.

Dominion Inspector So Reports to 
Board of Health.

Beef Infected With Tuberculosis 
Exposed / or Sale

And Veal That Looks Only a 
Few Days Old.

The Board of Health met last night, 
the session being a rather unimportant 
one. Dr. McGillivray said the Smallpox 
Hospital could be closed. It has been 
thoroughly disinfected, and is ready for 
use again, when required.

Frank Quinn moved that wire screens 
be purchased to put over the windows 
of the Smallpox Hospital. J. C. Boligan 
seconded it. Inquiries will be made as 
to the cost of them, and if it is not too 
high they will be purchased.

There was an account of $126 paid for 
six weeks’ service of a professional nurse 
at the Boys’ Home, which was quaran­
tined by order of the board.

John Rogers sent in an account for 
$39 at $1.50 a day for acting as patrol­
man at the Smallpox Hospital. It was 
paid.

An account of $10 was sent in by Dr. 
Peters which was considered high. The 
bill was for consultation services. It 
was laid over.

After the meeting had been adjourned 
the door was locked, and the members 
were talked to by a Dominion meat in­
spector. It was learned he has been in 
the city lately visiting some of the pack­
ing factories, and has taken a walk 
through the meat market a few times. 
Last night he told the Board of Health 
a few unpleasant things about what he 
saw. He says that he has seen some of 
the meat in a deplorable condition, lit­
erally teeming with tuberculosis, and 
some of the veal offered for sale looked 
to be only a few days’ old. Some of the 
cases where tuberculosis was seen in 
the meat were very pronounced. Though 
the matter was beyond his jurisdiction, 
he thought he would call the attention 
of the board to the fact. He pointed out 
the responsibility the board was open 
to in the matter.

HYDROELECTRIC.
Vast Mexican Power Project by 

Syndicate of Canadians.

Oity of Mexico, Mexico, Oct. 28.—The 
syndicate of Montreal and Toronto, 
Canada, men which has already in 
vested many millions of dollars in Mex­
ico, particularly in the vicinity of this 
city, has recently extended its operations 
to Northern Mexico, where it has just 
let the contract for the construction cf 
a great dam across the Conchas River 
in hte State of Chihuahua for the pur­
pose of forming a reservoir of water 
to afford the initial power for its pro­
posed hydro-electric plant to be installed 
there. A separate company has been or­
ganized to carry out the plans for this 
new project. It is called the Compania 
de Fuerza Electrics. The contract for 
building the dam was awarded to 
S. Pearson 4 Son, Ltd. Its cost will be 
about $7,500,000 gold. Embraced in this 
contract is tbe build;ng of a system of 
irrigation canals and ditches which will 
be operated in connection with the elec­
trical enterprise. The dam wll be the 
second largest dam on the American con­
tinent, it is said. It will form a reser­
voir which wiA have a capacity of 1,- 
840,000/)00 cubic metres of water.

The proposed hydro-electric plant will 
have a capacity for generating 25/)t>0 
horse power. It will be transmitted to 
the towns and mining camps within a 
radius of two hundred miles of the plant 
The dam will be more than two hun­
dred feet high.

The company has also let the con­
tract for a road about twenty miles 
long, from the site of the proposed 
reservoir to a connection with the 
Mexican Central Railroad and Santa Ro-

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MMASTER BEFORE 
THE CONVENTION.

Most Successjul Year the University Ever Had 
—Case of Moulton’s Principal.

Welcome From Mayor and Greetings From 
Other Denominations to Baptists.

At the afternoon session of the On­
tario and Quebec Association, in James 
Street Baptist Church, yesterday, the 
report of the McMaster University, one 
of the most important questions whivir ! 
tne association uas to neat with, was 
discussed, and, contrary to the custom 
of previous years, passed unanimously.
1,11« report was one of the most satisfac­
tory tuat has been presented and all 
Lue speakers made mention of the fact 
that me year had ended with a substan­
tial amount of money on hand, instead 
of a deficit, as had been the case m 
previous years. The section which re­
ceived the most discussion was that 
which referred to the principal of Moul­
ton College, as the year there had been 
the most prosperous on record.

The session was opened sharp on time 
and the devotional Aercises were con­
ducted by Rev. W. E. Hindson, of Bcach- 
villts.

