Report

• .Weekly Report Agricultural Condi, 
tions in New Brunswick, as reported 

I by District Representatives of Dept.
I of Agriculture. (

Rapid advancement has been made 
in harvesting operations during the 
past ten days. Weather conditions 
have been much better. Quite a quan­
tity of grain still remans uncut in 
some parts of the province. The 
buckwheat crop is good this year. On 
the marshes there is quite a quantity 

! of hay to be cut yet. One man reports 
i that never in the last thirty-five years 
has there been so much hay to liar. I 
vest at this time of year.

Potatoes are being dug quite gen­
erally. The tops have been killed by 
frost in all parts of the province and 
they are ready to dig. Generally 
speaking, reports are of good average 
crop, with prices running from $2.50 
to $3.00 per barrel at shipping points. 
Some late blight is reported, followed 
by rot. but this is by no means gen or. 
al throughout the province.

Under Livestock, reports indicate 
that lambs are being marketed quite 
freely just at present. Six car.loads 
have been shipped co-operatively by 
the farmers of Restigouche and Glou­
cester counties. These have gone to 
Montreal; the price varying from $11 
to $14 per cw’t., with the market grad, 
ually faking. Other districts report 
lambs selling, alive, at from $5.00 to 
$8.00 each.

Packed in full sized standard barres, 
only about two of which had been 
opened, the liquor was found in a 
cellar of a house in Brussels Street 
occupied by Charles Paddock.

The seizure w’as made by Sub-In­
spectors Kerr, Merryfield aiyl Linton, 
Chief Inspector Wilson yesterday cal­
culated the stock seized as of the val. 
ue of $1,500 which he said was ”a 
modest appraisal.’*

Ottawa, Sept. 25—At the opening of 
this momng’s session of the special 
committee of the House on soldiers’ 
civil re.establiahment, E. Maher, se­
cretary of the Solder’s Settlement 
Board, was questioned regarding costs 
of administration and the advances 
made to soldiers. By the end of this 
year it w’as expected that the total 
outlay for the department wrould 
be $48,600,000 for loans and adminis­
tration.
The estimate of $150,000,000 required 

for 50,000 soldiers who were expected 
to take loans did not take into account 
the settlement of British eS-service 
men. Many enquiries from this class 
of men were being received. About 
two thirds of the 4,218 soldiers taking 
up grants had also exercised their 
their rights of taking up homesteads.

Homestead lands, said Mr. Maber, 
aVe scarce and it has been the policy 
of the board to try and settle men 
near railways. In that case there 
were few homesteads available for 
entry.

Chairman Cahier asked for a con. 
densed statement on what the other 
overseas dominions were doing in 
regard to MThd settlement and this 
will be prepared for the committee.

In answer to Dr. Belaud, Mr. Maber 
said he thought the returned soldier 
was treated more graciously by the 
board in the matter of loans than hi 
would be by any loan company. He 
thought land values in the west would 
increase steadily for some time. Mr. 
Maber added that many men are ap­
plying for land in Eastern Canada, 
though the majority wish to fa nil in 
the west.

The matter of settling imperial ser_ 
vice men on the land was receiving 
serious consideraton, said Mr. Maber, 
but it was felt that the placing of 
Canadian soldiers was about all the 
load the board could carry.

Mr. Maber did not expect any flood­
ing of Canada by British veterans 
coming here to take up land on their 
own initiative. If a man had means 
and wished to fann in Cahada there 
was nothing to stop him.

If a labor 
minister elected from the ranks of 
labor unions was appointed this state 
of affairs would not exist, and it was 
now time for organized union to see 
that such an office wa,s created and 
filled by one of their members.

speak, or they may be, as in the case 
of a manufacturing shoe establish­
ment for whom an adjustment was 
made, where the goods had cost 
$1,000 and were shown to be worth 
$1,700, and the Insurance Company 
paid the loss on the basis of $1,700.

Fire Insurance is then, first, a 
contract of indemnity, under which 
an Insurance Company agrees that 
if you fulfil all the conditions of that 
contract you shall be indemnified for 
your loss up to the face of that policy. 
Then, when you have a loss, it is up 
to you to prove what you have lost, 
and I may say that not nineteen out 
ct twenty (the one exception is 
where a perpetual inventory is kept. 
—I say in nineteen out of twenty 
cases it is impossible to prove what 
you have lost. You can arrive at a 
fairly good estimate of it. cut esti­
mates can be made which differ as 
far as it is possible to differ.

Fire Insurance, then, is a contract 
of indemnity, and vou will obtain a 
hundred cents on the dollar of your 
loss if you know how to obtain It 
and if you have lived up to your con­
tract.

Now, there are several conditions 
to the contract that you are very apt 
to fail to comply with. One of the 
conditions that is very comm en is 
ihis, that you iiil to notifly of th* 
whole amount of Insurance which 
you are carrying, or fail to protect 
yourself by having on your policies 
a clause which reads: 'Further Con- 
Jdur^ent Insurance Permitted” Thait 
is ths ideal condition.

