Fully appreciative as we are of the 
inestimable advantages, which as a 
free people we enjoy in the possession 
of legislative institutions and the pri­
vilege s of self government, still in view 
of the evil consequences to society 
and the poanifold injury to the public

interests, which from time to time have 
resulted from the coercive application 
of varied influences to the exercise of 
the franchise in this colony. We cans 
not but feci thoroughly convinced of 
the urgent necessity for reform in the 
exercise of this most important privil­
ege. Viewing this matter fairly and 
impartially from a standpoint elevated 
aboye the consideration of government­
al or party bias, it must bo frankly and 
candidly acknowledged, that until a 
reform such as that referred to, bo ap­
plied to our elective franchise, the 
privileges of sclf-govmernment cannot 
be said to be freely or fairly exercised 
by the people of this colony. The re­
form to which we refer, the Billot, one 
which has stood the test of upwards of 
a century in the neighbouring republic 
and has subsequently been introduced 
into the mother country and the vars 
ious provinces of the New Dominion, 
has been found to work well in cons 
nection with the political institutions 
of tne countries referred to, where it 
has been the means of allaying the 
bitterness & rancor of party strife and 
at restoring peace and harmony to corns 
inimitiés hitherto torn and distracted 
by fiscal political conflict. Such being 
the beniiieent effects resulting from 
the exercise of the privilege of the 
franchise through the medium of the 
Ballot, by our republican neighbours 
and fellow subjects ou both sides of 
the Atlantic, we fail to see any reason 
why a similar change cannot be 
wrought iu the polit cal affairs of this 
colony, for the adoption by its people, 
of a course so highly satisfactory to 
the interests of society and so pre-emi­
nently conducive to the general welfare 
of tl e co..nfry and its people. We arc 
by no means unmindfui'of the obstacles 
which present themselves to the suc­
cessful accompiismect of this much 
needed reform, from the determined 
opposition of the influence aboye re­
ferred to. These obstacles however, 
difficult and uusurmountable—these in­
fluences irresistable and potent as they 
may appear must inevitably yield bo 
fore the persistent aud determined 
action of a united people who “know 
their privileges as freemen and know 
ing, dare maintain them.” Witn 
these few remarks we place this ini 
portant subject before our readers, re­
serving tor a future issue, the consid 
eration of its applicability to the poli­
tical interests of this colony and the 
means to bo employed for the attain­
ment of the object in view.

Shortly before 8o'clockla A night Her 
Majesty’s ship Notrkampton, bearing the 
flag of Vice-Admiral Sir Leapoid McClin­
tock, Knight, F. R S., arr.ved at th.sport 
from Queuec via Pictou. ‘The Northamp­
ton is the largest moiern batile»sifip 
which ever visited this side of the At­
lantic, and is one of the finest in the 
British Navy, [being lighted with patent 
electric lights, while bells and telephones 
communicate with all parts of the ship 
and her compa-ses, steering gear and 
rigging are all of the most imp.oved char­
acter. The vessel is of strange appear­
ance, ceitain’y not handsome, but im­
posing, being painted white, and the hull 
standing over twenty feet out of water. 
Her portholes are so ananged that guns 
can i e tired ahead, astern or abeam. 
The A imiral’s apartments are furnished 
with regal magnificence. The vessel is 
fitted with two engines of 6 000 horse, 
power, working twin screws, that give a 
maximum speed of fourteen knots. 
Her sail area is 24,165 square feet. She 
is armed with four eighteen ton guns, 
eight twelve-ton broardside guns, six 
twenty-pounders, three nine-pounders, 
two Gl tilings and six Fordenfeldts, being 
heavi y armour plated and is divided in. 
to water-tight compaitments, carries 
600 men, and is commanded by Captain 
Fisher. Sir Leapoid McClintock is a 
world-famed man as he.ng prominent in 
several Arctic expedition». In 1857, 
when Lady Franklin and u-lends, unable 
toe ’ain any further aid from the Go. 
vemmeut of the day in what it consider­
ed fiuitless search, detei mined at their 
own expense to fit out another expedis 
tion and make a final eiib.it to obtain 
some tidings ol the fate ot ihe brave Sir 
John FrnnkLn and his expedition, dis­
patched by the Government twelve years 
previously, be was chosen as the most 
suitable officer to command the expedi­
tion, sailing from Abeideen, September 
1st 1857, in the steam-yacht Fox. His 
three years' absence resulted in a soin* 
tion of the mystery so long surrounding 
the lost crews oi the Erebus and '1 error. 

.For hiaseiv.ce he was knighted, made 
an L L D. of Trinity College, Dublin, and 
of Cambridge, D.C.L. of Oxford, and 
'vas piesented with the freedom of the 
City, of London. He is a good specimen 
ojthe old-fashioned British seaciog, but
