As intimated in a recent issue, 
the Farquharson Government 
have ordered a general election 
for this Province, to take place 
on Wednesday, December 12tb. 
Nomination will be Wednesday, 
December 5th. The Government’s 
reason for springing the elections 
on the people at this unfavorable 
season of the year can be none 
other than the hope of stealing a 
march on them under cover 
of the glamour resultant from the 
recent Dominion elections. It 
therefore behooves the electors of 
this Province to be on their guard 
and not allow themselves to be 
deceived by the tactics or special 
pleadingof the Government Apart 
altogether from the trouble and 
inconvenience of contesting elec­
tions at this unpleasant season 
of the year, the Government are 
guilty of the most glaring injustice 
in bringing on the elections so 
close to the end of a year of whose 
public transactions the people 
know nothing. The Government’s 
financial year ends on the 31st of 
December ; yet they bring on a 
general election within a fortnight 
of that date, well knowing that 
the electors have no cognizance of 

how the revenues of the Province 
have been spent or mis-spent for 
the paât twelve months, as no 
public accounts are issued or will 
be issued till some time after the 
beginning of the new. year. The 
Government may have run the 
Province a hundred thousand dol­
lars in debt since thay last report­
ed to the people ; jet they come 
before the elector# and ask for a 
renewal of confidence without af­
fording one scintilla of evidence as 
to how they Jrave administered 
public affairs Jor the last twelve 
months. Thy simply attempt to 
impose upon*tbe people and ask 
the latter tceupport them blindly 
without asping any questions as 
to how ttyGovemment has con­

Regarding the debenture debt, the 
Public Accounts contain two items 
amounting to $16,532.80, which 
are credited to debenture account 
under the head of sinking fund ; 
but according to a statement of 
the Provincial Auditor, submitted 
to the Legislature on the 23rd of 
May, 1900, the sum of $11,030.30 
of this amount has no existence as 
a sinking fund. The amount was 
said to be on call in the bank ; but 
it is well known the Government’s 
accoirotwas atthattime overdrawn 
at the bank ; therefore the amount 
in question had no existence ex­
cept in imagination. This is how 
matters stood, according to the 
public accounts, on December 31st 
last On the 22nd day of May, 
190Q, a statement was submitted 
to the Legislature by the govern­
ment, showing that the amount 
due the banks on that date was 
$22,608.23 over what the public 
accounts showed to be due on 
December 31st, 1899. This would 
bring the debt up to $539,829.89 
at that date, admitting that the 
loans account and debenture ac­
count remained the satpe as they 
were on December 31,1899. This 

the last statement the public 
has had from the Government re­
garding the finances of the Pro­
vince. At the last session of the 
Legislature, the Government pass­
ed an act empowering them to 
issue debentures to the amount of 
$48,750.00. If these debentures 
have been sold the debt of the 
Province has been increased by 
that amoppt, bringing it pp to 
$588,579.89. Should it so happen 
that they have not been sold, we 
may be sure the deficit on the 
year’s transactions equals the am 
OUnt of the debentures and more. 
Whether the debentures have been 
sold or pot, we may take it for 
granted that the Government, in 
accordance with their past recorc- 
have this year added to the Pro­
vincial debt considerably more 
than these debentures amount to. 
Placing the quarter salary due the 
teachers on December 31st at 
$26,000, and the half-year's inter­
est on the public debt falling due 

the same date, and adding 
these two items to the above fig­
ures we shall have in round num­
bers the sum of $624,000.00, which 
we may be sure is a moderate es­
timate of the debt of this Pro­
vince at the present time, or in a 
few weeks hence when the year 
closes.

■ f $51,740. Subtracting this 
amount from $128,429, we have 
$76,689 as the correct amount of 
debt chargeable'to ihe Conserva­
tive Government. If we divide 
this by the twelve years they held 
office, we shall find that they in­
creased the debt at the average 
yearly rate of $6,390. Let us now 
see at what rate our Liberal 
friends iesFesâed the Provincial 
debt. Subtracting the $128,000, 
assumed by them, from the pre­
sent debt of $624,000, we see that 
he Liberals increased the Provin­

cial debt to the amount of $496,- 
000, or a yearly average increase 
for their nine years of office of 
! 155,112. This, in brief, is the 
statement of the public debt and 
the amount of it. for which the 
Liberal Government are respon­
sible, as well as the rate per year 
at which they increased it. When 
the Liberate assumed power they 
proclaimed it as part of their pol­
icy to make revenue ind expendi­
ture meet The figures of the 
enormous public debt under which 
we are now groaning as shown 
above, exemplify the Govern­
ment’s method of carrying out 
this part of their policy, and the 
sacredness with which they regard 
their promises to the people in 
this particular. The following 
list of deficits will afford our read­
ers some idea of the facility with 
which the Liberal Government 
have rolled up our Provincial 
debt:

