LONDON'S NEW BISHOP.

Bev. Denis 0'Conner prll(ea Smccesser
te Archbishep Walsh,

A cable dispatch to the New York
Catholic News from its Rome correspond-
ent says that Rev. Denis O’Counor, of
Sandwich, Ont., Canadian superior of
Basilican Fathers and superior of As-
sumption College, of Sandwich, bas been
appointed bishop of the diccese of Lon-
don, Ont., to succeed the most Reverend
John Walsh, who was appointed bishop
of Toronto last year.

Father O'Connor is & Canadian by
birth, 650 years of age. Ho early deter-
mined to devote his life to the Catholic
faith, and entered St. Michael's College
at Toronto, Oant., with the intention of
fitting himself for the ministry. He
graduated with high honors at the Toron-~
to College, studied for two years in
France, and after visiting all places In
Eurone important for their connection
with religious history, took orders in the

Returning to Americs, Father O'Con-
nor was made a prefessor of St. Michael’s
College, his alma mater, but soon
resigned to accept the position of superior
of the Assumption College st Sandwiebh.
When he entered upon the dutles of his
new office the college was barely in exia-
tence. It was located in some deserted
army barracks below Sandwich, bat nn-
der the guiding hand and untiring
energy of Father O’Connor it steadly
advanced in efficiency and prosperity
until it has reached the position that
it now holds among Catholic education-
al institutions.

The wheat crop
of Manitoba alone, to say nothing of the
Territories, will be quite fifteen millions
of bushels, at least such is the expecta-
tion at present.

The experience of the country
has been that in seasons such as this that
frost does mot appear, by average, until
about the 15th of September, by which
time the crops of this country are safely
harvested. Hail was reported to have
done damsage in some districts, but the
latest information goes to show that the
warm wind and growing weather has
brought up even those districts to a fair
average. Hay, the next most important
crop to wheat, is abundant everywhere,
and large districts that for the past three
years have leoked somewhat brown and
barren, are now covered with most lux-
uriant grasses. Vegetables of all kinds
are a prodigious crop. With a competi-
tion in railways, and more under con-
struction, which will bring the coal
areas of the Turtle Mountain and Souris
districts within easy reach of Winnipeg,
and all paris of the Province ; with the
Hudson’s Bay Railway now assured—
three hundred miles are now built and
recently inspected and passed ; the cold
facts ars these, that with tifteen mil-
lions of bushels of ‘No. 1, hard,” and
twelve millions for export, the cost of

The consensus of opinion among
the witnesses here to-day is that not the
slightest doubt exists but that a human
being may be instantaneously killed by 1000
volts lied through perfect contact and
contin: 20 seconds.

Kemmler’s body will doubtless be disposed
of to-morrow in the prison burying ground
with quicklime. .

DEATH WAS INSTANTANEOUS. |

The Brain Paralyzed —Kemmler's Passing
Was Painless.

Before 8¢ most of the doctors had return-
ed to the prison to prepare for the autopsy.
The body of the dead man still sat in the
electric chair, the limbe rigid, the expression
of the face (but for the discolorations of the
skin) unchanged. The rigor of the body was
a matter of comment and surprise among
the physicians. The jaw bad not fallen and
the pleasant expression, with which Kemm-
ler had greeted the witnesses as he entered
the execution room, still lingered about his
features.
It was determined that Dr. Jenkins of New
York, instead of Dr. Daniel, should do the
work with the surgeon’s knife, because of his
long experience in performing autopsies on
persons killed by electricity. Both Dr.
Daniel and Dr. Jenkins stripped off their
coats and vests and the surgeons’ case was
opened and the glittering array of knives
and saws brought out. The body was lifted
from the chair and placed on the table in the
centre of tteroom. It still preserved its
rigidity. A small wooden box was placed
under the head to “support it and
the limbs were straightened out as far
as possible, Then a convict was summoned
from the prisoca to take off the clothing.
The removal revealed a scar nearly five
inches in diameter where the second electrode
had pressed against the base of the spine,
showing that the current bad burned through
into the flesh. The body looked healthy and
well nourished. Dr, Shrady at this point
ggested the ity of making the exam-
ination as formal as though it was to be
taken for criminal investigation, and volun-

; CHICAGO, Aug. 4.—Charles Loring, locked
in the Court House jail here on a cherge of
\bigamy, is accused of having five living
iwives, and the full list includes the names of
'a dozen women who have fallen victims to
his blandishments. Thirty years of age, well
educated, handsome and of excellent family,
Loring has made a record scarce second to
that of Don Juan.

