'Tlie 
hoy or girl, in the High School is 
usually training for a teacher, for 
enlrnnce to the study of a profession 
or for entrance on a .business career. 
To the last-named end I may say. 
by the way, our High Schools are at 
present wholly inadequate. Occa­
sionally a pupil attends for purposes 
of liberal culture. All these uses 
make the secondary school as de­
voted to service of a peculiar and 
well defined character.

To measure the high school time 
on the psychological basis may have 
still greater significance for the teach­
ers present. The adolescent period 
which begins at 12 or 14 years of age,-

: Victoria, OcL 28.—The Japanese gOT- 
ornaient has consented in principle to

Third Russian Council of Empire 
Opens its Second Session—Consti­
tutional Democrat Makes Vigorous 
Attack on Government for Attempt­
ing to .Throttle Voice of Nation.

DEADLOCK OVER BISHOP.

Lay Members of Synod Endorse Dean 
Farthing—Clergy Dean Evans.

Montreal, Oct. 29—Never- in the his­
tory of the diocese of. Montreal has 
there been such a clash between the 
clergy and laity as took place today 
m the selectioit of a bishop to suc­
ceed Bishop Carmichael. Dean Far- 

* «S’ of Kin68ton, and Dean Evans, 
of Montreal, were the men ’between 
whom the synod was divided, the lay 
going almost solidly for Dean Far­
thing, while the clergy consistentlv 
supported Déans Evans. The synod 
was still sitting at midnight, at which 
time four votes had been taken. On 
the third vote, Farthing secured 43 
out of 82 of the lay vote, 42 only being 
necessary. On the same vote Dean 
Evans only secured 38 from the cleri­
cal side, "when 51 were nccepsary,while 
in the lay vote he secured 20. In spite 
of the lateness of the hour a fourth 
vote was taken. In the case oi Bish­
ops Bons and Carmichael they were 
selected on the fourth ballot. The pie 
sent i* the first instance oi a aérions 
deadlock, and it would not be surpris­
ing if a compromise bishop were se­
lected- The attendance of the clergy 
and laity was very large. At 12.30 th: 
deadlock still continued with no signe 
of agreement, and the v ta.ry- delu 
gates finally agreed ;o v Ijourn until 
ten o’clock tomorrow morning. The 
indications at the close of the ses-: ••! 
point to the probability of Dean Far­
thing being elected tomorrow, hut it 
is Impossible to make any definite pre­
diction.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 29—The autumn 
session of the third Russian Douma 
opened yesterday and the sittings of 
the coufieil of empire began in the aft­
ernoon. This is the first time the Rus­
sian parliament has come to its sec­
ond session. Its deputies plunged im­
mediately into the Balkan situation 
by means of an urgent interpellation 
to which all parties subscribed.

M. Maktakoff, Constitutional Dem­
ocrat, made a vigorous attack on the 
government. He declared that the 
annexation of Bosnia and Herzegov­
ina by Austria-Hungary was a nation­
al question and that the attempts of 
the government to gag the voice oi

Decidedly Unique Method Adopted by 
Suffragettes to Prevent Immediate 
Ejection From House of Common* 
—Chain Fastened to Waists and 
to Grill, Latter Having to be Un­
screwed to Release Frantic Wo­
men.

London, Oct. 20—The Hoppe df fiOTfr. 
mens wag the scene tonight of thé 
most extensive and bfeet organized-euG 
iragette raid yet- By a preconcerted; 
arrangement, disturbances were che­
ated simultaneously in the ladies’ gal- 
levy, the men’s gallery and 8t. Steph­
en's hp.V outside the precinct’ of the 
chamber. Two young and pretty suf­
fragettes, Muriel Maltere and Helen 
Fox, got tickets from members to 
whom they were strangers and whb, 
therefore, obtained a {.ledge on their' 
honor that they would do nothing 
contrary to the rules if decorum. Hav­
ing secured two seats some distance 
apart in the front row of the ladies* 
gallery, up against the ornamental 
brass grill that separates the gallery 
from the House, they proceeded sil­
ently to fasten to the grill stout steél 
chains which had been already made 
secure around their waists. Theft 
Miss Malters interrupteti the proceed 
ings by demanding attention to somij 
questions, shouting, “Votes for Wo­
men.” i

Janitors rushed into the gallery to 
remove her, but after prolonoged ati 
tempts, during which the proceedings 
in the House degenerated into chaos, 
the sections of the grill to which th* 
young women had chained themselves', 
had to be uriscrewed -and removed 
bodily, together with the shouting, geV 
ticulating suffragettes.

