Seven Murderers

Electrocuted at Sing Sing To-day.

One Man Put to Death While in a
Faint.

Ossing, N. Y., Aug. 12.—Seven mur-
derers were taken from their cells in
Sing Sing this morning and put to
death in the elcetric chair. This is
the largest number of criminals to
suffer death penalty by electricity on
any one occasion since the electric
chair was adopted as a method of
capital punishment.

The six Italians and one negro
electrocuted this morning went to
their deaths quietly and the execu-
tions were accomplished an ‘hour and
sixteen minutes. The condemmed men
were put to death in the following
order:— John W. Collins, Lorenzo L.
Calf, Salvatore de Marco, Philipo de
Marco, Angelo Giusto, Vincenzo (Cona,
and Joseph Ferrone,

(Cona fainted as the straps were be-
ing adjusted about his body. He walk-
ed to the chair white faced and trem-
bling, and as he kissed the crucifix
when the leather straps were being
placed about his body he fell over
limply in a dead faint. The cap was
affixed quickly and the current sent
through his body.

All the prisoners with the exception
of Collins walked to the death cham-
ber protesting their innocence. (oi-
lins came in smiling and seemingly
happy and did not deny his guilt. He
prayed on his knees at the chair for a
minute before he was executed.

It is probable that, by wish
of the British Government, an invita-
tion will be extended by Mr. Borden

to Sir Wilfred Laurier tg meet Mr.

Winston Churchill, first lord of tho;'

Admiralty, in Canada at the end of |

September and discuss the . matters

involved. There is no doubt here that
the existence of an emergency has |
been. proved, and that Canada will
make a contribution of an amount to
be determined after Mr. Borden con-
sults his colleagues, after which Mr.
Churchill will go to Canada. A per- |
manent naval poliey will be decided |
upon, if possible, at a round table
conference of all political parties in
(anada. The British desire is to re-
move the scheme from the sphere of
party politics, as has been done in
Great Britain.

Mr. Churchill will arrive in Canada
with Admiral Prince I.ouis of Batten-
berg and an imposing naval squad-
rou.

Mr. Charchill and Mr. Hamar Green-
wood, M. P., will make a tour of the
principal cities of Canada and discuss
imperial defence. The ministerial op-
position here to Mr. Churchill’'s visit
is due to an unwillingnes to influence
Canadian opinion; but the Unionists
urge prompt action and Mr. Churchill
is willing.

Prominent Government and Opposi-
tion members says Australia is becom-
ing popular with British investors
owing to its naval contribution. It is
strongly felt that Canada must show
practical loyalty, remain a part of the
Hmpire and keep the confidence of
Great Britain financially.

It is authoritatively stated that Mr.
Borden has promised nothing definite
in regard to the navy. As to the re-
ferences to imperial co-partnership,
the best minds here urge that all
should go slow. It is only proposed
now that there should be a Canadian
minister in London for a part of the
year for the exchange of confidential
information on foreign policy. The
union would be consultative. British
Ministers see the danger of a rigid
compaet. binding the Dominion’s ac-
tion in any Imperial Council.

Mr. Asquith declined Mr. Borden's
ipvitation, and Mr. Churchill’s visit
is not with the object of stampeding
Canada, but to return the compliment
of the Canadian Cabjnet.
