25,000  GERMAN  CASUALTIES.—
GERMANS ASKS BELGIANS FOR
ARMISTICE TO BURY THEIR
DEAD,

Special to Evening Telegram. %
The siege of Liege is the outstand-
ing feature of the European war. The
latest advices received by way of
London from official despatches say
Liege still holds out against attacks
of Germans. The Germans have ask-
ed for a twenty-four hours’ armistice
to bury their dead. On the authority
of the Belgian War Minister, the Ger-
man casualties in the battle around
T.iege number 25,000,) according to
their own admission. An official
statement issued from Berlin describ-
ed the unsuccessful assault by Ger-
mans on the Liege fortress, as “A
unique act of heroism,” and - that it
will have not the slightest influence
on the larger operations of the Ger-
man army. German diplomats have
been using their utmost efforts to win
Italy to the German side by negotia-
ting a direct appeal to King Victor
Emanuel but without suceess. The
Italian  Ambassador, London, .in
thanking a great assembly, including
several peers and members of Parlia-
ment, which gathered in front of the
Embassy, said Italy ‘had declared neu-
trality and would adhere to it.. Win-
ston Churchill, the First Lord of the
Admiralty, denied there had been any
engagement between the German and
British fleets in the North Sea.

LLONDON, To-day.
A despatch to the Post from Brus-
sels, says Belgians granted armistice
of twenty-four hours, as requested by
the Germans. The latter is now col-
lecting the wounded and burying the
dead.

LLOYD GEORGE DECLARED FIN-
ANCIAL CONDITION PERFECTLY
SATISFACTORY—BANK OF ENG-
LAND REDUCES DISCOUNT TO
FIVE PER CENT.

LONDON, To-day.

Before the adjournment of the
Commcns last evening, Lloyd George,
Chancellor of the Exchequer, announ-
ced that reports received from points
throughout the country, showed with
the opening of Banks, the financial
positicn is perfectly satisfactory. The
Gank of England, he said, received on
foreign accounts $28,000,000, gold be-
ing hoarded, trade is regaining a nor-
mal condition. The Bank of England,
Lloyd George continued, felt that it
could reduce its rate of discount fo
five peicent. On Saturday some
banks received more money than they
paid out. At a meeting of Silver
Brokers here, it was said that the
Government had taken over all avail-
able silver supplies for currency
purposes.

There is a rumor at. Mastricht that
the German Crown Prince is at the
head of reinforcements which are ad-
vancing from Aix La Chapelle.

Mhe official German account of the
slege of Liege says “On Wednesday
the German advance Guards penet-
rated along the entire Belgian front-
ier. A small detachment tried & coup
de main with gre2t boldness, at Liege
some cavalry enteréd lLiege with the
intention of seizing the Commander
of the forces who only saved himsclf
by flight.” An attempt on the for-
tress itself, the fortifications of which
are modern was unsuccessful of our
trocps before the fortress were in con-
tact with the enemy”. A hostile for-
eign press will characterize 'the en-
terprise which cannot have the slight-
est influence on operations as a de-
feat. It however is but a unique act
of horoism in the history of war, a
sign of heroic gallantry of our men.

BI1G BULLION CAPTURED,

PLYMOUUTH, Aug. 7.

The Holland Lloyd steamer Tur-
bantia from South America, which has
been brought here by a warship, has
$2,500,000 in gold on board, part of
which is consigned to a German Bank
in London. \There are also several
German reservists besides a quantity
of grain on board the Turbantia.

AT THE COURT OF BUCKINGHAM
PALACE, THE 4TH DAY OF AU-
GUST, 1914,

His Majesty being mindful, now
that a state of war exists.. between
this country and Germany, of the
recognition accorded to the practice
of granting “days of grace” to enemy
merchant ships by the Convention
relative to the Status of Enemy Mer-
chant Ships at the Outbreak of Hos-
tilities, signed at The Hague, on the
18th October, 1907, and being desirous
‘of lessening, so far as may be practi-
cable, the injury caused by war to
peaceful and unsuspecting commerce,
is pleased, by and with the advice of
his Privy -Council, to order, and it is
hereby ordered, as follows:—

