wants to negotiate peace. It will not
do. The Entente Allies are only get-
ting into their stride. Germany was
ready for war and gained immense
mmediate advantages on land. The En-
tente Allies were not ready except as
regards Britain and her Navy. Ger-
many holds -almost the whole of Bel-
gum, a strip of France, and a large
section of Poland. It is with these
big counters in her possession that
she talks peace. Whatever little
chance she had of disturbing the sea
supremacy of the Entente Allies is
gone, with the great additions which
are being made in Dreadnoughts by
Britain, France and Russia, and her
position on the sea is now even more
helpless than it ever was. Kitchener
has now created and organized a big
British Army. Russia has also got
together an immense army. Great pro-
gress has already been made in the
operations of forcing the Dardanelles
and it is now evident that a way to
the Black Sea and the Russian ports
there can be made. Gigantic efforts
are being made to'cope with the need
of ammunition and guns not only for
the British army and navy, but we be-
lieve to aid the Russians as soon as a
way to 'Russian ports can be forced.
It will be seen from to-day’s despatch
that the British Government intend to
take over all engin€ering works capa-
ble of making guns and ammunition
and work them by a Committee of the
State, just as the Government have
been doing with the British railways
since the outbreak of war. Under
these circumstances it is not likely
that the British Government and her
allies. will agree to negotiate peace un-
til every material advantage gained by
Cermany during the war has been tak-
en from her, as will probably be done
before the autumn. A patched-up
peace at this stage would be worse
than useless. It would merely mean
a truce of a year or two to give Ger-
many time to prepare for another war.
German militarism must be effectively
broken. This fight must be a fight to
a finish.

His Excellency
thanked the men for their reception,
and expressed his pleasure at meet-
ing them thus for the third year in
succession. In the course of his
speech he gave particulars of the
numbers of men of the Colony now
serving ‘their King in the Army and
Navy, assuring his hearers that they
would be well represented when the
Allies entered Berlin at the close of
the war. He proceeded to read the
latest official war news, which was lis-
listened to with rapt attention. Upon
leaving the Hall His Excellency wish-
ed the men ‘Bon Voyage.” The enter-
tainment closed with hearty cheers
for Dr. W. T. Grenfell.

Sends Second
Son to War.

W. D. Reid, of Newfoundland,
Young Man Off.

New York, Feb. 28—W.
the Newfoundland magnate, waved
good-bye yesterday morning to the
second of his sons to start for the
war in Europe, the son, Howard Reid,
who recently got his commission as a
Second Lieutenant in the aerial divi-
sion of the British Army, being a pas-
senger on the Lusitania. Another son,
Bruce Reid, went over as a private in
the Newfoundland regiment that went
out with the first Canadian contin-
gent last fall.

“Newfoundland already has sent
2,000 men to the front,” said Mr. Reid
afterward at the Waldorf, “1,000 in
the naval reserve and 1,000 in the
army. The colony is better off, so far
as a market for its fish is concerned,
than it has been for years. For one
reason, the French have stopped ex-
porting from $St. Pierre, and that
socurce of competition has been cut
out. Then, Americans have been buy-
ing a lot of fish up there this win-
ter and they are paying bigger prices
than ever.

“The pulp and paper industry is
going on as usual, for of course the
paper is needed for the English news-
papers, and the mines, which closed
down for a month, T understand, are
now running along as usual. In
short, the situation in Newfoundland
just now scems to be better than in
most places.”

From the Front.

GREAT PROGRESS IN DARDAN-
ELLES— GOVERNMENT TAKING
OYER ALL THE ENGINEERING
WORKS WHERE AMMUNITION
AND ARMS CAN BE MANUFAC-
TURED.

LLONDON, To-day.

The Commons to-day gave the Gov-
ernment authority to take over the
control of the entire engineering
trade of the country and place it un-
der a combined management for the
purpose of increasing the output of
munitions of war. The Defence of
the Realm Act passed at the outbreak
of the war gave the Government pow-
er to take and exercise control over
the works where war materials were
being actually made. David Lloyd
George, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
on behalf of the Government to-day
asked that the " eontrol of manufac-
tories be extended to works which
were capable of being used for that
purpose. This power was unanimous-
ly granted, although Andrew Bonar
Law, leader of the opposition, de-
scribed the measure as probably the
most drastic ever laid before Parlia-
ment. With the war area extending
and the size of thé army and navy
constantly increasing, the Govern-
ment found that something must be
done to keep the fighting branches
supplied with arms and ammunition.
The fleet engaged in bombarding the
forts of the Dardanelles alone is us-
ing an immense quantity of ammuni-
tion. The ships engaged probably
will have to be fitted with new guns
and old ones will need to be over-
hauled. Reports that three forts
guarding the narrows, one on the Eu-
ropean side and two on the Asiatic
side, all of which. were armed with
14 inch guns, have been silenced,
have increased the confidence of the
British publiv(n The guns of the war-
ships are quite heavy enough to force
the Straits, although nobody .seems {0
expect this to be done quickly or
without the British suffering some
losses. In- addition the military and
economic importance of opening the
Straits would have an immense effegt
not only “on Turkey but on‘Turk‘ey;
neighbors. Greece is already involv-
ed in a crisis over the Dardanelles.
It is reported to-day that a similar
crisis had arisen in Bulgaria where it
was said the Premier is demanding
intervention on the side of the Allies
in cpposition to the wishes of King
Ferdinand, who is declared to desire
to remain neutral. In Greece M.
Gounaris has ‘undertaken to form a
Cabinet to succeed that of M. Venize-
los and threatens to dissolve Parlia-
ment if that body dces not endorse
his policy of friendly neutrality to-
wards the Allies. It is bélieved in
high official circles in London, how-
ever, that the pecple will force the
Greek Government to intervene and
that M. Venizelos will soon be back in
office. In the East and West fighting
between Germany and the Allies con-
tinues but without making the situa-
tion much clearer. General Louis
Botha's campaign against German
S. W. Africa which has almost been
lost sight of, owing to bigger events
in Europe and Asia, is progressing.
One of Botha's armies is reported to
have occupied the German camp'
north of Ukamas, which is forty miles
north of the border and to have cap-
tured a large -number of tents, pro-
visions, clothing and transport ani-
mals.

