PRESS SPECULATION.

LONDON, Feb. 28.
(Special Canadian Press Cable by 

Stewart Lyon.)—In London there is 
much speculation in the press as to 
the meaning of the enemy’s retire­
ment on the Ancre. The general view 
is that it means the beginning of a 
real big movement which will involve 
the evacuation of the entire salient 
now dangerous and costly held by the 
Germans in the region west of Bap- 
aume and Arras. British guns now 
command the only railway by which 
the southern part of the salient can be 
provided with food and shells. The 
road system also is menaced by Gen­
eral Gough’s possession of Serre. The 
Evening Standard presents its mili­
tary correspondent’s opinion that the 
Germans voluntarily gave up this 
strip of ground two miles wide in or­
der to forestall and upset an intended 
attack by the British on a large scale. 
It is as if the anvil had been sudden­
ly removed when the powerful ham­
mer stroke was about to be struck, 
delay is necessitated on our part by 
digging new trenches in front of the 
German line and displacing heavy as 
well as light artillery. This may be 
the aim of the enemy. The French 
view is quoted to the effect that the 
Germans retired in order to prevent 
overwhelming disaster. In any event 
the next big struggle in this part of 
the front must he for the command of 
the Bapaume ridge, a series of heights 
north of the Ancre, covering Bapaume 
on the southwest.

AMSTERDAM, Feb. 28.

IN MESOPOTAMIA.
LONDON, Feb. 28.

The rapid advance of the British 
Expeditionary Force under General 
Maude, on the Tigris, after the cap­
ture of Kut-el-Amara from the Turks, 
revived interest in the various phases 
of the long halted campaign for the 
ancient city of Bagdad, famous in fa­
ble and story. Last spring before 
General Townshend’s forces at Kut 
were foijfed to surrender to the Turks 
the Russian operations in Persia and 
Armenia were counted Upon to aid in 
driving against the Ottoman armies 
defending Bagdad. The three branch­
es of the drive were directed, from 
the south by the British on the Ti­
gris, from the east by the Russians 
in Persia and from the north by 
"Grand Duke Nicholas' forces in Turk­
ish Armenia. A junction between the 
Tigris forces and those in Persia was 
at one time thought to be in prospect. 
One Russian cavalry detachment did 
succeed in crossing a mountain on the 
Persian frontier and joining the army 
of the British General Gorringe, below 
Kut-el-Amara, after Townshend’s 
surrender. The fall of Kut really 
spelled the collapse of the Entente 
plan, if one there was, to effect- the 
capture if Bagdad by these joint con­
verging operations. Turkish forces 
released by the capitulating of Towns- 
hend late In April reinforced the 
Turkish army contending against the 
Russian advance in Persia. General 
Beraloff, who had penetrated to the 
vicipity of the Mesopotamia border, 
from which Bagdad is less than a hun­
dred miles distant, was obliged to re­
tire and soon the Russians found 
themselves back at Kcrmansliah some 

miles eastward of the bor­

der. In the summer they were driven 
from that place and later even from 
Hamadan, nearly 50 miles further 
frpm the frontier. The promised Rus­
sian advance southward from Bitlis 
in Southern Turkish Armenia, about 
350 miles north of Bagdad also failed 
to materialize. Fighting between the 

i Turks and Russians in Persia since 
then has for the most part been in 
the vicinity of Hamadan and Sultana- 
bad which is still further east. Ob­
viously with the British still tied fast 
at Kut there could be small encour­
agement for operations looking to a 
juncture. With that place again in 
British hands, however, and. General 
Maude’s forces now within 75 miles 
of Bagdad, on an air line, and appar­
ently having thrown the Turkish for­
ces into at least temporary demoral­
ization the prospect of a co-operative 
movement again opens. As yet there 
have been no indications of any con­
templated move in force by the Rus­
sians either in Persia or Armenia. It 
was about this time last yepr that 
their armies in Persia were set in full 
motion. It may be that they were 
awaiting this year the outcome of the 
British operations at Kut before start­
ing a new offensive campaign.

TO ABOLISH SALOONS.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 28.

The capital city of the United States 
will be “bone dry” after November 1st 
of the present year. This was made 
certain to-night when the Senate bill 

•to abolish saloons in the District of 
Columbus passed the house by a vote 
of 273 to 137.

r ACTION PREDICTED.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 28.

