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No Cause for Alarm!
The Austrian offensive against the 

Italians for which every preparation 
had been made and to engage in 
which troops had been brought from 
every available source, began on Sat­
urday last, and so far from reaching 
the objective which had been antici­
pated by the Austrian high command, 
the enemy has had to content himself 
with mere minor successes, of no ma­
terial advantage, and purchased by 
terrible loss of life. It will be per­
fectly easy for any person with a 
map of the theatre at hand, to follow 
the course of the advance, along the 
line engaged, which extends from the 
Asiago plateau to the Adriatic Sea, in 
a region of mountain fastnesses and 
water sheds. The Intention of the 
enemy is by sheer weight in superior­
ity of men and metal to break his way 
through all resistance and debouch 
on the Venetian plains, where he will 
have more room for manoeuvring, and 
with his advantage in troops and 
guns will be in a better position to 
offer decisive engagement to the ap­
posing Allies. So far, however, his 
movement has not been crowned with 
any particular measure of gain. True, 
at the initial outset, he captured sev­
eral positions held by British soldiers, 
but these were re-captured by violent 
counter attacks, and the end of yes­
terday’s fighting may be summed up 
in the words. No progress. At the 
same time the persistent repetition of 
the Vienna-Berlin reports that over 
10,000 prisoners and 89 guns were 
taken since the advance began, may 
mean that the success of the enemy is 
greater than the cabled dispatches ad­
mit But as both Vienna and Berlin 
are not shouting stentoriously, as is 
usual, this reported capture should 
not be taken too seriously. On the 
other hand the mention that the Ital­
ians have made prisoners of 3,000 
Austrian soldiers, including 83 offi­
cers, may be- regarded as correct, and 
though no particulars are given, it 
might be suggested that such a bag 
is a greater evidence of the Italian 
success in resisting and checking the 
offensive than the enemy’s claim of 
captives numbering more than three 
times those figures. Virtually the re­
sult of the operations may be reckon­
ed as being “as you were,” with the 
advantage, if any, in favor of the Ital­
ians, as they continue to hold the ene­
my by their tenacious resistance. 
Later reports declare that the Aus­
trians who had forced the passage of 
the Piave River were driven back 
with loss, and the fighting continues 
along the river with the greatest in­
tensity. What to-day’s news will 
bring forth will prove whether or not 
the Italians have made good, and we 
may feel no alarm over the situation 
as it is presented in the recent bulle­
tins. The Italians are not only bat­
tling for "Italia Irredenta,” but 
against Teutonic domination and no 
person need doubt the issue in such a 
struggle.

Nfld. Scotch
Cured Bering.

Although the season when New 
York receives its large supply of New­
foundland herring is already well 
advanced, there has, been only a 
meagre supply of fall fish received in 
this market during the past month. 
The uncertainty of cold storage space 
in New York has deterred purchasers 
from taking in supplies, and even now 
there is but a limited movement in 
Newfoundland. The situation with 
regard to cold storage has improved 
somewhat, however, and there is hope 
expressed that there will be facilities 
available before the middle of June to 
accommodate at least a supply suffi­
cient to meet the requirements of the 
trade during the summer months. But 
even with this improvement, opera­
tions are certain to be curtailed dur­
ing the remainder of the summer. 
There has been little trading since 
last reports and some merchants and 
importers are not offering at all. This 
condition is largely due to the fact 
that there Is only a trifling demand, 
the summer consumption of pickled 
herring not having begun. Prices re­
main unchanged at thfc time, but 
there have been some sales at less 
than the quotations. Prices In New­
foundland hold firm, according to re­
ports, packers being unwilling to sell 
at anything less than the quotations 
they made when their stocks were 
first offered. It is probable that New 
York importers will hesitate to pay 
518 per barrel for Scotch pack herring 
when the market is in so uncertain a 
condition. As a matter of fact the en­
tire situation depends largely upon ' 
cold storage. If there is no more room 1 
for herring after June 15 than there j 
is now, it may be expected that there { 
will be a slump In Newfoundland her- ; 
ring and a clean up of stocks on the 1 
spot. New York importers are mak­
ing plans to purchase Newfoundland 
herring, and several are now in St 
John's for that purpose. The pur­
chasing, however, will probable de­
pend upon advices they receive from 
New York as to the conditions here 
when the demand is again resumed.— 
New York Fishing Gazette, June 8th.

