He abandoned his efforts after swim- 

i mint tor nearly 17 hours and reach­
ing within about a quarter of a mile 
of the Kent- coast

Col. Freyberg left Cape Grisnez, on 
the French side, at 8.20- p.m. on Tues. 

( day. He ewam with/ great vigour, using 
a left overarm stroke, changing occa- 

j sionelly to the breast stroke. In the 
! tug which escorted him were his wife, 
and a party of swimming friends. 
Several of his friends accompanied 
him In the water at Intervals.

Col. Freyberg, who is a man of 
splendid physique, was exceedingly 
cheerful throughout the swim, laugh­
ing anq joking with those In the tug 
and with the swimmers. Mrs. Frey- 

,berg had charge of the feeding ar- 
i rangements.

He drew well out from Cape Grls- 
nez and with the turn of the tide fine 
progress was made across Channel. 
He got well up to the Vante Lightship 
about seven miles off the coast be­
tween Dover and Folkestone. Boon the 
cliffs west of Dover were sighted.

As Fit As Ever. '
At daybreak Col. Freyberg seemed 

as fit as ever. Hie food consisted of 
egg and milk, beef tea and biscuits. 
He also bad a little brandy In the 
later hours of the swim.

When the tug was about two miles 
off Dover a flotilla of motpr boats 
went out with parties of swimmers, 
who cheered the colonel. Mr. Unwins, 
the Olympic swimming coach, who 
had been training Col. Freyberg, ac­
companied him from this point until 
the ewim ended aboutxme o’clock yes­
terday afternoon.

• When within 600 yards of the coast 
the tide, which was sweeping out off 
the headland, caused Col. Freyberg to 
drift until be was a mile off shore.

“CanNi I Stop In.*
Col. Freyberg was advised to give 

up, but asked, “Can’t I atop in?" Mrs. 
Freyberg did not think her husband 
should be allowed to put' in the extra 
four hoots' effort which would be 
needed to enable-him to take advan­
tage -of the change of tide, and as 
there was a general feeling among 
the party that this was the current 
view he decided to come out.

He swam to the small boat, gripped 
-the ladder, and was helped in.

A hearty cheer was given him as he 
got in the boat. The swim had lasted 
16 hours, 40 minutés, and the distance 
covered, swim and drift, was about 
SBmiles.

Col. Freyberg afterwards went on 
board the tug Lengdon, where he lay 
down until Dover was reached, when 
he was helped into a motor car and 
driven to the Grand Hotel.

They lost 
the ship on Cape Cod in a snow storm 
on the way up but the 30 passengers 
and crew ★ere landed safely and were 
taken to New York via Boston.

Nichols got a job in the pilot service 
a week after his arrival and has been 
employed at that work out of New 
York for 56 years. He has made good 
and was retired recenty on a pension 
for life. He is a nephew of the form­
erly well known citizens Joseph and 
William Shelly, whose tombstone may 
be seen to-day close to Belvedere Mor­
tuary Chapel. Joseph Shelly kept a 
saloon in the East End and William 
was a sea captain. He was lost with 
all hands in the brig CO eta out of Hali­
fax fn the blizzard of 1888, March 5th.
