Synod of the Canada Presbyterian 
Church.
Montreal, June 11th.

Rev. Principal Willie read the address 
of the Synod to the Queen, presented 
by the Committee appointed for that pur­
pose.

Bev, Professor Bayne, of Pictou, N. S., 
who was present, was invited to take a 
seat on the platform as corresponding 
member to the Synod.

Rev. James Bennett, late Moderator of 
New Brunswick Presbyterian Church, was 
also invited to a seat in the Synod. Both 
gentleman were received by the Synod 
kith cheers.

The repart of Knox’s College Board 
was read. Number of students in atten­
dance in the Theological department, 20. 
In addition to the regular staff of profes­
sors, the Rev. Bobert Ure, of Goderich, 
and Éev. J. J. A. Proudfoot, of London, 
have taught the classes in Apologetics 
and Homiletics respectively, and the 
Board recommended that these lecture­
ships be continued. Large and valuable 
additions have been made to the library. 
The Board notice with gratitude that dur­
ing the year Mr. EL T. Beadmore has 
established two bursaries of $50 each,, 
and has signalized his intention to con­
tribute a similar sum for the next five 
years J. Goldie, Esq., contributed $560 
for founding a scholarship in connection 
with the College. W. Rose, Esq., of 
Stirling, Scotland, has remitted $40, and 
W. Hall Esq., $50, to be continued for 
four years, as bursaries The amount 
received from congregations during the 
year for the ordinary college fund is $5, 
753.80; expenditure, $5,383.32; leaving a 
balance due of $629.92. There is also a 
further sum due to Professors of $931. 
65, making the total amount due $1,461. 
17. The sum due at the close of the year 
was $1,129.46, so that the debt on this 
fund has been increased by $431,71. 
Three Presbyteries formerly contribut­
ing to Knox College have been attached 
to the Theological Seminary qf Mont- al. 
$4,060 wore received from William 
C. McLeod, Esq., of Woodstock, to­
wards the endowment of a Chair in.Knox 
College.

The psalmody question then came up, 
when the following was carried, that the 
Synod, having considered the report of 
the Presbytery Committee, and iiaving 
their attention directed to the “Book of 
Psalms and hymus of Public Worship,” 
sanctioned by the Synod of the Eng­
lish Presbyterian Church, agreed to send 
this book down to the Presbyteries and 
Sessions, with a view to its adoption by 
this Church, and that the Presbyteries 
report on it to next Synod.

In the evening the delegates from the 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick Synod 
addressed the Synod.

The Moderator theu welcomed the de­
putation, in the name of the Synod, ex­
pressing his pleasure at receiving them 
into the Synd, and his hope that all ob­
stacles to a complete Union of the two 
Churches would speedily bo removed.

tion. We do not know whose fault it 
whether to attribute it to Mr. Chapais, or 
to the Quebec office. Is it due to the re­
fusal of the Legislature to vote the neces­
sary funds for the organization of the de­
partment ? Be it as it may, at the pre­
sent moment there are more than one 
hundred helpless emigrants who have 
been lying down for several days,without 
eny covering, upon the dirty and damp 
floors of the poor sheds at Point Levis. 
They are exposed to rain, cold, and hun­
ger, and would perhaps have perished if 
Mr. Chapman, a citizen of Levis, had not 
pitied them and procured for them bread 
and food at his own expense. The ex 
ample thus given found imitators : and 
some of them, who were sick, have been 
taken to the Marine Hospital. However, 
several children have died. These poor 
people have no means to go any farther. 
Government can do nothing for them,and 
the Grand Trunk refuses to forward them. 
Are they going to die and spread dis­
ease? It seems to us that the Grand 
Trunk, which brings so many emigrants 
who pay well, ought to make some sacri­
fice in such cases. The Minister of Emi­
gration, àlso, ought to be able to control 
a few hundred dollars, or to compel cap­
tains of vessels to see that their passeng­
ers be not left helpless in the first port 
they reach.

There are now, already, three vessels 
in Quarantine with sick passengers on 
board, and on one of them 21 died of 
smell-pox during the passage. Moreover, 
the recently appointed visiting physician 
himself, Dr. Lachine, is almost dying.

There is 
no appearance of any extra assembling 
of Fenians here, but the city.is swarm­
ing with the native stock, and all arc 
in expectation of beinc called on to 
fall in, and stand in readiness to aban­
don ordinary pursuits and obey the 
mandates of their leaders.
