About seven miles 
west of the city, and within about three 
miles from Komoka, a fire broke out in 
tho water-closet in the forward end of 
tho first-class car at the rear of the train, 
caused by a lamp in the water-closet of 
the car failing on the floor. Fanned by 
tho rapid motion of the train, which was 
running at a high rate of speed, tho 
flames spread with great rapidity, driving 
tho passengers, panic-stricken and in 
alarm, to the rear end of the car. The 
bell rope was not attached to the engine, . 
and consequently there was no way of 
stopping the train. It was running at 
the rate of about thirty miles an hour, 
and ran about three miles burning. The 
car was destroyed in about six minutes, 
burning like tinder. Meantime men and 
women were leaping from the rear end of 
tho car, preferring.to risk death so rather 
than to faco it in tho moro dreadful way 
that threatened them. For two miles or 
more along the track, maimed and muti- — 
lated passon .ejrs were lying where they 
jumped, many of them badly injured 
others slightly. Some few miraculously 
escaped unhurt. When the train was 
brought to a stand, it was found that a 
number of persons had been burned to 
death, their blackened calcined remains 
being visible in tho burning ruins. The 
car was consumed to the trucks. The 
casualities', so far as ascertained, are 
numerous—ten fatal, and fully twenty 
in various stages of injury. A correct 
list is scarcely ascertainable, as the dead 
are charred beyond recognition, and it is 
im^ossible to separate the remains so as 
to tell precisely how many actually suf­
fered death. The following from the 
London correspondent of the Globe is as 
correct as possible.

The greatest excitement prevailed in 

London and Strathroy, as the majority of 
the passengers on the train belonged to or 
were well known in both places.

A wrecking train was sent ont at once 
to clear the track of the mins, and Dr. 
Moère-, the Company’s physician, accom­
panied it to give assistance to the suffer­
ers. Mr. McCugan, Mr. Saxon, Mr. Blos-^ 
sing, Rev. Mr. Collamore, Mr..and Mrs. 
-Zavitz, Mrs. Freeman, and Mrs. Craw­
ford, and Miss Spiers were brought back 
to London. Drs. Payne and Strathy 
were in attendance on the arrival of the - 
train. Mr. Orton, Mr. Breathwick, Mr. 
McKollar, and Mr. Hays were too badly , 
burned to bear removal. They were left 
in'a ho’tel at Kom«ha.Miss Lawrence and 
the remainder of the injured went on to 
their homes. A more deplorable disaster . 
or one more'extraordinary in its charac­
ter, never occurred in the history of the 
Great Western.

A coroner’s inquest was convened on 
Sunday, arid adjourned. * '

FURTHER DETAILS/
Mr. MeKellar was, owing to a broken 

leg, incapable of active exertion, and 
from a desire to avoid the crowding at 
the rear door allowed the" remaining pas­
sengers to paBe him, at the same time 
endeavoring to quell tho excitement that 
existed. Portions of his body were after­
wards found lying inside the rear door. 
From their position it is surmised that 
he survived a few minutes longer than 
Miss Purvis, who was recognizable from 
his having fallen upon her. W. H. 
Murray, dry goods merchant, Strathroy, 
was sitting about the centre of tho oar, 
on the south side, and when he perceived 
the progress of the flames, broke the 
window to let in the air. After remain­
ing with his head out for a moment, re­
treat became impossible, and he moved 
his body outside, placing his overcoat 
aronnd his right arm to prevent his hand 
being burned. As the fire gained, the 
coat took fire, and he let himself fall. 
Mr. Archibald Carruthers, glove makei, 
Strathroy, with Miss Claffin and another 
lady, all made for the rear plaform on 
the first appearance of fire, and remained 
there till the train was brought to 
stand. While in this position seven

Looking Alter the Votera’ Lists.
We are g|M to see that tho press 

throughout the country is becoming 
thoroughly alive to the importance of 
having correct Voters’ Lists, and are 
urging upon tho people to take steps for 
securing these. Wo have already given 
several extracts from Reform papers on 
tho subject, and are pleased to find thaV 
some of tho Conservative journal? are 
also taking up the matter. The folio* - 
ing sensible remarks are from the Galt 
Reporter:— /

