RUSSIAN NIiHILISTS.

Paris Police Continue to Make Inter-
esting Discoveries Among Students.

Paris, May 10.—The police authori~
ties continue to make investigations,
and are seeking to eonnect the recent
bomlb explosions with a widespread
nihilistic organization, This has led to
a number of unconfirmed reports that
these bombs were inténded to be used
on the occasion of the opening of the
Russian parliament teday to blow up
the new Russian mimisters and other
distingtiished Rus¢ian - persomages. The
Patrie asserts that the members of the
crganization were planning to kil Vice-
Admiral Doubassoff and Grand Duke
Vladimir, and to destroy the hospital
for conval-scent Russian officers at
Nice.

The mpolice do not econfirm these re-
ports, but continue to search the quar-
ters of the Russian students in Paris.
They have found with the -effects of
Striga, the Russigan student of the Pans
school of mines, who was recently killed
by carrying a loaded bomb, a large quan-
tity of explosives and chemicals and
many cartridges.

General Greely Points Qut the
Difficulties of Coaking for
the Refugees. /

ASHINGTON, D. C., May
10.—The war department re-
ceived the following tele-

gram from General ®Greely at San
Francisco: ‘“While conditions improve
slightly the miserable situation may be
indicated by the statement that all the
food for three hundred thousand peo-
ple in the city is necessarily cooked on
the public streets. Difficulties about
fuel are arising, but the courage of ev-
eryone continues wonderfully good,
neither drunkenness nor disorder are
anywhere evident, except occasionally
from adjacent towns. where local sa-
loons are open. Mayor Schmitz has
closed the saloons which have been con-
stantly urged by me. The average food
issue at San Francisco, Oakland ‘and
elsewhere still exceeds a quarter of a
million rations a day. KEvery possible
method is -being taken to reduce the
food issue. Extreme d@s:it\ltion and
much suffering  occurs, on the part of
many people who resort to eharity only
in extreme cases. Altogether I am en-
couraged.”

Circumventing False Pride

Although the President has decided
that it is not preper for the United
States government to accept contribu-
tions from abroad for the relief of San
Francisco sufferers, Secretary Taft has
found it possible to do so in his capacity
as President of the American National
Red, Cross, and he has accepted a con-
tribution from the Japanese Red Cross
society of $50,000, tendered through
Viscount "Aoki, the Japanese ambassa-
dor.

UNITED STATES WINTER WHEAT.

Bright Prospects for Growing Crop
According to Report.

Washington, May 10.—The condition
of growing winter wheat is given at J1
per cent by the agricultural depart-
ment’s crop report, issued teday. The
area under winter wheat remaining tn
cultivation on May 1st is about 19,623,-
000 acres. This is 6 per cent less than
was reported as sown last fall, and 1
per cent less than the area of winter
wheat reported as harvested last yea-.
The average condition of the growing
crop, April, 1908, was 89.00, the mean
of the May averages for the last ten
years was 85. The average condition
of winter rye on May 1st was 93, com-
pared with 91 on April 1, and 80, the
mean average of the last ten years.

1t was known yesterday that the
company was in trouble, but it was an-
nounced and believed that the matter
of its heavy losses im San Francisco
could be: arranged by an assessment
against the stockholdérs of $200 a share
and -as the stockholders are all wealthy
men, it was believed that the trouble
was at on end., Today. however, some
of the stockholders objected to tue as-
sessment and it was decided to place the
company in the hands of a receiver. The
company now has outstanding policies
aggregating $160,000,000. The officers
of the company are T. J. Leffs, presi-
dent: S. A. Rothermel, secretary, and 8.
L. Collins, assistant secretary.

NEW RUSSIAN CABINET.

Russian ecabinet has been completed and
will be announced by an imperial ukase
temorrow, as follows: Premier, M.

Stolypy; foreign affairs, Baron Iswai-
sky; finance, M. Rokovsoff; education,
M. Kauffman: agriculture, M. Stichin-
sky; commerce, M. Rukesloff: controller
of the empire, M. Von Sceswanebach;

F'rince Shirinsky - Schalamatoff; minister
of war, ‘Gen. Rudiger: minister of ma-
rine, Vice Admiral Bireloff.

Baron Iswolsgky, the new foreign min-
ister, is about 50 years of age, and 18
one of the most capable of the younger
school of Russian diplomats. He was
formerly minister of the Vatican and
minister to_Japan.

Princess Victoria Will ~Commence
Summer Service Next Tuesday.

The triangular route of the steamer
Princess Victoria. between the ports of
Victoria, Vancouver and Seattle, will
be inaugurated on Tuesday next, May
15th. On that date the fiyer Princess

Victoria of the C. P. R. coast steam-
ship fleet, will make her initial trip of
the season on the route. She will leave
Vancouver at 1 p. m., arriving at Vie-
toria at 5 p. m. She will leave this port
at 7°p. m. and is due at Seattla at 11
p. m. Returning she will leave the
Sound «city at midnight, arriving at Vie-
toria at 4 o’clock in the morning. She
will leave for Vancouver at 7 -a. m. and
will arrive there shortly before noon.

The steamer Charmer will relieve the
Princess Victoria on the Vietoria-Van-
couver route one day a week.

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FINANCES OF THE NEW
PROVINCES.

The estimates for the enrrent year for
the province of Alberta have been sub-
mitted by the government, There have

_' been voted for expenses of government
_$127,806.67; for expenses of the admin-
dstration of justice, $106,100; for the
. expenditure on public works, $996,000;"
" ffor the department of education, $200,-
“900; for the department of -agriculture,
_:!315,000; for hospitals, $33,500; and for
“miscellaneous, $33,500. The expenditure
" in connection with public works is prin-
cially in connection with new works,
‘mnd is, therefore, much larger than the
mormal requirements. The Morning At-
lpertan states that the expenditure is
_wuch less than the revenue, 'which might
fbe expected froth the large subsidies ve-
ceived from the Dominion government,
:iWith reasonable economy the new prov-
dnces should have large surpluses contin-
mously. We note, however, . that Sas-
‘katchewan has started out by paying a
_sessional indemnity of $1,000, which is
the highest paid in the provincial leg-
gslatures of the Dominion.

:CONDITIONS IN SAN FRANCISCO.

