GERMANY'S ATTITUDE.
Berlin, Aug. 12—Granzboten, an offici­

ally iuepireil organ, lays : Germany cannot 
risk the loss of I be good-will of other pow­
ers by#paralyzing or counteracting the 
policy unless she is absolutely forced to do 
do. She has neither the wish nor the right 
to play the part of European censor, aud 
she will neither give a mandate to England, 
or act or note, nor hinder her from doing 
what she may think necessary for British 
interest. 1'he iutereats of Germany have 
not been menaced, if they are menaced here­
after she will have plenty of time to 
tike her resolutions. Her only aim ia 
European peace which will be maintained.

MOVEMENT OF ENGLISH TROWS.
Malta, Aug. 12—The transport with 

General Wolseley aboard has arrived. Wol­
seley is quite well and will continue the 
voyage to Alexandria this evening.

Alexandria, Aug. 18—the Scots Guards 
and Grenadier Guards landed to-day and 
marched to Kamleh. Thouaanda of Arabs 
collected along the line of march much 
impressed by the appearance of the troops. 
The Europeans regret having to meet such 
an unworthy foe, as it is believed many 
must fall victims of Remington rifles of 
Arabi’s troops who are now entrenched in 
such a strong position.

Alexandria, Aug. 12—The Coldstream 
Guards and Grenadier Guards have arrived. 
The British government have purchased a 
large hotel and mercantile premises at Port 
Said for use as a hospital.

THE SITUATION OF ENGLAND.
London, Aug. 18—The government and 

supporters are now very sanguine that 
there will be no prolonged war, and that 
the difficulty on the Nile will bo over in a 
few weeks. The radical element however 
fear trouble will begin after Arabi is sup­
pressed. A large section of the party de­
mands the exercise of permanent control 
over Egypt. Others contend that each 
intervention is contrary to the true princi­
ples of radicalism. Many influential 
liberals anticipate grave dissensions on this 
point. Mr. Gladstone at present is be­
lieved to iavor doing work of pacification 
and then giving the other powers equal 
share in the benefit. It is stated forty 
thousand British troops are now either in 
Egvpt or on the way there.

Alexandria, Aug. 13.—A correspondent 
yesterday approached to within four hun­
dred yards of Arabi’s cavalry. He picked 
up a loaded Remington and cartridges 
dropped by the Arabs during the night at­
tack. The cartridges bore marks of being 
made at the Tourah 
Cairo. The discovery is important as 
proving that the Tourah works are operating 
which are capable of tnraing out sixty 
thousand cartridges daily. There is an 
active movement of trains near Arabi a 
outpost". It is incomprehensible why the 
English have yet no baloons for recon­
naissance work. The Pamadin, a religious 
fast in which no eating, drinking or smok­
ing from sunrise to sunset ends on Tuesday 
when Arabi is expected to show more 
activity.

THB POPULARITY OF THE ENGLISH NAVY.
The recent intenae interest taken in the 

bombardment of Alexandria, by the Anglo- 
Saxon people throughout the world, shows 
with how much more regard the naval ac­
tions of England are noticed than her deeds 
of war on shore. The English are essentially 
a maritime people both in position and 
hereditary inclination ; the tidings of a 
great victory or of a disastrous defeat sus-* 
tained by her armies may powerfully vibrate 
the chords of public feeling, but they are 
never regarded as the final test of British 
prowess. It is on the bosom of the briny 
deep that the true British heart would 
erpe with his foes, were his country’s 
downfall to be the result of defeat

Never yet has A British fleet been de­
feated in fair combat on the open sea. 
From the days of Alfred the Great, who 
waged successful naval war 
fierce sea-kings, to the present time, the 
English navy his'ever borne itself creditably 
in the eyes of the world and asserted its su­
periority.

Thus it is that her navy is the most pop­
ular branch of England’s power, more 
particularly as it is her only real defence, 
her army and militia being a mere handful 
compared with the hosts that marshal under 
the banners of the continental powers. This 
deserved popularity is evinced in different 
ways.

We admire true friendship; but 
fail to find any in the wholesale business— 
akin to “free love,” so common at “Grimsby 
camp meetings,” "Thousand Island parks,” 
" sea side resorts," where men and women, 
both old and young, married and single 
form acquaintances of the hour, and live 
for weeks together in all the freedom of the 
family circle. Nor do we find any friend­
ship, but only disgusting vulgarity, in the 
degrading habits indulged in on the “ re­
turn trips” of our excursion steamers, where 
young'ladies, in many oases the children 
of wealthy and respectable parents, allow 
almost any young stranger to form an 
acquaintanceship for the evening, promenad­
ing the deck, or sitting snug in some dark 
corner, whilst mamma, perhaps, reposes in 
the cabin, blissfully ignorant of all that 
transpires. Boat riding on the bay, balls 
and parties in winter evenings, skating 
rinks, things all proper under certain con. 
dirions—too often work dire evil. The moral 
aspect of the case is so closely allied to the 
social that there is little room for discrimina­
tion, Parents, teachers and preachers are 
all responsible in this, but, above all, par­
ent. Children need to be taught that 
neither health, pleasure, nor morality is to 
be found in the crowd, and that home life is 
the only thing “friendly to the beet pursuits 
of man, friendly to thought, to virtue and to 
peace,” and that because a young man smokes, 
drinks, or plays the beau, or a y rung lady, 
the flirt and fool, he or she is any better, 
more clever, more learned, or more respect­
ed by man or by God than one, who, 