Prof. J. L. Gilmour asked to be allow 
ed to speak, as lie found himself in a pe­
culiar position, inasmuch as he had been 
elected the lepresentative of the church 
of which he was a member, and thought 
as such should receive the same privileg­
es as the delegates. It was decided that 
he and others, who were in the same po­
sition could obtain the delegates' certifi­
cates by applying to the secretary and 
identifying themselves.

McMASTER UNIVERSITY.
. 'J he report of McMaster University in 
part was as follows: The enrolment of 
students in the University an<4 the Col­
leges: Arts 229, theology 54, registered 
twice 9, net enrolment at the University 
274, Woodstock College 173, Moulton 
College 210, making a total of 657.

The various societies during the year 
showed increased activity. No changes 
of policy occurred and the members of 
the faculty all did their utmost to make 
t!u> year, a successful one. The profes­
sors had all expressed themselves highly 
pleased with the result of the year’s 
work. Professor Cross resigned as Pro­
fessor of History and although his re­
signation was a serious blow, his posi­
tion had been ably filled. Dr. Edmund 
H. Oliver and Professor Dale also re­
signed their positions. Mr. Campbell, M. 
A., had been promoted to Professor of 
Latin. Professor Gilmour was transfer­
red from the chair of Homiletics to that 
of Church History, and Dr. Thomas 
Trotter was appointed to the position 
left vacant by Dr. Gilmour.

Other appointments to the university 
staff, made during the year, are as fol-

Mr. W. Stewart Wallace. B. A., a 
graduate of the University of Toronto, 
and of the University of Oxford, to the 
lectureship in history.

Mr. A. W. Pratt, B. A., a graduate 
of the University of Cambridge, to the 
lectureship in French.

Mr. Wallace and Mr. Pratt will also 
assist in Greek and German, respec-

Mr. W. Harvey MeXairn, M. A., a 
graduate of the University of Toronto, 
to the lectureship in mineralogy and 
geology.

Mr. F.. .7. Farmer. B. A., n graduate 
of McMaster University, to the libra- 
rianship and the readership in English.

Questions as to the teaching in Old 
Testament introduction have received 
long and serious consideration by the 
Senate. These questions, and the whole 
attitude of the university towards the 
Bible, are of such far-reaching import­
ance to the denomination that they re­
quire the fullest consideration possible. 
This consideration the responsible au­
thorities intend to give, at meetings to 
be called specially for this purpose at 
such time as may reasonably assure full 
attendance of the members. The mak­
ing of any furtheV report to the con­
vention is deferred until after such 
consideration.

Changes in Woodstock College and 
Moulton College were noted, and the 
report said :

Mpulton College. The resignation was 
accepted by the Board of Governors at 
the meeting held on May 11. 1909.

Mias Charlotte Thrall, the vice-prin­
cipal. is now in earge of the college, 
pending the appointment of a principal.

On July 29. 1909, Hon. John Dryden 
passed a wav after an illness extending 
over several months. The Senate and 
Board of Governors placed on their re­
cords a resolution, which was unani­
mously adopted.

James Kyrie, in seconding the adop­
tion of the report, said that during the 
past twenty years he had materially 
changed his views on certain questions.
At tbat time he considered it the duty 
of the State to attend to the educatiotf.
He had also, changed his mind in re­
gard to sending children to boarding 
schools, because he now thought that 
by so doing, they received a double edu­
cation, that within the walls of the 
schools, and that on the campus bv be­
coming associated with the other boys.
He did not believe in wrapping the boys 
up in batting because they might as 
well be traiued to fight the battles 
which they sooner or later would have 
to face alone and by an education such 
as they would receive at a boarding 
school they would be more fit to contend 
with the evil forces which they would 
come in contact with in later life. In 
the boarding school, too, the inmates 
were taught systematic habits which 
would cling to them in after life such 
as doing things at regular times and 
thus making it much easier. Last of all, 
he thought the denomination should be 
congratulated on having such a chan­
cellor as Mr. McKay.

Dr. Thomas Trotter said it gave him 
profound gratification to look over such 
an encouraging report. He had been 
present at the time of the start and 
therefore was more competent, maybe, 
than some who had been continually as­
sociated with it, to judge of the remark­
able progress that had been made by 
the university. Although he had been 
a long time away, he had been follow­
ing the Master's gleam—not the gleam 
of gold, he had only realised 60 cents 
on the dollar of what he had been re­
ceiving in Toronto. He had come back 
with a deeper belief in the power of 
the gospel of Jesus Christ, and of' the 
importance of the Christian ministry.