The next feature in which you are 
liable to fail in insurance is that you 
are liable not to live up to the re. 
quirements of the Co-Insurance 
Clause. In nineteen out twenty cases 
people are stung by the Co-insurance 
Clause, and if you can get away 
from It, my advice is to keep away 
from It. You cannot get away from 
it if your risk is a sprinklered risk, 
or if you want a blanket policy ovei 
a number of buildings which do not 
communicate one with the other, that 
is they are cut off by fire doors, but 
if you have to carry the Co.Insurance 
Clause, be sure you live up" to it; 
but as I said, nineteen out of twenty 
do not live up to it.

,With regard to the contract, you 
should see that your contract really 
does cover you and insure you on the 
,p$operty whit* (you vutah to have 
insured. ,

A 'Stock in trade” is one of the 
most dangerous wordings tha- couli 
be put into a policy.

What wording then do we use?
On goods, wares and merchandise 

of every description, and even if you 
left it at the v. 'i«. "on ft vds" you 
wi l be perfectly fo.* ‘lie won
goods will include everything a man 
owns1

The furniture and fixtures wording 
should read: ‘On store- furniture, 
furnishings, fittings and fixtures of 
every description."

Fall Plowing Id

The Orchard

After the apj* es are harvested 
there is generally a slack time when 
orchard plowing can be don© to ad­
vantage. Experience toad Indicated 
that shallow plowing Is advisable in 
orchard practice and that it la unwise 
to go deeper than five to six inches 
and that the area close to the base 
of the tree should not be- plowed deep 
er than three to four inches. There 
is as a rule little cultivation after 
the first of July, and from that time 
on even if cover crops are not grown, 
a natural growth of some sort will 
h^ve been made. This growth when 
turned under affords practlcauy as 
good mulch as If left on the shrface, 
and the fact that the ground has been 
.oosened up tends to prevent as deep 
freezings as if left compact, for the 
more compact the soil the deeper will 
frost penetrate It. Where root kill­
ing of trees is liable to occur, it may 
be wise to leave the cover crop mulch 
undisturbed as it assists materially 
in holding snow and as a result will 
give a better cover than if plowed in 
the fall. Other than this there does 
not appear to be any disadvantages 
in fall plowing as to possible winter 
injury from root killing. The great 
advantage is that a certain amount 
of work is out of the way for next 
spring, and should the spring he Un­
favourable for working lr.nï, the disc, 
ing may be delayed much longer than 
it would be wise to delay plowing. 
Early orchard cultivation Is of prime 
importance, and as it is usually ne­
cessary to plow once to work under 
accumlated vegetation, this should 
as far as possible be done in the fall, 
thus facilitating early spring work 
and hastening bacterial activity the 
next spring.

Winter Protection
Of Plants

Alternate freezing and thawing may 
be the cause of plant.1’ winterkilling, 
may result from continued cold dry­
ing out the wood. This later killing 
to noticeable in the case of raspber. 
ries and rosea. The more mature the 
canes or wood the less the liability to 
injury. Conditions favourable for 
late fall growth may produce wood 
that wtl not stand the temperature 
if more mature, as degree of maturity 
in the wood will lessen the injury due 
to a low temperature. To protect 
raspberry canes they are bent over 
along the row and covered with soil. 
Care is necessary not to break the- 
canes. The canes are bent over the 
tips covered and soil filled under the 
parts that do not touch the ground 
mounding up until the wl^ole plant is 

| covered. This covering is removed 
| gradually early in spring. Climbing 
I Roses may be taken down and cover*
- ed as indicated for raspberries, and 
1 the bush * oses mounded up cone

shaped to a depth of eight or ten 
inches around the plant. The brandi­
es above this may be killed ou*, the 
necessary buds will be kept alive be­
low the covering and all the dead 
branches can be cut out to good buds 
the next spring. Over this mound 
around the rose plants a mulch of 
three or four Inches of strawy manure 
should be placed. This should be 
done just before continuous cold wea­
ther sets In, and removed as soon, as 
the sap begins to flow in the spring. 
In moulding avoid leaving deep holes 
for water to lodge in near the roots 
of the plants.

Perennials are better oi a light mul. 
ch about two inches deep. However, 
care should be exercised in not mak­
ing it too deep to cause rotting of 
the crown. This is particularly lia­
ble to happen with the biennials such 
as digitalis or foxglove, companula, 
pansies, sweet william and hollyhock, 
for whidh a light covering of straw 
just sufficient so that the plants can 
be seen through the straw is we find 
the best, or just sufficient to prevent 
excessive freezing and thawing but 
not enough to hold the crown wet 
during a continued mild spell.

The Why? of Another
Victory Loan

XX7HEN, on the morning of November 11th, 1918, the guns were hushed and 
glad tidings flashed across the world, there followed with the Nation’s

Canada solved the problem, but it meant crowding into 
a few short months, an expense for demobilization which it was impossible to foresee.
/T'HEN, too, besides the sentimental aspect of the necessity for bringing the men 

home quickly the economic side could not be overlooked. That was, to trans­
form efficiently and speedily the nation’s army of fighters into a national army of 
workers.