The Government say they are 
[not responsible for all the debt 
that there was a Provincial debt 
when they assumed the reins of 
power. Well, we do not wish to 
accuse the Government of any 
political crimes of which they are 
not guilty, and will admit that 
they inherited some debt from 
their predecessors in office. Dur­
ing the discussion of the budget 
in the Legislature last session, the 
Premier placed tfoe debt assumed 
by the Liberal Government, from 
their predecessors at $128,429

A debt is fairly measured by 
the amount of interest paid upon 
it; therefore the magnitude of 
çf our Provincial debt may be ap 
proximately ganged by the inter­
est charge upon the same, The 
extraordinary growth of this in­
terest since the Liberals came into 
power will be shown by compar 
ing the interest charge for 1890, 
the last year for which the Con­
servatives are responsible with 
that of 1899 the last year for 
which we have the public ac 
counts. In 1890 the interest paid 
by the Government, as shown in 
the public accounts, amounted to 
112,697.44. From this modest sum 
paid by the Conservatives in 1890 
the interest charges against the 
Province have gone on increasing 
under Liberal rule until the en­
ormous amount of $19,075,51, was 
reached in 1899. At this rate of 
increase we may be very sure the 
interest paid this year will be 
considerably over $20,000.00. In

connection with this interest, the 
Liberals say they are paying a 
lesser rate than was paid by the 
Conservatives. If that be the 
case it only shows that they have 
accumulated a larger debt than is 
apparent i„ the public. Surely 
this question of interest is suffi­
cient of itself to condemn, most 
emphatically, the Government 
that preached economy and pro­
mised to make revenue and ex­
penditure meet. Their actions 
have most glaringly belied their 
words, and its by their actions 
they must be judged.

Having scandalously deceived 
the .people and falsified all tfce-- 
promises of economy made in 
1893, the Government found it 
necessary to invent a new shib­
boleth when they again appealed 
to the electors in 1897. This time 
the people were told the matter 
of our claims against the Federal 
Government were to be submitted 
to arbitration, with the confident 
expectation that onr Provincial 
treasury would benefit thereby, to 
the extent of a million dollars or 
two, in actual cash. This, the 
people were told would be the 
means of obviating direct taxation 
for all time. Events have proved 
that these roseate statements had 
no foundation in fact, and that 
they were simply made for the 
purpose of deceiving the elector­
ate ; for the then Premier, who 
embodied this alluring language 
in his election address, knew he 
would be starting for British Col­
umbia as soon as the election 
should be over. The trick accom­
plished all that was intended ; the 
people were deceived ; but from 
that day to this we have heard 
nothing about arbitration. No 
money has been recouped to the 
Provincial treasury in virtue of 
our claims at Ottawa ; the deficits 
have gone on as usual, the taxes 
have been extracted from the 
pockets of the people and the Pro­
vincial debt has been piled higher 
and higher. The people now have 
an opportunity of resenting all 
this falsehood and deception. Will 
they avail themselves of the op­
portunity ; or will they condone 
all this wrong-doing and allow the 
Government to deceive them once 
more ?

The above enumeration of facts 
does not by any means embrace the 
full catalogue of the Government’s 
political crimes. They have set at 
naught the provisions of the con­
stitution and have trampled under 
foot the principles of responsible 
government, by retaining in the 

ffice of Attorney-General, (or the 
space of abouta year, a man who had 
been rejected by the electorate when 
he appealed to them for confirmation 

bis office. During all the years 
they have been in office they have 
squandered the public revenues and 
continue to squander them in the 
matter of our roads and bridges. 
Necessary repairs on our roads are 
not let to public competition ; nor is 
the work done on .ha roads at a sea­
son of the year when it would be 
most beneficial, from the view-point 
of convenience or economy. The 
public are allowed to suffer during the 
season that the road work should be 
done, and whatever money is axpend- 
ed is paid out on the approach of an 
election, not for the benefit of the 
public ; but with the object of secur­
ing votes for the Government. The 
consequence i* that the money is 
wasted in attempts to debauch the 
electorate, the toads are left as bad 

, or worse than, before and the 
travelling public are obliged to suffer 
all this inconvenience without any 
means of redress.