He met Esther E. Batasco, a beautiful,
'dark-eyed Jewish maiden, who lived in
Brighton, England, and in 1854 he married
her. She isin Chicago now, iutent on his
punishment. She tells how she met Loring
and married him in opposition to her pa*ff ts’
| wishes. He told her he was in the employ of
the telephone supply company and possessed a
fortune of §150,000,

Loring then became entangled with a
young woman in St. Paul and left his wife,
,He came to Chicago and secured a position
with the Lake View Electric Light Company
and established his wife in a comfortable
home in that suburb. Just around the cor-
ner lived Aurelia Anderson, a handsome and
'accomplished blonde, with whom he eloped.
They were married on Aug. 11, 1889, About
Ithe same time the Lake View Elactric Light
Company missed §1500 which had been in
Loring’s hands. x

Mrs. Loring No. 1 heard nothing of her
,husband’s whereabouts. She was penniless,
‘and managed to secure a position where she
makes a comfortable living. Meantime
Loring tired of his second wife, and one day
last fall left her without warning or means
of support. He returned to Brighton, Eng-
land, where hie married Miss Batascoe,

Here he met Miss Florento E. Winfield, a
prepossessing young lady. He fascinated her
'and her parents with his captivating man-
ners and tales of great wealth, and finally on
the day Miss Winfield's brother was married
Loring and his latest love, after acting as
best man and maid of honor, were them-
selves married.

TRADE AND TRAFFIC.

Leading Features of the Grain and Pro-
duce Markets At Home And Abroad.
ToroNTO, Aug. 5.—The wheat and corn

crops do not promise to be as large as - those

of last year, but the prices will likely be at
such a point that farmers will do better this

year than last. In 1889 corn sold at 44c a

bushel in New York, and now the price is

52c. Wheat sold at 85¢ this time last year,
and now it sells at 96c, Last year oats were
28c and now they are sold at 38c.

There is a fair demand for flour, but prices
are little changed. Extra is quoted at $4.20
to $4.25, and straight roller, $4.40 to $4.50,
Toronto freights.

Wheat is in good demand; white 97¢c on
Northern; spring, 93¢ to 95¢ on Midland.

The supply of eggs has not increased and
prices are about as formerly quoted.
From 15 to 17c. is the average, the former
price being paia and the latter asked.

The supply of butter is fair. Round lots
of good tub are bought at 12c. and sold at
14 and 15c.

The supply of pork is scarce, and $6.50 to
$7 is paid per cwt.

CHEESE MARKETS.

Little Falls reports: There was a liberal
sale of cheese yesterday and the market is in
fully as good shape as a week ago. The
shrinkage of milk is represented to be nearly
one-third from the flush of the season and
the cheeses are sold off to about July 12
Transactions were: 38 lots at 7e, 7 lots at
T, 30 lots at Tigc, 5 lots at 73{c, 3 lots at
8¢, 1 lot at 83{c, 14 lots on commission. There
were also 1635 boxes of farmn dairy cheese
sold at 7c to 8c, mostly at Tigo to 73c. Sales
of 34 packages of creamery butter were made
at 17c, and 14 of farm dairy at 16c to 17c.

Utica reports: The cheese market yester-
day recorded another decline, and the sales-
men are inclined tofeel blue regarding the
prospects. There appears to be no active de-
mand at present, and there seems to be no
likelihood of improvement in the immediate
future, The dry weather of the past several
weeks has affected the pastures, and
there has been quite a shrinkage in the pro-
duction of milk.

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HINTS FOR HOT WEATMER.

Br. Chancellor Tells New Children Should
b Be Cared For.