Flooded - House With Literature.»
Just -ae these women were being 

taken out a man sprang up in the 
Strangers' gallery, at the opposite enq 
of the House, dashed te the front nndi 
with a dexterous turn of his -*rist, 
sent a shower of suffragette proclam£- 
tions fluttering over the heads of tire 
members. He was seized and ejected. 
A little later another man in the same 
gallery yelled “votes for women." His 
neighbors throttled and nearly choked 
him before the janitors could rescue 
him.

TORONTO MAN DISAPPEARS.

Sixty Thousand Dollars Missing—Was 
Stolen About Time of Fire.

San Francisco, Oct. 28.—Instead of 
a shortage of $35,000 in the city treas­
ury, experts who have just finished 
an investigation, report that the 
amount is in excess of $60,010. Of 
this amount $14,000 belonged to the 
state.

Oct, 29—Nicholas 
Tzshainkovsky, the aged Russian re­
former, who lias been imprisoned in 
this city for nearly a year, was re­
leased yesterday. A fund “subscribed 
in England, to cover the hail required 
by the.

’tails of the wreck of tW British steamer 
Aeon, on Christinas island», on July 19, 
together with an account, of ten weeks' 
weary watch of the shipwrecked crew 
and passengers bn that desolate coral 
isle.

Leaving San Francisco on July 6, 
the passage was uneventful until July 18. 
At noon observations showed that 
Christmas island was 96 miles distant 
and the course was set to pass it. When 
25 miles to the southwest at 9.30 p.m.. 
Third Officer Lancaster was on watch 
and Capt. Dow nie was on the bridge also. 
Breakers were seen ahead and an order 
given to reverse the engines. Although 
response was given ,the steamer had too 
much headway and went on the reef rn 
tho southeast end of Christmas isla id. 
She grounded so easily on the shelving 
reef that many on board never felt the 
shock.

Soundings showed eight feet forward 
and twenty feet on each side amidships. 
Boats were made ready, but no land was 
visible, all that could be seen being 
white foam on* the breakers.

At daybreak the rock-bound coast of 
Christmas island was seen 200 yards dis­
tant, A boat was launched and the 
women and children were landed, and 
then began the work of landing stores, 
Tents were rigged up for the women, oft 
ficers, male passengers, tlfe Chinese crew, 
and later one as a hospital for Mrs. Pa- 
trihkt who, before the lonely sojourn on 
tha island was completed, gave birth to 
a babv boy.

Realizing that the stay might be a 
very long one, ample provisions were 
taken on shore, as the vessel was well 
fmovided. In case some other crew 
may meet with accident and not be »o 
fortunately situated, ample food for _ 
full crew of any vessel for eight months 
was left, securely stored in a watertight 
tent.

For a few days water was obtained 
from the ship. Then the chief- engineer 
rigged up a condenser on. shore, but later 
a passenger dug a well, half a mile from 
shore and in eight feet of coral and 
coasc sand struck a splendid supply of 
fresh water. Ample water supply exists 
now on the island.

Capt. Downie organized all into 
working brigades and a regular rou­
tine was carried out, with breakfast at 
7 a.m., work until 5 p.m., with an hour 
at noon. Stores and timber were brought 
shore ■ when tho weather permitted. The 
evenings were spent with songs and 
games.

LABOR CONDITIONS IMPROVE.

During September—Was an Advance 
in Wages.

Ottawa, Oct. 29—The October issue 
of the Labor Gazette, in its general 
summary states Hint “General indus­
trial and la'jor conditions showed a 
marked improvement during Septem­
ber compared with the earlier months 
of the season. The weather was ex­
ceptionally favorable for harvesting, 
threshing and marketing of grain crops 
and the early date at which these op­
erations. became possible tended great­
ly td increase the general activity." 
After a reference' to the western har­
vest the summary says:—

“Another important feature of the 
month affecting labor was thé increas­
'd activity of railway construction in 

Western Canada and elsewhere along 
the lines of the National Transcontin­
ental railway. This absorbed a large 
nuiriber of workmen. The manufac­
turing industry and building trades 
also showed a marked improvement 
compared with August.