1. From and after the publication
of this Order no enemy merchant ship
shall be allowed to depart, except in
accordance with the provisions of
this Order, from any British port or
from any ports in any Native State
in India, or in any of His Majesty’s
Protectorates, or in any State under
His Majesty’s protection or in Cyprus.
2. In the event of information
reaching one of our Principal Secre-
taries of State not later than mid-
night on Friday, the Seventh day of
August, that the treatmént accorded
to British merchant ships and their
cargoes which at the date of the out-
break of hostilities were in the ports
of the enemy, or which subsequently
entered them is, in his opinion, not
less favorable than the treatment
accorded to enemy Merchant Ships
by Articles 3 to 7 of this Order, he
shall notify the Lords Commissioners
of the Treasury and the Lords Com-
missioners of the Admiralty accord-
ingly, and the Lords Cemmissioners
of the Treasury shall forthwith give
public notice thereof in the “Gazette”
and.

the officers and members of the crew

of such vessel, who is of enemy na-
tionality, that he will not, after the

conclusion of the voyage: for which

the pags is issued, engage while hos-
tilities last in any service connected
with the operation of the war. If
any such officer is of neutral nation-
ality, an undertaking must be given
in writing that he will not serve,
after the conclusion of the voyage for
which the pass is issued, on any ene-
my ship while hostilities ~last. No
undertaking is to be required from
members of the crew who are of neu-
tral nationality.

Officers or members of the crew
declining to give . the ‘undertakings,
required by this Article will be de-
tained as prisoners of war.

He was the first that infused that
proportion of courage into the sea-
men by making them see by experi-
ence what mighty things they could
do if they were resolved, and taught
them to fight in fire as well as in wa-
ter; and though he hath been very
well imitated and followed, he was
the first that gave the example of that
kind of naval'courzge, and bold and
resolute achievements.

Isaac Walton.

Born 9th August, 1598,

Walton was born at Stafford, in the
year 1593; ‘his father, Jervis, seems to
have been a yeoman. In the current
of Izaak’s easy-flowing life, it is only
at intervals that we find any record:
of his upbringing little or nothing is
known; but it is probable that he was
apprenticed to a relation in London,
who was a mercer or draper. In
1624, as shown by a deed of that date,
he was joint occupier with John Ma-
son, a hosier, of a house on the north
side of Fleet Street, near Chancery
Lane. : Upon this evidence it has been
generally held that he was a shop-
man trading on no large scale; but
there was a family tradition, John
Major says, that he was a wholesale
linendraper and Hamburgh merchant
The character of his acquaintance
and connections rather supports the
more generous theory. In 1626 he
married Rachel Floud, a descendan!
of Archbishop Cranmer. George
Cranmer, his wife’s uncle, had been
the pupil of Richard Hooker, and it
is probable that from him Walton ob
tained the facts for the Life of Hook-
er, '‘which was published in 166
Rachel dying in 1640, the widower
some seven years later, married Ann:
Ken, half-sister to the great Bisho;
During his life in London, Walton be
came the close friend of Dr. Donn
and Sir Henry Wotton, of Dr. Morle;
and Dr. Sanderson, Bishops respect-
ively of Worcester and Lincoln. In
1662, again a widower, he left Lon-
don and went to live with Dr. Morley,
who had been translated to Winches-
ter: his daughter Anne married Dr.
Hawking, a prebendary of the Cathe-
dral, in whose house Walton died in
December, 1683. Besides the “Ang-

ler,” Walton published a collection of

the Reliquiae of Sir H. Wotton, an
Eclogue-on the Restoration, and the
Lives of Donne, Herbert, Sanderson,
Wotton and Hooker. “The Compleat
Angler, or the Contemplative Man’s
Recreation,” the pillar of his fame,
the right ancestor of all the country-
books, first appeared in 1653: it went
through five editions before 1676, in
which year it was reprinted with the
addition of the Second Part, by Char-
les Cotton. The book, after its first
success, Seemsito have fallen on some
neglect; after eighty years it was re-
introduced by the Rev. Moses Browne,
perhaps at the instance of Dr.* John-
son, who at one time himself thought
of editing the “Lives.” In 1760 ap-
peared Sir John Hawking’ edition:
Major’s, in 1823 (which was said to
have “Waltonized the land”), and Sir
Harris Nicholas’ led the way to the
multitudinous reprints of to-day. The
main charm of the “Angler” lies per-
haps in its quality of serenity, in its
presentation of a world that appears
fair and at peace, neither from mere
shortsightedness 'nor from amiable
shutting of the eyes (for the “Lives”
show fully what the idyllic character
of the “Angler” might obscure, Wal-