It has often been suggest-
ed that troops could be landed in the
Gulf of Sarcs,-to the north of the
peninsula, which 1is the northern,
boundary of the Dardanelles, and;
which at one place—and this behind :
the strong forts of Kilid Bahr—is not
more than four miles wide. The ob-
ject of such a landing would be to
take such forts in the rear. A similar
proposal has been made in reference
to the forts on the Asiatic side. A
strong body of 'troops disembarked at
Bessika Bay might capture the Asiatic
forts.

“All difficulties would not have been
surmounted when the fleets have pass-
ed Gallipoli at the northern end of the
Dardanelles, for during the last three
months the Germans have erected bat-
teries on Marmora Island, forty miles
from Gallipoli and one hundred miles
from Constantinople, as well as on
the southern Asiatic end of the Bos-
phorus and even at Prinkipo.”

Whatever difficulties are in the way,
the prevailing opinion here is that
they have been well estimated and the
value of success calculated to exceed
the possible costs.

The optimism with which the con-
tinuance of the Dardanelles operations
is awaited extends to the future oper-
ations of the Allies generally. A
story, reinforced by details, which it
is impossible to make public because
of the danger to certain people in-
volved, is current in unusually credy-
lous circles to the effect that the Ger-
man general staff realizes that Ger-
many has delivered her strongest
blows and has failed, and is now lay-
ing its plans to avert a crushing de-
feat. Apochryphal or not, the story
well represents the trend of the best
ir/x/formed public opinion here.

Baden-Powell
Recalls Gsrmany

PREPARING FOR WAR NINE YEARS
AGO.

New York, March 2.—A German,
Baron von Stein, purchased in 1906 a
villa three miles southeast of Liege
and spent much time and money on
fixing up the grounds. Last August
the turf of the temnis court was torn
away by the German invaders, who
used the concrete foundation under-
neath as an implacement for one of
their 16-inch howitzers with which
they reduced the, fortress. In - the
vicinity of Lille and Maubeuge, it was
later declared, similar gun implace-
ments had been prepared. The fol-
lowing passage taken from Lieut.-
General Sir Robert Baden-Powell’s
new book, “Germany’s Secret Plans,”
throws some additional light on the
subject:

“Some years ago a report came to
the War Office that a foreign power
was making gun implacements in a
position which had not before been
suspected of being of military. value,
and they were evidently going to use
it for strategical purposes.

“lI was sent to seé¢ whether the re-
port was true. Of course, it would
not do to go as an officer—suspicion
would be aroused, one would be al-
lowed to see nothing and would prob-
ably be arrested as a spy. I there-
fore went to stay with a friendly

Germans Leap Frum
Blazmg Zepplin

London, Feb. ’O—The Daily News
receives the following from its Co-
nenhagen correspondent:

“German survivors. of the Zeppelin
I.-4 told a thrilling story at the offi-
cial enquiry- at Esjberg. ;

“They repeated their story of es-
cape from a wrecked fishing boat
which struck a mine, but the magis-
trate disbelieved them, saying the
survivors had not the appearance of
sailors. Then then confessed .. they
were survivors ‘from a Zeppelin
wrecked in last night's storm.

“When the airship got into difficul-
ties they tried to steer in the teeth
of the gale, but the motor smashed
as the ship neared shore;, and was
driven down by snow.. ‘The-eaptain
gave orders to set the ship afire and
then leaped for their, lives. The whole
ship was ablaze as the men leaped
overboard from a fair height some
two or three miles from shore. There
were fifteen men on board and four
were lost. -

“The survivors swam about cling-
ing to wreckage and eventually
reached the shore near-Varde, where,
realizing they were on neutral
ground, they made for the railway
station and tried to escape by a pass-
ing train. One man broke both legs
jumping from the Zeppelin.”