Opposition to Congress granting 
President Wilson authority to protect 
American rights and lives on the sea, 
began melting to-day, and Adminis­
tration leaders confidently predicted 
action within another 24 hours.-There 
were indications that many Republi­
cans in the Senate, who though in fa­
vor of the step proposed to insist that 
Congress should be called in extra 
session, would vote for the measure if 
requested by the President when the 
roll was called. The details of the 
destruction of the Cunard liner Laco­
nia, published in the morning papers, 
telling of the suffering and death of 
an American mother and daughter 
among the passengers, had its effect 
during the day. Members in the 
House and Senate, whose communica­

tions had come largely from pacifists, 
began receiving telegrams from con­
stituents, calling for vigorous action 
by the Government. Another aggra­
vating, incident was added to the sit­
uation to-day by the receipt of word 
from Germany that four American 
Consuls were being held there because 
a German Consul on the way from the 
United States to Ecuador had been de­
layed at Cuba. Statements of facts 
with a request of immediate release 
was cabled to-night.

PROPOSED AN ALLIANCE WIT MF’ 
MEXICO AND JAPAN.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28.
The Associated Press is enabled to 

reveal thfit Germany, in planning her 
unrestricted submarine warfare and 
counting its consequences, proposed 
an alliance with Mexico and Japan to 
make war on the United States if this 
bôuntry should not remain neutral. 
Japan, through Mexican mediation, 
was to be urged to abandon her Allies 
and join in an attack on the United 
States. Mexico for her reward was 
to receive general financial support 
from Germany to reconquer Texas, 
New Mexico, Arizona, and share in 
the victorious peace terms which 
Germany contemplated. German For­
eign Minister Zimmerman at Berlin 
on January 19, 1917, was directed to 
propose an alliance with Mexico to 
General Carranza and suggest that

Germany is playing sad 
havoc with history and 
historical associations. 
For two years the civii- 

*' ised world has been in­
sulting the ancient Hun 

by applying his name to his twentieth 
century descendant, to whom it is an 
undeserved compliment. Now it looks 
as if Machiavelli must be dispossess­
ed of his title, and his name, a con­
venient symbol of all that is dark and 
devious and treacherous, pale into in­
significance beside that of his mod­
ern rivals. But what a change from 
“Machiavellian" to “German”! There 
was at least an atmosphere of poetry 
and romance about the polished and 
courtly old Italian, whom we admired 
while we execrated him; there is no­
thing but bestiality to be associated 
with his slobbering, beer-drinking imi­
tator, who surpasses him in treach­
ery and falsehood, and is a baby be­
side him in wits. No, we will leave 
Machiavelli alone, and Germany too. 
He gloried in being a knave ; he was 
never a fool. She vies with herself in 
being both.

Where, outside of Germany, could 
the plot have been hatched of seeking 
to range Japan and Mexico in alliance 
against America and Britain? We can 
believe that it was hatched there in 
all seriousness. The minds that 
counted upon the defection of Canada 
and the other colonies, South Africa 
and Ireland would count upon any­
thing. The States had for years had 
friction with Japan over the immigra­
tion question, and a certain naval riv­
alry, while she had had almost open 
war with powerful and kultured Mexi­
co—these facts were quite enough. 
But the splendid conspiracy was only 
to be put itno operation it America 
obstinately refused to maintain her 
neutrality and to permit Germany to 
continue to promote the “honoured 
and friendly” relations she so patently 
desired.

It is unfortunate that the news ser­
vice does not yet allow us to catch a 
few indications of the storm that must 
be raging in the United States. If 
Americans will take this lying down it 
will be as well to cease concerning 
ourselves about them and to turn our 
attention to the Ancre, where really j 
important things arc happening. But 
the thought is impossible. Even the 
most spineless and obtuse pacifists 
will feel some indignation against the 
power which planned to sink their 
ships and keep peace with them, and 
failing that to organise an attack, 
however futile in fact, which would 
stab them in the back. What the feel­
ing must be among the better sort of 
Americans we can only imagine. From 
the fact that President Wilson has 
chosen this moment to divulge the 
secret which he has known since re­
lations were broken off, it may be de­
duced that he considers the Laconia 
incident to constitute the “overt act.”

The first 
thing we noticed upon entering the 
prison was several youthful offend­
ers, one of whom was sentenced in 
Catalina for, thirty days ’ imprison­
ment.

We might here draw your Lordships 
attention to the fact that there is a 
common jail at Trinity, a distance of 
not more than thirty miles, and we fail 
to' see the advisability of sending this 
boy to St. John’s to serve such a short 
period.