Invention Protects 
Radio When Ship 

is Torpedoed.
When a ship is torpedoed the radio 

antenna is frequently snapped by the 
springing of the masts. This cuts off 
the vessel’s only means of communi­
cation and prevents it from calling 
for help. To overcome the condition, 
an inventor has developed a new sys­
tem of suspending aerials, which is 
shown in July Popular Mechanics 
Magazine. Coil springs are inter­
posed between the opposite ends of 
the antenna and its masts so that in 
case the latter are sprung the aerial 
is automatically lengthened, even as 
much as 100 ft if needs be, instead of 
being broken.

German Threat
Against the Dutch.

Amsterdam, June 10.—The Dutch 
public to-day was bitterly discussing 
the latest reported German threat 
against its neutrality. Frotn a reli­
able source it was learned that a high 
German official connected with the 
Administration of Belgium, speaking 
to neutral diplomats, said: “We ad­
mit that Ostend and Zeebrugge are 
temporarily useless as submarine 
bases. In the event they are per­
manently useless, we will make use of 
the Scheldt as a base, despite the cost. 
We have got to have a base near Eng­
land, even should it add another 
country to those arrayed against us.”

Botulism Inquiry.
Botulism, the disease whicll is be­

lieved to have caused several recen^ 
deaths in London, Is being investiga- 
ted by scientists appointed by the 
Medical Research Committee, a body 
which is spending £50,000 a year In 
investigating new diseases and the 
treatment of war wounds. Neither 
money nor time is to be spared In the 
task of discovering its cause and cure.

Help will be given by the Local 
Government Board and the London 
County Council Public Health De­
partment The latter is collecting 
material and food for Investigation 
and asking medical men to report sus­
picions cases.

With the customary caution of 
scientific investigators, Sir Walter 
Fletcher, Secretary of the Medical 
Research Committee, said yesterday: 
“We have no clear evidence yet that 
the disease is botulism or that it ■ is 
caused by food.”

A number of children In various 
parts of London have lately been 
stricken with a disease similar to 
polio-encephalitis, a brain disease 
which was epidemic in New York last 
year and is very similar to-botulism. 
After investigating a large number of 
cases the New York doctors were not 
able to trace the disease definitely to 
food or give any very satisfactory ex­
planation of its cause. Dr. F. E. Bat­
ten, physician to the Hospital for 
Sick Children, in an article in the 
Lancet, appliee the name "epidemic 
stupor" to the children’s disease. It 
is a new disease, Dr. Batten says, hut 
that it is not essentially dependant 
upon eating ham, sausages, or tinned 
foods is proved by the fact that it has 
occurred In breast-fed infants.—The 
Times.

AUSTRIAN OFFENSIVE HAS FAIL­
ED.

PARIS, To-day.
The Havas Agency.—That the Aus­

trians after three days of furious 
fighting have not gained any really 
important success, confirms the news­
papers in their opinion that the offen­
sive has. failed.

GERMAN TROOPS BEGIN AN OF- 
PENSIVE.

LONDON, To-Day.
German troops in Southern Russia 

began an offensive eastward on the 
Veronesh front on June 15th, says a 
Russian Government wireless mes­
sage. The Germans are advancing in 
the Varaiaka. Rostov and Vatluiak 
regions,- and Foreign Minister Tchit- 
cherin has Informed Ambassador 
Joffe at Berlin- of the latest develop­
ments.' The Ambassador also was ad­
vised that thé German commander 
on the Veronesh front had proposed 
a new boundary line to the Russian 
commander.

The men are 
called for six months’ active service 
and those refusing to serve will be 
punished severely by revolutionary 
tribunals.

A 8TRUGGL8E OF TWO WORLD 
VIEWS.

AMSTERDAM, To-dky.
The war is not a matter of a strate­

gical campaign but a struggle of two 
world views wrestling with one an­
other, Emperor William declared on 
Saturday at the celebration of the an­
niversary of his accession at German 
main headquarters. “Either German 
principle of right, freedom, honor and 
morality must be upheld,” he added, 
"or Anglo-Saxon principles with their 
idolatry of mammon must be victori­
ous.”