It is certainly high time that some 
stops were taken in tips matter. It is 
perhaps unfair to say that names are 
ever left off, tho list of voters intention­
ally, but tho simple fact of its being done 
time and again renders such a charge 
anything but’unlikely. And, to put it 
in the mildest language, it is undeniable 
that great carelessness has always been 
shown in this matter by those having 
charge of tho preparation of the list of 
voters throughout the country. There 
18 no excuse for, errors—no excuse for 
omit-fiions. It;is tiue that the work is a 
work requiring care and attention, and 
a thorough system of checking the list 
by the Assessor’s roll, but that.‘is all. 
That this careful checking of the voters’ 
lists is not carried out the history of 
every election will prove; and it is1 
therefore certainly high time that some 
system should be adopted whereby pub­
licity can be given . to the list of voters’ 
as made out, wit'h a provision that any 
complaints as to their incorrectness 
would be rectified within a certain time, 
if found to be tangible. The people 
would thus themselves become respon­
sible for the correctness of the lists of 
voters. As it is at present, no one has 
any knowledge .of the matter 
except the compilers of the lists, and the 
knowledge that certain names are 
omitted only becomes known when the 
votes are tendered at the polls. It is a 
slnr on our progressiveness that such a 
system should have been borne with as 
long as it has been ; and we trust th&t 
some of the amendments to our election 
laws that are at present mooted will con­
tain a provision that will render errors 
in our voters’ lists almost an impossi­
bility. This should be done ; and the 
sooner it is done the better. / . 1

The Agfiatlon about Protection
Publie attention haa lately been 

directed to a combined movement 
on the part of the manufacturers m 
the Dominion, for an advance in the 
tariff on their productions. During 
the election in January, the ques­
tions of free trade and protection 
were freely discussed in constitu­
encies where manufactures had 
risen into importance, and candidates 
were required to state their views 
clearly and plainly upon the subject, 
and also indicate the course they 
would pursue were such questions to 
come up for discussion in Parliament.
Following up this agitation, the 
manufacturers gave to it a practical 
application at their meeting in To­
ronto last week, when resolutions 
in favour of protection were adopted, 
and specifying what duty should be advisable to enter into-any negotiations
levied on certain articles. The 
Dominion Board of Trade, which was 
in session in Ottawa at the same time, 
had also the question under their 
consideration, and a resolution was 
passed bÿ that body, affirming the 
expediency of protection so far as 
consistent with the commerce and 
revenue requirements of the country.

As now presented the question is 
one which cannot be thrust aside. 
Hitherto, in this country at least, it 
has been discussed pretty much in 
the abstract, but it has now been 
adopted as a policy by a large and 
influential portion of the community, 
and must in future engage more or 
less attention from our legislators. 
Very few nowa-days will be found to 
deny that free trade, as an abstract 
principle, is right and just, but in 
the past it has been found impossible 
to carry out that principle m Cana­
da, and, judging from our constantly 
increasing expenditure, it will be 
equally impossible to enforce it for 
many years to come. Incidental 
protection has been forced on us, not 
alone for the purpose of protection, 
but as a means of raising revenue^ 
and the0 tariff has often been raised 
or lowered to meet revenue require­
ments, without regard being had to 
the enforcement of protection as a 
principle. And it may be that the 
Present-Government will follow the 
same course, and increase the tariff 
just in proportion as they require in­
creased revenue, or to make up in 
that way what may be lost in remov­
ing some present objectionable fea­
ture in our taxation. In this way 
the question would still remain as 
dne of adjustment—-the three fold 
objects being to afford the manu­
facturers reasonable encouragement 
und protection, to raise what money 
is required to meet our ex­
penditure, and at the same time 
to arrange the tariff so that it will 
not bear hard on any one class of .the 
commünitÿ.

This we think is the. only fair and 
reasonable mode of dealing with, the 
question. .It is admitted by oil tliat 
Canada occupies a peculiar1 position 
with regard to her manufactures. 
The Americans have .raised their 
duties so high as to.render it utterly 
out of the power of the Canadian 
manufacturer to compete with them 
on anything like fair terms in their 
own market, while our tariff, though 
it enforces a small duty for revenue 
purposes, is Such that it gives the 
American manufacturers, with their 
large capital and establishments, as 
good a chance in our market as their 
Canadian competitors. This is es­
pecially the case with regard to a 
certain class of manufactures, which 
are becoming more and more daily 
necessaries, and- the production of 
which to make them remunerative 
requires a large expenditure of ca­
pital and the employment of ex­
pensive and elaborate machinery. 
The policy of self interest is the 
policy of every state, and we cannot 
see any ' good reason why Canada 
should hold out advantages to the 
United States which they do not 
O)ncode to the Dominion 
will b,e inclined to say, if you give 
the Canadian manufacturer more 
protection, it will exclude thoAmeri­
can competitor, our homo products 
will at once be raised in price, and, 
the manufacturer, not the publicy 
will reap the benefit. Wo do not 
think there is much to fear on that 
score. The spirit of competition will 
always have the tendency of keep­
ing prices down. The result, we 
tl ink, would rather be that the Ca­
nadian manufacturer would 