Returned travelers from San Fran-
cisco report the damage done to that
icity by earthquake and fire as great

l@s was at first reported, and speak |

b;pprehensively about its future under
the new conditions which have arisen
since it was visited by similar disas-
‘ters in former years. The conditions
mre that new and populous cities have
own up along the coast, which are
{ready now to step in -and take the
#rade that must inevitably depart
grom it for the time. being, at 'least.
fOnce gone it will be hard to bring
lback again, and under the most favor-
eble circimstance® it will take the city
™ geveral years to build up. The loss is
‘undoubtedly great, the business. part
‘pf San . Francisco being wholly wiped
put. There is, it is true, a fesling of

‘hope, and the substantial citizens are
showing great courage under their se-
vere trial; but it is being depleted of a
considerable portion of its population,
which is scattering in all directions. It
is 4 serious question whether very many
of these unfortunate people will ever
return again. Until the insurarice com-
panies -Mave adjusted the losses, and
the banks open up again for business,
there.is no money, and practically no
trade and no industry. .

What appears to have happened at
first is that the news corréspondents
and all others painted the catastrophe
in very strong .colors, wih perhaps a
leaning'to exaggeration on the side
of ‘the worst side of the case. -The
first impression was certainly very ap-
palling, and it was hard to find words
in the English language to do justice
to the situation. As soon, however, as
the first shock was over and the fires
had been subdued, there. was a per-
sistent and “systematic effort to min-
imize the calamity, and a great-deal
has  been - suppressed ‘for the purpose
of counteracting: the effect of the first
reports. - “The - impression 'created by
the more recent official reports-is that
the loss was r nearly 8o great as
was at first stated.  This we. can read-
ily, understand from the fact-that the
fortunes of a.great many, individuals
are at stake inthe upbuilding of the
city.  For instance, it:is stated by
th(ve who have recently returned and
in letters being received by persons
who have friends there, that there
have been a long series of earthquake
shocks, not serious, but continuous,
and this has had a very disturbing ef-
ffect upon the confidence of those who
otherwise might have decided to stay
and begin again the work of recon-
struction.

It should not be the effort of news-
papers or the business men of other,
and in a sense rival, cities, to exagger-
ate the results of earthquake and fire,
and the conditions whiclt exist in the
unfortunate city of San Francisco,
but we cannot but feel that thé
calamity which has overtaken it must
be a serious blow to its future, and
one exceedingly hard to
Had the loss resulted from fire alone,
the citizens would the sooner. have
taken heart, because fire is a contin-
gency to which all cities are subject,
and can, be guarded against by:mea-
sures of precaution, but the liability
to .earthquake is one beyond the power
:of human ingenuity to avert in any
material degree, notwithstanding the
statement of Mr. Harriman that it
is proposed to make the new San Fran-
cisco earthquake as. well as fire Proof:

A mistake that has in all probability
been made by the later tenor of press
despatches is that there is a great
deal of aid still needed by the people
of San Francisco, and that aid ~will
be needed for some time to come. The
impression intended to be created by
making the worse appear the better
condition is that many willing contri-
butions will have been cut off, and in
this connection we cannot help feeling
that the announcement made by the
President that assistance from outside
countries was not desired or required
was ill-advised. The United States
and the cities of the United States
have always been quick to respond to
the misfortunes of other peoples out-
side their domain, and the outside
world should have been permitted to
show _their sympathy in the way in
which it was inclined, prompted by
the exigencies of the occasion. It
may be that San Francisco may ser-
iousl& suffer eventually as the result
of this policy of what we might call
the ‘“non-interference” of the foreign-
er. Let us hape, however, that only
the best may result for the sake of the
stricken city of the Golden Gate.
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A PROGRESSIVE INDUSTRY.

The min:mg industry of British Co-
lumbia may fairly be regarded as dis-
tinctly progressive. The total value of
the mineral production of the province
in the year 1902 was $17,486,550; in
1903 a small advance was made, the to-
tal for that year having been $17,495,-
954; 1904 saw an increase of nearly
$1,500,000—to'$18,977.359, and in 1905
the total was the highest yet reached in
any one year in the history wof mining
in the province, viz., about $22,460,000
or an increase over 190% of about $3,-
484,000. ;

While the figures given ahove exhibit
suhstanqisl progress, it is gratifying to
find that the four expired months of the
current year' have well maintained pro-
duction at the enlarged rate’ that made
1905 the most prominent year the indus-
try has seen, as is evident when a
glance is taken, over the results at-
tained. In the several echief ore-pro-

compares favorably with that of the
corresponding period of 1905, and the
prospects are that the production of
1906 will, be even larger than that of
last year and that consequently 2 new
record in total value will be made. The
several mining districts of the province
are briefly reviewed below:

Cariboo  gives promise of making a
better showing than Jast year, for the
reason that there should be more water
available this season, for both ordinary
placering’ and hydraulicking, and that
in -several instances operations will be
on a larger scale. The deep drifting
mines, too, should recover a fair quan-
tity .of gold -and thus add to the.total
yield. But whether the quantity of goid
recovered be more or less than in 1905,
there is the eminently satisfactory con-
dition that there will be a large outlay
in preparing for the bringing in of much
more water for gravel washing at Bul-
lion, than has been obtainable with' the
limited facilities heretofore possessed, so
that a considerably larger recovery. of
gold may be looked for next year,;even
should this year’s results not be. ma-
terially increased .by the improvements
in this direction now being undertaken.

Cassiar should produce more this yeat
than last. From Atlin, especially, there
should come more gold than last year’s,
total, for to the ordinary placering ‘and
hydraulicking there should be added a
considerable recovery of gold from
dredging and steam shovel operations.
Thibert ‘Creek should contribute an ap-
preciably large quantity of gold, for the
Berry Creek Mining company has done
much of its preliminary work and should
be able to wash a lot of gravel; while
Lorne Creek and other tributaries of the
Skeena river: should do better than' in
previous 7years. In the Telqua and
Bulkley Valley sections there should be
prospecting done this year, though there
will be no ore production, owing to .the
absence of tramsportation facilities.