with uplifted eyes,”
"Asks wealth of heaven and gains a real prize, 
“Truth, wisdom, grace and peace, like that above, 
'-Sealed with his signet whom they serve and love."

> THE WORLD, THB BIBLE IN OUR SCHOOLS.

During the present year considerable 
disenaaion has been indulged in and some 
action taken, chiefly by teachers and 
preacher» in council, regarding the introduc­
tion into our schools of the bible aa a text 
book. The friends of the movement affirm 
fittest the necessity for a more thorough 
teaching of the principles of religion than is 
now given exists, and seek to have this done 
not alone, as hitherto, from the pulpit, in 
the Sunday school, or around the family 
circle ; tut through the medium of our 
school system, and at the expense of the 
state. The objections to such a course are 
obvious, whilst the arguments in favor 
thereof are not so.

In the first instance it would remove for 
an indefinite period the complete amalga­
mation of the public and the separate 
school system, intensifying the already 
strong partizan or sectarian feeling existing 
among the different denominations. It 
would be a misfortune were this to occur. 
There are already very many Roman Ca­
tholics in Ontario who elect to send their 
children to tie public rather than the 
separate school, and their number» are every 
dav increasing. Teachers also would seri­
ously object, some from conscientious mo­
tives, others from principle, and they are 
entitled to consideration. Besides, what 
parent interested in the spiritual advance - 
ment of hie children would submit to have 
them instructed in religion by one differing 
in faith from himself ? Or what teacher an 
enthusiast in religion could confine himself 
to a broad and eimple explanation of the 
aubjoot ? The tendency, we fancy, would 
be towards his own particular creed. In 
addition to the two classes—those friendly 
to spiritual education and those careless or 
directly opposed to it—there are in all edu­
cated communities persons daily increasing 
in numbers, who, whilst not denyiog. nay 
firmly believing in the existence and lov­
ing power of an Almighty God, do not de­
sire, and in most cases decidedly 
obje :t . to the associations and 
practices of the so-called Christian 
and Mosaic religions of the past, butas yet 
are content to remain passive, not oaring 
to endure the fanatical odium sure to fol­
low an enunciation of their viewe. These 
are among the most intellectual people in 

1 Ontario and are certainly entitled to have 
their opinions respected.

That the necessity for radical change in 
the moral culture of our youth exiata, is 
undoubted ; but how to effect that change 
is a difficult problem to solve. The preach­
er and Sunday school teacher having failed, 
seek, like Adam of old, to fasten the blame 
on shoulders other than their own ; or, 
since misery loves company, perhaps they 
desire to bring the secular school teacher 
into their fold ! This will never do. Our 
support to the priesthood is voluntary ana 
liberal, the taxes for this purpose being 
more than for any other single cause, yet 
these gentlemen, feeling their strength and 
forgetting the principles of their profession, 
say “ you must teach the scriptures in the 
secular schools.” A truth enunciated in 
Defoe’s “True-born Englishman” :
“And of all plagues with which mankind is cursed

Ecclesiastical tyranny’s the wore',"

holds good in all times ; but it is now too 
late to persuade or to boycot the people 
into carrying further ecclesiastical burdens. 
Would it not be well for the ministers of 
the gospel to attend strictly to the busi­
ness for which they are paid ? They 
possess a triple hold—the church, the Sun­
day school, the social visit—over the minds 
and pockets of the people. Yet these are 
not sufficient to preserve in our midst that 
deep spirit of morality akin to religion, so 
characteristic of a large portion of our an­
cestors. The churoh to day does not fulfil 
the obligations imposed on it by its found­
er ; the Sunday school has gradually become 
a refuge for various classes of our youth, 
viz : Those really anxious to acquire spiri­
tual knowledge and inspiration, those 
wishing to get acquainted with nice 
young men or women, so that when 
the annual excursion comes off a 
free ticket and "good time” may be 
enjoyed, and those who tf at home 
would be a source of care to parents, so 

to ktunday school, that a quiet 
smoke, chat or snoege pray be indulged iu by 
those remaining away ; aud the social visit 
of the minister has, in many eases become

To 
him perhaps more than to any other belongs 
the task of cultivating nobility of manhood 
and of purpose, of inculcating common 
sense truths, of developing a self-reliant 
spirit, of showing the practical benefits 
arising from a correct life, and of pointing 
out the real difference between honest, 
manly fan and degrading, enervating trick­
ery. For this purpose a book on morals 
might very profitably be need in our 
schools.