Rev. C. Elliott, of Stratford, brought 
up the question as to why the principal 
of Moulton College had been dismissed 
stating as his reason for doing so that 
a number of those present were in the 
dark in the matter as the year had been 
on# of the most prosperous in the his­
tory of the college, and from outside ac­
tions, it appeared as though there was 
something behind the matter He did 
not want to pry into the business of 
the governors, hut thought that the de­
legates might be told the reason for 
such an action. If the business was pure­
ly private, then it should have been 
stated as such.

The Chancellor answered that many 
questions had better be answered in pri­
vate. The change had been made be­
cause the Board of Governora thought 
it best, and when the principal was ask­
ed for his resignation he submitted it.

Things were assuming a threatening 
attitude when the moderator suggested 
that a few verses of the well-known 
hymn. ' Blest be the Tie That Binds," 
be sung, and he saved the day.

Rev. J. B. Kennedy, Toronto, said 
he did not think it fair to the princi­
pal to let doubt rest in the minds of 
the delegates, but he wanted it under­
stood that the principal was held in 
the highest esteem by all.

The report was unanimously adopted.

churehes have raised for their own sup­
port $50.408. as compared with $50,562 
for la*t year. During the veer they gave 
for Home Missions $2.830, for Foreign 
Missions $2,470, for Western Mission# 
$940. for Grand Ligue $704. and for oth°r 
beneficial objects $325, or a total of $7.- 
269. The number of'new chapels erected 
or in process of erection at the closing 
of the year was ten. These were at the 
following places: FI am boro Centre, Fer­
guson Avenue (Hamilton), Thompson, 
Dryden. Port Arthur (Scandinavian!, 
Mar. Bedford Park. Willoughly Avenue 
(Toronto). Wychwood (Toronto), Mount 
Dennis (Toronto). The total or approx 
imate value of these buddings is about 
$22,400. The churches organized have 
been seven in number. Only two churches 
have declared for self-support. Five 
other churches have reduced their appli­
cation* for help, relieving the Home Mis­
sion Board to the extent of $250.

In the matter of financée the year 
was rather disappointing. The large in­
crease last year over the previous year 
and the growing interest in the Laymen's 
Miseoinary Movement made the pros­
pects for the past year appear bright 
However, there wqs not a decrease, the 
income being alKiut the same. The re­
ceipts in 1907 amounted to $32,000. and 

I in 190$ the amount was $.39,000.
The report was carried unanimously.

At a later meeting of the Commission 1 
brought it before them, and I was in­
structed to prepare 10 (b) and (c). I do 
not think that any one who knows ‘.he 
facts could for one moment sav shat 
any such promise was made by the Com­
mission.

You have a copy of the contract l*o 
fore you. I am instructed to amend as 
folluxv*:

As to 2 l b) in the way we spoke of 
when 1 was before your voniminittec. i. 
e.. the paragraph would read; ‘"If the 
Conimmissaion is unable to supply said 
power as quickly as required, the corpor­
ations may obtain the supply otherxvise 
ltnti! the Commission lias proxided 
such supply, thereupon the corporations 
shall immediately take from the Com- 
nnsssion; and the corporations may gen­
erate. store or accumulate electric poxver 
for emergencies, or to keep down the 
peak load of the power taken from the 
Commission.”

Paragraphs 10 lb) and (cl aie in the 
sa me terms as my letter to His XV or- 
ship the Mayor of 25th of June last, 
and cannot be changed. The meaning of 
the words that you in part suggested to 
be added to 10 “ratably according to 
(lie distance of each municipality from 
Niagara Falls, and according to the poxv­
er supplied by the Commission clearly 
expressed and provided for in 10 (a), 
(h) and (cl, and the xvords that were 
added to 4 “Said meter* shall be lo­
cated by the Commission so as to pre­
vent discrimination in the measurement 
of the quantity of power supplied to 
each municipality.”

A« to 10 id) The Commission have 
concluded that the date to te inserted 
in this paragraph should be 31st Decern 
ter. 1910. The Commmission do not 
consider that it would be equitable to 
the other municipalities that the deci­
sion of the city of Hamilton should te 
delayed beyond the year 1910. The other 
municipalities have entered into the 
contract as it stands, and any municipal 
itv about to apply for power should not 
te free for a long period to take or re­
ject the special terme in the contract.

Will you te good enough to submit 
the contract in the form above set forth, 
tv the commmittee. as the final form of 
the contract to he executed by the 
Commission and the municipality, upon 
an .application under paragraph 11 of 
the agreement.