There are several, other counts in 
the indictment against the Govern­
ment ; but space does not permit us, 
at the present writing, to enumerate 
any more.

nearly twice as much as the revenue 
derived from the land office last year. 
All this they lave done in the face of 
their promises to economize and to 
make revenue and expenditure meet.

Strike Down the Enemy.
■ —j.-J—t —__ _____ ____

The address of the Leader of 
the Opposition, Hon. D. Gordon, 
published in this issue, briefly and 
tersely sets forth some of the 
many reasons why the present 
Provincial Government should be 
removed from power on the 12th 
of December. As is plainly evi­
dent from the evidence furnished 
by their own official reports, the 
Government have broken their 
pledges, falsified their promises 
and have consequently, forfeited 
the confidence of the electorate of 
this Province. They promised to 
reduce public expenditure ; but 
the record shows they have large­
ly increased it. In the strongest 
language possible they condemned 
a Provincial debt; yet in nine 
years they have added about $500,- 
000 to the debt of the Province. 
They solemnly declared when they 
took office the day of taxation was 
far off, and have since then assur­
ed the electors they would receive 
an amount of money from Ottawa 
that would remove taxation for 
all time. In all these declarations 
they have most outrageously de­
ceived the electorate ; for in their 
nine years of office they have col 
lected from the people $288,649 in 
taxes. This is what the people 
have for placing in power the pre 
sent. Government and keeping 
them there. They promised to 
make revenue and expenditure 
meet; but the public accounts 
show that the average annual 
deficit, since they assumed power, 
has been $39,543. When in op 
position they never ceased to pro 
claim that there was no necessity 
for a Commissioner of Public 
Works and that the Land Office 
should be closed. But, in the 
face of this, they have continued 
that office with its expenditures, 
although they have been in office 
over nine years. The financial 
policy of the Government has 
been simply ruinous, as any one 
can see by giving the matter a 
little thought. Although they 
extracted, in the shape of taxes, 
the sum of $288,649 from the 
pockets of the people, they ran 
behind in their accounts during 
their time in office, as we have al 
ready shown, to the tune of $355,- 
888. Adding together these de 
ficits and taxes we have the enor­
mous sum of $644,537. This is 
the way the Government have 
carried out their promises and 
have made revenue and expendi 
ture meet. In return for all this 
expenditure and taxation the peo 
pie have received no substantial 
benefit. Our public road system 
as carried on by the Government 
is simply a public scandal ; a sink 
for absorbing the people’s money 
without any returns in the shape 
of improved highways. The in­
terest paid on the public debt, has 
been increased by the present 
Government to the extent of $16, 
378.07. This in itself should be 
enough to cause the people to set 
their face against the present Gov 
ernment and to send them about 
their business on the 12th of De­
cember. Our Province is without 
sources of public revenues, such as 
the valuable mineral and lumber 
aieas of the other Provinces of 
the Dominion, and if the policy of 
going in debt is to be permitted 
muen longer, the JeJand will be 
irretrievably mortgaged tfi the 
money lenders, This is no imag­
inary picture of our financial con­
dition ; but is such as any one can 
see who will take the trouble to 
give the matter serious considera­
tion. Is it not, therefore, time to 
call a bait ; to rouse ourselves from 
our lethargy and make ap effort 
to preserve our heritage, by re­
moving the present Government 
from power on the 12th of De­
cember ?

As the Government have issued 
their mandate for a general elec­
tion on the 12th of December and 
you will be called upon to choose 
représentatives to manage your 
affair^in the next parliament of 
this Province, it is fit and proper 
that a retrospect be taken and a 
true estimate formed of our posi­
tion and financial standing as a 
Province.

The term of the 'Legislative 
Assembly, just dissolved,had many 
months remaining, and much sur­
prise is expressed that the electors 
should have been put to trouble 
and annoyance at this unseason­
able time.

However, it is evident that the 
Government are actipg on the as 
sumption that the present time is 
auspicious, owing to the result of 
the recent Dominion election. 
They hope, by this sharp move 
ment, to obtain a snap verdict 
from the electorate in order to 
hold on to power for a further 
term.

A stronger reason for this un­