Dr. C. W, Chancellor, secretary of the
N. Y. Stave Board of Health, gives the
tollowing precautions for avoiding the
complaints incidental to hot weather :—
‘*Children should be bathed freely, and
should be allowed plenty of fresh air
and exercise. The aleeping apartments
should always be well ventilated. Plen-
ty of good faod should be given, and
children should not be allowed to eat
confectionery, cakes, pies or any similar
articles.  Uaripe foog should be for-
bidden, Ex to sudden changes of
heat and cold, to wet and dswpuess, or
to the direct rays ot the summer’s sun,
should be avuided as far as possible,

“‘Avoid any crowding of the room oc-
cupied by the baby, especially at night.
Do not keep a young child in the same
room n which cooking or washing is
going on. Keep the windows of the
room open dey and night in hot weath-
er. The clothing of a young echild
should be loose and light during the
summer monthe. Have the night drees
thoroughly aired during the day, and the
day clothes aired during the night. Do
not keep the child’s head heated by any
covering except when exposed to the
heat of the sun.

*‘Children suffering from diarrhoea
should be taken directly te & competent
medical man. Purgative medicines
should be avoided. Avoid, also, theso-
called soothing syrups, cordiale, etc.;
they all contain opium in some form, and
often childrem are soothed to death. A
house in which children are often siling
with sore throat or diarrhcea is probably
wrong in its drainage. In such instaoces
be sure to ascertain the soundneass of the
sanitary arrangements, Every person,
whether young or old, attacked with
looseness of the bowls should at once
give proper attention to the trouble and
not allow it to run on.

“In very warm weather all persons
should live temperately and regularly on
those articles of food which they are used
to and which agree with them, Fresh
fish, froit and vegetables way be
taken with impunity, provided they
are sound and free from taint. All
food that 1s tainted. and smells
disagreeably should be avoided. Great
care should be taken not to give stale,
sour or tainted food to children. Sour
or tainted milk is one great source of
diarrhcea in children, and should on no
account be given to them. Intemper-
ance and drunkenness invite attacks ' of
cholera morbus,diarrhcea and dysentery.
Temperance in eating and drinking is a
great safeguard against diseases of the
bowels. It is of the utmost consequence
to avoid all foul smells, as of privies,
sinks, clos ets, drains, garbage and
the like,

*‘Do not convert the stomach into a
refrigerator for the whole system and
endeavor to reduce the temperature of
the body to a comfortable point by
swallowing quantities of ice-water at
short intervals. The evil effects of ice-
water are well known. When taken at
wneals the sense of taste is impaired.
The indigestion, to say mothing of more
serious troubles,whicharises the from free
ase of ice-water would entitle it to be
«et aside. Water at 50 degrees is cold
-nough for drinking purposes. Drink-
ng very cold water, like drinking very
not beverages, is a habit Lo be avoided.
I'he extremes in this matter, as in most
cases, are dangerous.”

Pecnllarities of the Teeth,

A tooth In its normal condition ccn-
sists of four parts or substances—enam-
el, cement, dentine and pulp. - Enamel
is the outer covering of the crown or ex-
posed portion of the tooth, and by a wise
provision of nature it is thickest where
most subject to use and wear. It is the
hardest tissue of the human system, pos-
sessing of itself no sensibility and con-
tains not over 4 per cent. of animal mat-
ter. Yet it is an impertant fact and cne
that should not be lost sight of in caring
for the teeth, that this indispensable
coating is almost entirely soluble in acids.
Cement is the bonelike covering of the
roots and neck of the tooth, correspond-
ing for the covered portion to the enam-
el, wirh which it blends and unttes

'about the edge of the gums, for the ex-

posed part, Dentine forms the body of
the tooth., It is uot so hard as bone,
consisting of pararelel tubes about 4,500
to an inch in diameter, and more than a
quarter of its composition consists of ani-
mal matter. It is somewhat sensative,
but the seneation 18 probably due to the
nerves of the pulp, The latter, common-
ly called “‘the nerve,” is a mass of nerves
and blood-vessels, almost infinitesimal in
size, connected and euwrapped by a very
delicate tissue. These nerves and blood-
vessels connect with the general system
through a minute opening at the extrem-
ity of the root, with which exception the
pulp is entirely surrounded by a wall of
dentine, In fact the pulp is the germ of
the body of the tooth,the dentine is form-
ed from it and pourished by it; whea
the pulp—which is extrem szelynsaiire,es
most readers know—dies, the dentine
loses its apparent sensitiveness and
gradually changes color—itself becomes
dead,—Good Housekeeping.