“Coal mining in Nova Scotia slack- 
end somewhat, but elsewhere the in­
dustry had a good month. The’lum­
ber trade was dull and the cut during 
the coming winter will be consider­
ably below that of last year.

COLIN CAMPBELL

Manitoba’s Attorney General Re­
ceives Just Desserts at Hands of 

Indignant Solicitor.

XVinnipeg, Oct. 29—Yesterday after­
noon a warrant was sworn out by 
Attorney General Çolin H. Campbell 
for the arrest of Edmund Howell, a 
well known barrister, upon a charge 
oi assault and battery. Mr. Howell 
went at once to the police station, 
where bail was given in.the sum of 
$3,000. The case will come up in the 
police court this morning. It seems 
that Howell and the attorney general 
met yesterday afternoon shout half 
past two in front of the Merchants’ 
bank building on Main street. A few 
words passed between them, after 
which Howell is said to have taken 
Colin H. Campbell by the scruff of 
the neck end to have expedited that, 
gentleman’s passage across the street. 
The incident, it is understood, was 
witnessed by a considerable number 
of people. ;

Indignant at Client's Treatment.
The scrap was the aftermath of the 

election. It was the result of Mr. 
Howell’s indignation at the treatment 
which his client, XV. A. Carson, receiv­
ed -at the hands of the attorney-general 
on Sunday night. It will be recalled 
that early Simdfty night. XV. A. Carson 
was arrested by an employee of a de­
tective agency in the city and wqs 
railroaded into the provincial jail, 
where he was denied tlie right of com­
municating with his friends, while 
his friends were refused admittance to 
the jail to bail him out. Howell, ac­
companied by bondsmen and by a 
judge, to accept tlie bail bonds, vis­
ited the jail at II o'clock at night and 
was refused admittance by .the. guards, 
who claimed that they were acting 
undei instructions—no doubt, instruct-, 
lions from the attorney general’s de­
partment.

Called Him a “Blatherskite."
Howell thereupon telephoned Mr. 

Campbell, asking him to telephone the 
jail and instruct the guards to admit 
him and. his party. Mr. Campbell 
gave him curt and discourteous ans­
wers, stating that the night was too 
inclement ,fnr him to go out, and re­
fusing to telephone tlie jail. Upon 
being remonstrated with, the amiable 
attorney general, according to Mr. 
Howell’s statement, made at the time, 
called him a “blatherskite,” prefacing 
the term witli an adjective, and hung 
up tlie telephone. ,ir

As a result of Mr. Campbell’s “in­
structions” Mr. Cajison "remained in 
jail all night, and wda subjected to 
indignities by the guards, presumably 
also under “instructions.” In the 
morning, when Howell again present­
ed himself at jail, technical objections 
oi Various kinds were entered by- the 
attorney general’s deputy, and it was 
two and a half hem i s before he suc­
ceeded .in libérât kg the man.

MANY TYPHOID PATIENTS.
At the present time. Edmonton has 

many typhoid patients and the dis­
ease has almost reached the epidemic 
stage. There are now in the general 
hospital ten cases ; in the Misericordia 
hospital twenty-two patiente and in 
the Ptfblic hospital eighteen patients. 
In addition to this there are a half 
dozen or more cases receiving private 
attention in different parts-of the city. 
In Strathcona the public hospital is 
also filled with typhoid. iVfany of 
tiioee cases, however, are from out­
side point* and do not indicate spech 
ally unsanitary conditions in the city. 
The medical health officer, Dr. White- 
law, ia now making an investigation 
and will submit a report shortly upon 
the presumable cases of the disease 
in the city and outaide points.

Manson 
arid Armstrong. Aid. Lee and Bel­
lamy ore also entitled to hold their 
scats for another year, but they will 
necessarily liante, to resign to contest 
the mayoralty. The regular ones to 
retire arc Aid. Anderson and Gariepy. 
Aid Mclnnis was elected to fill the 
remaining part of the term oi ex-Atd. 
Daly and Aid. Fraser the unexpired 
tenu of ex-A Id. Walker. Their terms 
will also finish this year. Several of 
these aldermen have intimated that 
tlieÿ may he in the tie Id for re-election 
but up to the present time none have 
made a definite statemnt.