“Meek Walton’s heavenly memory”
gives the clue; that inner prerogative
Yy which a man “possesses what he

283: such a quietness as makes his

ery dreams pleasing both to God and
to himself.”

This pure serenity of temper and
Jccupation of the beauty of the world
re the chief elements to be kept in
mind for making a parallel between
the three great Naturalists. A second
soint to be noted is Walton's position
as an accidental or amateur author.
The “Angler” was altogether a parer-
gon. “In vﬁiting it,” says the -Ad-
dress to the Reader, “I have made a
recreation of a recreation”—' writc
not to get money, but for pleasure
and this discourse boasts of no more.”

Not achieving authorship until he was’

past fifty, Walton is one of the most
notable of that order of unprofession-
al literary men, the men of one book
the seri studiorum, whose signifi-
cance as a class has perhaps not yet
received il§ full appreciation. - The
very style of the book owes something
to this emancipation; entirely simple,
perfectly adapted to the conveyance
of the thought, it flows as' smoothly
a8 the curves of Shawford Brook, to
break here and there into the fresh-
ets of those choice songs, or to deep-
en in the expression of sane piety that
gives thanks for “flowers, and show-
ers, and stomachs, and meat, and con-
tent, and leisure to go a-fishing.”

Home Affairs.

Raspberry Paste.—Place ripe red
raspberries in an earthen jar, and set
in boiling water; when soft, rub
through a colander to remove the
seeds. Use measure for measure of
sugar. Cook to a firm paste, carefully
watching that it does not adhere to
the bottom of the pan. Spread on
plates, put in the oven until nearly
dry, cut \in strips or squares, dip in
pulverized sugar, and pack between
layers of tissue paper. Will keep
indefinitely. Soak in cold water over
night, and cook slowly until dissolved.

Raspberry Shrub.—Add a pint of
vinegar to each quart of berries. Let
stand 12 hours; scald and strain, and
to a pint of juice add a pound of fine
granulated sugar; hoil half an hour,
bottle and seal.

- Raspberry and Currant Soy.—Crush
two quarts of .very ripe currants and
two quarts of red raspberries; add
three teacupfuls of vinegar, a teacup-
ful and a half of sugar, a teaspoon-
ful each of ground allspice, cinnamon,
cloves and pepper. Boil slowly an
hour; put in pint cans and seal.

Currant Catsup.—Take four pounds
of ripe, red currants, pick from the
stems, put in a kettle, mash, add two
pounds of sugar, and let boil slowly
until thick; add a pinch of salt, a
teacupful of vinegar, a teaspoonful
each of powdered cinnamon, allspice
and mace. Mix, take from the fire, let
cool, bottle and seal.

-

Currants and Raisins.—Pick from
the stems ripe currants, crush to start
the juice, and add to three parts cur-
rants one part of chopped seeded rais-
ing. Cook 15 minutes; then add three
teacupfuls of sugar to every quart,
and boil until thick, with freguent
stirring.

Rhubarb Jelly.—Use the very green
sour stalks of rhubarb, cutting quite
fine. Add as little water as possible
and cock slowly until the rhubarb is
soft, then strain through cheesecloth
bags, but do not squeeze. Measure
the juice and put back into the kettle
ind allow three-quarters as much su-
zar as juice. Boil hard for a few
ninutes, then pour nto glasscs or a
square mould and set in the sun with
v glass cover over it. It should be a
slear amber.

Dear Madam,—We have been hav-
ng a dispute over the question of
-eeping the house ¢ool and cannot
lecide whether it is best to keep all
windows open and let the air through
or close them. I know this is not a
cooking - question, but some of these
‘7ot days it comes near to being that,
and it really is a Practical Hous?-
keeping question.