May we also draw to your Lordships 
attention an item which in “The Even­
ing Telegram” of January 16th last, 
and which naturally appeals to us all 
as citizens, viz.:—

“There appeared before Judge Mor­
ris, three lads ranging from ten to 
fifteen years, for larceny. He, Judge 
îdorris, criticised the parents of youth­
ful offenders for their dereliction of 
duty and added that in future he was 
not going to send boys of tender years 
to the common jail, as it was the duty 
of the State and of citizenship alike 
to find some place of correction where 
they could be sent.”

We must respectfully draw your 
Lordships’ attention to the general 
feeling of the public over this most 
important matter, and would further 
submit that the voice of the people 
should be answered, and that the Gov­
ernment should take immediate steps 
to provide for youthful offenders a 
suitable place of correction.

Many important utterances made 
from time to time in the various re­
ports of the Grand Jury have been 
simply written, delivered and ap­
parently forgotten, but we, the Grand 
Jury, to-day assembled, recognize that 
in the future this Newfoundland 
of ours must necessarily be manned 
by the youth of to-day, particularly 
and sincerely ask your Lordships to 
convey these our sentiments to the 
Government, and urge upon them the 
necessity for immediate action.

We could enlarge the advisability of 
this scheme, but prefer to merely 
make suggestion, feeling sure that 
such a serious matter as confronts 
this country only needs to be brought 
before the proper authorities.

The Grand Jury also visited the 
Poor House the same morning and 
found Mr. Prideaux doing all that was 
possible under present condtiions. 
The Institution was clean and tidy and 
the inmates looked well cared for. - 

We found the Institution to contain 
83 males and 51 females, with 14 at­
tendants—10 girls and 4 men. It 
seems useless for us to make any par­
ticular recommendations under exist­
ing conditions. When Mr. Prideaux 
was asked had he anything to suggest, 
he said, “a new Poor House is what is 
needed,” and we entirely agree with 
kind.

We (would like further to add in con- 
nqetion with the Institution that addi- 
. ional male help be given the Super­
intendent, as the staff is not sufficient­
ly large to give entire satisfaction. 
We also recommend a further supply 
of single beds, as at present the oc­
cupants are in some cases sleeping 
two in a' bed.

One point we would like to parti­
cularly impress upon your Lordships 
is, that the watchman should during 
the night visit the wards every fifteen 
minutes, as in our opinion should a 
fire occur, there would be a terrible 
calamity in this Institution.

Looking up previous records we 
find that the building was built in 
1862, and was said then to be capable 
of housing 200 people, but in our 
opinion It is terribly overcrowded to­
day with 83 men and 61 women (134). 
It is safe to say it is one of the sad­
dest places in Newfoundland, and nh 
one can visit it without sad recollec­
tions for some days afterwards.

We would like to say further, that 
this Institution should be visited every 
day by a medical doctor, who doubt­
less could do much to alleviate thq 
sufferings, and the misery of the sick 
and the dying, who are practically 
always found there.

The Grand Jury desire urgently to 
impress upon the Government the 
great need for a new Poor House, a 
vote for -which has already been made 
by ' Parliament

In the afternoon of the same day 
your Grand Jury visited unexpectedly 
again the Lunatic Asylum and were 
delighted to find everything in excel­
lent order. The kitchen and laundry 
are a credit to any institution. We

found the very latest electric irons, 
and the women patients were experts 
in that particular line of work.

The Institution generally was ex­
cellently conducted, and we desire to 
r.ecord our congratulations to Dr. 
Duncan and his staff who so faithful­
ly carry out the work entrusted to 
them.

At the same time the Lunatic Asy- 
,lum has a capacity for 200 patients, 
but at the present time there are over 
300 patients in the Institution. This 
is a most important matter and we 
made special mention of it in our en­
try in the Register of the Institution, 
as a suggestion to the Commissioners.

The Grand Jury visited the New 
Sanatorium for consumptives, soon to 
be opened, and we might say this visit 
was indeed a pleasure. The building 
with its up-to-date apartments for the 
treating of those who are buffering 
from this dread plague is a credit to 
the Government.

We found upon visiting the various 
Institutions, a general desire on the 
part of the Wardens and Assistants 
for an increase in wages, owing to the. 
exceptionally high cost of living pre­
vailing at present. The pay is really 
insufficient and we feel certain that 
the Government will give the matter 
their early attention. .