The Anglo-Saxons, he asserted, 
aimed at making the peoples of the 
world work as slaves for the Anglo- 
Saxon ruling race, and such a mat­
ter could not be decided in days or 
weeks, or even in a year. The Em­
peror emphasized the fact that from 
the first he had realized that the 
trials of war would be great. The 
first outbreak of enthusiasm had not 
deceived him. Great Britain’s inter­
vention had meant a world struggle, 
whether he desired it or not. He said 
he was thankful that Field Marshal 
Von Hindenbtirg and General Luden- 
dorff had been placed at his side as 
counsellors.

Dur­
ing the day a successful thrust was 
carried out by our troops. We occu­
pied several positions, captured ma­
chine guns and some hundreds of pri­
soners.”

GERMAN ARTILLERY ACTIVE.

ENDORSED BY BOARD OF TRADE.
At noon to-day the members of the 

Board of Trade met at thpir rooms 
for the purpose of hearing the Min­
ister of Finance. Hon. M. P. Cashln, 
and Mr. Steevens, the financial ex­
pert of the Bank of Montreal Head 
Office, outline the purpose and object 
of the Victory Loan. Mr. Gordon 
Winter presided and following his in­
troductory remarks, called on Mr. 
Cashln, who gave in detail the many 
reasons why Newfoundland should 
begin to be dependent upon herself 
In the matter of raising money to 
finance obligations consequent upon 
the war and for other purposes. All 
the countries In which hitherto we 
had raised loans were now doing 
a very considerable part - toward 
bearing their own burdens, and the 
suggestion had been made by lead­
ing bankers that Newfoundland with 
much money on deposit should con­
sider seriously the financial situation 
outside and endeavour to do her 
share. For this reason and for oth­
ers which had already been heard, the 
Minister of Finance declared that the 
Government had authorised the rais­
ing of a local loan. The ways and 
means to be adopted would be placed 
before the people and he had no 
doubt that with the co-operation of 
the gentlemen present, the people 
would cheerfully subscribe and make 
Newfoundland’s first internal loan a 
brilliant success.

Mr. Steevens, who spoke next, ex­
plained the Canadian’s campaign in 
their first and second Victory Loan, 
and pointed out that to make ours 
popular, many means of educating 
the people were necessary. Publicity 
and advertisement were the chief fac­
tors, but in order to gain the confi­
dence of the masses a campaign of 
push must be adopted in order that 
this first loan be made such an over­
whelming success that any subse­
quent loan would not offer any dif­
ficulties or that the failure of the 
first would tend to shorten subscrip­
tions. For this reason the sum of 
$2,000,000 only was being placed in 
Newfoundland, as it was thought bet­
ter to begin in a small way and make 
x success of it than to commence too 
largely and produce failure.

Following Mr. Steevens’ address a 
general discussion took place in 
which Hon. J. Harvey, Mr. H. R. 
Brookes, Hon. S. Milley, Mr. Harold 
Mitchell, Sir P. T. McGrath, Mr. H. E. 
Cowan and Hon. Jno;, Anderson en­
gaged. !R-

The following resolution was pro­
posed by Mr. Gosling, seconded by 
Hon. Jno. Anderson and carried 
unanimously:

“That the members of the Board 
of Trade heartily endorse the action 
cf the Government in offering a loan 
of two million dollars in Newfound­
land, and do hereby pledge ourselves 
to do all that is possible to ensure 
its success.”

At this stage it was moved by Mr. 
B. Job, seconded by Sir Joseph Out- 
erbridge and resolved that a vote of 
thanks from the meeting be given 
Hon. M. P. Cashin and Mr. Steevens 
for their very clear and explicit 
elucidation of the various matters in 
connection with the raising of the 
loan. The vote having passed by ac­
clamation was tendered by the Pre­
sident, Mr. Gordon Winter, and the 
proceedings brought to a close.

EVERY MAN in Class 1, that is all 
unmarried men between the ages of 
19 and 25 inclusive, must report to the 
Registrar at the Militia Building, St. 
John’s, on forms provided, before the 
24th day of May, 1918, or send an ap­
plication for exemption.