■ more of his wares in ‘ the hOm

A conference 
was held with the leader of the crowd, 
who returned and told them that the 
Speaker would not receive the résolu 
tions of the meeting, but that on Mon­
day at 2 p.m., if a respectful petition 
were presented, he would receive the 
same. After more yelling and groan­
ing, the crowd, finding that they, could 
do nothing more, left for the town.1 
Tho effect of tho demonstration was 
absolutely nil, for tho same Ministry 
is still in power, and the retirement 
of the Premier, Mr. DeCosmos, was 
not in any way tho result of the tu­
mult, as he had originally intended to 
resign liis seat and run for the Dom­
inion Parliament.

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the rear, and escaped uninjured. M 
McKinnon, telegraph operator, who was 
on his way to fulfil an ,engagement in 
Strathroy, sprang fréta t^e rear plat-' 
form and slid a car’s length on the ice. 
A man named McCarthy is reported 
missing. ,Mr. Leo, insurance agent, to 
supposed to have been among tlfa lost.

Mr. Geo. Monericff, of Petrolia , gives 
a vary circum tontial account of tho 
origin of the fire. Ho says :—“ I heard 
a slight noise in tho forward saloon, and 
went to ascertain the cause. I found 
that thelamphad fallen, and that a small 
quantity of oil that had e scaped had taken 
fire on the floor. I went for a cushion, 
quietly, to avoid excitement, but found 
that it was securely attached. „I tried 
another and wrenched oft, but found 
that it'was stiff and would not stifle tho 
flames. I then got another, but found 
on my return that the flames had 
climbed the sides of the closet inside. 
All this took but a moment. Iran to 
the roar of the car for the conductor, at 
the same telling tho people in the 
rear to sit quiet, that there was no dan­
ger. At this, some one cried out, “ Isn’t 
there !”—-<and I looked around and saw 
that the flames had eaten through to the 
main compartment of tho car, and some 
one had opened the closet door, which I 
had closed behind me. Flames were 
also issuing trom this opening. I then 
hung with my weight on the bell-rope, 
butthecavdid-not-'stop.—Theexcite- 
ment by this time became a panic, and 
after a moment’s thought, 1 concluded 
that I had better try and get air. The 
smoke was stifling, and travelled out of 
the rear dqor, which was kept open by 
those trying to escape, as if carried by a 
whirlwind. It seemed as if a thousand 
pairs of bellows fanned the flames. I 
took my valise arid smashed three win­
dows in succession, and by this time 
saw that the flames were gaining so 
rapidly that my only safety lay in escape. 
I aid not realize this when I first broke 
the windows, and when I did ft was im­
possible to aid any one else. I climbed 
through a window, let myself drop, 
hauling up at the foot of an embank­
ment about twenty feet 'high. When I 
got up, I thanked God for my narrow 
escape. I saw the next moment a cul­
vert about six feet from where I first 
alighted on the ground. W. H. Mur­
ray was then getting up on tho other | 
side of the track a few feet on the west 
of the same culvert. The pitiable cries 
that rent the air on all sides ns I 
dropped were indescribable, and I hope 
to never hear their likq again.”

A qtrange fatality now attaches to tlio 
locality of the accident. The first seri­
ous1 accident on this section of the Great 
Western occurred on the 7th of June, 
1854, gon the same précisa spot. 
On that occasion there were seven emi- 

, grants killed, by the car in which thojr 
were seated tumbling over an embank-

Tlie scene on the burning car when 
the Globe'8 correspondent visited it, just 
as it entered Komoka about two hours 
after the accident, was horribly sicken­
ing. The charred limbs, heads and 
trunks of bodies lay among the iron­
work of the car on which the wood-work 
had been entirely consumed. I t was a 
frightful sight, and tjic smell filled the 
air as at a barbecue.