East Kootenay's coal mines are steal-
ily inereasing their output, and although
a total production of 1,000,000 tons is
unlikely to be reached this year, it is.not
unreasonablé to look forward to a total
of about 900,000 *tons, all from the
mines of the Crow's Nest Pass Coal
company. Placer. gold. mining may not
vield a large quantity of gold this year,
for operations on the ‘creeks in the Fort
Steele district will not be largé, but the:
output of silver-lead ore should be the
largest yet made from this part of East

Rossland mines, also in West Kooten-
ay, are doing well, the Le Roi, Le Roi
No. 2, Centre Star and War Eagle all
having larger ore reserves than for some
time past and regularly/maintaining sat-
isfactory output of ore, with reasonable
expectation of increasing ‘their produc-
tion. All the ore from this camp is now
going to the Trail smelter, which is also
receiving supplies from ‘Slocan and
East Kootenay. A report issued by the
Consolidated Mining and Smelting com-

pany, of Canada about two months ago,
showed that in one month the company’s i
works at Trail treated about 28,000 tons |
of ore and produced gold, silver, copper |
and lead to an approximate total value |
of $503,000, or at the rate of about
$6,000,000 gross per annum. |

.The Boundary section of Yale district
ts, without doubt, the most progressive
mining camp in the province. With an}
ore ‘output for the four months to April |
30th of about 430,000 tons, or 107,500 |
tons per month as compared with an av-l
erage monthly production in 1905 of 0 |
800 tons, a considerable increase has |
been made. While one large mine will
suspend production for -eight or ten
weeks pending the substitution. ot miuech |
larger furnaces at its smelter than those
now in use, it is expected that its lar-
ger output during the following months
will more than compensate for this tem-
porary interruption in ore shipments.
Two other large mines will also ship in|
considerably larger quantity, while sev-|
eral smaller properties are being devel- |

On the Coast, the only mines that are
producing to any extent, are the Brit- |
annia and Tyee.

At Ladysmith the supply of ore |
from the Tyee mine is supplemented by
shipments from south-east Alagka. which

country is also sending ore and copper

The coal mines of Vancouver Island
are shipping coal freely, chiefiy to San
Francisco. There is a small, but grow-
ing market being developed to the north-
ward. Coke, too, finds readier sale.than
for two or three years, not only for Isl-
and smelters, but as well for south-east
Alaska.
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THE QUESTION OF A UNIVERSITY

Every question should be viewed from
the . standpoint of common-sense and
practicability and practicality. The Col-
onist recently expressed an opinion -upon
the matter of making Victoria an educa-
tional centre. Incidentally, the opinion
was expressed that “we shall never have
the British Columbia university in this
city, but we can have private schools
that will be worth a great deal more to
us.” This was read to a public meet-
ing in Victoria- by Mayor Morley,- who
described ‘the Colonist, in ‘consequence,

88 a “knocker” ‘and as a traitor to the

city’s interests.: Subsequently, we were
informed that Mayer Morley had a card
up his sleeve, whereby he was going {o
demonstrate to the Colonist and to the
public that a university was pessible
and that he was the man that would
agcomplish thé =~ “impossible” for us.
There were hints_that the Colonist was
in a. position to know just what May-
or oforley’s ‘cards were and it:should
not have placed itself in a ridiculous
attitude, because Mr. James Dunsmuir
was the gentleman who was  to come
to the rescue. The rumor in regard to
his part in the affair became curreat
in business circles some time before it
was published in the press. It was
understood to have been circulated upon
the_ authority of, or as the result of
statements made by, Mayor Morley, We
were aware that the rumor was un-
founded, but preferred to allow it ‘o
go uncontradicted so long as it remained
a street rumor. -

Now, however, since it has been pub-
lished 'with an apparénf circumstantial-
ly -calculated to deceive the public, we
felt bound to contradict it. For doing
so, we are again, in ‘weak imitation -of
Mayor Morley, designated a “knocker.”
Because the -Colonist corrected a mis-
statement and made an explanation in
order to set the“public right in a very
importan, matter it is said to possess
an “unfortunately melancholic and pes-
simistic constitution.” For our own
part we cannot . see thé utility of
“voosting,” even.a desirable enterprise,
upon grounds that:are untenable. More-
over, the interests of the city, in so far
4s 'a university i$ concerned, can ouiy
be prejudiced by, the adoption of such
a course.

ATthough it i¢ not ‘pari of the dis-
cussion of this particujar point, we are
asked. to explain:{why political ‘eonsid-
erations should ‘be permitted to deprive

it (Victoria) of ifs natural ‘advantages.” |

We have no particular objection to ex-
plaining. In our - article - of yes-
terday, we had i mind the tremendoas
efforts that would be made by the main-
land to secure -the finiversity at Van-
couver, or ~New Westminster, ‘or &at
some point in' the Interior, say, Kam-
ioops. The ptedominacy of political
power -being om the mainland, other
things being equal, ‘the mainland would
be bound to capture the prize as soon
as the question came within the pa'e
of practical politics. Of course, if Vic-
toria: citizens were ‘to subscribe to tae
funds for a university in excess of the
funds available in other parts of ihe
province that avould probubly decide the
question in our favor; but in any event
there would be a strong and probably a
protracted fight over it. 'The establish-
ment of a university on an efficient basis
is-a serious undertaking for the province
and unless it is: extensively endowed
from private sources, it ‘s not likely to
become a live issue within the next five
years at least.

We believe that the Dominion gov-
ernment, in view of the fact that the
province of Bri;i%l&., Columbia gave up
3,500,000 acres of the best land in the
Peace River district, and the. largest
and finest .area of ‘agricaitural land in
the province, as well,—worth now at
the lowest ecalculation $17,509,000—in
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"return for a cash bonus of $750,000 to
the “B." & 'N." railways should: set: aside
one million acres of that land as a re-
serve for university purposes in Brt-
ish Columpia. Under the terms of the
Carnarvon treaty, which was agreed to
by the Dominion government, the Do-
minion should have built the Island
railway without one cent of expénse 10
British Columbia.

But entirely apart from 'that, tne
policy of the Colonist in the matter -of
making Vietoria an educational centre
is: not to wait” around the gates: of . po-
litical opportunity for an indefinite time,
in the hopes of succceding; but to take
up the question in a practical way by
establishing schools in this eity after tae
model of the English schools of Harrow
and Eton, as a private enterprise, and
develop on those lines.