THE JUDICIARY OF THB UNITED STATES.

We publish in another column a letter 
from a prominent American citizen, resi­
dent among us, protesting against the 
statement in these oolnmni that the men 
who wrested the St. Paul, Minneapolis and 
Manitoba railway "bribed the courts of the 
United States.” What we meant thereby 
was that the evidence in the ease «’ques­
tion showed that the receiver had been bribed 
and a receiver is an officer of the court, a 
part of the court. We bad no intention of 
speaking slightingly of the judges them­
selves ; the decision they gave in this very 
suit of tlie| receiver, Farley, shows their 
probity and justice. And while we regret 
that there is reason to protest against the 
slighting way in which Canadians some­
times speak of Ameriean judges, still 
they are only following Ameri­
ean journals who often denounce 
their tribunals in unmeasured terms. We 
have often read that Gonld and Vanderbilt 
keep judges in their pay. But from our 
own knowledge, from the manner in which 
their judgments are cited in English courts, 
and the reputation that th eir lawyers have 
all over the world, we have a high opinion 
of the uprightness of the Ameriean bench.

IS THIS WRECKAGE OR NOT?

We have just seen a statement of the 
Toronto, Grey and Bruce railway. It has 
received nearly $1,400,900 bonuses, which 
amount stands a charge against the line, 
being classed among its liabilities.

In reality it ia not a charge, but a gift.
What we want to know from some first- 

class acccountant is whether it should stand 
in the statement as a charge or not.

We think as it is a gift it should not be 
charged against the line.

EXIT THE GREAT WESTERN.

This is what the Toronto G.obe puts at 
the head of an editorial article, in which it 
bewails the exit and effacement of the 
Great Weatern railway. The event, says 
our contemporary, mark» an era in the on­
ward march of railway monopoly. The 
Globe’s article on the event is well worth 
reading, and worth remembering, too; and 
we therefore reproduce it entire in another 
column.

_ We are to have railway monopoly now, 
says the Globe, deeply sympathizing with 
the people of Western Ontario, who, after 
investing their money in the Great Wes­
tern, find themselves handed over body and 
bones to the Grand Trunk. “The disap­
pearance of the Great Western is a very 
serious injury to the large trabtof country 
which formerly enjoyed the advantage of 

petitiou between the two lines.” In­
deed ! Then why did the Globe last winter 
support the bill for the amalgamation ol five 
roads together in one—the Midland 
combination—which, as eve-ybody now 
knows, is part add parcel of
the Grand Trunk system ? Dues
our contemporary remember that while the 
local house was in session it advocated the 
giving of charters to ail comers who did 
not ask for public money ? Aud, further, 
that among the applications of that time 
there were some half a dozen affecting 
Western Ontario, all got up expressly for 
the purpose of invading Great Western 
territory, and forcing that company into 
surrender ? The Globe regrets now the 
cfiucement or the Great Western, but where 
was the Globe six months ago, when the 
Great Western was fighting for dear life in 
the Ontario assembly ? That was a critical 
time, aud at the crisis the Globe lent its 
aid towards the aggrandisement of the Grand 
Tiunk and the crushing out of the Great 
Western. It supported at once the Grand 
Tiunk amalgamation bill for that part of 
the province east of Toionto, and the 
competition bills ’that were designed to 
kill off the Great Western, in the west. 
The cheek of the Globe, shedding croco­
dile tears over an event which itself help­
ed greatly to bring about, is colossal ; it 
is actually astounding to behold, 
said at the time that if the
various anti-Great Western bills
then pending were passed, the 
Grand Trunk would shortly enter into sole 
possession, and would proceed to administer 
upon the affairs of the province of Ontario, 
lately deceased !

However, we had almost fergotten that 
the Grand Tiunk has a competitor the 
syndicate, to wit. But the idea of the 
syndicate as a competitor will not afford 
much solid comfort M our contemporary.

The Globe is surely getting silly, when, 
after declaring that it is absolutely necessary 
to the commercial interests of the conntiy 
to secure competition with the Graud 
Trunk, it invites us to lean upon that 
broken reed of competition—the Credit 
Valley railway. " Fortunately the Credit 
Valley is still an independent line," says 
the Globe ; certainly a most extraordinary 
assertion to be made by a leading journal, 
when everybody knows that it fell into the 
grip of the syndicate a good while ago, and 
that it is and must remain a syndicate line 
to all intents and purposes.