The Listener has three
tried and trustworthy maxims for hot
weather conduct, and outside of them he
knows no trick or device by which the
dog star can be circumyented.

1. Wear as light and loose clothing as
you dare,

2d. Take plenty of exercise, but in a
calm way,

3. Drink no alcoholic or effervescent
beverages,

In exercising, the great point is not to
be afraid of the heat ; but not, at the
same time, to choose violent diversions.
The youth or maiden who is in the habit
of playing base ball or lawn tennis, and
quite acccstomed to the exercise, may
play it on a hot day as safely as ever, and
people who are in the habit of walking a
fair amount have nothing to fear, but
everything to gain from keeping up their
cuslomary exercise in saummer. But ex
ceptional physical testing should certain-
ly be avoided ander a burning sun. An
abeolute inaction is as bad in hot weather
as at any other time.

As to beverages, of course personal ex-
periénces always vary, and one man's re-
freshment is another's bane ; but asa
general principle, it is safe toshun about
nine-tenths of all the summer drinks,
Soda water in any form is a delusion and
& snare ; it is vexing to the coating of the
stomach and useless in the digestive pro-
cese, even if it happens to do no harm,
Most Americans can drink a fair amount
of iced water with impunity, though it is
not really necessary to oue’s comfort.
People who are afraid to eat in hot
weather make a very great mistake.
What benefit to us, in meeting a nervous
and physical strain, can it possibly be tu
rob ourselves of customary nutrition ?

NATORAL GAS CUSHERS

IrTHE PROVINCIAL -COMPANY’S EX¢
i TENDED OPERATIONS.

The Wells in the Niagars Peninsula—Imi
| ., menge OQutput from the |} Completed
Bores—What s Well i3 Like—Future of
Natural Gas.

" PoRr CoLBORN®, Aug. 4.—The Provincial
Natural Gas, Light and Fuel Company
(imited) has exclusive drilling rights over
48,000 acres of 75 square miles of land in the
southern and eastern parts of the county of
Welland. . Although. operations were com-
menced scarcely more than a year ago there
are now 10 wells completed, with a combined
eapacity of 22,000 feet per day. There are
also two wells approaching completion and
another about to be commenced.

Of the ten wells which have been drilled
eight are good producers. The wells are
about a mile apart, The centre of the group
is 11 miles from Buffalo, 13 miles from

f: s from Hamilton, and about, 60
& straight line from Toronto. The cost o
piping is about $7000 & mile. An important
factor in conducting gas great distances is
the pressure it has at the well. So far the
gauge has shown s rock pressure of over 500
feet to the inch,