Open windows do nct necessarily
mean cool houses. All bedroom win-
dows should, of course, be open all
night, and every house should be well
and thoroughly aired every morning;
but just as in cold weather, the aim of
every housekeeper is, to have a warm
house, so in warm weather the cool
house is the great desideratum. Open
windows, with such air as may be
moving, blowing through the house,
are commonly supposed to be the
proper thing in hot weather. This is
not the course followed in hot coun-
tries, nor is it the procedure suggest-
ed by experience. A cool breeze will
cool a house, but a warm one will
heat. it. Hot air should be excluded.
After the house has been well aii'ed.
in the morning the windows and
blinds on the sunny side should be
tightly ~closed to keep out the hot
air. When the sun has shifted it will
be time to open them again. One
must regulate the kind of air one ad-
mits into the house in warm weather;

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Preserve Hints.

Showing How One May Make Jams
All the Year Round.

“I can’t possibly come to a cinema
show,” I said to my friend Connie,
with my mouth full of something
sweet. “I'm making jam.”

Connie forgot the cinema show.
She stayed to tea, and ate home-made
scones with date jam, and new bread
with banana jam, and before she left
begged all the recipes.

Here they are exactly as I wrote
them down for her:

APPLE AND TOMATO JAM.

Wipe five pounds of apples with a
clean damp cloth, and cut them into
quarters. Do not peel them. Put them
in a preserving pan, and barely cover
with cold water. Simmer until they
are quite soft, and strain through
cheese muslin.

Put some tomatoes into boiling
water for one minute, and then take
them out and skin-them. Slice them
thinly. Add the sliced tomatoes to
the apple liquid, and weigh. To every
pound of liquid and tomatoes put a
pound of preserving sugar. Then
colour with a little cochineal. Sim-
mer until a little of the jam put on a
saucer gets firm. Pot while hot.

BANANA JAM,

Slice up a dozen large bananas. To
every pound of the fruit allow three
quarters of a pound of preserving su-
gar. Take the juice and pulp of five
lemons, and add them to the banan-
as and sugar. Add a little water.
Then chop up half an ounce of pre-
served ginger and add. Simmer very
slowly for fifty minutes.

DATE JAM.

Buy the dates by the pound. Re-
move the stones from three pounds
and put the fruit in your preserving
pan. Add about three breakfastcup-
fuls of water. Let the fruit just get
hot, and then add a pound and a
quarter of preserving sugar, . a
sprinkling of ground cinnamon, and
a teaspoonful of fresh butter. Stir
until the jam begins to thicken, and
pot while steaming hot.

'PINEAPPLE AND FI¢ JAM.

Buy a tin of pineapple and a pound
of dried figs. Cut the pineapple and
figs small. Put in a basin and add
the pineapple juice, and leave all
night. The next day weigh the fruit,
and to each pound add three-quarters
of preserving sugar. Put the sugar
in the preserving pan, and add
encugh water to melt it. When dis-
solved, add the pineapple and figs.
Stir over the fire until it thickens,
and pot.

APRICOT JAM.

This is delicious when made from
the well-known dried apricots. Buy
three pounds of apricots. Wash them
well, cut up each apricot into four,
and put to steep all night in three
pints of water. Measure out ten
breakfastcupfuls of water, and into
them squeeze the juice of three lem-
ons, and add a pound of cooking ap-
ples cut up small. ;

Simmer this for ten minutes, and
then measure the pulp, and for each
breakfastcupful allow three-quarters

of a pound of preserving sugar. Put
this into the pan, and add an extra
four pounds of sugar. Cook again for

a few minutes, then stir in the apri-
cots and the water they have been
soaking in, and cook until the jam
gets thick. Rhubarb, can be used
when in season instead of apples.

FRUIT SALAD JAM.

Buy two pounds of dried fruit sal-
ad, and cut the frurt up after well
washing it. Then put it to soak cov-
ered with water. The next day put
the fruit into the preserving pan, and
cover with water to which you have
added some essence of vanilla. Sim-
mer gently for fifteen minutes, then
measure out the fruit pulp, and to
each breakfastcupful allow a pound of
preserving sugar. Simmer gently un-
til it thickens,