We strongly support the recom­
mendations made by the special Jury 
in their decision in the Gosse case 
lately before the Court—“that a pub­
lic dispensary be immediately open­
ed”—and- we would suggest further

a competent doctor be appointed in 
connection with same, so that in case 
of another emergency arising, as in 
the one above referred to, the poorer 
people will know to whom they may 
apply, which will eliminate any un­
necessary delay in future.

We would also like to draw your 
Lordships’ attention to the lack of 
proper ventilation in the Jury Room. 
It is really depressing and the Juries, 
we feel sure, would greatly appreciate 
having this matter attended to.

Your Grand Jury trust and pray 
that ere' many months have elapsed, 
this awful and terrible war may 
soon be terminated with a glorious 
victory for the Allied forces, .who are 
fighting for Justice, for Righteousness 
and for the Freedom Of the world.

The value of any 
Reformatory which the Government 
could establish would largely de­
pend upon the persons who are placed

in charge. Work of that kind to have 
any success must get into the right 
hands, otherwise all that is achieved 
is the addition of another Govern­
ment Institution. In other communi­
ties Reformatories and Industrial 
Schools are managed by persons of 
special qualification who devote their 
lives to the training of the young. It 
is impossible to say how far a Refor­
matory will prove a panacea for the 
evils complained of. The application 
of the birch rod is sometimes found 
as an effective a way of dealing with 
youthful thieves as a lengthened term 
ia a house of detention, and perhaps 
it would be advisable for Magistrates 
to have resort to this remedy former­
ly employed here in dealing with these 
cases. These children are not crimin­
als by birth or parentage, for there is 
no criminal class in" this community, 
but their misfortune is that they have 
not parents who care for them, and 
this results in their being reared on 
the street and without parental con­
trol. The Moving Picture show may 
have depicted for them how they can 
successfully escape with stolen booty. 
There has been an awakening else­
where to the danger of such education 
and perhaps thé censorship methods 
now being applied in large centres 
might be followed with advantage 
here.

GERMANY’S PLOT LAID BARE.

WASHINGTON, To-Day.
The following is a copy of Zimmer­

man’s instructions sent to Bernstorff: 
“Berlin, Jan. 19th, 1917.—On the first 
of February we Intend to begin sub­
marine warfare unrestricted. In spite 
6t this it Is our Intention to endeavour 
to keep neutral the United States of 
America. If this attempt is not suc­
cessful, we propose an alliance on 
the following basis with Mexico. That 
we shall make war together and to­
gether make peace ; we shall give 
general financial support and it is un­
derstood that Mexico is to reconquer 
the lost territory in New México, Tex­
as. and Arizona. The details are left 
to you for settlement. You are in­
structed to Inform the President of 
Mexico of the abover in the greatest 
confidence, as soon as it is certain 
that there will be an outbreak of war 
with the United States, and suggest 
that the President of Mexico on his 
own initiative should communicate 
with Japan, suggesting adherence at 
once to this plan, and at the same time 
offer to mediate between Germany and 
Japan. Please call to the attention of 
the President of Mexico that the em­
ployment of ruthless submarine war­
fare promises to compel England to 
make peace in a few months.—Sign­
ed, Zimmerman.”

This document has been in the 
hands of the Government since Presi­
dent Wilson broke off diplomatic re­
lations with Germany and has been 
kept secret while the President has 
been asking Congress for full author­
ity to deal with Germany while Con­
gress has been hesitating. It was in 
the President’s hands while Chancel­
lor Von Bethmann Hollwegg was de­
claring that the United States placed 
nn interpretation on the submarine 
declaration never intended by Ger­

many, and tlyit Germany promoted 
honored and friendly relations with 
the United States as an heirloom from 
Frederick the Great. Of Itself, If 
there were no other, it is considered 
a sufficient answer to the German 
Chancellor’s plaint. The United State^ 
brusquely broke off relations without 
giving authentic reasons for Its ac­
tions. The document supplies the 
missing link In many separate chains 
of circumstances, which until now 
have seemed to lead to no definite 
point. What Congress will do, and 
how the members of Congress who 
openly have sympathized with Ger­
many In their opposition to clothing 
the President with full authority to 
protect American rights, will regard 
this revelation of Germany’s machi 
nations to attack the United States, 
Is the subject to-day of the keenest 
interest.