Report and Application can he sent 
through the Post Office or may be 
made personally at the Militia Build­
ing to the Registrar.

Claims for exemption must be made 
on the following grounds:

(a) That it is expedient in the na­
tional interest that the appli­
cant should, instead of being 
employed in military service, be 
engeged otherwise.

(b) That he has one or two broth­
ers and one of them is serving, 
or has served, in His Majesty’s 
Naval or Military Forces dur­
ing the present war.

(c) That he has three or more bro­
thers and two of them are serv­
ing or have served in His Ma­
jesty’s Naval or Military Forces 
during the war.

(d) That he has persons mainly de­
pendent upon him for support, 
such as parents, brothers or 
sisters and

(e) Ill health or infirmity.
EXEMPTION APPLICATIONS

may be made to the Tribunal in St. 
John’s through the Registrar and out­
side St. John’s direct to the Commis­
sioners (magistrates) appointed by 
the Tribunal. Commissioners have 
power to grant exemptions subject to 
confirmation by the Tribunal on 
grounds (b), (c), (d), and in cases 
where a man is so obviously infirm as 
to be unfit for military service. Appli­

The pro­
gramme consisted of music, instru­
mental and vocal, that was worthy of 
performance, and of readings by Mrs. 
Carruthers, which formed a very suit­
able contrast to the other numbers, 
when so excellently given. The plan- 
let, Miss Kathleen Smith, showed a 
mastery Of technique, a delicacy of 
expression, and an artistic method 
that altogether charmed the audience. 
Miss Smith seemed to forget herself 
and her audience In the rendition of 
her numbers. She opened with "Hun­
garian Polka” attd "Caprice Espag»- 
nol,” while later she played “Butter­
flies” by Lavallée, the airy lightness 
of which accentuated the strength of 
Liszt’s “Hungarian Rhapsody, No. 6.” 
Her complete command of the key­
board, her clean and liquid runs and 
her octave work, demonstrated her 
undoubted technical ability, while the 
interpretation of the Rhapsody show­
ed the artistic temperament. Another 
feature worthy to be recorded was the 
musicianly manner in which she ac­
companied the vocalist and violinist 
Sufficiently strong for support, but 
not so obtrusive as to dominate; 
bringing out the obligato where such 
was written, hut moving always in 
sympathy with the performer, her ac­
companiments were ideal. The vocal­
ist, Miss Winnifred Stephens, possess­
es a mezzo-soprano voice, of good 
range and power. Her enunciation 
was very clear, so that even her oper­
atic selection from "Carmen” could be 
easily understood. Her dramatic 
power was well displayed in this num­
ber. In her songs, her voice showed 
sympathy, control and great express­
ion, her soft notes being full of reson­
ance, and her louder tones being 
round and full. It was a pleasure to 
listen to her. Mrs. Carruthers’ first 
rea^ng was distinctly humorous and 
she cleverly brought out the' salient 
features, so that she carried her au 
dience along with her. She was loud­
ly applauded and responded with one 
of Whltcombe Riley’s productions, 
which always please when given in so 
artistic manner as that of Mrs. Car­
ruthers. Owing to a cold, she was 
forced to substitute for Kipling’s 
"Ballad of the English Flag,” two set- 
lections in lighter vein, which greatly 
pleased the audience. Mrs. Car­
ruthers, in spite of her cold, used her 
voice well and showed great talent 
The violinist, Miss Lennie Lusby, 
quite captivated the large audience by 
her playing. The tone she obtained 
was remarkable, sweet and clear and 
true. She showed splendid technique, 
an excellent ear, and innate ability 
developed by good training. Her 
chords and her harmonies were evi­
dence of her thorough study of the 
art, and her playing of the various 
numbers demonstrated her musical 
mind. Her Kreister selection, “Ca­
price Viennois,” was splendidly play­
ed and the audience showed their ap­
preciation in a tremendous burst of 
applause. It is not often that In St.

They think that it is 
hopeless to try and refloat her. She 
lies right across the harbor of Rose 
Blanche, and blocks the channel 
there. Her captain and the rest of 
the crew are standing by the steamer, 
awaiting the arrival of salvage steam­
ers, but they have little hope of sav­
ing her. .