Lillooet does mot give promise of.

Near Kamloops the lron Mask
may produce more than during last
year, but as little information is made
public concerning ~ operations at this
mine, this is but a surmise. !

Supplementing the observations made
with reference to the Boundary district,
it may be stated that a comparatively
new camp is being prospected, viz.,
Franklin' camp, up the north fork of’
Kettle river, and the construction of a
railway to it is promised, but no ore
can be shipped from this camp for some
time to come. Several small mines ait-
vated on the west fork of Kettle river
have been sending out ore, but here, too,
production is much. hampered by the
absence of railway transportation facili-
ties.

Other parts of .Yale district,/ with, ihe
exception of Hedley camp, are still non-
productive, yet in several places there
has been much prospecting done. The
long-talked-of addition of sixty stamps
to the Daly Reduction company's mill =t
Hedley has not yet been made, nor does
there apnear to be any prospect of an
early commencement  to -provide for a
larger output from the Nickel Plate
mine, which supplies this mill with ore.
The. construction of railways mnow in
progress through this part of the Similka-
meen country and Nicola will, however,
‘probably lead to mining development to
ap extent that will provide an ore ton-
nage for the railways when complete.

Two other matters ‘may be mentiona
in conclusion. One is the great improve-
ment in both capacity and effectiveness
of the smelters of the Kootenay and
Boundary districts, for new processes
have been introduced, furnace capacity
added to, many additions and improve-
ments to plant and machinery made,
and a generally progressive policy
adopted in order to kpgep ‘pace with the
enlarged demands made upon the treat-
ment capacity of these several reduction
works. The other point worth noting is
the increased demand for building ma-
terials. The Portland cement works on
Vancouver_ Island are being .operated to
their full capacity, ‘and enlargement is
necessary to meet the heavy demands
for cement. Building stone is being
shipped to Puget Sound and Californian
points-in increasing quantities, and brick
end lime ‘are alfo finding a ready 'ljnzirket
in larger quantity than in past ye_aijs.

It will be seen, therefore, that. the

Oyster Culture.—Capt. E. Kemp, Do-
minion government oyster expert, who
some time ago planted oysters at Sooke
harbor and other points, read a paper
the other day before the ‘Charlottetown
board of trade on '‘oyster culture. The
captain, who has been in Canada for
about sixteen years, is a member of the
Whistable Oyster company of England,
and has also studied oyster culture.in
Europe and America. He described the
systems in England, France, Holland
and the United States, pointing out the
great profit in artificial cultivation. In
France, for example, the annual output
is valued at $2.650,000, giving employ-
ment to 300,000 people. At this rich
harvest was reaped from fifty ‘square
miles of sea bottom. These are thou-
sands of acres of French foreshores
owned by oyster growers, and the salt
marshes adjeining are converted into
rearing and fattening clairs.

Bold But Unsuccessful Attempt
to Rob West Bound Pas-
senger Train.

Vancouver, May 9.—The C. P. R. fast
transcontinental express, No. - 97, was
held up by three masked men at 11
o’clock last night. The robbery was an
ntter, failure for only seven registered
letters  all .for - Viectoria, were “stolen.
The train had left Ducks, a small sta-
tion east of Kamloops, and was running
west when the engineer happened to look
ahead and found that he was staring
down the barrel of a big revolver. In
obedience to the orders of one man who
was backed by two others he brought
the train to a standstill. The robbers
thens compelled the fireman to go back
and uncouple the combination mail and
express car and this the engine ran down
the track for a mile, leaving the pas-
sengers in their berths undisturbed.

Carried Dynamite

One robber carried a big package of
dynamite which was. undoubtedly for
the purpose of blowing open the safe.
An old man was evidently in command
of the robbers and when the engine and
car had come to a standstill he started
through the mail car. He 4#sked spec-
ially for registered mail for San Fran-
cisco and was evidently much disap-
pointed when what he called “striped
sacks” were not in sight.

Just. as he was going through the
mail section of the car one of the other
robbers informed him that this was not
the express car at all and that the|
safes had been left in the other part of
the train. . The chief robber received
this information with an oath. The dy-
namite was left unused Dbeside the
track.

‘After a thorough search of the car
the robbers ordered the engineer to run
‘another mile down the track.  This was
done and the robbers came to the place
where they had evidently left their

The most amazing feature {is that
the robbers overlooked several pack-
ages piled on a shelf in the car, con-
taining $40,000 in small bank notes and
gold. The chief robber looked at these
packages, but they were so carelessly
piled that he did not even enquire
about them. The robbers are un-
doubtedly the men who robbed the C.
P. R. train between Mission Junction
and ‘Vancouver on September 2, 1904.
The mask fell off the old man's face.
It showed him to be about 50, and Mail
Clerk Thorburn, who was in the former
hold-up, recognized him as the same
man. Thorburn has been shown pic-
tures of Bill Miner, the desperado who
was blamed for the first job, and de-
clares that this man is certainly Miner.

The C. ‘P. R. authorities believe that
the men have been working .on the
construction of the Nicola line and
have worked north from there. The
C. P. R. have offered $1000 reward for
each of ‘the robbers or $5000 for the
three- ' The notice reads that the res
ward will be paid dead or 'alive.

A PLUCKY AMBASSADOR.
German. Consul Gives the Turk the
Grand Defi. ‘
Constantinople, May 9.—The arbi-
trary detention of a German sailing
ship, the Odysseus, by the Turkish
authorities recently threatened friction
between Turkey and another European
power, but the energetic action of the
German ambassador quickly solved the
difficulty. The Odysseus was = dis-
charging her cargo at Chibuklu when
she was boarded by ‘the authorities
and removed to Kavak, where she was
anchored beneath the batteries of the
Turks, who falsely claimed that the .
vessel had explosives on board. The
ambassador protested urgently but un-
availingly, whereupon he took a few
sailors from the German guardship
here, the Lorelei, boarded the Odys-
seus, hoisted the diplomatic flag and
took the ship from under the guns of
Kavak to her dock at Chibuklu, where.
guard was kept over her while she
completed the discharge of her cargo.
On returning to the embassy the am-
bassador found a state councillor wait-
ing with apologies and explanations.
The records available do"not refer to
a German sailing vessel named Odys-
seus, but there is a German steamer
of that name and she was in the
Mediterranean recently.