Alter having aided witli its influence the 
scheme for destroying the Gic.it West 
ern company by local legislation, the Globe 
now turns round and calls frantically for 
new competition with the Grand Trunk. 
How much better it would have been to 
have supported at the critical time the Great 
Western’s urgent appeal to be allowed to 
live in the province of Ontario. 11 .d that 
prayer liven listened to and granted, we 
should by this time have been in a fair 
way of seeing the Great Western,iu connec­
tion with the Quebec A Ontario, lorming

K OB CIVIC HOLIDAY,THE OOW-BYRB NUIaANOB.

There is at last a prospect that the cow- 
byre nuisance will be done away with in To­
ronto. Theby-law recently passed by the city 
eouncil appears to be an effective one on the 
face of it ; and there ia every reason to be­
lieve that Mr. Coataworth will do hie 
duty in the premises, and that he will not 
allow it to remain a dead letter. It is, 
however, the duty of those who suffer from 
nuisances to come forward, and to show 
that in executing the law the commissioner 
ia supported by public opinion. This much 
is due to him ; and, if the citizens fail to 
support him in the execution of hie dnty, 
it may fairly he said that they do not de­
serve a good nuisance by-law at all.

The by-law it not yet printed, but it soon 
will be, with all the corrections and 
amendments. At present we shall refer 
only to some of the pointe affecting the 
cow byre, that nuisance of old standing 
in Toronto. In a brief summary given by 
a contemporary, it was mentioned that no 
byre ia to be allowed nearer than twenty- 
five feet to a street corner. That was the 
original draft, but the clause as amended 
prohibits byres within twenty-five feet of 
any public street or highway, corner or no 
corner. It is important to add that lanes 
are not considered to be street* or high­
ways in this connection. Further, no 
byre is to be allowed within seventy- 
five feet of any dwelling. These two pro­
visions of the new law ought to be amply 
sufficient to kill off the cow-byre nuisance 
within "limit A.” which include* all the
city front tfle bay to flloor jtreat, and from -------------T
Parliament atreet in the eaat, to Niagara pHROWquBS,
atreet in the west.

It is too grave a charge to make 
against the whole judiciary of a country to 
8ay it has been bribed; and the charge is 
not warranted unless it can be applied 
specifically. I take it that the editor of 
5ne World does not wish to be regarded as 
irresponsible in matters of this Kind; and I 
hope he would not intentionally make 
sweeping charges of venal.ty where he can­
not point to one single case.

I ain very sorry to have remarked in 
Canadian journals a far too common habit 
of speaking in an anwarrantable manner of 
the public morals of the United State», ai.it 
that by writers whose very style often ne- 
trays a want of information on the eubp-cts 
in hand. It i» commonly assumed that be­
came the courts of some States are elective 
that they are nec-ssarily corrupt. The re­
verse is the fact. All judges in the 
United States are not elected, though a 
large proportion are. Yet the g-oera 
purity of their Courts will compare well 
with that of any countiy in the world. 
Chargea of venality are very rarely made 
again t judges, bv American paper», or by 
individual» : and impeachments are ns 
nearly unknown as in any country. In the 
matter of bribery, the man who wants to 
buy American judges will be astonished at 
the value ect upon them by those who know 
them. I do not suppose the sentence I 
complain of was prompted by malice, anil 
I therefore feel more free to call your at­
tention to it. But it is due to the Amer­
ican Courts that you should give the names 
of any judges you know to have been 
bribed, and it is due to the people of 
Canade that they should be apprised of 
corrupt combination between Canadians 
and Americans, and what judges, if any, 
have been conupted with their money.

Told b, Dr. Ormlsleu of Mew York.

Rev. Dr. Ormiston of New York preach­
ed in St. James’ square Presbyterian church 
morning and evening yesterday. Ibc 
morning service was not so well attended 
as it would have been had it been more 
generally known that the doctor was going 
to conduct that service.

All the claims of death 
and am are cancelled in Christ and a new 
life begun in the heart of the believer 
before he gets to heaven, otherwise he 
never would get there. This life is a life 
peculiar and distinctive, it stands apart 
from the whole innumerable creation and 
the best feature of it is that it is attsin lUle 
by all. The first kind of life he notice t 
was the semuons life. This, be said, 
characterizes those who are governed by 
animal passions, or, as Paul expresses it, 
who walk after the flesh. Again there are 
those who live only for this world, who 
seek to attain wealth, power, influence and 
favor, and this ends their lives without 

thought of the position they will oc­
cupy in the next world. Aga:n there is 
life speculative. Those who poste.,* this 
life live in a realnTof ideas and, sometimes, 
in the forms and rites of religion. The last 
and best life of all is the spiritual life.