1889, in the of Bertie, on the farm
of Philip Zavitz. The well was continued to
& depth of 846 feet, when a flow equal to
1,700,000 cubic feet per day was obtained,
with & rock pressure of 525 pounds. The
second well, which is about half a mile north
on Elmon Zavitz's farm, was not so success-
ful. Drilling was stopped at 831 feet below
the surface. This well produces 400,000 feet
ldny.lndhnnmckpr.nroo(bﬂ)pounds
About a mile to the west, in the township of
Humberstone, the third well was sunk on
Jonas Zavitz's farm. The capacity of this
well is 700,000 feet per day. It has a rock
pressure of 510 pounds, and is 836 feet deep.
The farm of J. A. Ramsden was chosen as the
site for the fourth well. Better results were
obtained here. The capacity of the well is
2,000,000 feet. It was continued to a depth
of 876 feet azd has 550 pounds pressure.
The fifth well isa “gusher.” It is in the
township of Bertie, on the farm of Danie:
T. Zavitz. The output of this well reaches
the enormous of 7,000,000 feet per day .
more than three times the total daily con-
sumed in Toronto. It isa remarkable fact
that the rock pressure of this well is lighter
than some of the less productive, being 510
pounds to the inch. The depth is 842 feet.
To compensate for this success the next well
'was a total failure, and has been abandoned
by the company. The seventh, which is on
the farm of Adam Smith, Humberstone, pro-
duces 2,600,000 feet, and has a depth of 84
feet. A secdnd failure occurred on the farm
of J. A. Barnhardt, Bertie, and the well was
abandoned. The ninth well, situated om
Daniel Near's farm, Humberstone, yielded
2,400,000 feet at a depth of 851 feet. Well
No. 10, the last that has been completed, is
another ‘‘ gusher.” It blows 600,000,000 feet
a day from a depth of 872 feet. Drilling is
now in operation on the farms of C. Bitner,
Bertie, and Trout Brothers, Humberstone,
Both these wells are nearing completion.
The thirteenth well has been located on the
farm of Abram Michael, and drilling will be
commenced shortly.

The average gas well in this region is a hole
in the ground 5% inches in diameter and
about 850 feet in depth. There is a close-fit-
ting iron casing to a depth of 650 feet, and a
heavy rubber packing at the outside edge of
the lower end. The casing and rubber pack-
ing are inserted for the purpose of preventing
water in the upper strata from finding its
way into the well. There is inside of the
casing an iron tube through which the gas is
conducted to the surface. This tube varies
in size according to the capacity of the well.
The whole is anchored down by means of
heavy cross beams fitted into the rock near
the surface. The time occupied in drilling »
well is about & month. The work is done
by steam power generated in boilers which
use natural gas for fuel A derrick 73
feet high affords support for an' immense
walking beam. Attached to this is a rope
which passes over a pulley and lifts the
drill, a bar of steel forty feet in length. The
work is carried on night and day. The
average progress is 25 to 35 feet per diem,
aecording to the nature of the strata pene-
trated.

Not only in Canada, but the world over,
may the development of natursl gas be said
to bein its infancy. In the initial stages of
the industry there has been much loss of
labor and waste of gas, which experience is
showing to be unnecessary. The chief draw-
back is the uncert ainty as to the life of a
well. Although it has been pointed out that
a well at Port Colborne has been flowing gas
for twenty-six years, it must be borne in
mind that the flow has decreased very con-
siderably since gas was first tapped. It is
believed by scientists that there is an abun-
dant supply for many years to come in the
gas flelds now known, should proper re-
strictions be adopted.

DESTRUCTIVE HAILSTORM.

It Is Estimated 100,000 Acres of Mani-
toba Wheat Are Ruined.

WixxiPEG, Aug. 4.—Fuller accounts of
the damage done by the storm on Friday
night have been received, and show the loss
to the wheat crops to be greater than at first
reported. At Deleraine, 200 miles south of
Winnipeg, the hail belt is said to have been
four townships wide, narrowing down to a
mile and a balf as it proceeded east, leaving
destruction in its wake. Mr. Ogilvie's mana-
ger here says that 100,000 acres of
wheat have been totally ruined. So
far reports have only been received
from the principal towns along the
Canadian Pacific Bouthwestern Railway,
and it is impossible t8 say yet just how ex-
tensive the damage is, but certainly it is
very serious.

A Boissevain despatch says: Yesterday
about 13 o'clock the sky darkened like a total
eclipse.

INCENDIARISM SUSPECTED.

A Mysterious Fire st London the Less—
The Loss Estimated at $10,000.

Loxpon, Ont., Aug. 4.—Another mysteri-
ous fire occurred this morning, which was
most disastrous in its results. The watchman
at Minhinnick’s old oil refinery noticed a
blaze proceeding from the roof of Lawrason's
lard oil manufactory about 5 o'clock this
morning and telephoned to both fire stations
and the brigades were promptly on hand, but
they were unable to do anything but save
adjoining buildings. The proprietors place
their loss at about $10,000. They are at an
entire loss to account for the fire unless it
was incendiarism.