GERMANY MOBILISING THE LAST

COPENHAGEN, To-Day.
According to German papers, com­

pulsory mobilisation of Germany’s

enough workers to satisfy the actual 
requirements. Large numbers of men 
are needed at once to replace those 
employed behind the front to work in 
munition factories, which are now be­
ing compelled, and for farm work. 
The papers say that the Government 
is prepared for compulsory enrolment 
in the early days of March of all per­
sons between seventeen and sixty, so 
that the recruits can be put on work 
from April 1st.

FRENCH & BRITISH SOCIALISTS. |
LONDON, To-Day. 

British Socialists have declined an 
invitation from the French Socialist 
party to send delegates to a 'Congress 
of Socialists of the Allied countries, 
which it is proposed to hold on March 
15th. The British reply says: "We 
are strongly of opinion that the Con­
gress should not be held. The year 
1917 is the most critical period of the 
war. The great majority of the So­
cialists are fighting at the front to 
repel the German invasion and are 
unable either to attend as delegates 
or to appoint others to be present in 
their place.”

DENMARK TEMPORARILY DRY.
LONDON, To-Day.

The sale of all spirits and other 
alcoholic liquors has been prohibited 
in Denmark, according to a despatch 
from Copenhagen. The order is tem­
porary, and calls for returns to be 
made in all stocks of spirits in the 
country.

AMERICA TAKING ACTION.
r WASHINGTON, To-Day.

Spurrejl by the increasing menace 
from Germany, the House leaders to- 
,day planned to seek action before 
night on the bill authorizing the Pre­
sident to arm ships, and to rush it 
to the Senate, where an agreement 
exists not to pass a similar measure 
before to-morrow. Opposition dwindled 
rapidly as the members of Congress 
learned of the German plot to involve 
Mexico and Japan in a war with the 
United States. The JHouse Bill, which 
contains no authorization for the 
President to use other instrumentali­
ties in defence of neutral rights and 
would prohibit Government insurance 
for ships carrying ammunition, might 
reach a vote by four o’clock to-day 
under a special rule which Chairman 
Flood of the Foreign Affairs Commit­
tee expected to press to-day. It be­
came known authoritatively to-day 
that the President endorses the Sen­
ate Bill, which includes the other In­
strumentalities clause and carries no 
insurance prohibition for ammunition 
ships. The administration plan Is to 
substitute the Senate Bill for the 
House Bill and try to force the lower 
body to aacept the change. Senator 
Lafollette’s attitude is the principal 
cause of uncertainty over the Bill’s 
fate. He started a filibuster when 
an effort was made to bring up the 
measure at 1 o’clock this morning af­
ter a long night on the Revenue Bill, 
and finally desisted when it was 
agreed to put off action until to-mor- 
ow. He has not Indicated whether 

he intends to filibuster then. The 
State Department last night sent to 
Berlin a Government request for the 
Immediate release of four American 
Consuls held there pending receipt of 
word that the German Consuls in the 
United States have been permitted to 
go to their posts in South and Central 
America.

STIMULANTS.

A stimulant is something which 
people take to increase their voltage. 
Some people have so little natural 
voltage that they have to fire up on 
stimulants about five nights a week, 
after which they are able to get home 
with the aid of a picket fence and 
nineteen telephone poles.

British Speculate on 
Our War Policy.

Belief In London that we May Adopt
Japan’s Course II we Join the Con­
flict—Value Our Moral Aid—Lord
Sydenham Thinks a Single Division
of American Troops Would Serve a
Great Purpose.
London, Feb. 6.—Hypothetical dis­

cussion of America’s participation in 
the war appears to follow much the 
same lines over here as the cabled 
despatches from New York and Wash­
ington indicate it is pursuing on the 
other side of the Atlantic. To begin 
with, it is understood that the United 
States might, as a matter of policy, 
elect to restrict its part in the war 
as Japan’s was limited by the agree­
ment of the Allies, and that no Ameri- 
can^soldiers would set foot on Euro­
pean soil, volunteers who have mask­
ed their citizenship under assumption 
of Canadian or British nationality, of 
course, excepted.

It is the hope, if not the confident 
belief, of most people over here that 
the war will be brought to a finish be­
fore an American army of sufficient 
size materially to affect the issue in 
the war, where the opposing forces 
are counted in millions, could be 
equipped and put through that special 
training which is requisite nowadays

Nevertheless, public opinion is 
much impressed by the statement of a 
military authority quoted by The New 
York Times as to the possible contri­
bution of an American army of 2,000,- 
000 men. On the assumption that a 
decision in the European conflict 
might be delayed for a year or more, 
America’s possible reinforcement of 
the man power at the disposal of the 
Entente would obviate not only every 
vestige of chance of a German vic­
tory, which, as Lloyd George said, is 
already out of the question, but also 
the likelihood of a condition which is 
feared in some quarters, and which, 
in the opinion of the best minds here, 
would condemn Europe, if not the 
whole world, to a long period of ex­
cessive armament in preparation for 
another war.