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THE TURBINE ENGINE.

Technical Description of the Wonder-
ful New Aid to Steamships.

“Turbine comes from the Italian
‘turbo,’ nteaning whirlwind or revolu-
tion, and the translation of this term
fully explains the action of the turbine
engine. The shaft, the drum and the
projecting blades or.vanes.are blown
around at great speed with a smooth
and even motion, and with a total ab-
sence of the' vibratior. which is pre-
sent éven in the highest types and
most perfectly balanced engines of the
reciprocating variety. The extreme
simplicity of the turbine renders it
difficult to' describe. In construction
it may be said to resemble the two
halves of a walnut shell, or perhaps
more exactly a hollow cylinder gplit
longitudinally. |\ Within the cylinder is
a drum fixed upon the shaft. The
drum revolves; :the cylinder remains
stationary. Steam enters at one. end
of the cylinder ‘and escapes at the
other. This is all. "There are no pis-
tons, cams, eccentrics, connecting
rods, ot any of the complicated devices
required on reciprocating engines to
convert this form of motion into ro-
tary. In the turbine, - rotary motion
is imparted direct to .the shaft by the
pressure of the steam.

Wonderfully: Ingenious,

yet simple in its operation. K There are
-alterniating 10ws of blades’ op: vanes
between the exterior surface-of. the
cylinder. - The :first row of -blades. is
fixed to. the cirgumference: of
drum, the ends projecting- outward
and their faces placed diagonal to:the

axis of the shaft, which is the direc-

tion of the flow of steam as, it first
enters the cylinder. Close up to this
first row. of .blades is another, but
these are:fixed to. the inner: -surface
of: the eylinder, and are- set -at - re-
verse angle to the first. Their office
is ‘merely to turn baek the flow ,of
steam, which has been deflected from
its direct course by contact ‘with 'the
first row of blades on the drum, to
its original direction. It then im-
pinges on the second row of blades at-
ached to the drum, is once more re-
stored to its direcy course by the sec-
ond row of blades on the cylinder,
and thus passes through thé eylinder
from one end to the other, at each
change of direction exerting its full
expansive force. As the cylinder is
fixed and immovable, the force of the
steam takes effect entirely upon the
drum, which is caused to" revolve
with - great rapidity, carrying with it
the shaft to which it is attached. The
propeller is fixed upon. the outer end
of the shaft, and revolves with it in
the water. The turbine may be said
to consist of only two parts, the sta-
tionary cylinder and the rotating
drum with its shaft and propellor. No
greater simplieity can be imagined in
a source of power. There are 1,260,000
blades in the turbines of the Carmania.
There is No Friction
in the turbine, no packing Trings or
stufing boxes to obviate leakage of
steam, and no internal lubrication is
required in the cylinder. Compound=
ing the turbine engine is easily accom-
plished by making more ‘cylinders and
drums of larger diameter, ~ with
larger blades more widely separated.
From the high to intermediate and

low pressure cylinders—as with the’

ordinary engine—the steam passes to
the condenser and thence returns to
the boiler in the form of water. Be-
ing free from cylinder oil it does not
foul the condensers, and this is an
additional advantage of the turbine
over the reciprocating type.

The Maheno’s set of Parson’s patent
turbines were constructed by Messrs.
Denny & Co., of Dumbarton. There
are three turbines, one high and twg
low pressure, working three shafts,
with three propellers in all. The con-
densers are placed fore and aft, at the
side of the turbines. Steam is sup-
plied by four cylindrical tubular boil-
ers, two double-ended and two single,
and a working pressure of 150 pounds
per square inch, and fitted with
Howden’s system of forced draught.
The go-astern turbines are contained
within the low pressure, and®°werk on
the driving shafts. The reversing
gaar is particuldrly well arranged, the
whole of the engines being easily con-
trolled by one engine. The auxiliary
machinery is very complete.

At her first official trial, ' at full
power, with all boilers in use, the hia-
heno easily attained a mean speed of
17.5 knots; and at the second trial,
which had to be done with a third of
the boilers shut down, and speed main-
tained for six hours, a® her contract,
was 16.4 knots, considerably over the
guarantee.

Passengers on the steamer were a
unit in stating that there was a mark-
ed absence of the vibration ordinary
to steamers engined after the old
fashion.

spells speed and efficiency. The tur-
bine is as big an improvement on the
twin-screw of today as the twin-screw
was on the old paddle-wheel. Recently
a United States naval engineer wrote
of seeing hundreds of vans broken in
the turbine of an Atlantic liner, but,
according to one of the assistant en-
gineers of the Maheno, this is only
possible where slop work has been
done. If the engines are built by re-
putable firms, such as the Dennys, of
Dumbarton, who have [ engined many
vessels in British Columbia waters,
nothing of this kind occurs.

The Maheno, which will make an-
other trip to Victoria this season be-
fore returning to the Australia-New
Zealand trade, is replete with all the
latest impovements. in modern ship-
building. She has four decks. On. the
promenade, -upper and main -decks, are
the cabins.  All are particularly large
and airy, and furnished with every re-
quirement for passengers’ comforti

The  Dining Saloon,

which is on the upper deck, is lit by
large square windows, and there is
also a beautiful dome light in the
centre. The electric lights are so fitted
as to harmonize with the surropndings,
and placed so that an even distribution
of light is afforded throughout the
room. Eleciric fans are provided to
keep the saloon ‘cool, and there are
also electric heaters, if it is necessary
to provide warmth.-

The.dining saloon ha§ table accom-
modation for 98 passengers. Light is
obtairied by means of- ‘large square
opening ‘windows on the sides and
fore end, also from a well in centre of
fore saloon, which is covered by an
elliptical” dome filléd in'with stained
glass. The framing and decoration
of this spaciotis apartment -is-in the
{ classic Style, freely ‘treated, the wood
employed being light oak, dull polish-
ed. The lights are divided into bays
by Ionic pilasters, which are surmount-
ed by ‘spandrilled- arches and frieze,
all of which is much enhanced by a
restrained use of good carving. The
background is narrow vertical reeded
work, tinted a soft green, .which very
successfully eémphasizes the design.