The main feature of possible Am­
erican assistance are outlined by Lord 
Sydenham in an article in The Even­
ing Standard, in which he says:

“Should a situation arise which in 
President Wilson’s view would entail 
belligerency, the Allies would wel­
come the United States as a compan­
ion in arms. Its moral support, on 
which we can now count, would be 
strongly emphasized, and the naval 
assistance it could give would not be 
negligible, although it would not be 
decisive. Its cruisers and light craft 
of all kinds, could be used to put 
down raiders, convoy freight ships, 
and seek out submarines, and would 
be of great and real value in guard­
ing the ingress and egress of trans 
atlantic ports against piracy, which 
already has been perpetrated off the 
American coast. The interned Ger 
man ships might be set to work as 
carrier of supplies.

“Thousands of gallant Americans 
are already serving with the Allies 
and it only a single division ^repre­
sented the American Army in loanee, 
it would serve as a symbol of the 
wholehearted co-operation of the un­
military American people in a great 
cause. Whatever may happen, the 
United States will be called upon for 
no such sacrifices as the Allies are 
enduring. Their territory is safe 
guarded and the war will end before 
they could create large military for­
ces capable of turning the scale. For 
America there could be no dark days, 
such as those through which we pass­
ed, when the ill-equipped armies of 
the Allies opposed the overpowering 
artillery which had been carefully 
created for the conquest of Europe. 
They must still bear the burden of 
the war to the end, but America out 
of her abundance could share with us 
in providing the sinews for less weal­
thy members of the alliance.

“These are only speculations. The 
situation in enemy countries is seri­
ous and must grow worse. Great mili­
tary effort is required to prove to peo­
ples to whom the truth is denied, that 
victory in the field is no longer possi­
ble, and- that their further endurance 
must be in vain. The entrance of 
America at the' eleventh hour would 
not. materially alter the situation, but 
the first alliance in arms of English- 
speaking peoples in this great cause 
which represents their common 
ideals, would be fraught with far- 
reaching consequences to both, and 
with brighter hopes for the future of 
the world.”

Meanwhile, with the United States 
still not at war, a significant plea i$ 
made by The Manchester Guardian 
for the inception of steps to arrange 
a common policy between the Allies 
and America. "The military and na­
val strength of the nation cannot he 
let loose till actual hostilities begin,” 
says The Guardian, “but have not 
matters now gone far enough between 
America and Germany to justify every 
American in assisting the Allies, 
knowing that in so doing he will be 
strengthening his own country to as­
sert its will in the supreme crisis that 
lies ahead. To begin to arrange a 
common policy after war Is begun is

We do not wish to anticipate Ameri­
ca’s decision, but to increase its ef­
fectiveness when it is made, and quite 
apart from the strictly naval and 
military measures that might be con­
certed, there is an immense amount 
of industrial work tnat might be be­
gun at once. The efficacy of Ameri­
ca’s intervention depends on the 
maintenance of communications over­
seas, and that is probably what the 
United States may defend. It would

BRITAIN’S NEW PENSION SCHEME.

LONDON, Feb. 28.
An Order in Council establishing a 

new pension plan for the British army 
was issued to-day. Under it Privates 
totally disabled will receive a mini­
mum of 27 shillings and six ^jjence 
weekly. If this sum is insufficient to 
enable the soldier to live approximate­
ly to his earnings before the war 
started he will be given an alternative 
pension based on his earnings previ­
ous to the war. No single pension 
however, shall be in excess of 75 
shillings weekly. The allowance for 
children is 5 shillings for the first, 
less for each subsequent child. A 
soldier not totally disabled will re­
ceive a pension based on the degree 
to hicli his disablement affects his 
earning powers. Widows will receive 
half the sum to which their husbands 
were entitled, if totally disabled. A 
disabled soldier requiring the service 
of an attendant is allowed fees up to 
one pound a week for such services. 
Widows will be granted special funds 
for the expenses of training to enable 
them to earn their own living. The 
actuary’s report accompanying the 
plan estimates the expense for the first 
year at (fllOO.OOO pounds which 
thereafter will decrease annually.