The social hall is spacious and
ample, and is  Dbeautifully furnished
with lounges, sofas and chairs. The
smoking room {s large and hand-
some. Besides the seats round 'the
room' there are arm chairs, which can
be moved and,  grouped round the
tables, where reading card playing and
games can be arranged. The electic
lights are placed_inside lanterns, and
the general effect’ 'is very pleasing.
There is a largetlibrary fitted with an
externsive selectiol ”{)f bodoks from many
authors. s

In her open-air .arrangements, the
Msheno offers gyery accommiodation
for promenadidg;in the true sense of
the ‘word. The . bromenade deck is,
lengthy and broad, so that a constitu-
‘tional, or an after, dinner stroll, "can
be had with every convenience. There
are also cosy corpers fitted at the end
of the deck houses, where those so. in-
clined can. enjoy. Comfort, secure from
the force of the wind. Her bath Tooms
and. lavatories. are models of every-
thing that is up to date, and she is
particularly well equipped with shower,
spray, plunge,” and other baths. The
comforts of second class passengers
have been equally regarded and stud-
jed with great care: The dining
saloon is on the upper deck, occupying
the full width of the ship. The cabins
are large and of a Very superior type.
The bath rooms and lavatories are
numerous, and as much attention has
‘been paid to them as to those for first
class passengers.

The Dimensions
of the steamer-are 400 ft.. x 50 ft. x
33 ft. 6 in. moulded, to upper, and she
has almost a complete shade :deck,
with ‘a boat deck .over a large portion
thereof.. She is elaborately fitted out

UNDER DIFFICULTIES

Twenty-Five Years’ Study While
Prisoner in Casemates of
Schlusselburg.

St.  Petersburg April 25th.—(Asso-
ciated Press correspondence).—One of
the most intéresting first fruits of the
Success of the Russian revolution is
the coming publication of the results
of ‘the scientific work which N. A.
Morozoff, one of the nihilists who par-
ticipated in the attempt against the
life of Alexander II, and who was re-
leased last October from the dungeons
of the-Schlusselburg fortress, carried
on during his 25 years’ confinement
there. .Morozoff, who is rated as the
man of probably the greatest talent in
the old revoélution, conducted his work
under the greatest difficulties, being
allowed at first no books except the
bible, and having to obtain writing
materials by stealth or connivance of
the guards. Later he was allowed to
a limited extent the use of other books,
and the result of his diligence was an
immense compendium of knowledge,
which, when published, will run al-
most to a score of volumes. It covers
a wide range of subjects, the most
valuable portion being that devoted to
chemistry, the seience in which Mor-
ozoff was a devoted expert before
being 3 ;

tution of matter, on which he worked
for eighteen years, and in the course
of his investigation predicted
existence of several elements which
were actually discovered and isolated
during his confinement in prison. His
achievements in the domain of natural
science has been rated as of high value
by several physicians. Not the least
interesting feature of his work is his
theory regarding the meaning of the
apocalypse of St. John. He read the
Bible again and again during the long
years of his confinement, studying es-
pecially the Book of Revelations,
which he decided had an inner astron-
omic reason. He identified the animals
named by St. John with warious con-
:;zllations and came to the conclusion

' The Four Horses Mentioned

represented’ four planets,; the red Mars,
the white Jupiter, the pale Saturn, and
the . dark Mercury.. The animals sit-
ting on :the horses he thought fadicat-
ed a certain aspect of the Zodiac which
prevailed at the time of the writing of
the book, and . when, finally, after
years he was able to obtain a set of
astronomical tables, he calculated that
the vision on which the book is based
must ha¥e been seen September 30, of
25 A.D., considering that it must have
been written by a man of deep erudi-
tion, he asserted its authorship to John
of the Godlen Voice, who, he declared,
was ‘the only man. with sumglent n-
tuition among the Christians’ of that
time .to have written it.

Important Information Gleaned
by Committee Who Investi-
gated Yesterday. _

TEST WITH ENGINES ON HIGH LEVEL

—Not‘ Satisfactory as fhe Gauge
at the City Hall Dropped
Very Low.

(From, Thqrsday's Daily.)

As a result of an investigation by the
re ~wardens yesterday forenoon it is

shown that in case of a fire on the
lﬂg'hep levels the department would e
ipractically- helpless without the assis-
tance of a-steam engine. It was also
demonstrated that more hydrants
should be .arranged for, not only in the
upper pection of the city, but all ove-
town.  The necessity of having an en-
gine stationed above the hill was al=o
clearly established by the long, hard
pull on the horses.

Before proceeding to the higher leveis
the committée, composed of Mayor Mor-
ley, Alds. Fullerton, Goodacre, and
Douglas, and Chief Watson, made au
examination of the horses, and the re-
sult of the inspection ‘was that the
horses were found in a better condition
than ‘was expected. One horse, howerver.
was found to be in very poor state, and
the chief was instructed to prociite au-
other,

A start was then made for Pember-
ton road, where '

The First Test

was to be made. On the way No. 2 hose
cart from the Yates street station was
taken along. Arriving at the hydrant
the committee were met by Water Com
missioner Raymur and Thomas Preece,
superintendent of works,

The water pressure ‘was turned on at
10.25 and showed a pressure of 20
pounds, without the engine being used.
Two streams were turned on, but tne

ressure was not strong enough to send
the water more than a dozen feet.

With the engine pumping, however,
with 80 pounds of steam, the two lines
of hose threw the water a distance .of
100 feet. The two lines were kept going
together, one having an inch nozzle and
the other a three-quarter.. Alhough
this 'was considered good, it might have
been better.

The main from which this test was
made is a 6 inch, and 300 feet of hose

It was pointed out 'at the investiga-
tion that a fire on Rockland avenue, b2
tween St. Charles sireet and Mr. Ga®
letly’s residence, would practically have
to burn itself out as far as getting water
iz concerned.

Arriving at the hydrant the conditioa
of the horses was foreibly impressed-on
the committee, -the pull being a hard one,
and aithough not.geing at any great
tpeed the horses had all they could do
to make it. So winded was one horse
in’ particular that the remark was pass-
ed, that the team would never pull the
engine back to town, but they did.

The main on this Street is a” 4-inch,
and at 11 o’clock, when the test was
made, the pressure ranged near 30
nounds. The two lines of hose were
again run out, but the force of water
was not of any effect;; The engine wos
started, and two streams were thrown,
but not so far as at the first hydrant.
After a few minutes’ pumping it was
found that only one stream could be
thrown for any great distance. Wiih
wne stream and five minutes’ pnmping
air-was. being forced through the hose,
this indieating that the

Main Was Being Pumped Dry
and a hurried shut-off was 'made, the
committee fearing that the residences in
the neighborhood would run short oi
water, This brought the test to aa
abrupt finish.

During the time the tests were being
made the indicator at the Central sta-
tion dropped from 62 to 35 pounds, and
immediately afterwards became norma’,
showing that wher water is being used
to any great extent on. the higher leve's
that tlere is barely sufficient within the
business pertion of the city.

Immediately after the test the com:
mittee met at the city hall and discussei
the matter at length. During the debate
the Yates street pump camdg in for con-
sideration, and it wgs pointed out by his
worship that it 'was an impossibility t-
get the pump going - within an hour;
thus making it almost useless in case of
fire.

The establishment of an engine in the
high district was also discussed. -

Chief Watson stated regarding thiz
that with the men and apparatus at his
disposal the most feasible scheme wou'd
e to have the horses from the truck
take the Deluge engine to any alarm
{from the district threatened. He poins-
ed out that

The Deluge Engine
weighed only half as much as the big
one, and could be hauled much easier.
If it was decided to maintain an engine
at the Yates street hall it would neces-
sitate an addition to the hall, - more
men, and another team of .horses.

The chief was instructed to act on
the suggestion at once, and hereafter an
engine will be sent to all alarms eas:
of Cook street, between Pandora street
and Fairfield road. ‘

After considering "the question at
length the following report was drawn
up for presentation to the council:

First, that the hydrant pressure of
20 Jbs. from a 6 inch main on the uppes
levels ‘of the city, from ' “‘Cadboro Bay
road to Rockland avenue, and east from
Pemberton road, is absolutely useless
during the day for fif€“purposes with-
out. the assistance of 1111 engine. o1

2. That the most to be'depended upon
for fire protection at Cadboro Bay roa-l
and Stanley avenue is, ‘with the aid of
an engjne, two streams of water at tie
necessary pressure.

3. That the four inch main along
Rockland avenue from thé Lieut.-Gov-
ernor’s residence is unsafe to depend on
for fire -purposes. Kyen with the as-
sistance of an engine only one usefal
stream can be obtained, and that is not
to be relied on for any length of time.

4. That the fire chief be requested "o
make acrangements to run the small fire
cngine to the upper levels of the city
on all occasions of fire. o

5. That the water pressure is not suf-
ficient for fire protection, and mo time
should be lost in obtaining a supply on
which absolute dependence may be
placed.

It was also pointed out that move
hydrants shoild be placed around the
city. This was not acted on, however,
as< the consensus of opinion was that
more hydrants were useless without a
lbetter supply of water.

During -the afternoon Chief .Watson
completed arrangements to purchase a
new horse for the engine. - The horse
‘was secured from J. Heaney, and was
examined and pasied by the city veter-
icary surgeon. “Charlie,” the horse re-
iplaced, is a magnificent big bay, and has
been in the department for close oun
thirteen years, and is now about twenty
years of age, He is still practically
sound, but old age is having its effect,
and i has been found necessary to re-
place him by one younger and st‘i:onger.

‘Wireless is not overlooking British Co-
lumbia in its development programme,”
said C. H. Gibbons, executive agent for
Canada of the Pacific Wireless com-
pany to the Colonist yesterday. ‘“And
our associated stations all along the
coast—to say nething of the vessels of
the United States Revenue Marine in
these waters and numerous private ves-
sels equipped with our system—are
equally indisputable and busy creatutes
of fact worthy of some attention by
those who talk wireless telegraphy for
the Pacific coast.

INTERESTING TALK
WITH RALWAY MAN

R. G. Hervey of Nova Scotia Is
Now Touring the Pacific
Coast.

ASKS SOME VERY PERTINENT QUESTIONS

Cannot Understand Why Steel
Should Not Be Manufactured
on Island.

Robert G. Hervey,
railway contractor,
gether with his three daughters,
party staying at the Hotel Driard.

Mr. Hervey is a native of Brockville,
Ontario, but has his home in Shelburne,
Nova Scetia where a line of railway is
being constructed and where he .is in-,

terested - in' various mines’' and lumber
operations. y
. He came west in order to take home
hfs daughters from Pasadena, Califor-
nia, where they have been wintering.
He arrived there the day after the earth-
quake and in consequence of -the.con-
fusion and disorganization of traffic
which ensued and the impossibility of
securing proper traveling accommoda-
tien, he was delayed there twelve days
before the .party. could proceed north.

“I wanted,” said Mr. Hervey, “to
take a bird’s eye view of the Pacific
coast, " which’ I "had mot seen since I'
passed through San - Francisco fifteen
years ago. It was my object, after vis-
iting the coast regions from Los Angeles
to Vancouver, to endeavor to form some
estimate as to the future of the

from the point of view of a man con-
neeted with railway construction for the’
past forty years. The effects of the
San Francisco disaster, however. have
so curtailed the time 1 intended fo de-
vote to the trip between Los Angeles
and Seattle, that it would not be fair

FRAME FOR MOSQUITO NET.

Can Be Readily. Adjusted Above the

Those persons who live in a climate in-
fested with mosquitoes will appreciate
the usefulness of the mosquito net frame
illustrated below. It is so simple in con-
struction that it could be bullt with little
effort.  In use it is adjusted above the
headplece of the bed, to which it is clamp-
ed by a small block of wood, the latter
projecting above the headpiece. Secured
at right angles to the clamp is a bar, at

each end of which is attached a plece of
cord, which extends ‘to  the wire frame-
work projecting from the clamp. At the
top of the clamp 18 a small pulley, a eord
connecting with the overhead frame and
passing through the pulley. A handle at
the end of the cord serves as a means of
adjusting the frame to any position de-
aired. The mosquito netting is draped
over the frame, belng allowed to overhang
the mnecessary length.

MENACING SHIPPING.

The raft was in tow of the
steamship Frances H. Leggett, which
sailed from Astoria on Wednesday
last and encounfered heavy seas
which tore the hawsers as if they had
been thread. = The Frances H. Leggett
and the lumber steamship Arctic have
proceeded to sea in search of the raft.
When put together and - floated last
year this huge cargo of lumber
grounded in the Columbia River and
was held until winter before refloating.
Four other rafts of practically the
same size were reported on Wednes-
day as making  ready to follow the
one in tow of the Leggett.

At last reports -the Leggett’s lost
tow of lumber was sighted about 20
miles off shore opposite Crescent City.
Coastwise mariners are warned to
keep a sharp lookout for the dangerous'
derelict until the Leggett and the
Arctic' signal its recovery.

MYSTERIOUS DEATH.

Autopsy Locates Bullet That Killed
Long Island Railway Manager

New York, May 9.—Following2 the
funeral today of Charles L. Spier, the
traction manager who was found dead
at his home on Staten Island Monday
morning following an. alarm of burg-
lars, a second autopsy was held and
one bullet extracted. The bullet was
Jocated in the back, under the left
shoulder, but in its course through the
body it had penetrated the heart. The
physicians and officials at the autopsy
declared themselves puzzled as to how
Spier could have staggered or walked
the distance he did after the bullet
had pierced his heart. His body, was
found fully 18 feet from where the
first .blood spots in the hallway of his
home were noted. = Having been shot
with his own rewolver, it is the theory
of the family that Spier grappled with
the burglar and -the man turned the
gun against -the owner. Strong ob-
jections were made by Mrs. Spier today
to a second autopsy, which she de-
clared would prove nothing; but Coro-
ner Cahill would not give a burial per-
mit until the bullet had been extracted.
Consequently the funeral went for-
ward and the body was placed in a
vault. After a"short wait it was re-
moved and theé dutopsy begun in the
presence of coumty officers and repre-
sentatives of thé Spier family. No
final report has Vet been agreed wpon
by the authorities; who appear at odds
as to whether the case is one of sui-
cide, a murder or an accident.

THE: TURBINE.

How the lnventor Secured Hearing for
.. His«Invention.

The inventor ef the turbine engines
with which the steamer Maheno is fit-
ed, Hon. Charles; Algernon Parsons, had
considerable difficulty in finding a hear-
ing. and trial for. his invention. En-
gineers opposed him, presumably on
the ground that the simplicity of the en-
gines eliminated the mystery of the en-
gineer's profession. Ultithately the in-
ventor took a novel way of forcing 2
hearing. The little Turbinia which had
been fitted with his engines, was one of
the vessels in the naval display incidert
to Queen Victoria’s Jubilee celebration,
and suddenly she -was broken out of *he
Jine and started to cruise rapidly ‘n
circles about the Queen’s yacht, which,
as may be supposed, caused no small
amount of attention to be displayed, and
the Sparrowhawk, formerly at BEsqui-
malt, was sent in pursuit of the Tur-
oinia. = Mr. Parsons was reprimanded,
but he had secured a hearing, and soon
many vessels began to instal his tur-
bines. .

Here is a description written by W.
Owen Williams, member of the Institi-
tion of Bngineers and Shipbuilders in
Scotland, and a famous naval architect,
in the introduction to his ook on tur-
bine steamers: :

This space is occupied by t"e
biades, and it is through these the
steam flows. The steam enters the cyl
inder by means of an- annular port at
the forward end; it meets a ring of fixed
guide-blades which deflects it so that it
strikes the adjoining ring of moving
blades at such an angle that it exerts
on them a‘svromry jmpulse. When tae¢
steam leaves these blades it has natur-
ally been deflected. The second ring of
fixed blades is therefore interposed, and
these direct the steam on to the seconid
ring of rotating blades. ~The same
thing occurs with succeeding rings of
guide and moving blades qntil the steam
escapes at the exhaust passage.”

James
MecGoldrick and F. L. Cudeback,
watchmen, saw the thief
Spencer and also saw him throw a
watch into the street. They gave
chase, and McGoldrick fired one shot,
the bullet entering Darrach’s neck.

SALMON CURING PLANT.

A Special Building Being Etected at
the Outer Wharf.

In connection with the building that
is .going up at the outer wharf it is
learned that the .same is being erected
by R. P. Rithet & Co., in order to af-
ford facilities for a new industry which
is about to be inaugurated by the firm
of Engelbe Wiese of Seattle. This is
a salmon curing proposition, known as
the mild curing process and deals egclu-
‘sively with spring salmon which it is
proposed to purchase from the traps on
the coast. The fish are to:.be lightly
salted, packed in hogsheads and cases
and shipped by the C. P. R. with all
speed via New York to Hamburg, where
they will arrive within something under
four weoks from date of capture, there
to be smoked and supplied to the Ger-
man markets.

Salmon smoked in the ordinary man-
ner will keep fresh little more than three
weeks and the object of this process is
to enable a supply of British Columbian
spring Imon. to be places upon the
contd al markets in prime condition

THE MEADOW LARK.

If the farmers knew the amount and
character of the food eaten by the meadow
lark, they would be slow to complain
about the little sprouting grain that these
birds may pull out of the earth, or the
little newly sown clover seed that they
may pick up. The results of many exam-
inations of the contents of the bird's stom-
ach’show that about three-fourths of their

food consiste of insects.

$ , an illustration of the meadow lark’y
vigilance for ins. an ipstructive lesson
miay be drawn from the examination of the
stomachs of) six Dbirds killed in Virginia
when the ground was covered with snow.
The smallest quantity of Insect food in
any one of the six stomachs was 8 per
cent, of the contents, the largest quantity
95 per cent., and the average for all six
more than 47 per cent., or nearly half of
the total food. The insects consisted of
beetles of several species, bugs (Hemip-
tera), grasshopp erickets, a few wasps,
caterpillars, spiders and myriapods. Thus
it is evident that inseets form an essential
element of the bird's diet, and are ob-
tained® even under very adverse circum«
stances.

The common meadow lark (Sturnelia
magna) inhabits the Eastern United
States and ranges as far west as the. great
plains. The Western form (8. negletca) is
mingled with it in the Mississipi valley,
and thence to the Pacific coast replaces it
completely. The economic aspects of the
two birds are practically the same,
